GermMAN CURE FOR A Consumrrion.—Take a pound of pure
honey, and let it boil geatly in a stewpan ; then, having washed,
scraped, cleaned, and finely grated, with a sharp grater, two large
sticks of fresh horse-radish, stir into. the honey as much as you
possibly can. It must remain in a boiling state about five thinutes,
but stirred so as not to burn ; after which, put it into small earthen
pots or jars, and keep it covered up for use.
