RUSSIAN JEWS IN TOWN.
Plying Their Peddling Trade on Every
Street in the City

The large number of Russian Jew ped-
lers who have arrived in St. John this
spring has given the retail merchants some
concern. The town is swarming . with
them, and in some quarters of the city the
door bells are ringing from morning un-
til night. Infact they have become regular
chestnut bells, and it is probable that
many people who are not pedlers, or per-
haps not so persistent, have had to go
away again without gaining an entrance,
The pedlers come to the city by the dozen,
with packs on their backs large enough for
a mule, and nobody can say that they do
not work hard for the money they earn.
They sell everything- imaginable, but the
most remarkable feature of all their trans-
actions is that they will come down 50 per
cent on the price of the goods rather than
lose a sale. It may be that they are anxi-
ous to lighten the load, even if the goods
have to be sacrificed, but it is quite clear
that their profits are large enough to allow
them to suit the pocket books of anybody.

Some weeks ago a small bomb shell was
thrown 1nto the camp of the Russian Jews,
by an attempt to enforce the license law
in regard to pedlars, and many of them
left town. But not all. A St. John man
says he counted nearly 50 of them in one
part of the city this week, and a King
street merchant estimates the number of
them in town at about 150. 1f all of these
paid licenses it would add considerable to
the revenue of the city. But now that the
police are after them, there will probably
be an exodus, unless some of the officers
who have not received their B. A.s fail
in their efforts to catch the names of the
offenders, and are afraid to expose their
ignorance to the chief, and run the risk of
being dismissed.

People passing by the county court
house this week have remarked that the
air was charged with an odor as of new
spring clover. It seemed like a whiff from
the marshes of far-off Tantramar, or from
the flats of Dorchester. A faint suggestion
of brimstone was also detected now and
then. y

Those who were curious enough to enter
the court house and analyze these pheno-
mena saw a sight worth seeing. What
they beheld was Dorchester Corner ‘trans-
planted bodily to St. John—the far-famed
menagerie of the *“Devil's Half Acre” in
operation with most of the animals on view.
There was, for instance : Wells, the pelican ;
stalking about in the arena; and Haning-
ton, the lion of Westmorland, with eyes
aflame and tawny mane; and Teed, the
ancient mariner, as jolly as a mariner
should be ; and Knapp, the jackal, ever
smiling ; and Judge of Probates Oulton,
and Russell, of Shediac, a judge that is to
be. There also was the keeper of the
menagerie, Mr. Jailor Tait.
nothing was to be lacking to keep the ani-
mals on their mettle there was Mr. Attor-
ner General Blair, imported expressly
from Fredericton to make the show a suc-
cess. Imported also from Fredericton
was stenographer Risteen, whose chief
claim for the consideration of mankind is
that he has reported the circuit court at
Dorchester for six successive summers and
come out alive each timne.

The case before the court was that of the
renowned Patrick Gallagher, against the
equally renowned municipality of West-
morland. They have enhanced their fame
by contact with each other. They will
have enhanced their experience by the
time they get through. 'The case com-
menced in 1885 and is still in vigorous
bodily health. Mr. Gallagher in that year
was appointed a valuator, but was dis-
missed shortly afterwards by the council.
He has been on the warpath after damages
for five years now and is good flor five
years more. The venue of the case was
changed from Dorchester to St. John to
avoid bloodshed. As ProGress goes to
press, opinion is divided as to whether this
can be accomplished.

There was a more than usually pungent
odor of brimstone to be noticed about the
tribunal on Wednesday. Mr. Knapp was
on the stand, not in his capacity as a hard-
shell deacon, but as clerk of the peace of
Westmorland. The evidence of Mr. Knapp
did not suit Mr. Hanington. While it was
being given, Mr. Hanington and Mr.
Blair became involved in an exchange of
compliments, which was enlivened by Mr.
Hanington threatening to ‘‘slap the at-
torney general’s face in five minutes.”

There will be some hustling for engage-
ments among the brass bands this snmmer.

A
few years ago when two or three brass
bands had the town to themselves, and ex-
cursions, entertainments and parades were
more plentiful than they are now, it paid
to belong to a band, but the old bandsmen
are now sighing for “the good old days, in
vain.” Competition has become so keen,
and the new bands are so anxious to get
before the public, that they are willing to
come out on the least excuse and play for
litle or nothing.  This is all very well for
pe})ple who like band music, but the old
imusicians are anything but pleased with
the present state of affairs, and are looking
forward to an unprofitable summer. The
members of the older bands, however, say
they will not cut their engagement prices,
despite the competition, and are willing to
take the consequences.

A movement is on foot to erect a band
stand on Queen square opposite Senator
Boyd’s residence, and have concerts two or
three nights a week.

CHANCES ARE DUBIOUS

FOR AN EXHIBITION IN THIS CITY
THIS FALL.

How it Was Killed at the Treasury Board—
Ald. John A. Chesley Talks About the
Toronto Fair—His Keeling Toward the
Board of Trade—Directors Will Decide.

Much indifference indeed prevails in re-
gard to the exhibition. The action of the
council seems to have been the hardest
blow yet r d by the iation, and
there are some prospects that the money
already spent by that organization will be
seen no more. The absence of any exhi-
bition this year will without doubt have a
very serious effect upon the health of the
association.

