Government. Mr. Flemming did not spare the present 
members of the Opposition in his allusions to the failure 
of the old regime to do their duty to the Province in 
this all important question.

As a result of the honest collection of the revenue 
the Government was enabled to further Increase the 
grants this year for agriculture, education, and public 
works, and although the total of the appropriation 
reaches the large sum of $1,813,632.32, there Is still a 
balance of $24.182.89 of the estimated Income unappro­
priated. Judging from the past the estimated income 
of the Province is not too large, and Is liable to be 
exceeded rather than to fall short.

This In Itself Is a gratifying statement to every per-

mue of New Brunswick seemed to have become 
ary while the expenditure was constantly increasing. 
Instead of making an effort to ini-reasc the revenue to 
meet the increased cost of maintaining the public ser­
vices the old Government had recourse to all manner 
of expedients to deceive the people Into the belief that 
the'public service was bel.jig maintained out of the 
revenues. While this dishonest method prevailed 
more than half a million dollars was addl'd to the 
bonded debt of the Province for expenditures which 
should have been charged against the annual Income.

Irf discussing .the Item of interest Mr. Flemming 
showed how by the manipulation of treasury bills, the 
interest, on the additions to the public debt for several 
j-ars instead of being paid from the current revenue 
was added to the principal of the debt, 
total of this amounted to Mr. Flemming did not state, 
but in the three or four years during which this vicious 
and dishonest method of finance prevailed—the last 
yea|*s of the old regime—the total was not less than 
$100,000 and perhaps half as much more. All the time 
this sort of thing was going on the Province was being 
defrauded annually of a large sum. estimated by com­
petent authorities as between $100,000 and $150,000, 
by the failure of the old Government to collect the 
etumpage dues on lumber cut on the Public Domain.

Incidentally while d' aling with this question, Mr. 
Flemming exposed the recent dishonest and untruth­
ful statement of the Telegraph which attempted to prove 
by the Auditor General's report that a sum sufficient 
to wipe eut the surplus had been purposely held back 
ujitil after the close of the fiscal year. The Standard 
has air ad y told how maliciously untrue this statement, 
was and given the number of the page of the Auditor 
General's report on which the amounts the Telegraph 
said were not charged against the expenditures appear 
In the accounts.

Mr. Flemming made the further explanation that 
not only were these amounts all duly charged, but the 
accounts were kept open for ten days after the close 
of the fiscal year in order that all amounts that properly 
belong to the year's receipts and expenditures should 
appear therein. During the ten days the payments ex­
ceeded the receipts by $30,000. In short bad the Gov­
ernment closed the hooks on October 31st and allowed 
the receipts and expenditures to stand as they were on 
that date, the surplus instead of being $6,000 would 
have been $36,000.

Mr. Flemming dealt with every phase of the re­
ceipts and expenditures of the past year explaining that 
the payments for public works since the close of the 
year were largely for supplies purchased for the pur­
poses of the department during the coming season. It 
is cheaper to buy lumber and other essentials and have 
them hauled to their destination during the xvinter 
months than in the summer. Besides, the work can 
be entered on earlier when the supplies are on hand. 
This does away with the foolish charge that the money 
was spent on the roads during the ^utumn.

In connection with the large over-expendjture last 
year Mr. Flemming showed the complete insincerity of 
the Opposition by pointing out that no word of protest, 
was raised In the Legislature against the increased sum 
voted for public works and no Opposition speaker bas 
pointed to a single bridge or wharf or road which had 
been repaired out of an over-expenditure, and sold the 
repairs should not have been made. The Government 
had the money to spend—they had not. to go Into debt 
to get it—and they had chosen to spend a portion of 
the Increased income of the Province in repairing 
wharves, bridges, and roads 
ornaient.
