It Is a trial to refute under 
oath a charge made against the Jew­
ish race by Mr. E. Plamandon, when 
he declared in the course of a lecture 
some months ago that the Jewish 
race, by their Talmud, permitted the 
wrpnglng and killing of Christian 
women.

He also charged that tl^e Jews were 
a race of thieves and a nuisance in 
the community. The charges were 
rtiblished in the French weekly news­
paper, the "Libre Parole," at that 
time published in St. Roch, and edited 
by Mr. Rene Leduc.

Mr. Plamandon is sued by Mr. 
Louis Lazarowitz and B. Ottenberg. 
Jewish merchants, who claim $500 
each, and Mr. Rene I^educ is sued 
for publishing the libel.

The plaintiffs are represented by 
Mr. L. A. Cannon, K. C., and Mr. S. 
W. Jacob, K. C., of Montreal, and 
the defendants by Mr, Bedard K. C.

THE SITUATION AT OTTAWA.
ORV

The Naval Aid Bill will pass the 
House of Commons at tomorrow's sit­
ting and "will then be ready for the 
Senate. The country will be relieved 
that this important stage has been 
reached and at the same time regret 
that the fair name of Canada, as a 
daughter of the Empire, has been 
stained by the unworthy tactics of 
the Opposition. The Liberal party 
missed the great opportunity of its 
political life in not agreeing to Mr. 
Borden’s naval proposals at the very 
beginning. When the Prime Minister 
made his speech, which will become 
historic in the annals of Canada, on 
December 5th last, the Leader of 
the Opposition could have wiped out 
the mistakes of the past and, throwing 
to one side the game of party poli­
tics, could have accepted as his creed 
the proposals of the Chnservatlve 
party. He declined to take this 
course. He preferred to plunge the 
Commons Into one of the most acri­
monious debates that hag ever been 
witnessed in the Canadian House, or, 
indeed, in any House of Commons. 
rl e result has not redounded to the 
credit of either the Liberal party or 
its Leader, who will take rank as 
having failed at an Important stage 
in the history of Canada.

Too much emphasis cannot be 
placed upon the moral effect which 
would have been produced if there had 
been unanimity upon Mr. Borden's 
naval proposals. The world would 
have had an object lesson upon the 
greatness of a common British citi­
zenship instead of the spectacle of a 
house divided against itself. The 
tactics of the Liberals at Ottawa re­
call the action of a Liberal Opposi­
tion in the British House of Commons 

/ in 1869, when petulantly, to gain a 
party advantage, an attempt was 

I made to prevent Disraeli from buying 
the Suez Canal shares, although they 
knew It was adding enormously to the 
power of Great Britain. The Liberal 
Opposition of that day gained the title 

, of "Little Englanders."
Premier Borden's naval propos- 

. als were adding enormously to 
• the power of England as a 

world-power and to Canada as a part­
ner in Empire union. Sir Wilfrid 
laurier opposed those proposals and 
he and his party will be branded Jn 
the future as “Little Englanders” and 
"Little Canadians.” The Dominion of 
Canada cannot afford to have states­
men puny in thought or narrow in 
conception. They must take risks in 
statesmanship and in policy, though 
in the Government's naval proposals 
Canadians fully realize that no risks 
were taken. Mr. Borden and his col­
leagues were simply carrying out the 
desires of the British Admiralty.

There have been many reputations 
lost and won since the Naval Debate 
began. Men who were simple back 
(bench members have rapidly come to 
the front, and others, who had reputa­
tions, have been eclipsed.
Borden has come out of the trying" 
ordeals of the past five months with 
added lustre. A Prime Minister for 
the first time, pitted against the old 
and astute Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the 
crafty Mr. Pugsley and others of the 
same class, Mr. Borden finds him­
self with a united party, devoted to 
him and willing to follow where he 
leads.

INCOME TAXES. It is wtirth more than the little time 
and experience required for the

Discussion on the income tax has 
been revived by the proposals of Presi­
dent Woodrow Wilson. Looking broad­
ly over legislation In other ipnrta of 
tho world, the New York World finds 
that the separate German states levy 
income taxes. Some German cities do 
also; and the imperial German gov­
ernment is about to take an especial 
contribution from large incomes, pre­
sumably paid in five instalments; so 
that for five years, and perhaps longer, 
some Germans may have triple income 
taxes to pay.

In Great Britain the estate taxes 
levied as death duties bring in a rev­
enue of SI25,000,000 a year. They are 
graduated, rising to 8 and 10 per cent, 
on large estates; on those of over 
$15,000,000 the first $5.000,000 pays 10 
per cent., and the remainder 15 per

British income tax has varied from 
$500 to $800. and is now the latter 
figure. The rate has varied from less 
than 1 per cent, upward. During the 
Boer war It rose to 14d. in the pound, 
or nearly 6 per cent. It was not then 
graduated. A super tax is now levied, 
and the principles of graduation and 
discrimiriation have been further intro­
duced, though to a less extent than on 
the continent. An earned Income of 
$15,000 pays Pd In the pound on $9,200, 
and 14d. on $5,000, $800 being exempt. 
An unearned Income pays 14d. In gen­
eral. the lowest rate Is 9d, or about 
3.75 per cent. The highest Is 14d, with 
a super-tax of 6d on Incomes of over 
$ü5,000; or in all a little above 8 per

Austria divides the income tax into 
minute graduations. The exemption is 
$250, but above that limit the entire 
income Is taxed. The lowest rate Is 
0.6 per cent.; strictly speaking, there 
is no "highest.” The rate continues 
to rise as the income Increases. At 
$42,500 the tax paid is $1,937.50, or 
4.5 per cent. An Income of $500,000 
would pay close to 5 per cent. There 
are various exemptions.

