THE EPWORTH LEAGUE.

The first convention of the Epworth
League was held in Cleveland twenty-
four years ago today, when the league
was formed by the union of five socl-
otles affiliated with the Methodist
church, These several societies held
under their jurisdiction 1500 local
societies, with a membership of 80,
000. The league now has over 30,000
chapters and a membership of nearly
a million and a half. Besides socl-
eties all over the United States and
Canada, the league has branches in
Mexico, India, South America, Nor-
way, Italy, Sweden, Denmark, Fin-
land, China and Japan.

At the first meeting the league
adopted as its mottéd, “Look up, lift
up,” and declared its purpose to be
“to promote intelligent and loyal
plety in the young members and
friends of the church: to aid them in
the attainment of purity of heart and
constant growth in grace, and to
train them in works of mercy and
help.”

MISS FLORENCE NIGHTINGALE.

England has erected and planned
several memorials in honor of Flor-
ence Nightingale, *“the angel of
merey,” who was born in Florence,

Three Story Tenement on Reckiand Road Gutted — Spectac-
ular Blaze — Firemen have Narrow Escape when Roof

A large new three storey temement
building owned and just recently com-
pleted by W. J. McKenzie gutted by
fire and all the furniture of three ten-

destroyed, the inmates being forced to
flec for thelr lives, is in short the story
of o big conflagration on Rockland
Road last night. On the upper storey
were James Day and family, a Mrs.
Grant and children occupled the sec-
ond floor, while W. J. McKenzie, the
owner, occupied the lower floor. The
furnishings in all were practically a
total loss while the occupants barely
escaped with. their lives and made
their appearanuce on the street in
night gowns.

How the blaze started is not exactly
known, but it 1§ thought that defective

Grant was responsible for the fire.

Mrs. Grant is the wife of a C, P. R.
official and had just come from Mont~
real to take up her residence. To some
friends . who visited her last evening
she complained of a smell of smoke
hanging about the house and as her
busband was away she was rather ner.
vous. When she woke up about'half
past twelve this morning the walls
over her head were in flames and she
had barely time to take her two chil
dren and escape in her night clothes
to the street.

Luckily none
of the men were severely burned, al-
though they were nearly stupefied by
the thick smoke.

When the fire was first discovered
it was the opinion of many that the
fire could easily have been put out, but
owing to considerable delay in getting
water the flames worked their way to
the upper story where feeding on te
fine dry wood which took the place of
plaster it quickly secured control of
minutes the flames shot through the
roof in & biazing mass, sending show-
erg of sparks among ' the adjoining
heuses, which for a time were in dang-
er. The firemen who by then had se-
cured control of the situation directed
a stream from each of the adjoining
houses and after an hour's fight the
all out was rung in.

Mr. McKenzie, the owner of the
building, has during’ the past year met
with considerable misfortune, having
fallen from the roof when it was in
course of construction, breaking one
of his legs. The building which was
just completed and opened for the first
time on the first of May, was a fine
three story wooden structure arected
at o cost of about $5,000. The' tenants
who had just moved in. lost practically
all their housohold goods as thoy were
forced to flea from their bedtooms to
which the flames had already reached.

It is understood thero was about
$3,000 insurance on the building. James
Day had $600 insurance on his house-
hold effects, and the other tenants car-
ried a fair amount on their furniture.

- YESTERDAY IN MARBLE COVE

Albert Quigg, of Paradise Row, was
drowned in Marble Cove yesterday
bétween eleven o'clock in the morn-
ing and early last evening when his
brother-in-law Robert Brown secured
the body by grappling. How the fa-
tality occurred is mot known.

Mr. Quigg, who was about forty-five
years of age, had gone to Marble
Cove in the morning to measure the
seats in a motor boat owned by Mr.
Brown for the purpose of making
cushions to fit them, and as he did
not return to dinner his family be-
came anxious. When supper time
came and Mr. Quigg was still missing,
Mr. Brown was sent for, and with his
brother at once instituted a search.
Finding several people who had seen
the dead man about the Cove during

the morning they feared the worst
and securing grapples started the
search for his body, which was secur-
ed early last evening,

How the accident occurred is not
definitely known, but it is thought that
Mr. Quigg while bending over one of
the seats ctus& the boat to lurch
and was thrown overboard. He may
have struck his head on theground
as -he fell, or have pitched beyond
reach of the boat.

When the body was found Coroner
Roberts was called, and after viewing
the remains gave permission for their
removal to O'Nelll’s undertaking
rooms.

The late Mr. Quigg, who was about
forty-five years of age, is survived by
a wife and - several children. The
sudden tragedy has evoked sincer-
est sympathy for the bereaved family
among the many friends of the.de
ceased.
