The 
development of the water powers is 
being aided. Vast shale areas are be­
ing developed. Natural gas welle are 
being opened. Moncton has its gas 
piped to it from one, and the flow 
is satisfactory."

The control of its own natural re­
sources is a great aid to the Province 
of New Brunswick. From a scientific 
system oif forestry the Province de­
rives an annual income of $500,000.

The practical policy of development 
followed by the New Brunswick Gov­
ernment looks to the expansion of its 
apple industry.

Apple Shipments.

The shipping of the fruit is a fac 
tor of prime importance. Not entire­
ly on this account alone, but on gener­
al principles, the Government is ex­
pending eleven million dollars on the 
improvement of the Harbor of St. 
John. Premier Flemming says that his 
Province anticipates the time when 
the wheat of Albetta will be shipped 
through that port. He speaks of its 
future value as a railway centre for 
the three trunk lines of Canada with 
the same boasting hope of the western 
real estate agent foretelling the rise of 
a new divisional point. x 

The underlying principle of the ef 
forts of the Flemming Government is 
to secure a family living upon every 
piece of laud in New Brunswick upon 
which a family is not at the present 
time living and making a living. With 
this object in view, that Province was 
the first in the Dominion to place on 
its statute books a law permitting it 
to go into the business of providing 
ready-made farms for those who wish 
to buy and work them.

A farm settlement board has been 
appointed. Farms abandoned In the 
sense that no one is living on them, 
but anything but abandoned from a 
soil value point of view, are purchased 
by the farm board. Improved, aud to 
the extent of at least ten acres are 
made ready for a man and his family 
to go onto and raise crops. The idea 
has been widely approved by all 
of people from within the Province and 
makes a very natural aud strong ap­
peal to the emigrants in the old coun­
try.

These farms ready made by the 
government can be purchased on a 
payment of a quarter down, with ten 
equal payments covering a period of 
ten years, the interest charged being 
as reasonably low as can be made.

New Brunswick's Advantages.

That such abandoned lands are pro­
curable by the government is mainly 
due to the attractiveness of the wes­
tern immigration, but Premier Flem­
ming speaks of the comforts of life 
in his province as being eomethlng 
really desirous. Against the faster de­
velopment, the sudden rises In real es­
tate values in the West, he points to 
the means by which the Maritime 
Province is able to locate Its settlers 
within communities offering all the 
social advantages to be derived from 
lengthy settlement. Beside there Is a 
home market.

“Western people are so busy talking 
about their wheat fields, their mixed 
farming and other resources, railroad 
building and the rise in corner lots," 
said the Premier, “that they do not 
appear to know what wealthy prov­
inces we have got In the East; and If 
they visited us as much as Easterners 
visit the West they would have a far 
better understanding of our problems 
and aspirations. Besides," he added, 
with a thought of Itaak Walton, "If 
they'd like a nice, fresh, toothsome 
salmon there's no place to get it from 
like the Restigouche or the Mlramlchl 
or the St. John of New Brunswick."

A cable to the New York Herald indicates that a two­
fold remedy may be applied to meet the enormous output 
ot low-priced cars manufactured in the i nlted States. 
It was decided at a meeting in London on Tuesday, at 
which representatives ot seventeen British firms were 
present, to funu a $25,000,000 company to tight the Am­
erican automubile invasion by manufacturing cars nearly 
as cheap and quite as good as the American product. 
The meeting was also strongly of the opinion that repre­
sentations should be made to the Asquith Government 
urging the importance ot placing a tariff on cars manu 
J'actured in foreign countries.

Those present were unanimously in favor of the 
Tariff Reform policy, o.utlined in a letter from the Duke of 
Westminster, who said the invasion of cheap American 
cars threatened to deprive thousands of English workers 
of employment, and that the way out was to support the 
campaign throughout the country to advance the cause of 
Imperial Preference and the imposition of a protective 
tariff against foreign nations. He added that the Im­
perial Preference League was raising a fund of $2,.'>00,000 
to be used in propaganda for this purpose.

That there are strong grounds for protest against a 
continuance of "Free Trade" in Great Britain is well ex­
emplified by the situation created in the automobile in­
dustry. In 1911 motor-cars, complete and ready for 
sale, to the value of £1,409,000 were imported and motor­
car chassis and parts to the value of £3,907.000, making 
together a total of £5,316,000; During the current year 
the imports have still further increased. These importa­
tions of foreign cars are in direct competition with the 
home industry and are allowed to come in untaxed. An 
Import duty.while preventing the market being flooded 
with foreign care, would add a very substantial sum 
to the revenues of the country and would stimulate the 
home Industry for the benefit not only of the manufac­
turer but of the British workman.

The London Lancet has been conducting an Investi­
gation into the tobacco question and arrives at some in 
tereating conclusions. It has discovered that the pipe 
smoker absorba the most nicotine, the cigarette smoker 
the least, and the cigar smoker somewhat less than the 
pipe smoker. It says that Havana cigars contain re 
zuarkably little nicotine, and that Turkish cigarettes have 
more than the American cigarettes.

The Lancet finds, however, that In some tobaccos 
there is a worse poison than nicotine, and this is furfural, 
a chemical that la credited with giving cheap whiskey its 
deadly character. Furfural was found In considerable 
quantities in Virgin!» cigarettes. There is litti# et It In 
Turkish cigarettes and in pipe and cigar amoke it la rare­
ly detected.

It Is inferred from the Lancet's Investigation that the 
cheaper the cigarettes, the more dangerous they are 
$o the smoker, and It follows that there are two reason»
■why boy a should not amoke. One le that the practice 
has the effect of etuatlng their growth and Impairing their 
general health, and the other le that^lnce they usually 
smoke only the oheepeet kinds of cigarette they are 
exposing themselves to the action of a drug that their the waste product of maple sugar, 
elders for the moet part con avoid.

The Sugar Refinery.
The sugar refinery proposition still 

hangs in the air. The city authorities 
have not been notified as to whether 
the Dominion Railway Department 
was willing to grant the Atlantic Su­
gar Refinery Company an extension of 
time in which to erect the refinery. 
It was reported some time ago that 
the Federal Government had passed 
an order-iu-council granting the ex­
tension asked for, but no word to that 
affect has been received at City Hall.

In connection with theA matter
routing of the St. John Valley Railway 
which the St. John Board of Trade 
has taken up and devoted much time 
and attention to during the past few 
weeks is a suggested change in the 
route of the railw’ay so that it will 
cross the Kennebeccasis ay pondola 
Point instead of Perry’s Point, as pro­
vided in the original survey.

In thin connection it is pointed out 
that the road as decided upon comes 
practically to Reed’s Point, very near 
the Willows wharf on the opposite 
side of the river from Gondola Point. 
From this Point it follows the shore 
crossing Murphy's Cove and running 
to a point above Perry’s Point, where 
Tt'is proposed to cross the river, con­
tinuing around Menman's Cove and 

Sherwood Creek, thence down 
the lower shore of the Kennebeccasis 
to Gondola Point, 
around the shore to get from Reed’s 
Point to Gondola Point is close to six 
miles. If the river was crossed by a 
bridge at Gondola Point the distance 
would be reduced to about one-third 
of a mile.
