John R.. Bradley Returns from Land
- of Savages Aiter Nine Month's
Trip-With Numerous Trophies*

PROWESS WITH GUN
IS CLEARLY SHOWN

Killed Lions,
Lecpards, Hippopotami, Ele-
phant, Gaszelles, Antelopes,
and Smaller Beasts.

New York, Dec. 24—After a nine
months’ huniung trip in the heart of Af-
rica, moet of it over territory inhabited
by savages, John R. Bradiey, of this dity,
arrived here today on the Caronia, of
the Cunard line with a remarkable col-
lection - of trophies of the hunt. Ninety
heads of various animals were included in
Mr. Bradlevis baggage, but the number
does n gnm]y represent his prowess
wi gun. - He killed three lions, six

é ; two hippopotami, four leop-
ards,” one elephant and countess jackals,
gavelles, antelopes and smail beasts. - He
brought back with him the skins of three
rhinoceroses and of one hippopotamus.

Accompanied by E. George Turner, of
Arizona, ako a keen hunt.-man and an
expert shot, Mr. Bradley left New York
in April last. He had already sought big
game in various ocountries, having been
twice around the world, but this was his
first venture :into the interior of Africa.
His - armament consisted of seven. guns,
one a .500-bore express rifle shooting cor-
dite powder, four American and one Ger-
man rifles, and an English 16-bore double-
barrelled rifle, shooting black powder with
an explosive bullet.

‘Sailing by the Suez canal route, Mr,
Bradley’s first stop was at Membasa, near
Zanzibar. There he engaged 130 natives
and ‘pushed on to Nairobi, the next near-
est' town, and thence 600 miles into the
heart of British East Africa, where he
said the shooting is so fine that it might
well be called the “sportsman’s paradise.”
Traveling on an Abyssinian mule, and
rarely staying more than two days in one

place, he made a circuit ‘of 1,200 miles,

ith neighboring tribes. :
ia are a very strange people.
Ten years ago they numbered between
200,000, and 300,000, but they have fallen
~uff ten per cent. This is due largely to
the invasion of the Arabs. Of course the
British government does not allow the
natives to have guns, and their only
weapons are spears amnd knives.

Yet no doubt most of them would be in-

In most previous yeals @ year of civic
apathy has been followed by a featureless
civic election. The results of thig deprese-
ing lack of interest in matters directly
affecting every citizen have not been
happy. If there is;to be a great change
for the better mext spring the good gov-
ernment forces cannot afford to remain
idle until April. There is an aldermanic
organization, such' as it je. That much
was evident last April. A popular move-
ment would quickly wreck that organiza-
tion, preserving the few effective alder-
men who are mbre or less identified with
it. The thing most to be avoided is too
long delay.

PROVINCIAL FINANCES

A esummary of the provincial accounts
for the year appeared in ‘Wednesday’s
Royal Gazette, and the figures are re-
produced on another page, together with
an analyais of the year’s finamcial opera-
tions.

Of course the present system |
was, devised to meet conditions as they
were kown to exist up to the present |
time. Whether an investigation is held
or not there is little doubt but that the
scope of the regular inspection in/ Can-
ada will be widened o as to include fany
of the matters brought out in Mr.
Hughes’ inquisition.”

It is not to be thought that such
an inquiry would develop any such
conditions as have been disclosed in
the United States. Even there the sol-
vency of the companies under fire has not
been questioned except by a few panic-
stricken policy holders. But that the, in-
vestigation was necessary and will have a
far.reaching and cleansing effect is not to
be doubted. Proof of the rotienness of
the New York state' insurance depart-
ment has been’ one of the most striking
features of ' the revelations. The New
York Post discusses that public depart-
ment in terms that are scathing but justi-
fied by the testimony. It says, in part:

Inefficiency was never writ in
larger oapitals. The othef horn of the
dilemma is corruption. In either case, |
the shameful condition of this important
branch of the state government calls for |
instant consideration by Gov. Higgins, He
has amiably dawdled over it too long. Mr.
Hendricks, by his own evidence, is no
more fit to be state superintendent of in-
surance than a blind #nd deaf and tooth-
less dog is to keep off chicken-thieves and
burglars. The whole department needs a
radical overhauling. A live and honest
man must be put at its head, and the
Platt and Odell dummy assistants replaced
by somebody able to guard the policy-
holders’ interests. With such a revela-
tion of imbecility or venality on the part
of public officials set to watch them, the
insurance grafters must be astonished at
their own moderation. They, might have
carried off the very buildings, and Hen-
dricks would have seen nothing wrong.”

Not long ago a suspected superintend-
ent of insurance was retired under fire,
and Hendricks was substituted as a bet-
ter man. The improvement, it may be
seen, was not so great as to be reassuring.
But, had not Hyde and Alexander quar-
reled, Hendricks would have continued in
office so long as a corrupt Republican ma-
chine found him pliant and necessary.

‘Power of Fascination—A Description of the Great

Tragedienne, and Some of

the Gowns She .Wears.

“In every century,” said one of the per-
sonages of Du Mannier's Trilby, “there
are born two human nightingales.” 'ril-
by, it seems, was one of these two of her
own century, and the personage who made
the statement was, in his own modest
‘opinion, the other.

This answer is
founded on two things. In the first place
it is true that many of the sorceress class
of women do not possess the points that
go to make up conventional prettiness,and
in the second place most persons, especi-
ally men of imagination, are unwilling to
acknowledge that no more mystic element
than ordinary pulchritude has stirred their
emotions. They prefer to believe that they
are the victims of a peculiar grace whieh
has scarcely been expended on the rest of
mankind. There is rather a distaste on the
part of sensitive persons to attribute ex-
treme charm to mere corporeal perfection.

No woman ever was a siren who was
not beautiful. This is said in face of the

Bernhardt ugly. The Greeks, who knew
a thing or two about beauty, were not
so blind, but boldly heralded the beauty
of their Helen throughout the world and
needed to attribute her glorious power to
nothing more mystic.

Nor is beauty of soul, intellectual beauty
or any of those peculiar outlying qualities
which ugly women are supposed to pos-
sess as compensation sufficient to build
up a siren without physical beauty--beau-
tv that ‘s apparent to the vision. Physi-
cal bheauty the perfect siren must have,
but physical beauty is as various as the
~ea and as difficult of analysis as mind
and matter itself. It may be statuesque,
it may be plastic, it may include grace of
line, coloring, pose or movement. -It may
please all beholders or only one or two
discerning persons, but its final test to
the person who feels it is that it fills the
eye, it enpaptures the vision, it eatisfies
and so lulls the sense of sight, ever greedy
for new pleasures, ever on a search for
comething that wilk gratify it.

that of a true beauty, it may be said that
fluidity of movement combined with per-
fect harmony .constitutes Mme. Bern-
hardt’s pre-eminent - claim
beauty. The delicate rhythmatic motions
of her body are as far removed from the
determined sinuosity of her imitators as
they are from the bouncing gyrations of
the chorus girl. She geems to have not so
much as one abhrupt movement, not eo
much as the suggestion of a jerk in her
whole body. Her poses are wonderful, and
she is constantly and apparently without
conscious intention the centre of the pic-
ture, whether on or off the stage. She is
the most posteresque person on the stage,
and 'if the art poster didn’t have its rise
in her it should have had. And yet there
is never a stage picture in which one feels
that the rhythm of the play has been sus-
pended to make a tableau.
