Y the)terms of their present agreement
with'the Canadian govertment the Norton
Griffiths people’ afe compelled to build at
Conrtenay. Bay a dry deck 900 feet long
under the Subsidy Act of 1010, at a cost
not exceeding $4,000,000 and for which they

will receive a mubsidy of 312 per cent,
for thirty-five years., They are proposing
to increase. the length of the dock to 1,150

For the propoaed Imperial Dry Dock
the city and province had offered subsidies
of $11,652 annunally for twenty years and
8t.
