Shipping Note».
In Collision at Sea.—The ship Eagle,

the ship McDougall, of Halifax, from 
Liverpool for Callao, and had jibhoom 
and cutwater carried away, stem broken, 
bowsprit sprung, and several planks lu 
topsides of each bow broken. After the 
first collision the McDoug ,11 canted to 
the X. N. E. and her quarter struck the 
Eagle about the main rigging, broke 
three of maindeck stanchions, split her 
covering-boards and did other damage. 
Nothing is known ol the damage done to 
the other vessel.

Sale of Wreck Property.—The wreck of 
the schooner Bessie, before reported 
ashore at Nashville, was sold at auction 
on the 1st iust., realizing $100. She bad 
previously been stripped of her sails aud 
rigging. Her cargo of herring in bulk 
sold for $180, and her anchor and chains 
for $100.

The schooner Minnie Cronan, with sixty- 
five tons of powder for the dockyard at 
Halifax, from Port Royal, Ja., arrived at 
the former port on the 3d hist.

The bark Northern Chief, Miller master, 
which sailed from Liverpool on the 31st 
nit. for the United States, returned to the 
Mersey on the 1st inst., much damaged, 
having encountered heavy weather.

lhebarkLalia W., O’Neil master, from 
New York, arrived at Queenstown on 
the 1st inst. in a damaged condition. 
Report» having encountered very heavy 
weather during the passage.

Cheap Coal.—About 40 tons of coal be­
longing to the schooner J. T. Hibbard, 
before reported ashore at Meagher’s 
Beach, was sold at auction at Halifax, on 
the 3rd inst. for 40 cents per ton.

An Anchor Line steamer spoken short of 
coal.—The steamer J#va at New York 
from Liverpool reports having on the 
27th nit., in lat. 43.25, Ion. 53.36, exchan­
ged signals with the Anchor Line steamer 
Alexandria, Hendetson master, from 
Messina for New York, under sail, stand­
ing to the southward, being short of 
coal.

Bough Passage.—The schooner Ontario, 
McAuley, master, from Halifax for Glace 
Bay, C. B., which returned to port on the 
2d inst., reports :

Left Halifax, Dec. 29th, for St. Peters, 
C. B., got as far as Green Island next 
day ; whilst attempting to get into St. 
Peters split foresail, lost foregatf, jibs, 
burst forestaysail ; was blown oil'and had 
to run under bare poles for 8 hours. 
Jan. 1st, hove too under bare poles 
for 4 days, during which drifted 
about 300 miles to southward. 
5th, weather moderating, spliced fore- 
gaff and bent an old foresail, 
was lost again same night. Next day 
being fine, ail hands repaired damage, 
bent gafftopsail for a jib. IOlIi sounded 
in 35 fathoms water; drifted for 3 days, 
with two drags out; got into Gulf 
Stream ; blowing so heavy . impos­
sible to make sail. 20th, got southerly 
wind ; sighted Sable Island ; saw a hark 
ashore on the western side of west end 
light; also, another hull, about 8 miles 
distant. Wind came off from north; got 
in drift ice; had to run again to sou ill- 
ward, could not get to northward for 
drift ice for 5 days. Feb. 1st, got into 
Petite Riviere and got a supply of fresh 
water.

The brigantine Peerless, McDonald mas­
ter, from Halifax Jau. 4th for Cow Bay, 
C. B., winch returned on the 3rd inst., 
reports having been anchored in Louis- 
burg harbor most of tlie lime since leav­
ing. Was unable to get into Cow Bay 
on account of the ice. The vessel is 
much chafed by the ice and will have to 
go on the marine railway for repairs.

The Speech.
Them is nothing in. the Speech with 

which Parliament was opened yester­
day. It is tlie flattest document, even 
for a Sjieech from tlie Throne, that was 
ever issued. It omits more aud pro­
mises less than any other Gov. General’s 
speech we ever read. A Supreme Court 
Bill, which lias been hanging over tlie 
head of Parliament for years : an Insol­
vency Bill, which is necessary on ac­
count of the lapsing of the Act on that 
subject ; and North West Territory, In­
surance and Copyright Bills, are all that 
arc foreshadowed. Only this, and no­
thing more. And then, notice the 
omissions. Not a word about that mis­
erable abortion, Brown’s proposals to 
the United States Government for a Re­
ciprocity Treaty! Not a word of con­
gratulation at |ho commutation of lu­
pine’s sentence! Why so silent? Is 
not the Ministry proud of its Amateur 
Ambassador and his attempt at treaty- 
making? Has it no lamentation to ut­
ter on account of the snubbing its pro­
posals have received? Is it content to 
weep apart, shedding tears which, like 
those that were wrung from Mrs. Blon- 
nerhassit after her (Cden-like home had 
been darkened by the ambition which 
the snake-like Aaron .Burr had infused 
into her husband, “froze as they foil” 
in this cold weather? It seems sc. 
How cruel of it thus to deprive its sup­
porters—supporters who, like Edward 
Blake, have steadily’ refused to say a 
word in favor of the draft treaty—of the 
opportunity of endorsing it now by their 
vote on the Address in Reply !

