VACCINATION
Not Compulsory in Alberta

The following facts may be of interest to those whe bave a con-
seientious reason for oppesing compulsory vaccination:

In February 1915, the Appellate Court of the Province of Alberta
handed down a deeision in 8 case brought against the School Board and
the Health Board of the City of Edmonten, abolishing Compulsory
Vacecination in this' Provinee. .

During the last session of the Legislative Assembly a clause was
inserted inm the new Provincial Health Aet, to again plaﬂ‘ Compulsory
Vaécination in foree, regurdless of the unanimous decision of five Su-
preme Court jadges comstituting the Court that rendered the decision
above mentioned. Mauny of the more liberally minded members of the
Assembly refused to abridge the rights of the public granted by the
Appellate Court, and this attémpt was strongly opposed by Farmer and
Labor members, as well as members of both Government and Oppeosition
parties.

In Toronto upon the 1Hth of the present month the Toronte City
Counecil refused absolutely in a body to pass an ordinance to establish
Compulsory Vaceination apon a recommendation from the Provineial
Health Board.

The Hon. W. E. Gladstone said of Vaccination: ‘‘A more glaring
travesty of justice to a British born subject could not be imagined, than
that of forcing a man against his inclination and convietions m submit
his body to this form of inoeulation and dangerous pollution.”’

‘‘No laws are binding on the human subjeet which ussault the body or
violate the comscience. To perform an operation upon a child without
the comsent of its parent or guardian constitutes assault, and is pun-
ishable as such.'’

of the.free’’ is based on the reverse of Mr. Wilson’s apt remark.
| As an instance of this it might be pointed out that when the Seattle
Union Record ventured to suggest that violence was not a cure for
| violenee, that paper’s premises wére raided and three of its editors
were placed under arrest.

The persecution of members of the LW.W. in the. country to the
gouth is strengthening that movement more effectually than a bat-
talion of soap-box orators could do in years. The New York Nation
puts the whole question very concisely by remarking that: ‘“We are
witnessing everywhere a recrudescence of the rage against the L

despite the prosecutions, and the faet remains that arresting and
Jalhug thousands of its members will not end the growth of the or-
ganization. There is but one remedy for that—the doing away with
the conditions jnotably in the Northwest, which breed the LW.W.”’
The same sentiment has been repeatedly voiced by the AF. of L.
with regard to the activities of the Industrial Workers of the World.
*“While we have L. W.W. employers,’’ said Frank Mnrrison. a short
jtime ago, ‘‘we can expeet to have LW.W. workers."”’
