REV. GEO. DOUGLAS, D. D.
His Sermon in Toronto. Last 

Sunday.

The Impartiality of God—The 
Triune Deity in Sympathy 

With Kan—Man’s Re­
sponsibility to Com­

ing Judgment.

Rev. Dr. Douglas preached to an im­
mense audience on Sunday morning in 
the new Sherbourne street Methodist 
church, during the whole time he was 
speaking, holding them enthralled by 
the power of his eloquence. His text 
was Acts x, 44:—

While Peter yet spake these words 
the Holy Ghost fell on all them which 
heard the word.

In this important passage which stands 
related to the conversion of Cornelius 
and his household there are two points 
that will merit attention. (1) A type of 
apostolic preaching in the words spoken. 
(2) The special and remarkable descent 
of the spirit. “The Holy Ghost fell on 
all them which heard the word.”

THU TYPE OP APOSTOLIC PREACHING.

All true preaching is at once a science 
and an art. A science in the wise ar­
rangement of truth, an art in tho appli­
cation of that truth to the conscience of 
men. And here I ask you to note these 
two principles of science and art as tin- 
consciously permeating every depart­
ment of this discourse.

The word spoken opens with the an­
nouncement of the

IMPARTIALITY OP OOD.
“Of a truth,” says Peter, “I see that God 
is no respecter of persons." In the aut­
obiography of John Stewart Mill, one of 
the finest but most sceptical intelects of 
our age, it was manifest that he was men­
tally morally wrecked by the mistaken 
conviction that if there were a God in 
the universe He was partial, intensely 
partial, in His administration towards 
men—trampling one under the frosty 
feet of adversity, crowning another with 
Orient benediction. Could this great phil­
osophic thinker but have caught up the 
idea before es, that in all things pertain­
ing to man’s highest and immortal in­
terests, God is

NO RESPECTER OP PERSONS, 

how would it have lifted his colossal 
spirit out of its irreparable darkness and 
ruin into light celestial. Impartiality in 
God is the everlasting law of His admin­
istration, written in legible form on every 
one of his greatest gifts in nature. Turn 
to the tumbling waters of the ocean. 
The incumbent and arid air stoops down 
and lifts these waters of the Atlantic and 
the Pacific in its arms, carries them over 
the mountains into the valleys, lays 
these oceanic waters at the root of every 
com stalk, beside every blade of grass, 
on the petal of every flower, moistening 
every leaf, percolating the hills, singing 
their way down to the river www» auu 
then marching back with gladsome step 
to their home in the oceans. The waters 
of the seas are freely given to life of the 
continents. I turn to the

CONSERVATIVE POWER OF GRAVITATION.

It holds the grain of sand, it holds every 
life form, it holds the lonely hut and 
stately palace, it holds the mountains, 
tho world, the universe in its keeping 
with undistinguishing regard. Impar­
tiality in God t This is the glory of our 
Christianity. It was the theory of the 
Greèk that the blest were the favorites 
of the gods. It was the maxim of the 
Israelites that salvation was alone of the 
Jews; but what is the welcome of the 
Gospel ? Generous as the heart of G#d, 
it Whosoever will.”

WHOSOEVER WILL!
I would write it over every promise in 
the treasury of heaven and stamp it on 
the frontispiece of every Bible. Whoso­
ever will 1 I would set it on an ensign 
over the portal of this and every temple 
of worship, and carve it on every granite 
cliff around the world. Whosoever will ! 
I would hang the constellation of God in 
the heavens so that the very universe 
might spell it out. “ Whosoever will may 
come and take of the waters of life free­
ly.” No bar sinister, no fell decree holds 
you back. Wherever is found a heaven- 
erected brow bearing the stamp of a God- 
given intellect, and a beating heart 
which tells of a spirit panting for an im­
mortal gourd, the living waters are for 
him. “Ye are witnesses I” cried the 
Apostle—witnesses that there U not a 
resource in Christ, not a gift of the Spirit, 
not an inheritance beyond, not a vesti- 
tude along the untraveled eternity, but 
is for you. Why, break we not into 
thanksgiving at the

PLKNTITUDE OF THIS REVELATION

which lays the wealth of the spiritual 
universe at your feet and which says, 
Take what thou wilt and be enriched 
forever. Impartiality in God 1 Is not 
this a truth which the Holy Ghost will 
honor?

