Egypt. These reckless troopers came origin- 
ally from a race of Turkish and Circassian 
slaves, introduced into Egypt about the year 
1227. They were noed for their daring horse- 
manship, their utter disregard of all moral 
obligations, their cheap estimate of human life, 
and the strange inflien acquired by them over 
the people they were once the slaves.
