Because the chemical or mechanical 
manufacturer has merely applied what 
the piulosopher has made known; he bas 
merely worked upon the materials fur- 
nished to him. Thus, the chlorine, or 
oxymuriatic gas, or Scheele, was scacce- 
ly known, before it was applied by Ber- 
thollet to bleaching ; scarcely was muri- 
atic gas discovered by - Priestly, when 
Guyton de Morveau used in for destroy- 
ing contagion. Platinum has owed its 
existence, as a useful metal, entirely to 
the labors of an illustrious chemical phil- 
osopher ; look at the beautiful yellow 
afforded by one of the new metals, 
chrome; consider the medical effects of 
iodine, in some of the most painful and 
disgusting maladies belonging to human 
nature, as cancer and bronchocele. We 
have no history of the manner in which 
iron was rendered malleable; but we 
know that platinum could only have 
been worked a person of the most refined 
chemical resources—Sir Ilumphriy 
Davy.

Railways have wonderfully changed 
the business and ways of the world.

words, the abstracted view of an infinite 
variety of facts. Dr. Black has defined 
chemistry to be that science which treats 
of the changes produced in bodies by 
motions of their ultimate particles or 
atoms; but this definition is hypothetical ; 
for the ultimate particles or atoms are 
mere creations of the imagination. I will 
give you a definition which will have the 
merit of novelty, and which is probably 
general in its application. Chemistry 
relates to those operations ly which the 1 
intimate nature of bodies is changed, or 
by which they acquire new properties. 
This definition will not only apply to the 
effects wf mixture but to the phenomena 
of electricity, and, in short, to all the 
changes which do not merely depend on 
the motion or division of masses of mat- 
ter.”

Cuvier, in one of a series of lectures, 
delivered at Paris, in the Spring of last 
year, says, " the name chemistry, itself, 
comes from the word chime, which was 
the ancient maure of Egypt ;" and he 
states that minerals were known to the 
Egyptians " not only by their external 
characters, but also by what we at the 
present day call their chemical charac- 
ters." He also adds, that what was af- 
terwards called the Egyptian science, 
the Hermetic art, the art of transmuting 
metals, was a mere reverie of the middle 
ages, utterly unknown to antiquity, 4 The. 
pretended books of Hermes are evidently 
supposititious, and were written by the 
Greeks of the lower Empire.”-

Why is chemistry essential to man 
in his highest state of cultivation?

Because every part of his body is cov- 
ered with the products of different chemi- 
cal and mechanical arts; made not only 
useful in protecting bim from the inclem 
ency of the seasons, but combined in forms 
of beauty and variety ; creating out of the 
dust of the earth, from the élay under his 
feet, instruments of use and orna neut; ex- 
tracting metals from the rude ore, and 
giving to them a hundred different shapes 
for a thousand different purposes ; se- 
lecting and improving the vegetable pro- 
ductions with which be covers the earth ;

Care must be taken to remove every 
particle of grease from each hat, be­
fore it is submitted to the acid. 
Those straw hats whicli require al­
tering in shape, have their fronts 
separated from their crowns before 
being washed; they are much easier 
handled than entire hats.
