GEN. BOOTH’S CANADIAN TOUR.

Harola Frederick cables from Lon-
don to the New York Times: Gen.
Booth has returned, filled with enthusi-
astic confidence in the future of the Sal-
vation Army and of its.industrial pro-
jects in Canada. He seems to have'more
doubts about the United States. He
was greatly pleased with the attentions
shown him by the officials of the Har-

CHINESE COMPLETELY ROUTED.

LONDON, March 10.—The Central
News correspondent in Tokin_ quotes
this dispatch, which was sent from Yin
Kao, or New Chwang, on March 7:
The forts south and west of Yin Kao
on the left bank of the river have been
taken to the last ditch and redoubt.
Yesterday Gen. Nodzu reported that
his army, with the aid of the first divi-
sion, had attacked the Chinese at Ten-
chantai that morning. The Japanese ad-
vanced from three directions. A hot
artillery fire was ovened at 7 a.m., and
under its cover the three bodies of
troops stormed the town shortly be-
fore 10:30. The Chinese numbered 19,-
000 or more. At first they fought stub-
bornly, but eventually they broke and
ran, throwing their arms down and
making no effort to save standards or
baggage. Most of the Chinese fled to
the northwest. Although the Japanese
loss was but 100 killed, the Chinese left
more than 2,000 dying and dead around
the town. All the enemy’s war ma-
terial was captured. The town caught
fire during the fight, and before night
was burned to the ground.

Shanghai says that the Chinese are
making great preparations to defend
Formosa against the expected landing
of the Chinese.

VEILED HER FACE

The Total Eclipse of the Moon Sun-
day a Pretty Sight.

b

it Was a Complete Success—Some Scien-
tific Explanations.

The eclipse of the moon arrived on
schedule time Sunday night, and thous-
ands saw the veil drawn over Luna’s
face, which was particularly bright and
lovely. Astronomy was of practical
benefit for once. People knew it was
coming, and the electric lights were not
turned off, as is the custom when the
moon is full. It is good that they were
not, because when the queen of night
withdrew the light of her countenance

8S were pretty black down here,

‘eéver, the celestial charmer was
merciful, and shortly after midnight
v amiling as sweetly and serenely as
ever on her old sweetheart, the earth,
It was a pretty sight.
At 8:53 the encroachment of the black
12adow was perceived, which extended
over the lunar surface, until, at 9:51, the
cclipse was total, remaining so until
i1:27, when the moon began to emerge
from the vale of darkness, completing
her exit at 21 minutes after 12.

As the movement of the moon is ever
eastward, the shadow came on from the
east, sweeping swiftly over the bright
lise, touching alike the great plains
which still bear their early misnomer
of “seas’” and "wering mountain peaks,
which, when ‘he moeon is waxing, catch
the sunlight long before the valleys at
their foot. The black shadow engulfed
the whole of the magnificent scenery
of the rugged globe, the brilliant Aris-
tarchus, the fortress-like Copernicus,
the conspicuous Tycho and the other
craters, large and small, numbered by
thousands, among which are needle
shafts, which look down upon the aig-
uilles of the terrestial Alps as both
oarse and lilliputian.

is natural to inquire why the moon
s at all risible when the sunlight was
cut off, and since she herself is not
self-luminous. The arswer is simpie
and beautifully illustrates the laws of
refraction, for the rim of atmosphere
surrounding the earth, which, seen from
the moon, would be color brilliant with
sunshine, bended around the earth the
diffuseqd surlight and reflected it upon
the moon, minus, however, the rays
which were absorbed in the effort of
transmission, thus tingeing the moon a
dull copper,

Even in remote antiquity it was
known to patient students of the skies
that there is g regular eclipse ‘“‘period”
of 18 years, 113 days. The Chaldeans
called it the “Saros,” which means
“repetition.” Thus, after 223 synodic
months, the present eclipse will be re-
peated.

What may be called the life of an
eclipse, or its greater period, is about
»65 years, during which it grows from

'€comes total; then, after a score or
more of “tota]” repetitions, it again be-

Al Terrible Blow.

