London, Oct. 31.—Four months of
abnormal rajn . jn Natal,, South
Africa, culminated Saturday and
Sunday in a storm in which more
than eight inches of rain fell in
24 hours, as a . result of which wide-
spread destruction is reported, says
a Reuter dispatch from Durbar,
Natal, today.

The Ungeni River, deeply swollen
by the storm, swept suddenly down
upon Durban, submerging the
thickly populated district on the

“» Springfield Flats. Many persons
were swept away and drowned.
Reuter's correspondent adds, the
mortality belleved « to be great
among the Indian population, while
much 2amage was done to railroads
by many washouts.

The capture of Udine caused no surprise,
as it is pointed out the Italians evacu-
ated Udine some days ago.

The Austro-German drive, according
to news received in London from Italy
is as much political as military, It is
pointed out that for weeks the Austrians
have been inundating the Italian lines
with bombs filed with leaflets, Numbers
of pamphlets and all sorts of literature
were dropped from airplanes as well as
quantities of pictures showing Italy un-
der the power of Great Britain and
France. The soldiers were urged to fol-
low the Russian example and retreat,
and then a separate peace might be
made.

DEVOTED COURAGE.

Paris, Oct. 31.—A dispatch to
Havas® Agency from Rome says:

The most devoted courage and hardi-
hood {s shown by detachment garrison-
ing isolated positions. One of them, be-
longing to troops operating between
Plezzo (Flitsch) and Tolmino was be-
sieged and completely cut off. It sends
out a carrier pigeon with the laconic
message: ‘“We will never surrender.”

NOW BEING UTILIZED
BY KAISER'S ARMIES

Women and Children Doing
Heavy Work About Rail-
way Stations.

The Hague, Oct. 31,—1It is learned from
& neutral traveler, who has just tra-
versed Germany that a striking condi-
tion there is the almost entire absence of
men at the rallway stations. Women
and children were doing all the work,
with the exception of a few crippled so!-
diers, Children were seen hauling
trucks containing baggage and goods.
This is undoubtediy a sign, the traveler
believes, that Germany is using every
avallable man for military purposes.

The main reason for the new order re-
ducing civillan traveling and curtailing
all military furloughs, undoubtedly is a

lack of facilities for transportation and
for auvplyinf coal, but also due in part
to a-lack of employees. Relatives sre
now requested not to visit soldiers sta-
tioned in garrisons. No exceptions are
to be made for the Christmas holidays.

Ottawa, Oct. 31.—The following offi-
cial statement was issued today:

“On behalf of the Government, Lhe
prime minister desires to emphasize the
considerations set forth in his publishad
announcement of October 25.

‘‘Men prominent in public life in both
political parties have unselishly stood
aside in order that union might be
achieved. The members of the present
Administration have sunk their party
differences, disregarded all minor con-
slderations and united in an earnest ef-
fort for a supreme national purpose.
They feel that it is not too much to ask
the people of Canada of whatever party
allegiance, to pursue the same course,
to unite in the same spirit and thus to
ald in the same purpose.

‘‘The Government has no desire or in-
tention of interfering with the right of
the people in each riding to select the
candidate of their choice, but they de-
sire united endeavor in making the seles_
tion. It is hoped that the women in
each riding will be invited to co-operate
for that purpose. Those who are pre-
pared to support union government
naturally expect that they shall have a
volce in the selection of union candi-
dates. Any course which prevents this
is lable to provoke discord and under-
mine unity of effort when it is most
needed.”

Canadian Army Headquarters, Oct. 80,
—As they stormed the outer defences of
Passchendaele, when they captured |
Bellevue Spur, the Canadians, in rush-
ing Crest Farm at Meetcheele, have at-
tacked the enemy’s strongest inner de-
fences before the village itself and
have gained a further footing on the
Passchendaele Ridge Our front line is
now well established, and is within 520
yards of the ruitied village on the sum-
mit’of the northern end.0f Passchen-

Continues Fighting.

Since 8 o'clock this (Tuesday) morn-
ing, when our artillery began an hoyr-
and-a-half barrage, until the t.ime]{!
writing at 8 p.m.. continuous fighting
has been going on, the enemy -forces
launching one counter-attack after an-
other in a vain attempt to regain his
treasured positions.

Opposed by troops as formidable as
any in the whple forces of the central
emplres, our infantry is meeting them
hand to hand, and has gained one vic-
tory after another, sending them reel-
ing back towards Passchendaele with
heavy casualties. No fewer than four
counter-attacks have been repulsed, one
against our right on the Ypres-Roulers
Railway, where our troops were op-
posed by the famous Guards; another
against our positions at Crest Farm,
where Prussian infantry fought stube
bornly to regain lost positions, and two
against Meetcheele Spur, when the
Bavarians proved no match for our men
on the left flank.

