The provisions of the tenth article 
the said treaty and of this convention shall ap-

becu convicted of the crime for which his sur- 
render is asked, a copy of the record of convic­
tion and of the senU nce Of the court before 
which such convict ion t ook place duly Authen­
ticated shall be produced, together with evi-, 
deuce that the prisoner is the person to whom 
such sentence refers.

Article 3. This conviction shall not apply to

Article 4. No fugitive criminal shall be sur- 
rendered under the provisions of the said 
treaty or of this convention, if the crime in ra 
spect of which his surrender is demanded bo 
one ol a political nliamctor, or if lie prove to 
competent authority that tlio raid requisition 
for his surrender has intact been mnde with n 
view to try to punish him for a crime of a poli­
tical character.

College of Dental Surgeons Was held yester- 
o*y in Philharmonie Halt The principal 
business was the consideration of the direc­
tors report, which contained certain import- 

recommendations, and thb election of 
directors for the ensuing two years. Over 
100 dentists from all parts of the province 
were present. Dr.' C. S. Chittenden of Hamil­
ton, President of the College, occupied the 
chair, and Dr. G. S. McMichael of Briintford 
acted as secretary.

The directors in their biennial report noted 
with pleasure the increasing excellence of the 
examination papers, due portly to the better 
preliminary education demanded by the inter­
mediate standard of matriculation, and partly 
to systematic training in professional subjects 
by experienced and efficient teachers. In prac­
tical dentistry the improvement was#marked. 
lAmng the term 57 students had matriculated, 
34 m the first year and 23 in the second; 37 liad 
signed indentures, 23 in the first year and 14 
in the second. During the first year there had 
berni m attendance at lectures 23 student# 
and during the second 39. During tho first 
year 5 students had passed the final regular 
examinations, and IT the primary ex­
aminations.

The World thinks enough of the letter here­

under to give it ail the prominence it can t 
To the Editoro/the New YorkSun :

Sir : The other day you fired off a short 
paragraph calling the attention of Canadians 
to the fact that when “Canada comes to be 
annexed" Canada’s distinguished son, Mr. 
Wiman, or Sir Erastus Wiman, as Canadians 
hope by and by to hail him, will be available 
for President of theUnited States. I hope 
Mr. Wiman will not be glamored by the “all 
hail hereafter.”

Canadians must be allowed to demur to this 
lofty way of talking about Canada coming to 
be annexed. It smacks a little too much of 
the lordly style in which some unreconstructed 
Englishmen might talk of Irishmen. There 
is in it also too ranch of Mr, Moneybag’s self- 
complacent estimate of Ma irreeirtable fascin­
ations among the ladies. Canada ia not com­
ing to be annexed. She must be wooed and not 
unsought be won, if won nt all The settlements 
will require more discussion than seems to 
have occurred to you. Canadians have to be 
educated up or down to elective judges, to a 

’ political and changing civil service, to a parti­
san first magistrate, and to a separation of the 
legislative and executive functions of govern­
ment. They have to be educated up or down 
to dog fights, to obscene illustrated news- 
pagers, to the free Use of the revolver, to easy 
and abounding divorce, and consecutive poly­
gamy. Perhaps Canadians may prefer to con 
tiens a parliamentary form of government, 
rendering it practicable at any time to rele­
gate any great question to the iovereign peo­
ple for decision, instead of piecemeal and 
periodical elections months ahead of the time 
when officials and legislators enter on their 
duties. To be sure, if Mr. Cleveland can 
carry out what appears to be his ideal, that 
the President should be the President of the 
people, and not the temporary head of a 
party, you will by and by meet Canada quite 
half way. Certainly, also, the idea of a court 

tojbe making headway in this country. 
The recent marriage im-lSiigh life” was quite 
official and national in some of its features, 
and European papers chronicling a royal wed­
ding could not have surpassed, in fact, in 
view of the inferiority of the European 
intellect, could not have equalled the 
eloquent and accomplished newspaper 
men of this country- in their efforts to 
make of it aa event of social, governmental, 
national significance and importance. But, 
granting all this, it still remains the fact that 
Miss Canada must make some arrangements, 
amicable or otherwise, with “papa" before 
she “oomes” suing to be annexed. Imperial 
money is being spent to make Halifax one of 
the greatest naval ports in the world. Im­
perial and Canadian money is being spent, or 
will be spent, making naval ports on Cana- 
ada’s Pacific coast. The Canadian Pacific 
railway is coming to be regarded in England 
as a great commercial route to China and the 
East, and as a great military route to enable 
England to hold its Indian empire. An im­
perial subsidy is expected for a line of steam­
ers between Vancouver and Hong-Kong. 
Lord Salisbury left a memorandum recom­
mending it. The Canadian “codfish” navy is 
looming up and with about the finest sea­
faring population in the world behind it 
The Nova Scotian difficulty will^be settled by 
concession and probably re-arrangement of 
the tariff. Nova Scotia has as much Home 
Rule as Ireland would gladly accept, and 
more freedom to talk secession than would be 
allowed her as one of the United States. If 
you want Canada you must trump high.

It may occur to Canada, and has occurred 
to a good many Canadians, that, should a 
perpetual colonial relationship to England be 

T, impracticable, unwise, or inexpedient, there is 
ample room for an independent Canadian 
nationality on this continent, peacefully, and 
in friendly alliance with England and Ameri­
ca, realizing its own destiny along the line of 
Canadian ideas, sentiments, traditions, under 
parliamentary forms and under an elective 
headtof the State, with the powers and pre­
rogatives Lord Lansdowne has now. A little 
originality and variety in life are not bad 

* things. It may come to pass—who knows?— 
that the Dominion of Canada may stand so 
conspicuous npon earth, for the social order 
and virtues which adorn, and the righteous­
ness which excelleth a nation, that a desire to 
^annexed to Canada may spring up in every 
sensible State of the American Union. Sub­
scriptions may be opened in Canadian news­
papers to help on the grand idea. In Staten 
Island, I believe, the idea is now developing 
itself after dinner. Suppose Mr. Wiman 
should take it up with his phenomenal energy 
and success, what is to become of the United 
States ? Suppose, rather than be President of
