An  interesting feature of the
mesting was George Robinson’s re-
port on the plan of the Housing
Committee. Thney are arranging for
a therough survey of the city to lo-
cate all possible accommodations,
especially for married Vets, many
of whom are faced with serious

probhicins. The Questionnaire show-

ed that about 40 married Vete have |

no gnitable accommodations for
their families and are finding a ser-
ions financial strain under present
conditions.

R. C
for discussion. It is here that those who are at all interested in
the way in which the student levy is apportioned should make
themselves heard. The members of the Council are only too hu-
