In order to facilitate the retrieval of

records in the Department of Indian Affairs

complex filing system, staff of the Records

Branch created many indexes and miscellan

reference tools to complement their

primary finding alds. Many of these were

the work of Mathison who was in

charge of department records from 1898 to

1936, although in a number of instances

these indexes were maintained by different

individuals in the Records Branch and some

were continued after Matheson's retirement.

Most of the Indexes provide references to

files in the Red and Black central registry

fles series which together constituted the

departments man headquarters file system

for the period 1872 to 1923. Some include

reference to later

systems (the "First and Thousand series.

while others contain information relating to

earlier records. Researchers should note

that the indexes provide references to files

which may not have survived to today

which may have been transferred to

subsequent registry systems and given new

file numbers. Furthermore, these indexes

should be used as part of a finding and
