SLAVER GOIXDON

hu‘on Bedloe's Ixland in the Year 1563
s —End of the Slave Trade.

On Bidloe’s Island is still pointed
out the spot where Gordon, the slav-
or, was hanged in 1772, His execu-

tion did more than any other one
thing tg put an end to the slave
trade. John R. Spears, in an article

in Scribner’'s, says:

“The slave ship Erie, which was
captured off the Congo on August 8,
1860, was brought to trial.

“The .naster of the Erie was Can-
tain Na haniel Gorden, a slaver of
c¢xpeiience, On t afternoon of Au-
gust 7, 1860, he took on board 890
(one account says 897) slaves, of
whom 172 were men and 162 grcwn
women. Gordon was one of those in-
f.i.ous characters who preferred to
¢ riy chiidren because they could not
Toe up to avenge his cruelties. He
was captured fifty miles off shore and
fent to New York. Here he was
brought to trial as a private under
the statue of 1820. The first trial re-
éulted in a disagreement of the jury.
On November 6, 1861, he was put-on
trial again, and on

case went to the jury. Two hours

November 8 the |

later a verdict of ‘Guiluy’ was return- |

ed. On Nov-rmler 30 he was
tenced to die,

“Up to that moment no great inter-
o8t had been taken in the trial. The
slave-ship owners of New York, ow-
ing to the state of public cpinion re-
garding the war then in progress,
had allowed Gordon to face his trial

without showing any activity in his

How Johnny Got His Christmas Applos.

Tor Christinas Hyacinth Bloom .

The only hyacinth bulb that may be
foccd as early as Christmas is the sin-
gle pink “Norma''—all other varieties
becoming cripples if forced too eary.
The “Norma’ bulbs, then, should be
the first to be brought indoors. Place
them in the cellar, covering each wjth
an inverted pot until the buds have
formed. This will produce a longer
stem to the flower head, raising it
above the follage. They may now be
brought into the sunlight or window
until through blooming. As soon as
these have formed their bulbs a second
iot may be brought into the cellar, and
in this way a continuous bloom may
be had throughout the winter. It will
be found advisable to give bulbs as co0l
an atmosphere as possible all through

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THE KISSING PLANT.
A Short Chapter on the Famous Mis
tletoe.

The mistletoe belongs te the para
pitic plants. It is rather an uanworth)
table, but it has been reverencet
heathen nations time out of mind
it was used by the Romans in templ
decoration, and the Druids, the priest:
of ancient Britain, held the mistletoc
of the oak in the utmost veneration
Mhey gathered it at Yuletide with
great solemaity. The chief Druid
plothed in a white robe, olmibed the
ovak, and with a golden sickle eut loost
the clinging tuft of the plant. It was
reverently received on a white cloth by
another white-robed Druid, standing
on the ground, and afterward distrib-
uted among the people who carefully
preserved it.

The Drulds supposed the mistletoe tec
pe endued with great curative powers
but modern science has proved it tc
have no therapeutic value. The cus-
tom of kissing under the mistletoe has
descended from feudal times, but ite
origin is unknown, although it prob-
ably deseended from religious or mys-
tical ceremony. As the mistletoe is a
thief among plants, drawing its Juices
from the barks of other trees, it may
be considered naturally symbollical of
stolen kisses. According to Euglish
tradition, the maid who was not kissed
ander the mistletoe at Christmas would
not be married during the following
year. Efforts have b~en made at times
to exclude the mistletoe from among
Christmas decorations, but it has al-
ways found favor among the young
people of every period. According (o
the ancient custom, a maid |caught
standlng under the mistletoe was en-
titled to have as many kisses bestow-
ed upon her as there were berries on
the mistletoe branch, but the ceremony
was not duly performed unless a berry
was picked off with each kiss, the maid-
en preserving the berries for good
luck.

The name mistletoe is derived from
the Anglo-Saxon ‘“‘mistl,” different and
“tan,” twig. It means a twig different
trom the tree on which it grows. There
are some 400 species of mistletoe, most
of them natives of the tropics. One
species grows in the United States, and
is abuvndant south of the Ohio river.
The native plant bears a profusion o’
thin yeliowish-green leaves and white
berries. The English piant has only a
few palis of grayish-green leaves, and
is thickly studded with semi-transpar-
ent whitish fruit. These are filled
with an exceedingly sticky jelly, and
this vegetable glue causes it to stick
to the tree to which it has become at-
tached. When the berry begins 10O
sprout, the tiny root always turns to-
ward the branch with a kind of in-
stinet. If the seed sprouts on the low-
er side of the limb 4 he root reaches up;
if it germinates on the upper side, |
pxtends down. The root pierces the
bark, and then the mistletoe begins to
draw the nourishment from the ti

Origin of the Christmas Tree

The pleasant and poetical idea of the
Christmas tree comes from Germany,
and not from England. OColeridge
writing from Ratzeburg, in 1799, spoke
of the custom ds something novel
him, and thus describes it:
