Suxstrokk, or Tuermic Frves.—* Thermic
Fever, or Sunstroke,” by H. C. Wood, Jr., M,
D., (Philadelphia ; J. P. Lippincott & Co., 1872),
was recently awarded the Boylston Prize, Har-
vard College, It is a very careful study of coup
de soleil both in the light of hospital clinics and
experiment. Dr. Wood has divided his essay
into four parts : first, the clinieal history of the
disease ; second, its nature ; third, its treatment,
and fourth, its sequele or consequences. In his
clinical history the author gives descriptions of
the disease, extracts from the books of previous
writers, which he supplements by cases in his
own practice, especially in Pennsylvania. In
this very suceinet account of a rather uncom-
mon disease Dr, Wood shows that death results
from the failure of respiration, and not, as some
have supposed, from the stopping of the heart.
In his account of the nature of coup de soleil the
author examines very carefully the opinions of
| his pred s and contemporaries in the same

line of research. He proves to a demonstration
{ that it is a fever, and that as heat produces it,
| it is properly nmmed thermic fever. Following
| in the line of Drs. Clande Bernard, Vallin, Brown
l Sequard, Ruhne, and others, he has instituted a
series of elegant experiments on “the lower ani-
mals, in which he has fortified the position which

_!'his clinical researches has led him to adopt, He

fitted to the head of a cat a * bonnet” through
which a circulation of hot water was kept up,
and after about an  hour'’s interval the animal
died. All the symptoms were identical with
coup de soleil. In the third part of the trest-
ment of thermic fever Dr. Wood says that
blood-letting should be resorted to only on rare
oceasions. Cold douches br rubbings with ice
is the real remedy. Indome cases—that is of
rgreat exaltation—he would recommend hypo-
dermic injections of morphia as well as the use
of the cold bath. In his fourth part Dr. Wood
gives a succinet description of the common con-
sequences of coup de soleil—the deranged diges-
tion, headaches, ete. The book is a model of
its kind. It is what is known in Europe as a
medical thesis, and is handled with circumspee-
tion and originality.—N. Y. World,

Many churches might be induced
to give an annual collection for this purpose, to
those having this matter in charge. One thing
seems certain ; & necessity to remodel, so that
the work may be presented more vigorously than
it has been in the past. We mean no discredit
to those who have labored in the past, on the
contrary we claim that they are worthy of all
hsnor, but surely it is time lomdhin?bmon was
attempted.

As in order to physical well-being we must obey
the laws of health and life, so in order to mental
and moral well-being, we must observe also the
laws which pertain to mind and soul. As hurtful
as the diet of sponge cake, is the trying to feed
the mind and soul on this mere sensational read-
ing.
