The monumment has been erected by the
joint contributions of both Protestant
and Catholic.  The Prince of Wales
was the first subscriber and a clergy-
man of the Church of England was the
foremost in the movement for its erec
tion.  The heroism of this devoted
priest has been the means ot directing
much attention in England towards the
Catholic Church, and there have been
in consequence a considerable number
of converts to the faith.
