T affords me great plea(ure to meet ycu again in General Affembly : and I feel
E particular fatisfation in baving it in my power, upon this occafion, to congra-
tulate you nn the very briliiant fuccefles obtained by His Majefly’s Ally, the Em.-
peror of Ail the Rufiias, over the French Armies, commanded by Bonaparte in
perfon.

Another event, which alfo muft afford us great caufe of exultation, and which
cqually calls for cur admiration, is the ardent Zeal, Loyalty and Courage, which
have recently beer fo confpicucully difplayed by our fellow Subjecs in the Canadas;
who, fapported'by 2 ccmparatively fmall Regular Force, have been enabled by their
uempiaw y exertions, mofl fuccefsfully to repel the reiterated attacks of an Invad-
ing Ice.

The fincere attachment which the brave Inhabitants of the Canadas, have evinced
under fuch trying circomf'ances, to our moit Gracious King, and to our mofl ex-
cellent Conftitution, redounds fo much to their honour, that it cannot be too
much extolled or admired ; and, as I feel affured that the fume loyal fentiments
which actuated them, equally pervade the breafts of their fellow Subjeéts in this
Proviuce. I have the utmoft confidence, that from their exertions, the refult would

- be the fome, thould this C()Iony be attacked.

I am Lappy in having it in my power to inform you, that I have been enabled
. to effect as much of the Loan (authorifed by the A& of the laft Seffion) as the exi-
: zencies have hitherto required, at the Legal Interefl, without giving any premium
tor the Money.  And bhaving reafon to think that the ordinary. Revenues of the
- year would not be fufficient to difcharge paft Appropriations, and to meet the current
. demands in due {eafon, Idirefted an emiflion to be made of Province Notes, con-
formable to the law for that purpofe.~The Treafurer having reprefented to me, that
" the bett effeéts would refult, if thefe Notes could be received at the Army Pay-Office,
1, in confequence, agreed to borrow £ seoo Currency from the Treafury in Pro-
vince Notes, to be tepaid on demand by the Deputy Paymafter General, either in
the fame, or in Cafh, as required. -But as it would be inconvenient -to the Soldier
o receive l\otcs of larger value than thofe of One Pound cach,and the Law had only
pravided for £2co0 being iffued in Notesfof that defeription, [, 'with the advice of
His Whjeﬁ\’s C(,urcu, requlrcd the Commifiioners to prepare Three Thoufand
extra Notes of One Pound each, (to make up the propofed Loan) in lieu of a like fum
of fuch Notes of a larger denominaticn, as-the Treafurer might find more difficulty
in circulating. This meafure will; I doubt not meet your approbation, when I
inform you, thxt it has fully.{fucceeded, and that the Province Notes now pafs with
the {ame facility as rcady Money.

"The Treafurer will lay before you a Statement. of the Public Accounts for the
1aft Year ;acd the Deputy Provincial Secretary will, by my order, prefent to vou
an Eftimate for the Civil Efablithment of the Government, and- for fuch other

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fervices as appear to be neccflary to be provided fer.  Shculd I find that I have
omitted any thing of corfequence, or fhould any circumftances occur which I
may thirk of wflicent importance to idy before you duripg the prefent Seflion,
Xfhall ccmmunicate the lameto yeu by ‘Meflage.