So far as PROGRESS can glean from the
directors of the association and from the
people, the refusal of the common council
to give the requested grant has proved a
heavier dose of cold water upon the pro-
ject than any one imagines. The directors
of the association do not feel inclined to
work again all sumter and give their
money as well as their time. Some of
them in fact have been rather against a
second exhibition all along, and while they
consented and were willing to work for its
success, they are now inclined to shift the
responsibility of killing the exhibition
upon the council. Others are of a more
practical term, and say that the existence
of the association is not only st stake, but
future exhibitions as well. They claim
that it they can manage at all to hold the
fair they should do so.

Still it may be interesting to note that
one of the new aldermen, Mr. John A.
Chesley, was largely responsible for the
action of the treasury board in not recom-
mending a grant. When the question
came up it was supported by several alder-
men, who instanced how Toronto had as-
sisted its organization. They knew this in
a general way, but had no particular
knowledge of the subject. Therefore,
when Mr. Chesley arose and claimed that
the Toronto association was a bad prece-
dent, that it was not a success, but some
$40,000 or $50,000 in debt, the members in
favor of the grant received a set-back.
They presumed Mr. Chesley knew whereof
he spoke and they could mot deny his
statements. It was on account of them
that the grant failed to pass the committee,
and there was not a little chagrin ex-
pressed by those whose mouths had been
closed, as it were, by Mr. Chesley, when
they learned afterward that the Toronto
exhibition association cleared over $9,000
last year.

Perhaps it is just as well then to know
whom to hold responsible for the refused
grant. Naturally the fact that the Board
of Trade, or members of it, has anything
to do with the association would be enough
to set Mr. Chesley againstit. Perhaps,
too, the fact that Mr. Cornwall is secretary
of the exhibition is not pleasing to him. In
that capacity the secretary ot the Board of
Trade some time ago tried to collect Mr.
Chesley's subscription to that body. The
collector whom he sent again and again is
not anxious for a continued job of that
kind, and finally the board threatened to
sue for the subscription. The opposition
of the same alderman to the fair is not less-
ened by the fact that his rivals in one line
of business secured prizes at the last exhi-
bition.

In the meantime the guarantee fund is
growing, and about $1,500 has been prom-
ised. It isnot fair, however, that enter-
prising and public spirited firms and citi-
zens like Messrs. Manchester, Robertson
& Allison, W. C. Pitfield & Co. and Wil-
liam Shaw should bear the brunt of any
deficit from an exhibition, the benefits of
which are shared by all the people.

It is quite possible the exhibition direc-
tors will meet early inthe week, and the
question of whether we will have an exhi-
bition or not will be decided.

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BOUND TO BE IN STYLE.

BIG SALARIES THE ORDER OF THE
DAY IN HALIFAX.

The Heads of the Government Wanted an
Increase and Got It, While the City En-
gineer Also Wanted One and Didn't Get
It—What It Takes to Live in Halifax.

Hanrax, May 20.—The reigning topic
of conversation this week is the ‘bill now
before the house of assembly, asking for
authority to increase the salaries of the
departmental heads from $2,400 to $3,200
a year. When the bill was introduced it
was thought that it would go through with
comparatively little or no trouble; but the
opposition sailed straight for it with all the
arg ts of ¥, pr , inop-
portunity, etc., that they could put forth
themselves or quote from other sources,
and the result is that we have been made
conversant with just what salaries every
political Tom, Richard, and Henry in the
world is receiving; stacks of bluebooks
were rummaged from cover to cover to
prove that $2,400 a year is not an equit-
able remuneration for a premier of govern-
ment, an attorney general, or a com-
missioner of works and mines, and on the
other hand there has been a hue and cry
about hard times, deficits, wait-a-little-
while, etc.; others are willing to do the
work for the present salary, and a general
hub-bub about economy. The government
won the fight, however, and this year the
Honorables Fielding, Longley, and Church,
will have $800 more to their credit than
they had last year.

In the course of the discussion it leaked
out that there isn’t a bank cashier in Hali-
fax who does not receive a salary equal to
that paid to the premier of the province.
One speaker said he knew several who re-
ceived as high as 10,000 a year. Quite a
few of the leading enterprises in Halifax
pay their managers good salaries, some get
$4,000 and $5,000 a year, and very few
get less than $2,500. In the light of these
facts it is surprising that her majesty’s loyal
opposition stooped so low as to ‘‘kick”
against paying the working members of the
government sufficient salary to enable them
to keep up the dignity of the office. Three
thousand two hundred dollars is not ‘ten
dollars a day (computing the year into
working days) and it would cost Mr.
Fielding that much to board his family at
either of the big hotels. Hardly a suc
«cessful merchant but makes a better in-
come; and it is safe to assert that there
are four or five newspapers in the domin-
ion who would willingly pay. either Mr.
Fielding or Mr. Longley $5,000 to take a
position on their staff. Nobody knows
this better than these gentlemen them-
selves; but they are so entangled in the
public affairs of the country, that their
party leaders and the people would no
allow them to resign their positions.