The German income-tax laws vary 
with the state. In Prussia the exemp­
tion is $225. An Income of $250 pays 
$1.50. The rate averages 3 per cent., 
but large incomes pay 5 per cent, upon 
the greater part. Earned incomes are 
taxed less than unearned ones, and 
there are numerous exemptions. Sax­
ony has 118 graduations and taxes hn 
income of $100 24 cents. There Is an 
abatement for children. Large incomes 
pay a much higher rate than moderate 
ones. Bavaria taxes earned income up 
to 3 per cent., unearned income up to 
4 per cent. In thirty-seven countries of 
the world the income tax is estimated 
to yield one-half of all the returns from 
direct taxation.

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THE PASSING DAY
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DRINKMISS FLORENCE NIGHTINGALE.
England has erected and planned 

several memorials hi honor of Flor­
ence Nightingale, "the 
mercy,” who was born In 
Italy, nine-three years ago today. The 
city of London's memorial, which oc­
cupies a place In the lobby of the 
Guildhall, Is In the form of a marble 
statuette three feet in height. Miss 
Nightingale Is pictured as setting out 
on one of her heroic errands of mercy. 
The "Lady of thf lamp" Is shown, 
bareheaded, In the simple gown of the 
Victorian period, standing with a 
candle in her left hand, while with 
her right hand she is shielding her 
eves from its light.

It was at Scutari, recently the 
scene of many stirring events, that 
Miss Nightingale had her first experi­
ence of the terrors of war. It was 
(luring the Crimean war. when the 
hospitals on the Bosphorus 
crowded with sick and wounded, that 
Miss Nightingale, who had early 
manifested an intense devotion to the 
alleviation of suffering, volunteered 

out and organize a nursing force 
utari.

of Inkermann, in time to receive the 
wounded into wards already crowded 
with 2,500 patients, and a few months 
after her arrival in the Near East she 
had 10.000 sick and wounded men un­
der her care.

One of the first fatalities of Its kind 
since dredging operations became ac­
tive In the vicinity of the city, occurred 
late yesterdgy afternoon when Charles 
Cunningham while working on a dump­
ing scow of the New Brunswick Con­
struction Company near Reed's Point, 
on the Kenuebeccasis River, was ac­
cidentally « aught wlih the mass of mud 
and dirt and carried with It to the 
bottom of the river. •

Captain Belyea, of the tug Leader, 
which was tied to the scow at the time 
of the accident, krlth his crew and two 
men from the company’s dredge oper. 
filing in the vicinity, towed about for 
about half an hour In an effort to se­
cure the body, but v/lth no result.

During the past weeks dredge No. 1 
of the New Brunswick Construction 
Company has been deepening the river 
bed off White Head, but on Tuesday 
the seat of operations was shifted to a 
point out from Reed's Point. About five 
o'clock yesterday afternoon the 
dredge's scow had been loaded and 
was towed by the tug Leader to the 
middle of the river about a half mile 
from the shore, to dump the dirt.

Cunningham was scowman and it 
was his duty to look after the lowering 
of the doors in the bottom of the poc­
kets to allow the mud to slide from 
the scow into the water. The doors 
are lowered by a chain stretching from 
the end of the pocket to the centre of 
sn eight foot partition running be­
tween the pockets and attached to the 
•.ioora below. While operating these 
the scowman is supposed to work from 
the partition but the drowned man was 
working on top of the mud and was, it 

said, repeatedly warned against the 
danger of his position.

While he was engaged In lowering 
the doors a stone caught in the cogs 
of the wheel at the centre of the par­
tition, about which the chain revolved 
and jammed between the wheel and 
the partition, holding the doors fast.

Cunningham stood on the top of the 
mud in the pocket at which he was

Cunningham was first noticed * sink­
ing In the immense mass of dirt by 
Captain Belyea of the tug leader, who 
immediately called to his mate and 
engineer for aid. Engineer Hedley Bel 
yea and George Short, mate of the tug, 
quickly rushed to the scene with life 
belt;? and other appliances but by this 
time the man had disappeared from 
view and an attempt to save him 
could not bo made.

A whistle for assistance brought 
I-angford Short and a fellow workman 
of the dredge to the spot in a row­
boat. The scow was moved back and 
forth with the hope that the body was 
entangled beneath it and could be re­
covered. but all attempts to secure 
the body were unavailing.

About six o’clock last evening the 
sod news of the accident was telephon­
ed by Captain Belyea to Frank R. 
Fairweather, president of the New 
Brunswick Construction Company, who 
ordered the Leader to come to the city 
and prepare to go up river this morn­
ing to search for the body.

With Mr. O’Leary, father of. Police­
man O'Leary, an experienced hand 
with grappling irons, the crew of the 
tug will leave 
o'clock this morning to make a thor­
ough search for the body.

Cunningham had been working with 
the company but a short time and fel­
low employes say had a tendency to 
be careless In his duties and required 
constant warning. He was a resident 
of Milkish and was in his 19th year. 
He is survived by his parents, two 
brothers and five sisters.