Having omitted everything for which 
it has reason to fear censure, aud pro­
mised nothing for which it has reason 
to expect serious opposition, the Gov­
ernment programme is one of absolute 
safety. The Supreme Court Bill will bo 
opposed by no party, and any opposi­
tion to details will not, of course, affect 
the Government. An Insolvency Bill of 
some kind must lie enacted, and tlie 
features of such a measure have been 
so thoroughly canvassed by Boards of 
Trade and Parliamentary Committees 
that an acceptable bill may be expected- 
Legislation on Insurance and Copy­
rights is not a very serious matter, and 
every member of the House will be pre­
pared to aid in perfecting measures for 
the re-organization ol the Government 
of the North West Territory. It would 
seem, therefore, that the Grit Ship of 
State has a clear course this session. 
The Ministers will be made to wince 
under truthful descriptions of the abor­
tive attempt to crush Canadian manu­
factures with the Brown Treaty ; they 
will be forced to turn and twist and lie 
in vain attempts to establish non-res­
ponsibility for the commutation of 
Lcpine’s sentence ; they will boast, 
with some reason, of the amicalife 
settlement of the British Columbia dif­
ficulty ; they will, witli the aid of wha* 
the Premier used to describe as “ the 
sarvile majority of the Government,” 
stave off inquiry into the numerous 
eases of corrupt interference of Minis­
ters in elections, tho numerous cases of 
superannuation of officials for the pur­
pose of creating places for electioneer­
ing agents, etc.; and they will hypocrit­
ically declare, although the expenses of 
every Department have been largely 
increased, that they are practising re­
form, enforcing retrenchment, and econ­
omizing the public money. They are 
capable of making any brazen state­
ment, having found by experience that 
hypocrisy pays.

There being no prospect of the over­
throw of tho Government this session, 
the action of the U. S. Senate having 
saved Mr. Mackenzie from certain de­
feat, and nothing of particular interest 
or importance having been foreshadow­
ed in the Speech, the public will not 
look for Parliamentary reports with the 
old eagerness

ter, from the Khedive of Egypt, is $75,-

A Boat at Lord Lansdowne’s. . ■
“ Toe,day morning, Feb. 36th, 1838 

Lady Mary Fox received ua as she pro 
mised, and most kindly, and I remained 
near her all the evening. Lady Lans- 
downe shook hands with me, and was 
most kind in her reception of me. The 
house Is beautiful. It stands In Berkeley 
Square, on a square of ground, surround­
ed by a high wall, and with a lodge at the 
gate. We entered at one gate, drove 
round a circle, and came out another 
way to avoid confusion. We were re­
ceived In an Immense hall, surrounded 
With statues, with a parquetted floor of 
different-colored woods—mosaic, 
shape of the ball was a long ellipse; the 
center part was covered with carpet, and 
was lower than the two ends which as­
cended into cupolas, which were lighted, 
so that the lights were concealed, and 
had the effect of a blaze of light coming 
from above without our knowing

from whence. It was exceedingly 
beantiftil, the celling ornamented with 
carving and gliding. From this opened 
a library through which every one passed 
to the reception room—a fine room ; 
from this a small boudoir, from this a 
large drawing-room hung with yellow 
satin, mirrors, and some beautiful pic 
turcs ; and from this the tea-room, at the 
entrance of which were two of Canova’s 
statues—a Venus, and a cast of his 
dancer.

“At the end of the room there was a 
tea-table, behind which stood three wo 
men neatly dressed, to give tea and 
coffee, and a small table ot refreshments, 
bihind which stood two or three servant 
men In livery; there were fruits, ices, 
cakes, preserves, and champagne. They 
make very little of refreshments hi re. 
In small parries nothing is given but tea. 
There is a table with tea and cakes, and 
any one may go and be served ; generally 
some elderly lady sits at It, or else it is 
handed ; but, unless it is understood to 
be a grand party, nothing is given but 
tea, or sometimes lemonade.

“Mrs. Norton came to speak to me, 
leaning on the arm of Lord Melbourne.

“1 talked, besides, to Lady Listowell 
and her nieces, to the Macdonalds, to 
Jekyll, to Mr. Pigou, and the Earl of 
Kerry.

He was in bis 
official dress, black velvet coat, satin 
small clothes, and point lace ruffles, and 
wore his sword and bagwig [the dresses 
were on account of the ‘drawing room,’ 
the Queen’s birthday]. He is tall and 
ugly, with large features, and a curious, 
nervous, rabbit like motion of the nose. 
I heard him rattling away some nonsense 
to the young ladles about the dreadful 
discoveries he had made at the drawing­
room about the ladles by means of 
the cross lights—discoveries which he 
made a vow never to reveal. They say he 
is as remarkable for bis powers of making 
himself agreeable In a ball-room as for any 
others. The Duke of Argyle brought his 
daughter, Lady Paget, to look at my 
dreas, which he said was o.ie of the 
handsomest in the room. I never saw 
anything like the magnificence of the jew­
els, stomachers, and head-dresses of dia­
monds—enough to dazzle one’s eyes. We 
left the room at about half-past twelve, 
and were in the large hall (Into which the 
door opens), and the cloak room, until 
two,and the noise was enough to deafen 
one. There were five servants In a row, 
screaming as if they were mad : * Lady 
------- ’s carriage stops the way;’ ‘Want­
ed, the Earl of---------’s servants ;’ ‘ Lady
--------- Is coming out!’ ‘ Whose carriage
next?’ and so on, till I thought I should 
have been deaf. We were very glad to 
And ourselves at last at ho«ue and in 
bed, though I had. a very entertaining 
evening. I said to Lady Mafÿ Pox 
that I would rather talk to Lord 
Brougham than any one else, but It» talk 
ed such nonsense that I Ibid her after­
ward that I was very much dtsappqinu-d 
in him. She had the malice to ten him 
this, and he returned In an at! 
contrition, saying : ‘I’m so son 
I known what you expecte* i 
would have brought a little t 
mounted it, and made yon the ÿest speech 
I could.’