Observe again, the word spoken pro­
claims the triune Deity in sympathy 
with man. God, says Peter, who an­
notated Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy 
Ghost and with power. What a reveal­
ing is this of the interaction of the God 
head in working out the redemption of 
the race. Before finite life had sprung 
into being, before rolling worlds had be­
gun their march throughthe immensities, 
or ultimate matter had fallen from the 
hand divine, the infinite and absolute 
God existed in the trinity of his nature. 
And what is every evolution of His 
creative power but the demonstration of 
an economical trinity. Light I what art 
thou with thy ministry of revealing? 
The chemical ray, the light ray, the heat 
ray—these unfold

THE ETERNAL PRINCIPLE OP TRINITY 

through the medium of resplendent 
light. Elemental substances around us, 
what is your testimony? The solid earth, 
the subtle air, the translucent waters, 
holding in their relations form, size and 
color, tell of a double trinity in thison e 
world. Our manhood’s nature with his 
trials; we pass it by as a living epistle, 
read and known of all men.. Deep in­
ductions and last results of the reasoning 
faculty have concluded that if God be 
infinite, then not one but every form of 
existence must be- in Him; not alone 
unity but plurality or trinity of being;

and if God be eternal love, then His love 
could not be subjection—ever turning in 
upon himself—but objective, tho 
responsive love of the triune persons of 
the Godhead. How grand is the
CONFIRMATION OF THE SPECULATIVE TIIOVOIIT

in the reveal ings of this book. Like tho 
doctrines of Immortality and Redemp­
tion, that of Trinity emerges from its 
early obscurities into the fulness of its 
apocalyptic glory, Trinity, redemptorial, 
cannot be relegated into the background 
of mystery and discarded, since without 
this there is no theology, no Christology, 
no redemption. Trinity—the commis­
sion of the Father, the atonement of the 
Son, the administration of the spirit— 
these are the foundation stones of our 
salvatiou. Trinity—it opens the only 
portal of our sonship, our approach to an 
unseen and ever silent God, for it is 
through Him that is Christ we have ac­
cess by one spirit unto the Father. 
Trinity—it is

TUB OASIS OF S0N8HIP

and spiritual gilt, for God has sent forth 
the spirit, the witnessing spirit of His Son 
unto your hearts, crying, “Abba Father.” 
In a word, Trinity involves the apothe­
osis of our humanity. What do we be­
hold? The love of the Father, Son and 
Spirit finding its focal point in man, and 
man, encircled with that triune love, ris­
ing to a distinct and personal fellowship 
with the Father, with the Son and with 
the Holy Ghost. In all the sound and 
realm of the universe there is nothing 
more divinely transcendental than this, 
and yet the testimony ot a Marquis de 
Rante, of a Lady Maxwell, of those elect 
saints of early Methodism who ascended 
the heights of a rapt devotion authenti­
cate the reality of this fellowship with 
the Persons of the Triune God. Tem­
pled in Immortality, thrice holy in its 
sanctity, we take this mystic truth of 
Trinity, and wrapping us in its folds look 
up and cry:—

’Tis mystery all; let earth adore,
Let angel minds inquire no more.

Trinity—Redemptions! Trinity; is not 
this a truth which the Holy Ghost will 
honor?

Again, the work spoken proclaims
A MANIFESTED AND ATONING OOD.

■Jesus of Nazareth, who was slain and 
hanged on a tree.” The deepest and 
divinest thoughts which arise in the 
mind are the intutitional Without rea­
soning, without re-search, they come in 
on the spirit as light flashes on the eye. 
They are the adventurous and crowned 
princes of thought that wield empire in 
the .realm of moral being. Now, this 
apostolic truth of a manifested God, like 
immortality, must be held as an intuition 
of the soul since it has obtained in all 
ages and among all peoples. Take the 
two primal races of man, the Juranian or 
race of darkness, the Aryan or race of 
light, incarnation crowned their every 
conception of the gods. This was pre­
eminently true ot the Aryan and their 
Hindoo and Greek defendants.