A Young Bank Clerk Meets With
a Fatal Accident

‘While Returning to this City from
Woodstock, Ont.

Wm. B. Carmichae!, of the
Toronto, the Victim.

Bank of

His Skull Crushed at the Rectory Street
.Crossing of the G. T. R.-Got Off the
Train in Motion—No Inquest.

Sad indeed was the fate that over-
toock Wm. B. Carmichael, one of the
best known young men of London
banking, social and sporting circies. On
Saturday night he was playing hockey
in N oodstock. Twenty-four hours
later his athletic frame was cold in
death on a cot at the City Hospital,
his head crushed from contact with an
€xpress engine. His death was the
outcome of that oft-repeated act—try-
Ing to get off a moving train—not a
very safe move at any time, and much
less so at 4 a.m., with the ground cov-
ered with ice and SNow. Why he
should have sought to leave the train
at East London, where he was killed,
when he lived in the very center of
the city, is inexplicable. His valise
was checked through to the city sta-
tion. By staying aboard until he
reached town he would have had com-
bany home. RBut when the electric
lights of the eastern suburb began to
flit past the windows of the car he left
his seat and went forward to the plat-
form. Although his departure was
noticed, no one thought that he would
try to leave the train at the speed it
was going, and when the city proper
Wwas reached the members of the hockey
team sleepily gathered their effects
together and went off to their respect-
ive homes, little dreaming that their
captain at that moment lay stunned
and bleeding at the Rectory street
crossing of the . T. L.

A LEAP IN THE DARK,

Carmichael was g clerk in the loeca
branch of the Bank of Toronto and had
charge of the collections. He was a
keen lover of sport, and the moving
spirit of the bankers’ hockey team, of
which he was captain. At 4:20 on Sat-
urday afternoon the team left for
’Woodstoek, where they played and lost
in the evening with the bankers of that
place. They were to return on No. 1,
which was due to leave Woodstock at
1:20 a.m. The train was late, however,
and did not pull out of that place until
nearly 3 o’clock. Although the game
had been iost by one goal, it was by
far the closest and most exciting match
that had been witnessed in Wood-
stock for some years, and the bank
boys had nothing to be ashamed of.
They were tired, most of them, and
slept. Carmichael slept a good deal of
the way up, and as the conductor took
up his ticket he was heard to ask if the
train stopped at East London. Then he
asked if it slowed up there. Thus he
must have meditateq getting off at the
East End, although he said nothing
about his intentions. The lights of
London came into view at 3:50, and, as
above stated, Carmichael left his com-
panions, and must have leaped from
the fast moving train just east of the
Rectory street <rossing.

TRAINMEN FOUND HIM.

Nearly an hour later—at 4:45—q way-
freight arrived on the Stratford branch
from Toronto. In the meantime train
No. 2, the Lehigh Express, had passed
east, leaving the city about 4:15 a.m,.
The Wabash, No. 4, followed about 20
minutes afterwards, and the way-
freight was held on the branch line
until the express got clear of the yard.
The freight was in charge of Engineer
Fred Mingay, 154 Clarence street.
Slowly it proceeded up the yard on the
second track, and stopped as the en-
gine poked its nose over the sidewalk
at Rectory street. The engineer pre-
pared to back his train to the siding,
and as he looked out of his cab window
for the signal from the rear brake-
man, his eye caught the prostrate fig-
ure of a man Iyving within eighteen
inches of the track on which stood
his train. His first thought was that
the man had been struck by his own
engine, but they had heen going s=o
slowly. The young man’s feet lay
across the south rail of the east-hound
track, on which the two express trains
had passed out. But there were no
injuries to the limbs! Conductor
Mingay, the brakeman and the fireman
picked up

THE UNCONSCIOUS FORM
and bore it across the street to the sta-
tion house. The night operator was
arouged and the voung fellow conveyed
into the waiting room. Here, by means
of an easy chair and a pillow he was
made as comfortable as possible, Iis
head was raised to stay as much as
possible the terrible flow of blood from
the crushed and battered skull. En-
gineer Mingay then went back to the
signal house at the intersection of
the Stratford branch and the main line
and telephoned to Dr, Moore and the