N Used the Bayonet.

Wounded men gave dramatic indica-
tions of the nature of the fighting in
their -detailed stories. Held up for a
moment on the right by heavy enemy
shell ang machine gun fire, our troops

lunged forward and attacked Crest

arm at the point of the bayonet, killed,
| wounded or captured the eccupants of
| the concrete stronghold, rooteq out

enemy machine guns, turned their fire

on the counter-attacking forces hastily

throw forward from the enemy reserve
line behind Passchendaele Ridge.

The German positions on Meetchele
Spur, which were carried at the point of
the bayonet under-a heavy machine gun
fire, were the scenes of a bitter con-
flict, but the enemy could not long re-
sist the determined onslaught of our
men, who, however, pay a tribute to the
clean fighting qualities of the Bavarians.
S0 it was all along the line. The enemy’s
pill-boxes—that is, those that were still
active after our barrage—were overcome
by our victorious men, who swept for-
ward irresistibly.

No estimate of the number of pris-
oners and enemy machine guns cap-
tured is as yet available, but wounded
Huns were traveling back all day. The
total will ‘not be small,

Two human touches in a desperate
day were seen in one of the clearing
stations this morning, when a German
prisoner arrived supporting one of our
men, who had been shot through the
thigh. Just behind onme of our men ap-
peared lending assistance to a wounded
enemy.

T0 SILENGE CANARY

Songster Would Have Inform-
ed Enemy of Sapping
Operations.

Washington, Oct. 8$1.—How one little
canary bird caused consternation among
an entire division of British troops and
had to be killed, is told by Dr. Robert
Davis, recently arrived in the United

States to lecture at the officers’ train-

ing camps on activities of the Red Cross
in Europe.

“For more than a month on a north-
ern sector of the line, the British had
been secretly mining beneath the Ger-
man trench,” sald Dr. Davis.

“The work was almost complete. Dur-
ing the operations several canary birds
were, as usual, kept in the excavations
to warn the workers of the presence of
fire damp, which is fatal to birds. One
Httle songster, however, escaped from
its job, flew into the middle of No Man's
Land and, alighting on a bush, began
to sing,

‘“Consternation reigned in the British
lines. 1If the bird had been discovered
by the Germans, the work of weeks
would go for nought, as the enemy could
easily Interpret the meaning of its pres.
ence and prepare to combat the sapping
eperations, The infantry was immedi-
ately ordered to open firé on the canary
to destroy it. But it seemed to bear a
charmed life. Even the sharpshooters
falled tg bring it dowwm, as it hoppe
from twig to twig. Finally the artillery
had to be called on. - A trench gun, with
a well-aimed shell blew the bird and the
bush and the song into nothingness.

Proud Day for Canada.

It has been another proud day for
Canada. Her troops this afternoon were
sitting almost at the gates of Passchen-
daele, and from their positions astride
the = Broodseinde-Passchendaele high-
way along the ridge they could see only
four hnudred yards away the great
church which stands in the centre of
the village.

‘While the Canadians were battling
their way forward here in the face of
flerce resistance from the Bavarians,
comrades on their left were hammering
their way along the Meetcheele, or
Bellevue Spur, to points which seem to
have carried them well beyond the ham-
let of Meetcheele and the numerous
machine gun defences with which that
elevation was covered. There was san-
guinary fighting in both -sections. The
German losses were heavy, and the
men from overseas did not achieve their
td-lumpb without some cost in casual-

es.

Crossed the River.

Meanwhile British home troops on the
left of the Canadians had undertaken
the task of crossing the Paddebeek
River and the morasses in order to bring
their line forward and protect the Cana-
dian flank. The men from the British
Isles knew that this must be done, and
they did it. How they accomiplished
this drive through the clinging mud
probably they themselves could not tell.
The heavy counter-attack delivered by
the Bavarians as early as 8:30 o'clock
from Massel against the Canadians was

caught by artillery and machine gun
fire and smashed. The gain on the
Canadian front averaged tween 800

and 1,000 yards along most of it.
Stiff Opposition.

The Canadians encountered a stiff
position early in the advance at Fries-
land Copse. a machine gun defence ly-
ing in the valley of the Ravebeek, which
runs down the slopes at the junction
of the Meetchele and the Passchendaele
Ridge. The enemy turned a heavy
machine gun fire on the advancing
troops, and when they closed in, fought
bitterly to retaln a hold on their con-
crete defence. But Friesland Copse fell,
and the <Canadians pushed on up the
slopes.

Under Severe fire.