We are about losing our clever city en-

gincer, Mr. E. H. Keating, for the same
reason—pay too small. Ile has had control
of all the engineering schemes of the city
for a number of years past and proven
himself a competent and hard working offi-
cial, but when he applied for an increase
of salary (he was getting $1500 and wanted
#2000) the city fathers ‘‘chawed the rag"
for an hour or two, and finally gave the
application a metaphorical slap in the face
by regaling it to a list of items which they
«call the order of the day—it is almost iden-
tical with the parliamentary three months
hoist. While the “‘chawing the rag” was
going on, Engineer Keating received a
dlattering offer from the city council of
Duluth to become chief of a staff
of six experienced engineers, and he
immediately accepted.  The citizens were
thunder-struck, and they will bave a  ser-
ious job to fill his place. This refusal to
recognize and remunerate ability has been
the order of things in Halifax for many a
long day, and the result is that a hundred
«of the most brilliant men we ever had here,
are laboring in other cities and towns in
Canada and the United States, where they
are achieving success for themselves, and
success for those who know ability when
they see it.  And these members of the
powers that be, who are the cause of their
absence,constantly lament and can’t under-
stand why there is such an exodus of young
men.

There were quiet a few St. John boys in
town this week. F. F. Ketchum, of I, &
15, . Burpee, is rea ing a harvest of fat
orders from the hardware trade; H. R.
Meclellan is here to boom the Travellers’
insurance company, and DeB. Carritte is
hustling very successfully in his own par-
ticular lines.  George "Smith, the well-
known base ball enthusiast, tormerly
with the Lang manufacturing company,
is now working tooth and nail for the Wil-
mot Spa Springs mineral water and ginger
ale factory. I'had a shake hands with him
at the Queen hotel the other evening, and
he seems to be just as lively and as en-
thusiastic as formerly. He has been all
through upper Canada with Spa water and
says he made big sales everywhere. Joseph
Gleeson, a St. Johner, who has been per-
suading every nan and woman in IIallifax
that they can't exist without a copy of the
life and works of John Boyle O'Reilly, left
Monday night for Charlottetown to intro-
duce his book on the island. Joe isn't
going to play base ball this summer; the
cares of a rapidly growing business, added
to the pleasant, though perhaps taxing,
cares of domesticity, will eat up his spare
time. He will be missed from the diamond.
W. F. Page, of Scovil, Fraser & Page,
went home to St. John in the Quebec ex-
press Monday, on a business trip. The
standard clothing house, which he man-
ages here, is one of the handsomest and
best stocked establishments of the kind in
the city.

A PLACE OF HEALTH AND REST.

Andover, its Drives, Scenery and Other At-
as & Hollday Resort.

Up in Victoria county, Andover is the
centre of a beautiful country which is de-
stined to b a popul resort.
Some of its pleasant drives and scenery is
described by a correspondent of Prog-
RESS. Speaking of its situation and sur-
roundings he says:

Its situation, on a pleasant plateau, sur-
rounded by hills, with the river St. John
coursing its sides, is in its favor, and the
drives about the neighborhood are both
pleasant and varied. The jaunt up the
river to the Aroostook Junction, along a
level road of four miles, with the unbroken
forest of the Indian Reserve on the oppo-
site  bank, is very enjoyable. Down
to the river to Hillandale, another
level road of the same distance,
with return by the “mill road,”
is very picturesque, with its beautiful vista
of hill and dale, of forest and field, stretch-
ing for miles in every direction, while the
glimpse of the St. John river serves to ren-
der the picture complete. The road to the
American boundary line through Carling-
ford is very sightly. From the top of the
Carlingford hills may be seen, to the north-
east, the Blue mountain on the Tobique
river some 50 miles distant, while closer at
hand, in the same direction, appears the
top of the Bluebell, at the foot of which
nestles the Danish and Tilley settlements ;
to the southwest is the famous Mars hill of
boundary line renown, and still further in
the distance rises the lofty peak of Kata-
hdin, probably the real Mars hill of the
treaty. Before leaving the Carlingford
hills, approaching the boundary line, there
opens to view one of the prettiest pictures
to be imagined. The valley ot the Aroos-
took is seen for miles. The remains
of the old Fort Fairfield occupy an
eminence overlooking the river. while the
village bearing its name lies in the valley
beneath. In this village may be seen the
spires pointing upward here and there, the
stream rushing from the mills proclaiming
their task of industry and thrift; the park
with its message of leisure and care, the
country with its lesson of rest and immor-
tality. To add to the beauty of the scene
atone's feet, the river meanders through
the valley, spanned by a bridge with just
sufficient distance to make a picture com-
plete, while far to the right and to' the left

lie the homes ot the yeomanry—the whole
forming a picture of pastoral scenery
seldom surpassed in any country. Reach-
ing the boundary line the return home ma

be made by following down the Aroostoo)

river, spending a pleasant hour, if desir-
able, among the rocks and cataracts of the
Aroostook Falls

Another pleasant drive is along the por-
tage leading from the St. John river to
the Tobique for four or five miles. This
drive is very grand. For three miles the
road winds through the canon or
“gulch” as it is called, with the rocks
almost touching on either hand, and then
rises abruptly to the highland, ‘suddenly
opening a view of Kintore light and Tilley
to the left, while straight ahead, the Bald
mountain on the Tobique, nearly 40 miles
distant, shows its conelike form.

A favorite drive is along the eastern side
of the St. Jobn river to the narrows, where
the Topique river falls through a cleft in
the rock, producing a picturesque effect.
This drive may be continued across the
narrows bridge to the Indian village, with
its quaint chapel and its cluster of Indian

THE PHILOSOPHY OF JUDICIAL
DIGNITY EXPOUNDED.