MEN 1NCARMATBD DEITIES 

were said to watch the lotus, to guard 
the waving corn, to keep waieh over 
efa.MlwwiAawJ-AJw <eu.«yi W»e..gll..- 
every virtde; to kindle the true Prome- 
thian fire for lofty thought and lierjic 
endeavor. Indeed they were believed 
to hold the treasures of all tenderness 
and the resources of all deliverance. But 
why do we thus refer to this intuitional 
thought? Why? Because there is not 
a truth in our Christianity which makes 
such an imperative demand on our faith. 
The idea that the architect and upholder 
of the universe, who threw off world like 
sparks from an anvil, walked this planet, 
this fragment, this atom of creation, in 
the guise of a manhood to be which He 
is allied forever, is a thought which con­
fronts reason and astounds intelligence. 
But we plant ourselves on this

INTUITION OF THE SOUL,

as the assurance of an answering reality 
which is attested by this triumphant re­
velation of the Incarnate Son of God. 
Under its guidance I take my stand like 
the dying Stephen md looking up I see 
Heaven opened. “I see Jesua sitting at 
tho right hand of God." Nay, the plaice 
is vacant. I see the galleried heights of 
empyrean heaven and angelic principa­
lities and powers bending over in rapt 
and worshipping gaze at this far-off world, 
Paul, thou expositor of the deep things 
of God, caught up to the third heaven 
and hearing things unlawlul to utter. 
Paul, canst thou not interpret this celes­
tial phenomenon? It is given, “And 
when He bringeth Ilis first begotten in­
to the world He saith, ‘Lot all the angels 
of God worship Him.’ ” Tell me thy 
name, thy nature tell, thoa wondrous 
Galilean peasant whom sixty generations 
hear as did the fishermen ot old, and at 
whose bidding heaven and earth respond; 
tell me thy name. It is God with man, 
it ia Jesus the Nazarene. And what was

THE HIGH COMMISSION

of this divine Nazarene, whose life cul­
minated in seeming disaster, who was 
slain and hanged on a tree ? I answer in 
one word that wakes the music of 
heaven and earth ; that word is atone­
ment. How tremendous is the law of all 
being which pervades the known uni­
verse, the law of vicarious sacrifice of life 
by death. Imperious Nature has uttered 
her voice. The death of the mineral is 
the life of the vegetable ; the death of 
the vegetable is the life of the animal ; 
the death of innocence, as seen in the 
gentle dove destroyed by the pursuing 
hawk—the death of the innocent is the 
life of the aggressor. The death of all is 
the life of man. “Behold, I see a wonder 
in heaven," cried the Seer of Vision. I 
stand here to declare a wonder on earth. 
This tremendous law of life by death is 
lifted up and glorified as

THE LAW OF REDEMPTION.

We live by the death of the Redeemer. 
We may be told by the advocates of the 
so-called “new theology” that the death 
of Christ was in no sense a propitiation 
of God or an expiation of sin, but a sub­
lime finale to a beautiful life that re­
vealed the character of God. A specta­
cular mission this, which it is said would 
reconcile the world to the Father Divine. 
But my nature, my conscience demands 
something vastly more than this. I will 
suppose that Othello the Motfr, as pic­
tured in Shakesperean drama, noble and 
generous yet dishonored and hounded 
by villainy to the death; I will suppose 
that he were resurrected and said to 
lago his destroyer, “I will forgive thee, I 
will welcome thee,” could that villain
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redbanded in his crime, marble-hearted 
as a fiend; could that villain ever come 
into that presence without change and 
reparation ? Never, never. And can 
we as sinners whose lives are forfeited by 
the violation of law, who have outraged 
and insulted infinite love, ever stand 
right in the presence of God without 
change or reparation ? My conscience 
hath a thousand various tongues and 
every tongue cries out, “It is forever im­
possible.” Oh, divine expedient; Oh, 
merciful device, the slain victim hanged 
on a tree, exalted as the ever living in­
tercessor supplies,

TUB ONLY 0BOUND POSSIBLE

in the universe on which God can meet 
the sinner and clasp hands in token of 
reconciliation. It was this supernal dis­
play of love which evoked the enthu­
siasm of the great Apostle, and led him 
to exclaim, “Oh, the depth of his riches 1 
God forbid that I should glory save in 
the Cross of our Lord Jesus Christ,” Jesus 
who is the culminating flower of the uni­
verse. And what is the ever abiding 
mission amongst men of this great, this 
atoning, this resurrected and divine hu­
manity. I answer, it is the effective 
sympathy of the man, the sympathy of 
the God. This world is for most of us no 
Andalusian vale of rest, no Arcadian 
abode of purple vine and fragrant de- 
ights where flow the sparkling waters of 

some Guadalquiver. This world 1 it is 
the theatre of conflict, it is

THE VALLEY OF WEEPING,
“ where hearts broken with losses and 
weary with dragging the crosses too 
heavy for mortals to bear,” respond to 
the wailing dirge of Barrett Browning

Ah, there are many of us that can say

Incarnate and 
atoning Lamb we preach Thee, and is not

Then once again, the word spoken as­
serts the responsibility of man to coming 
judgment.