T. R. city authorities. Night Sta-
tion Agent Carroll immediately had
the yard engine attached to a, baggage
car, and with a stretcher left for the
scene of the accident. The train stop-
ped at the round house on the way back
and Dr. Moore examined Carmichael’s
injurles. He saw at once that the
case was hopeless and telephoned for
an ambulance to meet the train at the
station. The young man was then con-
veyed to the hospital, where he linger-
ed unconscious until four o’clock in the
afternoon, and died in the presence of
his brother Otto, who had been hastily
summoned from Woodstock in the
morning.

The Govern-
ment, it i3 pointed out, has been gain-
ing ground steadily since the session
began, and is in a fair shape to carry
out its legislative programme. There
is, therefore, no valid reason why, in the
event of Rosebery’s resignation being
tendered, the Queen should not send for
Sir William Harcourt and intrust him
with the task of forming a Cabinet.
Sir William has been hankering after
the Premiership for many years. He has
a large personal following in the party,
and in many respects is an abler and
stronger man than Rosebery. He has
an abiding faith in his political destiny,
and rather than disturb it by submit-
ting to the chances of a general elec-
tion he would readily accept an offer
to run the ship of state to the normal
end of the session.

A little later in the afternoon Lord
Douglas, of Hawick, the eldest surviv-
ing son of the Marquis of Queensbury,
made even a more damaging state-
ment against his father. He said he
was just home from Australia, and he
had assured himseif that there was no
truth in his father’s charges, which
were aimed as much against his own
son as against Mr. Wilde. ‘“My father
has been a brute to his family,” he
said. ‘“He is responsible for the death
of my mother and my elder brother,
Now he seems bent upon ruining my
younger brother and me. We shall do
all we can to help clear Mr. Wilde of
this infamous charge. My father’s so-
called evidence ceonsists of anonymous
letters, which he himself wrote to my
brother, one of which was produced in
court. The magistrate very properly
suppressed these letters. They con-
tain the wildest and most dreadful
charges against n:any prominent peo-
pie. I believe father is of unsound
mind, but there is a good deal of vice
in his madness.”

Lord Douglas, in contrast with his
brother, is a keen energetic man of
business, only 27 years old, but very
prominent now in coiinection with the
development of goldl discoveries in
West Australia.

THE INFLUENZA EPIDEMIC.
Europe continues to endure, with
what patience it can muster,sthe com-

and the phenomenal weather. London
is indulging the hope that the crisis is
both evils have been passed. But
Paris, Vienna and St. Petersburg still
cry out in bitterness of spirit almost
equal to the panic-stricken Egyptians.
Southern Europe suffered most severe-
ly this week from the unseasonable
visitations. Snow fell in many places
two feet on a level. Vienna and other
cities were completely paralyzed for a
day or two. A thaw set in yesterday,
and now great floods are imminent. A
cold rain began in Lond®n today,
which if it continues a few hours more
will break the embargo frost laid, move
.than a month ago, on the water supply,
In many parts of the metropolis. Sani-
tary authorities are expressing omin-
ous fears of an outbreak of typhoid
diphtheria owing to the long disuse of
thousands of drains. In fact, the sani-
tary condition of ILondon, which isl
usually the best of any great city In|
the. world, is now extremely un-
satisfactory. The mortality record, un-
der the ‘influence of influenza and other
causes, continues to be appalling. Last|
week’s figures are just double the nor-
mal. The direct victims of influenza,
without complications, are 296, while
chest diseases killed four times the
usual number.

There is good reason to believe that
fresh cases of influenza in the last three
or four days have been in a rapidly
fliminishing proportion. Those return-
Ing to the usual duties of life greatly
outnumber the fresh vietims in all
parts of the city. We now hear more
about the consequences of influenza
than the remedy itsclf. These take the
form of bronchitis and heart troubles
more often than pneumonia. The lo-
cal government board, with the usual
studidily of English officialdom, did
not ‘issue until today a pubiic procla-
mation about measures dealing with
the epidemic, which has now been wide-
spread for nearly three weeks, and is
today rapidly declining.