The infantry working eastward along
the crest of the Passchendaele Ridge
toward the village progressed rapidly,
although under a severe fire from many
points. Crest Farm, just north of the
highway, put up a strenuous resistance,
and a hard struggle was staged here.
The farm was armed heavily with rapid

Bral te, president of Whestern Uni-
varsity, delivered a stirring addréss on
‘“Women After the War.”

“Women are advancing more in these
critical times than ever before,” sald
the speaker.’* In these days she talkes a
jarge place in our national life, and will
more so after the war. here was a
time when she was a chattel, a plece of
property, and could be-disposed of. But
the time hag come when the women can
render great service to her country. To

. devote more attention to the education
of their children, who will

form the
coming generation; is one of the most
impértant things of the parents. Edu-

‘¢cation has a great deal to do with the

character of a child. That i{s why we

endeavor to have teachers of the high-

est ideals in our schools, and nowhere

in any city could you find a better staff

of teachers than we have in London.
Courts Show Resuits.

“In one of the New York courts, out
of 155 cases it was found that 80 per
cent of theseé had not gone further than
the fourth grade in common school, they
had never had the chance to be under
the influence of fine teacheérs. It does
not pay ‘to ‘let your child leave school
at an early age; there are always re-
grets'in every ocase. If every parent
were to_take thelr children from school
at an early agesto work in some factory
for three dolars a week, who would
there be to take the prominent places
that are always vacant? KEducation is
one of the most important things that
should be looked to, especially in times
like. these.’ £

“The war has brought many things
home to women, they have learned to do
without servants, there is a decided
trend toward co-operative housekeep-
ing, at least in the Frepa.ring and serv-
ing of food, and it is even said that in
winter footwear for women there will
be no high heels (applause).

No Longer Fashion Slaves.

“Surely this is a time when we should
not be the slaves of fashion, the very
frequent change of expensive hats and
costumes should be done away with.

“In England,” said the speaker, “they
realize that there is a war, but here we
hardly note any change whatever, life
seems to be going on just the samve way
as before, giving ourselves to luxuries
and extravagance, as {f we are not en-
gaged in war at all.”

“I am afraid,” sald Dr. Braithwalite,
“that we do not actually realize thls.
Who is it that suffers in this war, the
one who faces the foe or the mother
who sends her son? We all answer that
it is the woman.”

Dr, Braithwaite then read the actual
letter of a young English aviator to a
German mother, which brings home the
awful cross purposes in which men are
involved in war.

“It ig your son that I killed and I
know that you can’t forgive me. He
was very brave and must have been
very good, too, because he had your
picture in his pocket. I did not think
of him or you when I shot at his

take back the news. War Is not fair to
women. I am glad that my mother is
not living, she could not have borne
what I have done, but it is my duty.
Yet now when 1 see your lifeless son
before me and hold your picture in my
hand, it all seems wTOng. Mother,
won't you write to me and be a mother
to me and tell me what to do?”’

ASCRIBES ESCAPES
T0 GOD'S MIRAGLES
IN EASTERN WAR

Persian Evangelist Cites In-
stances of Miraculous
Preservation.

Andrew TUrshan, uniqus Persian
evangelist, addressed a large gudience
at the Y. M. C, A. Auditorium last
night, his subject being, ‘““The Second
Episode of My Escapades With the
‘Terrible Turks.’" i

The heathen priests of Persla had im-
pressed upon thg Mohammedan element
of Asia the necessity of killing every
Christian they came in contact with
during the days when at the instiga-
tion-of Germany, the heathens ot the
east overran a section of the country
inhabited by Christiang and Mohalame-
dans alike, said the speaker., While
endeavoring to escape irom the hands
of~the Turks and - Jurds Mr. Urshan,
accompanied by a party of Christians,
was gurroundeu by the heathens no lessg
than five times. Owing to a miracle
he survived the fate of his brother
Christians, who had been slaughtered
by thousands for mbBnthg after the in-
surrection of the Mohammedans,

After the evangelist and his party
had been surrounded the Turkish lead-
ers approached him to say that they
would escort the party to the Ameri-
can headquarters. 'This announcement
came as a relief that it is wonderful
to experience, said Mr, Urshan. As a
rule. the Turks and Kurds carried off
the young Christian girls to gugment
their harems, but on thig occasion the
girls were left untounched, all of which
Mr. Urshan attributed to the power of

Everywheroe he went, - he sajd, he
geemed to be blessed with an unseen,
potent and miraculous power of com-
ing out of his predicaments unsecathed.
The influence of the resident Ameri-
ecans contributed to his miraculous
e:xapes, ag from time to time they in-
terfered with the plans of the mur-
derers and would not permit the ac-
customed atrocities to be perpetrated.