Time Is No Ohject—The Natural Inference
of the Rural Mind—Promptness Is Not
© witn Tt L the
Judge Before the Public. ¢

It was at the May session of the Circuit
court in and for the County of Wayback.
At1 o'clock the judge announced, *‘Gentle-
men, let us take an hour.”

It happened that at the lodgings of the
judge there also lodged the stenographer.
When the midday repast was concluded the
time had nearly expired. Yet the judge,
with the serenity that could only be sup-
plied by a deep moral conviction, proposed
a smoke. The stenographer held that there
was no time, but was over-ruled.

Soon after the pipes were lit the judge
appeared to be immersed in thought. His
hair had always possessed a heavenward
bias, in which respect it was thought by
some to differ from the other ingredients of
the judge. Be that as it-may, the judge
presently asked the stenographer if he
played cribbage. To which the man of
mystic marks replied that he did. Where-
upon the judge produced a cribbage board
and the game commenced.

The judge's face was puckered into a
mass of radiant smiles a moment later when
he pegged out by a run of ten and won the
game. ‘‘Now for the rubber,” he ex-
claimed, and proceeded to shuffle swiftly.

The judge leisurely elevated one eye-
brow and then the other, and cast a beam
of compassion upon the stenographer. His
brow became contracted into ravines and
mounds and intersecting causeways.

THE RIGHT TO SHOOT.

A man is confined in the penitentiary tor
stealing. He attempts to escape ; the guard
shoots him and he dies. Is this murder?
A prisoner resists the police, and attempts
t o0 escape; the policeman shoots him and
he dies. Is the homicide justifiable ? Two
men robbed a store in Kings county. A
law officer in Fredericton attempted to
arrest them; they fired at him and ran
away ; he returned the fire but missed them.
If he had been a better shot and had killed
one of them, would he have been a mur-
derer?  Strikers attempt to take charge
of works. PINKEREON'S men are called in;
they shoot and kill some of the rioters. Is
this murder?

These are questions which are not quite
80 easy to answer as may appear at first
sight. The law does not impose the death
penalty for an attempted escape from
prison, and if it did, it would only authorize
the infliction of the penalty after trial.
Death is not the punishment for resisting
the police, nor for shooting at a man;
mor for running away ffom officers of the
law, nor for forcibly taking possession
of another’s property. If a man attempts
to enter my house against my will, I
may resist him to the death, unless he
comes armed with certain process of
law. ““My house is my castle.” Here are
my wife and my children. The law of
England is majestic in this, that it declares
a man's home to besacred from intrusion,
as long as those within it respect the laws
of the land. There is one spot in which,
be it ever so humble, or be he ever so lowly
he is king, more absolute than the monarch
on his throne. The sanctity of the home
may be preserved at any cost; but the
workshop possesses no such sacredness
whether it be the cobbler’s shop by the

roadside or the factory ot the millionaire

<corporation.

These questions possess great interest
now-a-days, when strikes are frequent,
when capital is arrayed against labor, and
the employment of private ¢ detectives,” as
they are called, is becoming quite usual.
Men have a right to strike—that is, a legal
right. They have no right to interfere
with workmen who will not join them in
striking; but they ought not to be shot for
interfering.  What then P—shall strikers be
at liberty to work their own sweet will?
By no means. Let the strong arm of the
law be invoked against them. Let the
community act by its regularly constituted
oflicers and methods. *‘The riot act was
read before the people would disperse,”
we sometimes sce the papers state. Why
should the people disperse after the riot
act has been read? Because the state has
through its officers commanded them to
disperse, and this command may, under the
law, be enforced by every means available.
The same argument that is used to justify
PixkerroNism—that s, the employment
of private citizens, armed and ordered to
shoot men who resist them—will equally
justify lynch law. The state cannot afford
to allow private individuals to be, at one
and the same time, accusers, judges and
executioners, and this is what is done
when the indiscriminate right of shooting
is allowed, as it is in some localities.

MEN AND THINGS.

““Wake up, Mr. President, wake up,”
shouted a half dozen small boys as Presi-
dent HARRISON'S private car drew up at
the station in Chehalis, State of Washing-
ton, and they emphasized their demand by
rapping vigorously on the car windows.
The president had sent word that he did
not wish to be disturbed between Portland

nd Tacoma, but young America was ir-
repressible.  Sleep was out of the question,
the president got up, came to the rear of
the car and bowed his acknowledgements.
President Harrisox looks old, and as if
the cares of office were a heavy burden.

ould refuse her assent, mot to three
hundred bifls in four years, but to that
number in the course of a long reign?
This gives us a little idea of how much im-
perialism is engrafted upon the republi
ism of our neighbors. We would hardly
tolerate the idea in Canada, and it cer-
tainly would not be tolerated in England,
that one man or woman should have such
absolute control over legislation. True,
congress can pass an act over - the presi-
dent’s veto; but in Russia *‘imperialism is
tempered by assassination.”