Man­
ifold and magnificent are the powers 
with which our nature is endowed.

When that great­
est statesman which this American 
continent ever gave for the guidance of 
a nation,Daniel Webster, was asked what 
was the mightiest thought that ever cross­
ed the horizon of his intelligence, with 
empathie pause he answered, “A sense 
of my responsibility to God.” Now, this 
responsibility stands related to retribu­
tive justice. It is

THE EVERLASTING LAW

for time and eternity, and whatever a 
man soweth, that also shall he reap. 
There is David, the base and infamous 
David, who with murderous act invaded 
and ruined the sanctity of a home. “What 
shall the harvest be?" In time ruin came 
to his own daughter and the echoing wail 
of “Ob, Absalom; my son Absalom,” told 
that the sword with which he pierced 
others had entered hie own heart. Oh, 
David, thou hast sown to the winds and 
reaped the whirlwind. We advance with 
this law into the eternities. Verily, verily, 
the hour is coming when the resurrected 
millions, both small and great, shall stand 
before the great white throne and the 
face of him at whose gaze the heavens 
and earth shall flee away. Then the books 
of destiny shall bp opened and the secret 
histories of life revealed. Then, 0 
who has sought to cover thy sin and hide 
thine iniquity, that which was hidden 
shall be made known and that which was 
done in secret shall be published upon 
the house-tops before assembled worlds. 
Then shall God let loos* the wolves of 
remorse that shall wound and anguish 
thy spirit forever. The works done in the 
body will meet us in the judgment evok­
ing the “Well done, good and faithful ser­
vant,” when God shall diadem the right, 
or the “Depart” that drops the curtain 
over a lost immortality.

Live I we laugh the suggestion to soom. 
The command comes, “Sob of Man, pro­

phesy to those dry bones." Respon e 
to the appeal, a noise is heard, a trem 
bling shakes the valley; behold the 
blanched bones begin to move, they fly 
to their appointed place and become 
compacted together, and now on the 
bleached bones there came up the sinew, 
the tissue, and the nerve and the skin. 
But 1 there is no life. Again the com­
mand comes, “Son of Man, prophesy to 
the winds.” The cry is heard, “Come 
from the four winds, O breath, and 
breathe upon these slain,” and lo ! a di­
vine breath sweeps through the valley, 
and a mighty army arises quickened by 
the breath divine. This is the vision. 
What is its realistic fulfilment? You 
have seen the effects of an invisible pow­
er that has fallen on a gathered com­
pany. There was a

SHAKING AMONG THE DRY BONES.
You hare heard the noise ant’, the cry, 
“What wilt thou have me to do,” bone 
comes to bone, “ I will arise and go to 
my Father,” a covering comes over the 
bones, but there is yet no life. A mystic 
awe rolls over the assembly and a multi­
tude spring into a life of faith, of love, 
and of transporting joy. What has done 
it? Not the eloquence of gifted tongue. 
Not the power of intellect. Not the 
magnetism of sympathy. Nay, verily, it 
was the Holy Ghost that fell upon them 
as at the beginning. I stand amazed at 
the stupendous energy of the Spirit, fill­
ing the earth, the air, the water, with 
the myriad forms of life and beauty ; but 
His grandest work is the life of God 
given to the soul of man. Ye that dwell 
in the courts of the Lord keep not silent 
and give Him no rest until the descend 
ing Spirit gives us life, and gives it more 
abundantly.

fHE SPIRIT OF HOLINESS.
Observe, again, the Holy Ghost fell

When 
they sing of the bending branches, of 
the trees, that seem like the notes of 
some great instrument giving forth their 
sweet,'celestial symphonies; when they 
sing of the splendid scenery of the sky, 
o’er whose sapphire sea the royal sun 
seems sailing like a golden galleon; when 
they sing of the cloudlands in the west, 
whose steep sierras lift their summits 
white with drifts—but what aie all the 
resplendencies of nature to the moral 
grandeur that is wrought in the soul by 
the Spirit of God ! And why should it 
be thought a thing incredible that God 
should thus endow men ? When 1 think 
Of