LORDS ARE HEAVY LOSERS.

The craze for company promoting,
which of late years has so strongly
seized upon the British aristocracy, has
counted this week two notable victims.
Baron Sudley, a representative of pro-
bably the oldest families in the peer-
age, has been obliged to put on the mar-
ket two estates which have been in the
possession of his ancestors since the
Saxon period. Lord Sudely, now near-
ly 60 years old, began life wealthy and
married a rich woman, but both for-
tunes have beeh swallowed up in about
ten years by company speculations.
He was until recently the director of
fifteen different companies, nearly all
of which proved disastrous undertak-
ings. He has lost nearly half a millionr
pounds in these undertakings.

The other case is that of Lord Thur-
low, a descendant of one of England’s
most famous lord chancellors. The
Thurlow family is one of great antiquity
in Norfolk. The peer who has now come
to grief was the private secretary of
Sir Francis Bruce when the latter was
Minister to Washington, in 1866, and
since that time he held minor offices in
the Liberal Governments. His debts
amount to $2,225,000, and he has offered
to compromise with creditors on one-
third of that sum. He lost his money
in the same way as Lord Sudely, but
his case has assumed this week a very
ugly complexion.

Som= 28,000 Boot Operatives May be
Locked Out.

Six Big Pennsylvania Coal Operators
Concede an Advance in Prices,

PITTSBURG, Pa., March 10.—Satur-
day’s developments in the coal miners’
strike situation were favorable to the
men.

The Lake Carriers’ As-
sociation has decided to fight the long-
shoremen’s union during the coming
summer. Vessel men assert in spite of
the fact that vessel rates were so low
last year, few lumber carriers made
their expenses. The longshoremen all
along the lakes pevertheless insisted
on their high prices. The longshoremen
are getting 40 cents and upwards and
have always insisted that this was not
extortionate. The fight will undoubt-
edly be a hard one.

LONDON, March 10.—A. lockout of the
employes in the Leicester boot trade,
involving 28,600 operatives, is imminent.
The trouble is due to a reduction of
wages, sald to be made necessary by
the influx of American goods, which
are flooding ¥ngland. The British man-
ufacturers declare that their trade
will be gone entirely unless the pay-
ment of lower wages enables them to
meet the American competition.

BETHLEHEM, Pa., March 10.—The
largest steel mill of the Bethlehem Iron
Mill will resume operations tomorrow.
The mill will employ 1,500 men.

HAVERHILL, Mass., March 10.—The
striking shoemakers this afternooon
voted to declare the strike off.

THE ’04 EXHAUSTED,

Interesting Fact Teported by the Michi-
gan Secretary of State.

LANSING, Mich.,, March 10.—The
March crop report contains the start-
ling statement that before March 1 the
entire wheat crop o Michigan in 1894
had been exhausted and that the people
are now using the reserves of previous
vears.

The product reported in October, 1894,
was 21,627,649 bushels; of this amount
1,662,000 bushels were used for seed, 6,-
627,00 for bread for farmers, 8,006,618
were sold and 4,758,000 fed to stock, leav-
ing a balance of 574,031 bushels, which
are easily wiped out by unreported
sales,

The amount of wheat marketed by
farmers each month is much less than
in the same month of the year before,
thus confirming the conclusion of the
crop report.

WHEELING ON THE WATER.

A Sport That May Eolipse All Other

Sorts of Cycling.

NEW YORK, March 10.—The bicycle
craze on land which seems to have
Selzed the community is not a circum-
Stance to what the bicycle fever may
develop into if water cycling becomes
popular. Yesterday afternoon Robert
S. Rusell made a successful trial with a
bicycle catamaran—or “unicle catam-
aran,” as he calls it—which seems to
Drove water cycling to be a feasible,
harmless and pleasant pastime.