Mr. Urshan witnessed the eating of
his brother Christians by the heathen
Kurds. These savages manifested a
preference for the face of the Christians
rather than the bodies, he said.

Because of the strong influence of
the Americans over 30,000 people were
saved from the cruel hands of the
Mohammedans. The original intention
of Germauy was to rouSe the Moham-
medans to a holy war with the Alljes.
However, the power of God intervened,
and when the heatheng guaranteed the
German officers that they would join
the' Teuton armies as-goon as the Ger-
mans proved themselves capable sol-
diers, the greatest storm of wind and
hail that ever appeared in the country
forced the German armies to withdraw
from pursuing the Russians who were
protecting the Christians. In this way
QGermany was foiled ‘in her attempt to
bring about a holy war between the
Mohammedang and the Allies, as the
heathens then declared their unwilling-
neéss to participate in a conflict, fear-
ing the influence of Allah, as evi-
denced by the gigantic storm.

Diphtheria Report of Last
Week Emphasizes It. i

LAST YEAR WAS WORSE

Previous Records Show That
More Cases Recorded
Than Now.

In the weekly report of communicable
diseases in Iiondon for the week end”
ing October 27, a number of cases of
diphtheria are reported, 12 in all in
the city and 7 new ones during the
week The number of cases isolated at
home are given as 8, and in the hos-
pital 4.

The fact that diphtheria is more'
prevalent than for some time past
gives renewed importance to the advice |
from the health department. {

“You cannot afford to take risks with
a sore throat, You may be subject to |
sore throat and not regard a new at-:
tack as serious. It may neot be. Again,
it may be diphtheria, and you are en- .
dangering both yourself and others by
railing to get prompt and proper treat- |
ment. <Consult a doctor without delay
when the first symptoms of sore throat
are manifested. - This gives an oppor-
tunity for checking the disease at its
early stages with anti<toxin.”

Cases have come to the attention of
The Advertiser in the past few weeks
in which anti-toxin has been used early
ang the recovery of the patients has
been very rapid. Twenty-four hours are
required for the development of the cul-
ture to determine whether the disease
is ‘“just sore throat” or diphtheria. A
number of physicians, to be on the safe
side, use anti-toxin when symptoms
of diphtheria are indicated, though the
trouble turns out to be tonsilitis.

A number of cases have come to the
attention of the health department this
fall of what is known as
carriers.” The patient themselves were
only sick a day or two, and not serl-
ously ill at that, but the germs were in
their throats and, consequently they
constituted a menace to others. Under

the disease run its whole course.

While the - thought of
always causes alarm, notwithstanding
the very small death rate from the dis-
ease in comparison with others, since
anti-toxin has been used, it is ‘com- |
forting to the public to know that strict
quarantine has kept the diseases well
under control, and the number of cases
are not running nearly so high as a/

In September this year there
were only 6, and in Octobery 20. |

Hymns for War-Time Included
—London Organist One of
Committee Which Worked
Seven Years in Hymnal's
Preparation, .

An epoch-making event in the his-

tory of Canadian Methodism takes place |

today with the publication of the new
Methodist hymn ‘book, issued for general
use throughout the 'Dominion of Canada
and Newfoundland. It is expected the

new book will be in general use in the

Methodist churches of the cltgand.dll-
trict by the first week in Decembar.
One local minister states that orders
have already been sent in from his
church, and the new book would have
been in use by the secqnd week in No-
vember by his choir and congregation
were it not for special services which
have been arranged.
Seven Years In Making. !

Some seven years ago, a new  hymn
book was authorized by the Geneial
Confergnce of the Methodist Church In
Canada. The one in use .had been pub-
lished some thirty years before, when
Canada was still in the ploneer stage,
and the Methodists of Canada were put-
ting in the foundation of what after-
wards became the Methodist Church of
Canada, by uniting of the several sec-
'tj'iiovt\a which called themselves Metho-

sts.’

Through seven long years, theologians,
experts on poetry and musicians have
weighed arnd sifted hymn lore until to-
day the new book stands a fitting index
of the spiritual, intellectual and musical
progress of the Dominion, ringing trne
throughout, a work of dignity and

| beauty befitting the worship of God in

the beauty of holiness.

In addition to leaders of thought In
the church, the services were called In
from the organization of the hymn book
committee of a man of the poetic in-
sight of Dr. Watson, the Toronto poet;
musicians of the standing of W. H.
Hewlett, Hamiiton; A. D. Jordan, this
city, and G. D. Atkinson of Toronto.

Oniy 656 Hymns.