A Chinese scholar to whom the Ameri-
can system of government was explained,
expressed his astonishment that any coun-
try possessing educational advantages, had
made so little progress in civilization as
not to be able to entrust the government
to a man for more than four years at a
time, and then only with a few hundred
other men to pronounce upon his acts.
“In China,” he said—but why take the
trouble of telling what Chinamen think
about anything. Their skins are yellow,
their eyves slant into their noses, and.they
wear pigtails—how can it be possible that
they can be right and a white man wrong?
The thing is absurd on the face of it.

It is quite true that we agrce among
ourselves upon nothing, except that other
nations have no rights in particular. We
are divided and sub-divided into sects and
partics. We tell ourselves that party
government is an absolute necess 'y, which
is only saymg at the best, that compromise
of principles is essential to good govern-
ment, and at the worst, but by no means
the unusual, that corruption, boodling,
trickery, dishonesty, and humbug are the
only means by which a so-called
enlightened christian nation can be ruled.
We tell ourselves that our religion is a
law of love: but we stand .outside our
neighbors’ churches lest we should soil our
godliness by going in. We can unite in
condemning the followers of Bubpua, Mo-
HAMMED or CoNruscius, but we cannot
unite in an effort to bring them up to our
standard, for fear that they should join
some other church than ours. ‘‘Agree
among yourselves as to what is right,” said
a learned Hindoo to a missionary, ‘‘and
then come to us and we will hear you.”

Dr. TaLyMaGE says a good many good
things, and a good many things that are
not so good. He contributes a letter to
the New York Observer in which he de-
scribes heaven as a place where angels
walk up and down patbs two and two, with
flowers and fountains on each side of the
way. The difference between a lazy soul
languishing in flowery bowers, while angels
fan him with their wings, and another
soul on a divan, smoking delicious to-
bacco by the light ot the black eyes of
houris, is in words, not in principle.
Yet the one is the christian heaven, ac-
cording to TaLMaGr and his kind; the
other the Mahommedan heaven, according
to the same sort of authorities.  What
authority has anyone to anticipate a future
of indolence in the midst of a universe of
ceascless activity? Better far the Nirvana,
the eternal rest, the absolute extinction for
which all good Buddhists pray-.

We do not know what the future has in
store for us. If it be eternal, conscious
individuality in perfect harmony with the
laws of Gop, which are not simply the
edicts of the Hebraic code, but the laws by
which all things exist, we m, be assured
that it will not be a life of etérnal, unin-
terrupted laziness, spent in contemplation
of cither angels with wings or lhourie
without them. Brer Harte may not have
been very reverent, and possibly not abso-
lutely orthodox, but he was very likely not
far astray from the facts, when he made
one of his picturesque heroes say, in ac-
counting for the rescue of ‘Little Breeches :”

* * * o2 *  “Angels, may be,
Fer I thiuk that savin’ a leetle child,
And keepin’ him fer his own,

Is o blamed sight better business

Thau to be loafin’ around the throne."

THE WORLD MOVES.

Capt. VErNEY, M. P. for Buckingham-
shire, has pleaded guilty to certain offences
ot what are commonly called a social
character, for which he will receive a
definite sentence in the way of imprison-
ment, and an indefinite sentence in loss
of position and a wrecked career. The
times are improving. Certainly it js a
disgraceful state of things that men in
prominent, social, and political positions
commit such crimes. On the other hand
it is not so very long ago that the idea of
punishing one of the upper classes for
disregard of the purity ot women belong-
ing to any lower grade would have excited
no small amount of ridicule. VERNEY'S
name is another added to the list which
already contains those of such distinguished
persons as Col. ; VALENTINE BaAkkr, Sir
Cuarpks Dike and CHARLES STEWART
Parnerr. It does not follow, because
we find no such instances in the history of
the early part of the century that such
offences were less common then than
now. The fact only shows that pub-
lic opinion is getting upon a higher plane
as regards social virtue.

Every now and then some moralist la-
ments the laxity of morals in the upper

classes of society in England, forgetting
the fiercer light which beats, not -enly up-
on the throne, but upon every grade in the
social scale. If we would cleanse & cavern
we must first let in the light upon it. - This
is what is being done for society today by
the press and other popular eflucators.
The light is being let in upon the dark
places, and these are not -always at the
bottom of the social labyrinth. It is said
that the diminution of crime which follows
the thorough lighting of the criminal quar-
ters in cities is very marked. As old as
our era is the saying that men‘ love dark-
ness rather than light, because their deeds
are evil, and it is true in more senses than
one. It is as true of mere physical illum-
ination, and of the light of exposure to
public criticism, as of the moral or spir-
itual life in regard to which the words
were first spoken.

Therefore, instead of shaking our heads
and crying out how bad the world is, every
time a titled scoundrel is detected in his
villainy and gets his deserts, we ought to
congratulate ourselves that the piercing
light of public opinion is gaining in inten-
sity, that no rank is a shield against its
searching rays, and no positionZso exalted
as to be beyond its reach. It is folly to
sigh for the good old days that never were.
Our fathers sighed for them, and so did
their fathers, and so"on back to those an-
cestors of ours, who, armed with a club
and attired only in their shamelessness,
fought with the cave bear for the bones of
his prey and aright to a shelter under
some overhanging rock. Capt. VErNEY
is another unsavory milestone on the route
ot social progress. Had he lived a century
ago, his fair contemporaries at court, if
they considered his ‘‘indiscretions” worth a
thought, would have contented themselves
with tapping him with their fans and call-
ing hima naughty fellow.  And he would
have been more popular than ever.