that are ever advancing in nature, when 
we think that the foulest substances on 
earth, absorbed by the roots and carried 
by the alembics into the laboratories of 
the plant life, are changed into the frag­
rance of the attar of roses ; when we re­
member that out of the darkness the 
modern dynamo gathers and concen­
trates that energy which flames into a 
light that rivals the lustre of the sun, 
what shall we not believe as to the Spir­
it's power in possessing, exalting and 
adorning our humanity? What consti­
tutes the difference between the works 
of the flesh—hatred, variance and strife 
—and the fruits of the Spirit, beautiful 
as the golden pomegranites of Paradise! 
The difference between Julian the apos­
tate and John the apostle of love, be­
tween Caligula, the terrible, and Peter 
the apostle of hope, between Robespierre 
and Mirabeau, the men of blood; and 
Paul the evangelist of peace? What con­
stitutes the difference? It is the trans­
forming nim/atiy uf 1116 Holy GhOsL 
Find me the vilest the most unlovely 
man in this house or in this city or land 
let the Holy Ghost fall upon him and he 
shall s tard forth in all the beauty of" 
holiness. In one of the Western States 
there was an aged woman of seventy, a 
murderess who for twenty-seven years was

THE TERROR OF THE PENITENTIARY.

As the law had failed it was deter­
mined to try the effect of Christianity 
upon her. Chained at her wrists and 
ankles to a chair she was carried by arm­
ed men and set down in the vestibule of 
a Christian Reformatory. When the 

latron, a Quaker lady, full of the bless­
ed Spirit, came to receive her, though 
the glare of a fiend was in the felon eye, 
she demanded her instant release. The 
guards remonstrated, but she insisted.

the mightiest master the violin has ever 
known- Now, if

can thus bring out of a seemingly worth­
less instrument such transcendent forces, 
what cannot the Spirit of God bring out 
of such un instrument as man ?

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upon” the king, and now asks the Chi­
nese government to compel his majesty 
to return the amount.

It is quite evident that the Hawaiian 
king is unfamiliar witll the way things of 
this kind are managed in Canada.

He would find upon his return to hie na­
tive soil that the employment of a medi­
ator, near of kir, is the orthodox way to 
carry on a business which has reached 
its full development in a country with an 
uncrowned king.

tpe last six months his health has rapid­
ly- declined and his condition has been 
aggravated by mental depression. Mr. 
Woodward held for several years the 
position of collector of miscellaneous 
licenses and was a most eftiicient officer, 
though the law which he had to carry 
out was a most odious and obnoxious 
one.

Of the farmers' meetings, held in differ­
ent parts of Ontario, to discuss the ques­
tion of commercial union with the United 
States, not one has so fur expressed dis­
approval of the proposed union. The 
farmers appear to be unanimous in favor 
of it. On Saturday the Gallon County 
Farmers' Institute unanimously adopted 
a resolution strongly favoring the union, 
and on the same day the county council 
at Toronto likewise expressed its strong 
approval of it. Let ho good work go on.

THE SPRINKLERS.
We trust that the City Council will, at 

its next meeting, either reconsider the 
petition of the ratepayers for the free 
use of sprinklers for watering the streets, 
with a view of complying therewith, or 
order the immediate construction of 
watering cart for public service. For the 
past week and more, particularly during 
the last three days, our streets have been 
clouded with dust, blown from and in 
all directions. Our places of bueinesa 
and dwellings have been lined with it. 
There was dust everywhere. It is most dis­
agreeable, and it is unhealthy. It is an 
unnecessary nuisance that will not 
tolerated any longer.

If by the use of the sprinklers the duet 
can be kept in check, their free use 
should be granted at once. There can 
be no reasonable objection urged against 
it. The view of the city clerk and Aid. 
Hazen-that the council cannot, without 
first obtaining the authority of the legis­
lature, grant to the citizens the free 
use of the sprinklers for the streets, 
nonsense. Indeed we do not believe that 
either the city clerk or Aid. Hazen at­
tached the slightest importance to their 
view. It was put forward merely that 
there might be objections, for through 
some reason beet known to the water 
commissioner, they wère opposed to 
granting the citizens the free use of the 
sprinklers. And the same may be said of 
the other objections of Aid. Hazen. He 
was not sincere. Fancy an alderman 
with Mr. Hazen’s record for treachery to 
the poor of the city, urging as a reason 
for not complying with the prayer of the 
petition that it would be unjust to the 
poorer classes to do so. There was no 
sincerity in any of the objections. They 
were mere subterfuges or pretexts. It 
isUhe duty of the council to grant free 
sprinklers for the purpose asked ; it is 
in the interests of the city that it should 
be done.