Russell has been experimenting for
Some time on a water bicycle to be pro-
*)elld by pedals. The machine he uses
S 16 feet long, with a seat and pedals
Similar to those of a bicycle which con-
nect with a wheel supplied with six
pedals immediately in the rear. Russell
has experimented with his strange craft
in the smooth water of the river, but
had never before tried it in rough water.
He left the foot of Ninety-second street
at 4 o'clock accompanied by friends
in a rowboat to take a trip through
Hell Gate. A great crowd had gath-
ered on the dock to see him. The tide
was running in strong when Russell
shot out from the dock. He rode swift-
ly across the East River until he struck
a swift current, and all the sea qualities
of his craft were brought into play. He
shot through the narrow. channel and
over the Hog’s Back shoals, in the run-
ning of which he lost two of his pad-
dles. He then rode his water vehicle
up to Wolsey Point, where he made
the Long Island shore. The trip was
Successful in every particular. In suit-
able water Russell can make eight or
ten miles an hour,

NO TARIFF REDUCTION.
Many Millions of Over-Taxation in Can
ada Today.

The deficits of 1893-94 and 1894-95 are
not caused by tariff reduction. Sir
Richard Cartwright made that very
plain in his brilliant speech at Sarnia.
“As to the absurd pretense that the
bresent loss of revenue is due, to any
appreciable extent, to the reduction of
taxation, allow me to call your atten-
tion to one or two simple facts. I have
here a short table showing our import
of dutiable goods for the months of No-
vember and December in 1893 and 1894,
and also the exact dutieg paid thereon,
and I find it reads as follows:

Dutidble goods imported in November
and December, 1893:

Totad emount i ..o it $8,883,260
Duty thereon ......... sé ook bave 2,908,735

Percentage of duty, 32.7 per cent.

Dutiable goods imported for Novem-
ber and December, 1894;

Total amount ............. $8,239,535
BNOLy CHETeOn: i i s 2,665,581

Percentage of duty, 32.4 per cent.

“Verily, gentlemen, the reduction of
the tariff has got in its fine work. Only
think of it! Your burdens have really
and actually been lessened to the extent
of three-tenths of 1 per cent! Now, is
not this a real triumph of skill and pa-
tience, and ought not everybody to be
Satisfied? And it took Mr. Foster and
his colleagues only twelve months to
think it out, and three months to put
this stupendous scheme into execution!
Again I say, only just think of it—three-
tenths of 1 per cent on a customs tariff
of $20,000,000 is about $60,000 a year.
Why, sir, it would pay fully one-fifth of
the whole amount we lost on the Curran
bridge. It would defray nearly one-
eighth part of the cost of the Tay Canal.
It would pay about a third of the ex-
pense of the commission on temperance.
It would equal one-hundredth part of
our probable deficit. Indeed, there is no
end to the things it would do, and,
though it would not be reasonable to
ask Mr. Foster to engage in the arduous
task of a tariff revision every year—
and perhaps not desirable—stfll, by pur-
suing the same discreet and prudent
course at moderate intervals, say once
in three years for example, there is fair
ground for believing that Mr. Foster
might in the space of ten vears succeed
in reducing the average rate of customs

A SUCCESSFUL CANADIAN.

Death of Sheriff Rice, of Grand Rapids
Mich,—Has a Sister in London.

The history of Nathaniel Rice, sher-
iff of Kent county, Michigan, who died
the other day, is identical with that of
the majority of bright Canadians of
sterling character who have moved
over the border. Mr. Rice was a brother
of Mrs. Wm.

Such was the esteem in which the
community held Mr. Rice that flags in
Grand Rapids, his home, were hung at
half-mast, and there were many evi-
dences of mourning.

But, according to
section 2, R. S. O., and the judgment of
Chief Justice Armour on this point, in
case any damage is done to a railway,
train, to a trolley car, or to an individ-
ual, the owner of the animal is respon-
sible, and his estate becomes answerable
for the damage. Aside from the general
herd law about cattle running at large,
chap. 170, section 103, R. S. O., distinct-
ly states that no horses, sheep, swine or
other cattle shall be permitted to be at
large unon any highway within half a
mile of the intersection of such high-
way with railway, unless the cattle are
in charge of some person or persons to
prevent their loitering or stopping on
such highway at such intersection.