While the of‘(’l hymn book contained
936 hymns in addition to a number of
canticles, the new book has only 656
hymns and a selection of psalms and
canticles, The process of elimination,
revision and addition has naturally been
a very delicate operation, requiring in-
finite tact and skill. Some hundreds of
“old favorites’” have had to be discard-
ed, but this is more thap compensated
for by the introduction of new favorites,
in which the old book was facking. It is
contended that no real ‘‘old favorites”
have been omitted, and that all hymns
generally used for congregational sing-
ing have been retained.

Commends New Work.

Commenting upon the new hymn book
today, Rev. H. D. Moyer of the Hyatt
Avenue Methodist Church, regarded as
the musical teader of the London Metho-

dist Ministerial Association, and for-
merly a member of a famous London
conference quartet, said: ‘“The new

book is very fine from a Mterary and
mausical standpoint. It is not so large
as the old book, but. achieves a higher
standard of excellence. The old book
was strongly marked by the Weslevan
influence. The men who prepared it
conscientiously felt that as a hook to be
used by Wesleyvans, it should be largely
composed of Wesley hymns. While

some of the Wesley hymns are classics’|

of hymn literature. others are not up
to the standard. We lost in the hymn
book, in use up tq the present. many of
the magnificent hvmns used by other
denominations. The new book conta!ns
these fine classics and a number of
modern hymns of a high order.”
Eliminate Pessimism

‘“The new attitude of the church to-

wards soc¢lal problems, the appreciation

that has grown up of the importance

of making a heaven on earth, is re-

flected in the new book as contrasted!

this reason, many of the old-time pes-
simistic hymns are lacking from the
new book. I always recall with con-
siderable amusement a Sunday school
convention I attended a good many
miles east of here some twenty-five
vears ago. The leader of the singing
was the precentor in a Presbyterian
church, anq I can hear yet the doleful
zest with which he led the hymn:

‘“This earth is but a desert drear,
But heaven is my home.”

“While the addition of such poems
as Clough’'s ‘“‘Say Not the Struggle
Nought Availeth” raises the quality
from a poetic point of view, no modern
hymn writer has equalled the poetical

devotion of Isaac Watt, who is largely‘

represented.

The new hymnbook. compiled during
the greatest war in history, will bear
the marks of this to future generations.
In the new book are a number of hymns
for war-time, including Kipling’s Re-
cessional, which combines with a larger
vision of empire the gospel of the con-
trite heart, ang A. C. Benson’s hymn
beginning:

‘“O Lord of Hosts, who did upraise
Strong captains to defend the right.”

Dr. A, D. Watson contributes five
hymns, the most popular of which is
perhaps, “Lord of the Lands,” written
to the music of “O Canada.”

INGREASE WILL ADD
$1,500 MONTHLY T0
LOGAL PAY CHECKS

G. T. R. Enginemen’s Boost
Represents That Figure.

The increase in pay granted to Grand
Trunk engineers and firemen over the
whole system will mean that close to
$1,500 a month more will be distributed
among the engineers and firemen who
are residents of this city.

There are 30 G. T. R, engineers who
reside in the city who now draw from
$125 to
$150. Each will receive an increase of
about one-fifth. The 40 firemen who
are local citizens average from $85
to $110 a month. They will benefit on
an average from $12 fo $16 a month
as an Increase over their present
salaries,

The schedule of advanced rates has
been allowed by thec ompany after six
months negotiations between the com-
&#'ny 241 representatives from the
engineels and firemen, who asked for
the advance in view of the increased
cost of living. '

The increases, according to locomo-
tive types, are ag follows:

Engineers—On 18 and 19-inch eylin-
der locomotives, $4.35 pgr 100 miles, as
against $4.25; Pacific type, $4.45,
against $4.25.

Firemen—On 18-inch cyclinder loco-

fire guns, and the Canadians attacked
it with. rifles and bombs.
A Battery Duel.

While the British were struggling
with the enemy at Crest Farm the
troops on their left were meeting with
trouble from the enemy guns, which
concentrated their fire on them. The
British artillery came to the rescue with
such an intense fire against the German
batteries that the hostile shelling de-
creased greatly. In this lull the Cana-
dians rushed ahead and istormed their
way to the village of Meetchele. A
violent struggle occurred at close quar-
ters among the cottages in this little
place. Those of the enemy who were
able retreated toward Masselmarkt, but
at 8:30 o'clock the Bavarians marched
out of Masselmarkt for a counter-
attack.

The Canadians at Crest Farm, 1,000
yards south of Masselmarkt, were the
first to see this threat developing against
their comrades. A number of captured
enemy machine guns were brought into
play against the advancing Bavarians
with disastrous result. ‘At almost the
same time signals reached the British
artillery, and the enemy was caught in
a swirl of gunfire that shattered the
ranks badly and caused a hasty re-
treat. Shortly afterwards numbers of
the enemy were seen running eastward
from Masselmarkt, evidently having had
too strong a taste of the barrage fire.