From Another Correspondent.

The concert given on Monday evening in aid of
the Athletic association was, in many respects, &
brilliant success. The aundience was a very fair
sized one considering the unpleasant evening, and
any lack in numbers was fully made up in enthusi-
asm. The Opera house presented an unusually or-
nate appearance, even before the audience arrived;
the walls being decorated in a recklessly extrava-
gant manner with posters which set forth in florid
terms the attractions of Gortou’s Famous Minstrels,
interspersed with portraits of the said artists, which
were evidently|Kodak views taken on the wing, and
representing these favorites in their most striking
and probably popular attitudes, {with tamborines
and bones accompaniment. Facing the audience and
surrounding the stage arch were groups of photo-
graphs of the Redmund-Barry company, who play
in Moucton on Friday. Thesc embellishments
were an entirely hew departure in decorative art.
The stage decorations were in accordance with the
most rigid principles of realistic art. The design
was evidently to 1mitate u base ball field as closely
as possibly, and with that end in view everything
that could possibly destroy the illusion had been re-
moved, uns such brilliant success had crowned the
efforts of the management, that only the home plate,
the grand stand and the players were required to
complete the resemblance. The stage itself was
guiltless of carpet and neatly spripkled with dust
in close imitation of a base ball ield. The thought-
ful mind naturally wondered what had become of
the ladies of the association who are generally so
active in making preparations for any entertainment
of the kind. Not a potted plant, not a cut flower,
not even a small wb‘le or a chair broke the severe
outline of the stage. A pair of portieres hung in
lonely magnificence from the entrance at the back of
the stage, and when the prima donna of the evening
swept her dainty pink satin train across that Sahara
of bare and dusty boards, one shuddered to think
how it looked when she got it home, und what the
wearer thought of Moncton’s stage arrangement for
a swell concert.

The programme was short but well chosen, with
two exceptions, one of which was the lack of any-
thing in the shape of concerted music: Dot even a
trio or quartette being among the numbers, and the
other, the almost utter absence of the male voice
divine, Mr. Wetmore’s part in his duett with Mrs.
Benedict being the only exception; and cousidering
that we have such good male voices in Moncton it
seems a pity that we did not hear irom some of
them.

Mrs. Harrison, of Sackville, was, of course, the
chief attraction, and this charmivg songstress fully
deserves all the praise so lavishl{ bestowed upon
her. Mer reception was most enthusiastic, and her
stage manner so winning that it is small wonder
she captured the audience at the very outset. Her
voice is an unusually pure contralto, and not only
were the high notes clear and sweet as those of &
mocking bird, but the chest notes—which are far
more rarely good—were clear and resonant as a
bell. In hersong “O Gentle Lark,” with flute
obligato by Mr. Stokes, of Amberst, it was at times
difficult to distinguish the voice froin the flute, so
benutifully did they blend. Mrs. Harrison’s song,
“]'Incoutro,” showed off the beauty and flexibility
of her voice to perfection, but the ballad “Going to
Market” was probably the favorite. All her songs
called for rapturous encores, which were kindly re-
sponded to. A small boy in the gallery kindly sang
second, to one of Mrs. Harrison’s solos, quite unde-
terred i)y the presence of two aputhetic policemen,
who were supgosed to keep order, but as the ‘song-
stress soured beyond the compass of the youthtul
amateur’s voice, he deserted her finally, and sub-
sided into obscurity.

s, S. Benedict’s beautiful voice was never
heard to greater advantage than in her duet with
Mr. Wetmore, “A Nightin Venice,” while his rich,
full, bari dlending so jously with Mrs.
Benedict's clear high notes, made the audience long
to hear them again.

Miss Greta Peters charmed her hearers, us usual,
with her cornet solo, and Mr. Fred. Crandall ren-
dered a_difficult cornet solo with his customure'
taste and skill, in spite of the somewhat contumaci-
ous bebaviour of his cornet, which took the bit be-
tween its teeth once or twice, in & mauncr
which gave th: player some little difficulty in
retaining his, mastery over the wilful instrument.
Miss Landers, teacher of elocution at Mount Allison
academy, was a revelation to a Moncton audience;
lier perfect mastery of her art, her absolute freedom
from all affectation and mannerism, and her mu{z-
netic influence over her audience, served to hold
them almost spell-bound. Her recitation of the pa-
thetic story, “h\d«he." and the potion scene from
“Romeo and Juliet,” called forth enthusiastic ap-
planse and encores, which were responded to.

Miss Crosskill and Miss Robertson’s piano duett
was rendered with exquisite taste and «kill, and the
selections by the orchestra and the cornet were en-
thus cally received, und Miss Robertson won the
admiration of all lovers of music by the taste and
symputhy with which she accompanied the singer.

AMHERST!

A Town That Is Going
To The Front.

ENERGY AND PUSH DOING IT.

Some of the Advantages of The
Border Town.

A DESIRABLE PLACEFROM EVER
POINT OF VIEW.
BE 4

Illustrations Showing The City, The Streets,
Many Prominent Citizens, and Many
Places of Business—Letter-Press Descrip-
tion of Business and People.