Will the council adopt our suggestion ?
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COMMERCIAL UNION.
It is the intention of the Fredericton 

Commercial Association to call a meet­
ing of our business and professional men 
at an early day to discuss the question of 
commercial union with the United 
States. We hope the attendance will be 
large and representative of the various 
interests of the community. We would 
also like to see, and we would therefore 
suggest, that some representative farm­
ers be invited to attend. We 
should have the Views of represen­
tatives of all industries and 
callings. This question i* jugt now 
engaging the attention of the leading 
minds of the two countries. The de­
pressed state of our trade calls for some 
change in our commercial policy. Com­
mercial union has been suggested as a 
scheme most likely to bring about a 
better condition of things. A thorough 
discussion ol the question will, therefore, 
be in the interests of all concerned.

THE ORTHODOX WAY.
The king of the Sandwich Islands has 

got into trouble by accepting bribes from 
Chinese traders. It transpires that a 
certain trader wished to sell opium within 
the king's dominions, and to obtain a li­
cense offered the Hawaiian king a large 
amount of money. The amount paid in 
all was $75,000. After accepting the 
bribe the privilege was granted to an­
other, who outbad bis brother trader.

A WISE 8UCCE8TION.
It is to be hoped that the minister of 

justice will act upon Mr. Davis’s sugges­
tion and make provision in hie bill con­
stituting the new exchequer court, for 
the payment of claims to passengers on 
government railways, who have met with 
oss by accident or negligence on the 
part of railway officials. It is too bad 
that a passenger, who has taken every 
precaution in travelling, should be ex­
pected to bear a loss occasioned by the 
negligence of officials. Anyone who has 
travelled much upon government rail­
ways must have seen that the officials 
are in many cases somewhat lax in 
duty, and must have wondered that 
more accidents did not occur. It is but 
right that the travelling public should be 
protected. If the suggestion of Mr. 
Davies were adopted, greater precautions 
against accident would be taken by rail­
way employees, and all classes of people 
would travel with a greater feeling of

The Toronto Globe’s Ottawa correspon­
dent, in referring to the reorganization 
of the departments says : “ The functions 
of the minister of trade and commerce 
will be very important. He will be the 
supreme head of the department of in­
land revenue aud customs, and will ex­
ercise the powers relating to the tariff 
hitherto reposed in the minister of fin­
ance. The pratical result of the cabinet 
changes will be to create two new politi­
cal heads of department» and to increase 
very considerably the present enormous 
cost of government.

TOWN AND COUNTRY.
News From All Round Glean­

ed By “Gleaner” Corres­
pondents.

A Great Gathering of the In­
dians at the Feast of Cor­

pus Christi.

■lew the Indian* Obxerved I lie Fenul
of Corpus Christi—A Great Gathering
at «he Village.

Kingsclear, June 14 —The Feast . of 
Corpus Christi was celebrated with the usual 
splendor among the Indians who obaeive 
this day most of all the holy days that are 
observed in the church from the custom of 
the ancieni missionaries. The Indians 
gather here from nil or nearly all the 
reserves of New Brunswick. Perhaps it 
would interest some of your readers who 
never saw an Indian wedding or beard ef 
the manner of their match making to give 
them a brief description of it. When a 
gathering of Indians take place, but 
especially Corpus Christi, there is 
sure to be at least one wedding 
and sometimes two or more. A young 
man expresses himself willing to marry, 
the heads of the bands are apprised of the 
fact, and they call what is termed by them 
a “council meeting" to selects girl whom 
they think would suit the parents of the 
intended bridegroom. When all are agreed 
upon the bride, her parents are told that 
■he would suit the young man in question. 
Her parents then, if they consider the young 
man favorably, consent to the match, but if 
they don’t like him the match is broken off 
and the process is again gone through until 
the bridegroom can find a bride. If the 
parents accept him he has no more to say 
and has no voice in choosing his bride mere 
than this and the bride has no voice in 
choosing her husband.