At the lgft the Canadians and Eng-
lish pushed rapidly across the Padde-
beek River and assaulted numerous
enemy defences on .the eastern bank.
The ground was in very poor condition.
The Paddebeek was not in flood, but
the whole country surrounding it was
a marsh, in which the men floundered
miserably. To add to their troubles
there were hundreds'6f great shell holes
filled with water, into* which they often
plunged, and from wkich they were ex-
tricated with difficulty.

Such strongholds as Sourd- Farm and
Cource Farm maintained a heavy gun-
fire against them from the moment the
advance began. In spite of these diffi-
culties they pushed their line forward
and established contact with the Cana-
dians on their right. .

CANADIANS GAIN ALL OBJEC-

-1in Flanders carried out successful oper-

ations today, according to Field Marshal
Haig’'s report tonight. The Canadian
troops gained all their objectives on the
Passchendaele Ridge and beat off five
hostile counter-attacks.

The statement reads;

‘“Successful operations with limited
objectives were carried out by us eariy
this morning against German positions
between the Ypres-Roulers Rallway
and the Poelcapelle-Westroosebeke road
In spite of the marshy nature of the
ground on the greater part of the froat
attacked, and notwithstanding heavy
rain ana gales, which made communica-
tion with our troops extremely difficult,
important progress had been made,

Beat Off Five Attacks.

“On the right of the attack, ‘n
spite of fierce oppositicn, the Canadian
troops gained all their objectives on the
main ridge and have reached the sut-
skirts of Passchendaele. The fighting
was most severe on the spur west of
the village, where five hostile countor-
attacks were beaten off by our troops.
Captured German machine guns were
used effectively in repulsing these a:-
tacks.

“On the left of our attack, where the
ground is low-lying and intersected by
flooded streams the ground wag particu~
larly bad. Nevertheless naval and .on-
don territorial battalions captured a
number ‘of farms and strong points after
heavy fighting.

St. Petersburg has always been famed
for its gossiping propensities, and in no
place in the whole world do the most
incomprehensible rumors start and
flourish with the rapidity that they do
in the Russian capital. What the news-
papers are forbidden to mention is told
by one person to another, whispered
from one ear to another and discussed

everywhere, in clubs, drawing-rooms,
restaurants, in the houses of the proud-
est aristocrats as well as in the dwel-
lings of the humblest citizens. No-
where does, or, rather did, because I
believe this has become impossible
nowadays, .the telephone contribute
more to relate all kind of gossip con-
cerning both private people and public
matters. Of course, as there existed
no possibility of controlling all that
was being related under the seal of
secrecy all over St. Petersburg, the
most improbable rumors were put in
circulation and were carried about not
only in the town itself, but in the
provinces, where the travelers return-
ing from St. Petersburg were but too
glad to repeat with considerable ad-
ditions all that they had hearq in the
capital.

‘‘Gricha’s’’ Blatant Boastings.
Rasputin, however, was of a differ-
ent opinion, and in his desire that
others should share it he liked to

boast in public of the things which he
had not done and of the words which
he had mot spoken. He was upon eéx-
cellent terms with some of the palace
servants, in whom he had.found com-
rades and with whomn he feit more at
his ease than with anyone else. He
got them to relaté to him all that was
going on in the family of the czar, He
very cleverly made use of this knowl-
edge later on. It is well known in
Russia that the emperor himself was
watched by the secret police, not only
in view .of his personal safety, but also
because ‘it was to the interest of the
police to be thoroughly acquainted with
all that he did and with the remarks
it pleased him to make. And the secret
police were working hand in hand with
Rasputin. Their provocative agents,
of which there existed considerable
numbers, were everywhere talking
about the “Prophet's!’ influence and
ever-growing importance, ag well as
relating in all the restaudrants and
public places in the capital wonderful
and improbable tales concerning him
and his doings. rom these they were
spréad among the public and pene-
trated to people who otherwise would
never have had the possibility of hear-
ing anything about them. Among

Working
with Witte was Mr. Manussewitsch
Maniuloff, one of the most abominable
secret agents the world has ever
known, who In his unscrupulousness
would have done anything he was
asked, provided he were paid high
enough. For years he had been in re-
ceipt of German subsidies. By dint of
blackmalling he had contrived to main-
tain himself in the capacity of one of
the editors of the Novoie Vremia,
where he wrote all that was asked of
him for a consideration, the exfent and
nature of which depended upon circum-
stances. He was also on the staff of the
Russlian political intelligence depart-
ment ,to which he rendered such ser-
vices, as he considered to be advan-
tageous to himself, without the least
thought of the use these might be to
the state which employed him.