Midway between St. John and Halifax,
and close to the head of the northern arm
of the Bay of Fundy, is situated the town
of Amherst, the chief business centre and
the shiretown of Cumberland county, Nova
Scotia.

the days of stage coaches it was a
re%%\g—plnce for team and traveller; and
early'in the country's history an importance
in many ways clung to the spot far in ex-
coss of its size or outward show. The
splendid marshes all but surrounding it, the
wealth of timber lands lying near it, ac-
count in part for the impetusgiven to ““The

Corner,” as in old times it was called.

Whether from these and other natural

causes alone, or otherwise, it early ac-

quired the fame of a centre of finance, of
law, of news, of gossip—call it what you
will, namely, that which attracts the many

—and to *“The Corner” consequently came

farmer and fisherman, trader and traveller,

lawyer and litigant, saint and sinner, all
kinds and colors—some transiently, others
to stay!

At length the location and construction
of the Intercolonial railway marked a new
era in the records of Amherst’s growth. It
a centre before, it became more than that
now. Trade increased, travel multiplied,
factories already established rapidly ex-
panded and new ones sprang up ; in short,
a quickening impul d to have been
imparted all round. Moncton secured the
railway workships and thus was Amherst
kept back a decade or more from putting
on its destined townlike garb and city pro-
portions. The place has, however, happily
well outlived the absence of both the rail-
way workshops and the junction of the
Cape Tormentine branch railway ; and
through the enterprise of its people—
whether merchants, manufacturers, build-
ers, capitalists or otherwise—it has cast off
much of the old time look, donned new and
more fitting habilaments, and clearly en-
tered upon that spirited career which ap-
pears destined to carry it securely forward
—as against all rivals—to rank, at no dis-
tant day, amongst the greatest of growing
cities of the maritime provinces of Canada.

Where so many—indeed all—have done
well their part in building up Amberst and
its just repute, it would seem invidious to
single out any for special mention. To give
all, or even the most deserving, so much as
a passing notice is quite impossible in any-
thing short of & bulky volume. And yet:

The foundry, machine shops, etc., of A.
Robb & Sons, from modest beginnings,
had steadily—nay, rapidly—grown to gigan-
tic proportions, until twice partially de-
stroyed (within eight months) by fire.
They are rebuilding rapidly already.

Rhodes, Curry & Co., as contractors
and practical builders, are ahead of all
other Canadians east of Québec and Mon-
treal.

In mercantile matters the names of
Moffat, Hickmnan, Douglas, Dunlap, Lamy,
Cth Etter and Moran may be men-
tioned, without implied disparagement to
the score or two of others who are safely
climbing to heights in trade which will
soon signalize them.

In law, medicine, theology and the arts
there is no lack of patrons or of patronage.

The hotels have been a marked feature
in Amherst from the first; and the excel-
lence qfabill of fare they have set before
the mu’@r has done much to make and
maintain the place as it is.

Though until lately the town lacked in-
corporation, the streets and sidewalks are,
and have generally been, highly creditablg.

In buildings in general there is a fitness
of things not often seen in towns or even
in cities. A ‘‘plate glass craze,” as it was
called, set in a few years ago, and errors
in taste were evinced, perhaps, in making
a mere ‘‘shanty” ape a commercial palace
front; but the substantial structures of
stone and of brick which now grace Vic-
toria street would shed lustre on any town
or townspeople, and be far from lost to view
in cities of architectural repute. Black's

it 15 but faic to | As a health resort, Amherst is neither

known nor appreciated at anything like its
true worth. Its winters are not severe, be-
ing tempered by breezes from the open
sea. In spring it escapes the east winds
so prevalent and piercing nearly all along
the North Atlantic coast. The summer
days are delightful, not too warm, and yet
entirely free from fog. The nights are

praiseworthy trait of the people; and the
court house square, the band, the exhibi-
tion palace and grounds, and the park, all
tend to show more than a merely existent
public spirit in the place.

Not to be outdone by others, the shops,
hotels, offices, public buildings and many
private dwellings—as well as all the prin-
cipal streets—have, from the earliest prac-
tical moment., been lighted by electricity.
A street railway company has been organ-
ized, and the directors delay construction
chiefly because they wish to make sure of
a good method of propelling their cars
by electricity.

“Through the enterprise of the Pages,
Lowes and others, the choicest breeds of
cattle have been imported, while Messrs.
Lamy and Etter and a stock improvement
company have brought from Kentucky and
from France thoroughbred horses famed
for speed and their strength respectively.

For protection against fire an efficient
force was some years ago organized, and
engine house, steam fire engine and other
appliances provided. A water company
made a very creditable beginning, but the
town has far outgrown the company’s sup-
ply. The town council have lately had
surveys made, and at no distant day,
doubtless ample provision will be made for
the growing needs of the place in respect
to water.

The porous or absorbent nature of the
soil has, more than a want of enterprise
on the part of the inhabitants, put off the
day of systematic drainage ; but the town
council evidently feel the time has fully
come when a radical change in this respect
mbst be made. Gently sloping ground and
easy excavatians are two very favorable
features for the purpose of drainage.

Watering carts for sprinkling the streets
in the dusty season, form another evidence
that Amherst is not behind the age.

The old academy and its grounds have
been outgrown by the rising population ;
but already more extensive grounds have
been bought, and the early erection of a
handsome stone structure for local edu-
cational purposes is in contemplation.