These matches are gotten up sometimes in 
a conple of hours, and most generally result 
in happiuess to the contracting parties. 
After the wedding a great feast is prepared 
by the Indians in general, which consists of 
soup. This is generally eaten in the evening. 
A large amount of beef or mutton is pro­
cured and cut up into very small pieces ànd 
put into a large pot which will hold, per­
haps, a barrel, and seasoned with the differ­
ent ingredients to make it suitable to the 
taste, when all is boiled for a couple of 
hours. Alter this a table is spread and all 
partake of the feast, respect being shown to 
the aged by giving them the beat places at 
the table. When all have eaten a grand 
dance is the order, which is generally kept 
up until late in the evening, consisting of 
many varied dances. When the bride and 
groom enter the hall the Indian wedding 
dance, or shot horn dance, is commenced 
and kept np until the married couple leave. 
After this all the modern dances are carried 
out, music by violin. Some of the Indians 
are very fine clog and jig dancers, and take 
great delight in it. A festival is sometimes 
keot np for three days or more.

There were two couples married here 
since Thursday, one on Saturday and one 
on Sunday. On Sunday was married Miss 
Sarah Paul, daughter of the Chief, Andrew 
Paul, to Mr. Thomas Toneer, a grand 
nephew of Gov. Francis Toneer. The bride 
is 15 years of age and the groom 20. This 

larriage feast will not be held until Tues­
day and Wednesday, 21st and 22nd, when 
all the Indians from Tobique and all re­
serves from New Brunswick and Penobscot 
will be present. The Indians are always 
glad to see the white people attend these 
feasts, and always use them well. It is es­
timated that about 120 Indians were here 
from different places this time, and about 
double that number are expected next 
time.

We are pleased to learn that Miss Mina 
Everett is rapidly recovering from a recent 
attack of quinsy.

A number of Fredericton people were here 
on Corpus Christi to witness the demon­
strations.

Mr. Geo. Taylor, accompanied by Mr. Ed. 
Jack, came and took a number of views on 
Corpus Christi, including the Indians in 
different groups dressed in their uniforms,

AGRICULTURE.

Canadian Shorthorns in ScoTLAND.-Some 
of the Scotch grazing farmers like the big 
Canadian Shorthorn and cross bred oxen, 
large numbers of which have been imported 
during the past four or fire years. These 
graze to heavier weights than any home­
bred or Irish cattle to be bought at higher 
prices, but the generality of them are coarse- 
boned, and take longer to get fat. During 
the past fortnight an organization has been 
entered into by Aberdeenshire farmers for 
forming a limited liability company, with 
£12,000 capital, to carry out the object of 
regularly bringing cargoes of Canadian store 
cattle to the port of Aberdeen; and the har­
bour authorities hove engaged to provide 
suitable accommodation by way of a land­
ing-stage and cattle lairs.

Tkstino Fertilizers. — Experimenting 
in a small- way is the salvation 
for farmers who use commercial fer­
tilizers. It is folly to depend entirely on 
one brand for all soils. The only way to 
find out what certain toils need ll to try

various fertilizers in a small way. I gen­
erally gtt a bag of every new fertilizer and 
give it a lair trial on different fields. If it 
does better than others 1 have used before, 
I get more of it the next year. If it falls be­
hind I let it alone. I often find that a fer­
tilizer does better on one field than on an­
other, while some other fertilizer does beat 
where the first one is poorest. I would be 
foolish indeed to continue using the fertili­
zer where it does poorly and equally foolish 
not to use it where it does well. Yet this 
may be just exactly what farmers do who 
never experiment.—Rural New Y'orker.

Utilizing Old Tin Cans. A correspondent 
of the Maine Farmer writes : “I gather all 
the old cans I can find in the fall and winter, 
and throw them into barrels for spring use. 
I put some good garden soil In the cellar 
and when the proper time comes, I put a lot 
of the cans in the stove with a flashing fire 
which readily unsolders them. I tie a turn 
of twine aronnd the body of a can, just as 
many as I can set in shallow boxes, fill them 
with a little superphosphate and good 
earth, and plant my garden seeds in them, 
and let them have a place in the kitchen. 
When the time comes for transplanting, I 
make the bills in the garden, dig a suitable 
bole in the bill, set out a can, cut the 
twine, let the can spring apart a little and 
slip it from the bill without disturbing the 
roots, and place the can above the hill as a 
protection from rains, winds and frosts as 
long as may be necessary. I have sweet 
corn and cucumbers two or three weeks 
ahead of others. For early wax beans, 
this is an excellent method. I have tried 
this plan for two years with good success."