NEWSPRINT INQUIRY
ENDS; REPORT MUST
BE MADE AT ONGE

OTTAWA, Oct. 30.—After a short
session today, when the only statement
remaining on hand was dealt with, the
newsprint inquiry, conducted by. Com-
missioner R. A. Pringle, K. C., under
authority of the Dominion Government,
came to a close. Owing to frequent ad-

Caring for your clothes is true econ-
omy. kven the cheaper grades of
clothing wear longer and look better
if you take care of them. ‘this care
applies especially to the pagklng away
of your ciothing for the different sea-
Sons.

Thing To Be Heard.

“It i{s sald that a baseball match, for
the uninitiated at any rate, is a thing
rather to be heard than to be seen. It
requires, not merely skilled players, but
a body of spectators properly trained In
the art of shouting encouragement, ad.
vice, warning and stimulating invective.
Buxton people, though they have seen a
number of these matches played, do not
seem to have caught the fever, and the
Canadians who were in the crowd Sat-
urday were too few and too widely dis-
persed to give an effective demonstra-
tion of how the game should be played
by the spectators.

jSENSATION OF KNOCKOUT

Boxers Who Get “Kayo” Usually-Hear
Beautiful Bells Ringing,

Do boxers feel any ill-effects from a
real knockout? The question has been
put to many fighters, but as a rule they
can offer little explanation, except to
say that they knew absolutely nothing
of what transpired, or that they heard

beautiful bells ringing. The latter has
been the usual explanation. Nowadays
knockouts are not so frequent as in the
past, as the modern referee is careful ;
to stop a contest if he sees that ons;
boxer is outclassed or on the verge of ;
a knockout. There are different ways
of accomplishing the knockout, and a
London authority explains it thusly:

“A knockout results from a blow in
one of three places: In the neck, in thei
pit of the stomach, on the lower jaw.
The latter is the most usual. This sends
its recipient down like an inert mass; !

the body; the arms drop; the whole!
body is in a state of syncope that often
lasts several seconds.

One prominént wholesaler siated to-
day that his firm was having a qiffi-
cult time in finding turkeys, and an-
other hard time in parting the farmers
from the Christmas luxury. Farmers
cashed in on a lot of their stock last
year and are more or less out of the
business. He declared that poultry of
all kinds was 50 per cent scarcer this
vear than last, and that the price in
onet year had advanced over 25 per
cent.

Corn beef garnished with cabbage
may yet ba the chief agornment of
the family dinner thig Christmas 1if
the price of cluckers keeps soaring.

Grain offerings were abundant, and
the number of expeciant buyers au-
merous, which caused all offerings to
benoldtgaoonuthtylmzhewe h
scales. ay came in at a fast clip,
ard in aeccordance with precictions that
the demand would be good.owing to
poor offerings of the past week, the
fodder sold at an increased range, of
prices ndtwithstanding the big supply.
Other grains likewise were plentiful
anq grabbed up readily. Unfavorable
weather has inf?ucnced the tone of the
fodder market to a large degree during
the last month. Although hay is ex-
tremely pientiful throughout the dis-
trict farmers fail to bring in a supply
when 'the weather is inclement, with
the result that the demand for hay

becomesg abnormally brisk and. the
present high prices maintained. The
same condition is spplicable te the

market of other grains,

Vegetables were not offered today.

Market officials are of the opinien
that farmers for the most part are
holding their spudg until the anticipat-
ed high winter prjce is reached. This
action is brought on from the experi-
ence of potato vendors last year, who
sold ‘a large proportion of thelr vege-
tables at the wrong time and ot only
were instrumieéntal in promoting & near
famine, but they also lost money in
the premature sales. However, the
condition of the spud market this year
is practically the reverse of last sea.
son, and it is proovable that the farmer
will realize a greater profit by selling
at the present tirae than by helding his
tuberg unti] the winter or spring. Po-
tato values hava remained practicaily
stationary for the past two wewks.
This maintenance of prices at a time
when the changes are generally par-
ticularly markad, is considered favor.
ahie, and ie gaid to prethge a season of
firm values on .he tuber maiket.

Now that live hogs have resumed a
nérmal range of prices the porker mar-
ket will improve considerably, accord-
ing to hog buyers of the city. Having
attained their object of reducing the
price of hogs, the pork men are opti-

become brisk and fdvorable. Although
the dregs of the market are being uti'-
ized to maintain the present movément
by next spring this condition will be
wonderfully improved and a ‘“‘before
the war” quality of pork available.