In church architecture and finish, the
town has much of which it need not be
ashamed ; and it is reported that at - least
one congregation—the Baptist—is soon to
supercede its present structure of wood by
one of brown stone, thus adding greatly
to the town’s architectural attractions.

Animportant feature for future growthin
the substantiality and g ot Amherst,
architecturally, is the noteworthy fact of
quarries in the immediate vicinity affording
a ready supply of beautiful building stone.

mon to deface permanently the plan of the
town. The town council will, in this part
of their duties, however, still find much
on which to exercise their good judg-
ment.

The physical features of the town site
are all that can be desired. A gently
sloping and slightly undulated surface, ex-
tending from the easterly border of the
great marsh lands of Tantramar and La-
planche, and rising to heights in the back-
ground well suited for reservoir elevation
or dramnage declivity, presents attractions
for street making and other requisites in
the founding of a city unsurpassed by those
of the sacred Seven Hills, which of old
captivated the keen eye—so saith tradition
—of an .Encas or a Romulus! This slop-
ing hillside commands a full view of not the
green grass lands only. or yet of the fret-
ful Fundy tides of far fame, but of the
Hillsboro or Shepody mountains in  the
west, of the historic forts, Lawrence and
Cumberland, northwesterly, with the west-
ern terminus and dock of the Chignecto
Marine Transport Railway—one of the

cool invariably, and still not chilly or
changeable, as are those of many places
on the open coast. The invigorating ozone
ix wafted almost constantly—day and night
—by wentle breezes from the bay, bringing
with health-laden air real comfort—but not
fog or other visible vapor—from the sea.
‘The antumn days are cheerful and charm-
ing also—bracing for walks and drives,
enchanting in the tints of tree and sky, and
tempting (on lake or plain) to the sports-
man with dog and gun.

For recreation or residence, therefore,
Ambherst needs to be but  better known
than it is to assert the position it well de-
serves.  With hotels many, yet room for
more ; with houses building by the score,
and inquiry and sites for others in plenty ;
with factories flourishing and ample scope

for expansion in almost every field of
| enterprise; a live town with townspeople
| ever ready to  welcome  outsiders
l whether  transiently  calling  or hav-
{ing come to stay: surrounded  not
| by scenery or other  pleasurable
& attractions only, but by marsh and tillag

@

ing and fishing grounds— the latter in shad
and alewives, particularly—far from un-
attractive: in short, with nearly all the
requisites of comfort at hand, and others
within easy reach; the day is clearly not
distant when multitudes who may have
looked longingly for a home in the west
will find one of contentment in the east.

Not content with essentials only, lux-
uries are attended to in Amherst as well.
The Music hall, music stores, music
teachers, Floricultural company, to say
nothing of the many{tangible evidences in
private dwellings, attest clearly to this.

With three or four express trains per
day each way passing through, and a like
number of mails arriving and departing
daily; with two telegraph companies’
offices, and with telephones almost innu-
merable: in fact with all modern appli-
ances for trade, travel, pastime, and
pleasure—either in full play or rapidly
maturing—all reasonable requirements can
be promptly provided m the town.

Special points of interest near Amberst
are, tor tourists and others, the govern-
ment experimental farm, on the one side,
and the Chignecto Marine Transport
railway, actively in construction, on the
other. For historical research, what more
inviting field is afforded anywhere than by
Forts Lawrence and Cumberland, only a
few miles away? Of these forts, and of
the early settlement of Amherst and the
surrounding districts, his honor, Judge
Morse, has made much, rendering himself
and his interesting theme justly famous
already. _For antiquarian and naturalist
is found “fine scope for investigations
peculiar to their taste and skill on the
line of the ship railway, and its marvellous
excavations; at Minudie, with its sunken
forests, on the Joggins shore, dear to the
geologist in particular; and in Spring-
hill and other mines, rich in paleontological
and other attractions.

For business, for pleasure, for perman-
ent residence, or for recreation, then; in
health, in sickness. or in convalescence;
for sight-seeing, for society, for quiet or
for excitement; for making, for investing,
for keeping or spending money; to find

The father of shoemaking in this country
is said to have been one Abraham Lover-
ing, who came over in the Mayflower,
bringing with him a number ot pelts to be
worked into footwear for the colonists.

The number of inhabitants of British
India by the late census is 220,490,000, an
increase of nearly 22,000,000 since 1881.
The population of all India amounts to
about 285,000,000.

In France the government still levies a
tax on doors and windows. To the peas-
ant in his small hut this tax amounts to a
little more than 3 francs a year, but in the
towns it rises to 17 francs annually for
each family.

In the human body there are 246 bones,
6 being in the ears, 8 in the head, 14 in the
face, 26 in the back, 26 in the chest, 64 in
the arms and hands, 62 in the legs and
feet, and 8 small ones, movable. The
other 32 are the teeth.

In Belgium the parliamentary franchise

The island of Hawaii, the largest in the
Sandwich group, is constantly increasing
in size, owing to the ever-flowing streams
of lava, whicﬁ run out to the sea and tlow
over and make the shores of the island
overhang the main stem of the formation.

Under an old law making it illegal to
shoot at night, a ‘sportsman recently ar-
rested in Paris for unlawful killing of game
drew from the court a legal definition of
the day’s end.

And in the day of adversity, it
is a great solace to check thoughts about
our own misfortunes or sorrows, and to
look upon the happiness of our friends and
companions.