Vantassel,—It is my sad duty to in-
form you that Pte. A. Vantassel, of the
44th Infantry, is reported missing since
August 23, 1913, At that date we mage
an attack on an enemy position, which
was successfully carried. Desperate
fighting ensued. The enemy returned
with a counter-attack. One: section of
our men was cut off, your son among
them. We have tried to obtain fur-
ther information, but nothing more can
be had.

‘“We can give you no indication
whether he is alive or not. It is gen-
erallg believed that the enemy took a
number of prisoners, but of that we
cannot be sure for some time. Usually
in such cases it is months before offi-
cial word comes. It is sent first to Lon-
an' then to us and to you at the same

me.

‘““Meanwhile let me assure you that
if any information, even the slightest,
is obtajned, you will be communicated
with at once,

“Our men, on hearing they were to
make an attack, burst into a spontane-
ous cheer. That will iive you some
idea of the spirit with which they went
into battle. Their cqurage and self-de-
votion have been beyond all praise.

‘“The battalion joins in sympathy in
your anxiety for its missing comrade.

“Frusting that hope may not be dis-
appointed, and that he may yet prove
to be alive and a prisoner in the
enemy’s hands.

LIQUOR TRAFFICKERS
WORSE THAN BURGLARS,
SAYS TENNYSON SMITH

The third address by E. Tennyson
Smith, anti-liquor orator, who is deliver-
ing a series of lectures on the evils of
the drink traffic, was heard at the Sal-
vation Army Citadel by a capacity
crowd last night. The horrors of drink
as geen by one who has given hig life
to the cause of temperance reform,
were vividly portrayed. Denouncing the
liquor traffickers as infinitely more
detrimental to the well-being of the
country than the common burglar, Mr.
Smith gave some striking instances of
the suffering and horror wrought by

over-indulgence in liquor.

Referring to the favorite alibi of the
liquormen that the poor workingman
should not be deprived of his daily
‘“‘beer,”” Mr. Smith stated that this
argument was  fallacious to a- superla-
tive degree, and that a paraphrase of
their alibb to suit true conditions would
be: ‘“The workingman should not be
deprived of his 'chance to enrich us by
buying his daily beer.’”

“It is ridiculous to say that temper-
ance men wage war against liquor,” he
said, ‘‘and not against men engaged in
the business. Where there is a sin
there is a sinner. Wherever there is a
murder, there is a murderer, and
wherever. there is a traffic there is a
trafficker, and it is impossible to fight
the traffic without fighting the traf-
ficker.

“Another argument frequently ad-
vanced by liquor sellers is that they
are good men, Do you call the man
who robs the healthy-faced boy of his
manliness, self-respect and youth, a
good man?-The common burglar may
take all your money, all your jewelry,
but would leave you your most precious
possession—your children and an un-
sullied home. These a man engaged in
the liquor business will not leave, so
long as the downfall of them contrib-
utes to his coffers of ‘blood money.’”

When making his comparisens: of
those engaged in the liquor business to
robbers and thieves at a meeting in
England, Mr, Smith said he was asked
to apologize to the brewers to whom
he referred. At the next anti-drink ad-
dress he apologized to the burglars of
the country for comparing them to
those engaged in the manufacture of
intoxicants.

A lecture dealing with the difficulties
of legislating prohibition of liquor in
England, and the attitude of Lloyd
George in .regard to the question, will
be given tonight by Mr. Smith.

" |Take Places of Those Who

Have Not Gone.
RELEASE CLASS ONE MEN

Those - in Medical Category
“A’ Given Discharge From
Militia Details.

‘Acting under instructions received
from militia headquarters, military au-
thorities in this district are making
efforts to replace all officers in home
service units who have not been over-
seas with officers who have beéen over-
seas. Likewise all men who are in
Class 1 and Category A, are being
discharged, and their places are being
‘filled with men who are unfit or have
returned from overseas.

The orders apply to officers and men
in the active militia units who have
been called out for service in Canada,
and it is apparently the intention of
the authorities to eliminate officers and
men who can be spared for overseas
service wherever it is possible to do
80.

In the case of men all.members of
such units are being categorized by
medical boards, and if they are not in
Category ‘A, they can be retained in
the home service units. If they are
Category A and Class 1, they are to be
given their discharge; according 1o in-
structiong received from Ottawa, and
they ars to be replaced by returned
soldiers, or men who are unfit for
overseas rervice,

‘Where returned officers who are
qualified for the work are not avail-
able, or where there are no returned
officerg in any one branch of the ger-
vice, the officers who have not besn
overseas may be kept in charge in that
branch of the service.

In' only one or two cases in this
district are non-commissioned officers
or men who are fit for overseas ser-
vice being retained in Canada, and in
these special cases certificates have
heen forwarded to Ottawa, showing
that the men in question are indis-
pensable, and cannot be replaced.
