—=QOttawa, March 2.—Enlistments in
the Canadian ‘expeditienary- forces have
reached 380,434, according. to figures
issued by the Departmentof Militia. Had
Quebec provinces supplied its allotted
number-of men, the,500,000 promised. by
Canada at the ‘beginning. of 1916 would
now be surpassed Failure of this province
to.recruit up to the standard-of the other
provinces is emphasized in to-day’s
aofficial figyres which shows that the Tor-
onto district alone has enlisted twice as
many as the whole of- Quebec. The
figures stand :

Toronto District, 88,987; Province of
Quebec, 43,643 ; and' the Quebec figures
include more than 20,000 English speak-
ing recruits, mostly secured in Montreal.

Total enlistments in the. Dominion
| during the last two weeks of February
reached 3,298: The number for the com-
plete month was 7,830, an increase of 125
over January. Enlistments during the
past fortnight by districts:were as follows:
Toronto, 1,186; Montreal, 368; Kingston,
317; Maritime Provinces, 317; London,
328 ; Maniteba, 266; Saskatchewan, 202;
British Columbia, 174: Alberta,-69, and
Quebec, 82.

——New York, March 6—The British
freight steamer G. R. Crowe, which sailed
to-night for an unknown destination, is
aground on the east bank of Ambrose
Channel, off Coney Island

The vessel is of 2,740 gross tons and
was built in Dundee, 1909, ¢ She is owned
by the St. Lawrence & Chicago Steam
Navigation Company, of Toronto.

The crew signalled ashore later that
she was “resting very uneasily” on the
sand. She asked that a tug be sent to
her aid immediately.

~==Qcean City, Md., March 5—Eleven
members of the crew of thé coast guard
steamer Yamacraw were drowned last
evening in attempting to assist: the
American tanker Louisiania, which ground
ed on Little Gull Shoals, off here, yester-
day morning. Responding to distress
signals from the Louisiania, the Yamacraw
launched a small boat, manned with a
crew ‘of nine. It almost immediately
capsized in the tremendous sea, and
another boat, with two boys in it, was
launched in an effort to- save theother
boat’s crew. It met the same fate as the
first boat, and the entire eleven perished
A third boat, with four men, capsized
in the breakers. They were rescued and
taken to the coast guard station near here.
The ' Louisiania, with her crew still
aboard, was in an unchanged position this
morning. The sea had moderated
consideraly.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR

PR
[March 1 to March 1]
N the period under review the war
entered the thirty-second month of its

sensational event ocau‘d in
the h which resulted generally
in favi the Entente Allies.

There was much activity at many
points in the Western campaign, but ex-
cept on the Ancre no important changes
in positions were effected; on the Ancre,
however, the British continued success-
fully thelr pressure of the Gérmans, Who
yielded more ground west of Bapaume.

Practically no changes ‘were reported
in the Eastern campaign on any part of
thefrontfromRigntoRumnnia;and the
same unchanged condition appeared to be
true of the Balkan and Austro-Italian
campaigns.

The Caucasian campaign, Wwhich in-
cludes the operations in Persia as well,
provided an important piece of news in
the report of the recapture of Hamadan
by the Russians, who followed up their
success by taking the heights to the
southwest of that Persian stronghold.

In the Mesopotamian campaign the
British continued their pursuit of the
retreating Turks and had approached to
within a short distance of Ctesiphon,
which was the farthest point reached by
Gen. Townshend before his retirement to
Kut-el-Amara. The Turks appear to be
complerely routed, and the prospect of
the British occupying Baghdad seems
near.

From the Egyptian campaign it was
announced that the Turks had abandoned
a strongly entrenched position they had
been holding for two months in the
neighbourhood of Sheikh Nuran west of
Shellal, having been driven therefrom by
British aircraft which dropped bombs on
the fortified position. - This news furnish-
es a striking illustration of the power of
the censorate, for it was altogether un-
known to the general public that the
British were engaged with hostile forces
0 close to the Nile and at such a com-
paratively short distance ‘from Cairo.
Shellal is just south of the first Cataract
of the Nile, where the famous Assouan
Dam is situated. How it was possible for
the Turks to collect a large force in such
a position is not apparent to the unin-
formed.

No news was received concerning the
East African campaign, which must now
be pretty near its close. R

The German submarine campaign was
conducted with the same ruthlessness as
had previously characterized it, but the
British and French, and the Italians as
well, appear to have met with much suc-
cess in coping with it, and itis believed a
large number of submarines have been
captured or destroyed. The French have
decided not to report daily, but only
weekly, the losses (if any) inflicted by
submarines, and apparently the British
are adopting the same course. Under the
heading * News of the Sea” we have re-
printed from the daily papers all the
reports published during the week of
marine disasters, including those due to
submarine activity. The list is shorter
than for many weeks preceding, which
would tend to confirm the belief that the
Entente Powers are dealing with the prob-
lem in a satisfactory way.

Much interest was manifested in the
closing proceedings of Congress at Wash-
ington on Saturday last, a small section of
Senators having succeeded in obstructing
the passage of the legislation which the
President asked for in connexion with the
situation created by the rupture of diplo-
matic relations with Germany.

——London, March 7—An official state-
ment issued to-day says that 23 British
merchant vessels were sunk by mine or
submarine during the week ending March
4. Of these fourteen were of 1, 600 tons
gross or over, and nine were under 1,600
tons. In the same period three British
fishing vessels were sunk. The statement
includes one merchant vessel and one
fishing vessel sunk during the previous
week, but not included in a previous state-
ment.

Twelve British merchant vessels were
unsuccessfully attacked bv submarines
during the week.

The number of merchant vessels of all
nationalities, of more than 100 tons net,
arriving at United Kingdom ports during
the week was 2,528. The number sailing
was 2,477. These figures are exclusive
of fishing and local craft.

WORLD'S GOLD OUTPUT IN 1916
——————

According to Statistics published by the
Commercial and Financial Chronicle, the
world’s gold production in 1916 was valu-
ed at $458,808,761, as compared with
$471,834,145 in 1915, the largest in history.
In 1914 the output was valued at $442,-
659,762.

The total world's gold production
amounted to 22,194,911 fine ounces, as
against 22,825,015 ounces in 1915 and
21,413,708 ounces in 1914.

The world’s production of gold, as esti-
mated, records a decrease in 1916, not-
withstanding that supplies from the
Transvaal were of greater magnitude than
ever before, and Rhodesia and Canada
made greater contributions to the general
aggregate than in the previous year, the
former setting for itself a new high record
and the latter getting closer to the totals
exhibited in 1900 to 1902, inclusive, when
the Yukon sprang into prominence and
was almost hailed as a coming rival to
South Africa.

The fact of the matter is that the de-
cline in production in the United States
alone during the year has been more than
sufficient to offset the gains shown in
Africa and Canada; besides the decrease
in yield in Australasia also helped to off-
set the increases in the territory men-
tioned. <

WEIR OWNERS' ASSOCIATION
R
Notice has been given of a meeting of
the Weir Owners’ Association, for .the
Oounﬂuodent John and Charlotte,.to , Man
be held in Saint George on Wednesday

May last, at the town of, Saint Stephen,’
in succession to nnother Association,
having for its objects similar principles,
but conducted on a different basis.

The membership of the present Associ-
ation is limited to weir owners, rather
than weir fishermen who do not own or
control fish weirs. The objects for the
formation of the present organization
were to establish and preserve better re-

engaged in the fish industry, and it is
very gratifying to observe how successful
have been the efforts of the promoters of
the organization along those lines.
When this association was first discus-
sed there was some opposition and much
indifference among the weir owners to-
wards the plan, and it began its existence
with a membership of scarcely more than
a score of those engaged in weir fishing.
The action to which the sardine pack-
ers were forced by the Government of
the United States under the provisions of
the Pure Food Laws, and which they an-
nounced to our fishermen, about one year
ago, caused consternation and alarm
among weir fishermen, and all kinds of
troubles were anticipated between the
sardine packers and weirmen, but. the
wise and conciliatory methods adopted
by the heads of the Weir Owners’ Associ-
ation led to the utmost harmony and
good will between the weir owners and
packers during the entire season of 1916,
and not one case was reported of the
packers attempting to resort to arbitrary
methods,as was feared would be likely be
fore the organization of this association,
and, as a result,the last season was one of
great prosperity for our fishermen, and
the friendly relations between the two
elements were never more strongly main-
tained.
One of the first acts by the Association
after its formation was to seek and hold a
conference between the packers and the
weir owners, at which both parties learn-
ed of the other’s friendly intentions to aid
each other in all honest efforts to improve
the sardine industry by the use of only
the highest grades of fish to put on the
market in the manufactured state.
To those who are closely identified with
the work of the Weir Owners’ Association
during the past year, the good it has ac-
complished in the interests of weir fisher-
men is a marvel, and it is a wholesome
indication to see the support this move-.
ment has received from weir owners,
Starting, as it did, with only a score of
members, the Association now, in less
than a year, embraces nearly every weir
owner along the coast from Saint Stephen
to Saint John. There will be much im.
portant work to do at the meeting next
week, and no doubt it will be largely
attended.
The increace in cost of maintaining and
operating fish weirs will be a matter re:
quiring careful consideration to adjust
without disturbing the relations existing
between packers and producers.

The family affairs of the late George
Clayton Leonard, founder of the well-
known restuarant known as Leonard’s
Café, are to be probed in proceedings in
the Supreme Court, where his first wife,
Mrs. Nellie Leonard, is seeking to prevent
the second, Mrs. Jeannette Leonard, from
acting as executrix of the estate, which is
valued at more than $150,000.
The first round of the fight in the local
courts occurred in Supreme Court
chambers this merning before Chief
Justice Hunter, with Mr. C. B. Macneil,
K. C,, acting on behalf of the first Mrs.
Leonard, and Messrs. J. W. deB. Farris
and A. C. Brydone-Jack acting on behalf
of the second Mrs. Leonard.
From the statement made in court by
Mr. Macneill, it appears that five years
ago Mr. Leonard entered into a separation
agreement with his wife whereby he was
to allow her $2400 a year for herself and
$1200 a year for her two daughters. Then
he took a trip to Reno, where he procured
one of the famous quick-lunch divorces
and married Mrs. Jeannette Leonard.
Last September Mr. Leonard died at
Los Angeles, and his will was duly enter-
ed in the Californian courts for probate.
Probate of the estate in British Columbia
was also sought, the estate here consist-
ing of real estate and mortages. Under
the will the second Mrs. Leonard is made
executrix and receives practically half of
the estate. The réal estate in British
Columbia is left to be sold and the pro-
ceeds divided between the brothers and
gisters of the deceased and the two
daughters by the first marriage. There
is no bequest for the first wife.

In the proceedings started in Cali-
fornian courts, Mrs, Nelly Leonard is
attacking the validity of the Reno divorce
and is said to be starting a second action
in the Californian courts to upset the will,
alleging undue influence’ and insanity,
There is said to be also a further question
involved as to whether the separation
allowance of $2400 a year for Mrs. Nelly
Leonard ends with the death of Mr.
Leonard or whether it must be continued
out of the proceeds of her late husband's
estate. Mrs. Nelly Leonard and her two
daughters, both of whom are now married
are living in Portland, Maine, while the
second wife is residing at Los Angeles.

ROBERT P. POR

et

Robert P. Porter, the well-known
journalist, founder of the New York Press,
and for a number of years a member of
the. staff .of  the.London - Times, died -on

. Fels 26, in London, in the sixty-fifth year
of his age. Mr. Porter was born. in
Nogwich, England, June 30, 1852, and
came to America in 1868 He ' was
educated in private schools, and began
his newspaper career on the Chicago Inter
Ocean when it-was founded in 1872, His
great ability. in combining facts and
figures soon gained him reputation, and
in 1879 he was appointed chief of the
division of the United States Census
devoted to gathering information concern-
ing wealth, debt, . taxation, and railroads.
In 1882 he was appointed by President
Arthur a member of the Tariff Commis-
sion, and made permanent secretary.
The same year he made a long tour
through the industrial centres of England:
and Germany, and wrote elaborate
articles on the subject for the New York
Tribune. Three years later he made
another tour abroad and wrote another
series of articles for the Philadelphia
Press.

During the Presidential campaign of
1884, Mr. Porter was an industrious writer
on the tariff; and served as one of the
editors of the Infernational Review, and
had published a valuable +book, -entitled
“The West in 1880." -In 1886 his letters
to the Tribune and the Press were publish-
edinbookfomunderthetiﬂe of
«Breadwinners Abroad.” Always an ar-
dent protectionist and a bitter .opponent
of the Grover Cleveland. policies, which
had made great inroads upon the Repub-
lican party in New York, he,-in company
with Frank Habton, ex-Postmaster-Gea-
eral, founded'the New York Press:in 1887,
with the purpose of putting his views
before the workingmen, their being no
low-priced Republican organ in this city.
In 1888 he became sole editor, and took a
very active part in the campaign against
Cleveland in that year, the paper attract-
ing a large circulation. President Harri:
son rewarded him for his-work in the
election by appointing him Superinten-
dent of the Eleventh Census in April,
1889, and-he was engaged in that work
from 1890 to 1893, resigning in September,
1893, to return to the editorial control of
the Press.. He took an active part in the
campaign of President McKinley, and in
1898 the President appointed. him a
special commissioner to Cuba and Porto
Rico.  Heframéd the tariff laws of these
islands, and conducted the negotiations.
with Gen. Gomez which ended in the dis-
bandment of the Cuban army.

In 1895-96, Mr; Porter made a trip to
Japan for the Manufacturers’ Association
of America, and afterwards made. a
special study of street and other railways
in Burope, and in 1904 he was induced to
join the staff of the London Times, at first
as editor of its “Engineering Supple-
ment” When Rooseyelt became Presi-
dent he was sent to Washington as the
chief correspondent of the Times, where
he remained . until 1909, returning to
England to take charge of the many
spegial supplements of the Times, which
necessitated journeys to North and South
America, Japan, and Russia, and under
his direction were produced, in rapid suc-
cession, supplements dealing with South
America, the United States tariff, the
Pacific Coast, American railways, Japan,
Russia, Norway, and Spair, as well as
others dealing with special industries,
such as - printing; textiles; rubber, food»
and shipping. Since the war he had been
responsible for the Red Cross and Recruit-
ing supplements, and the general direc-
tionof the Times history of the war.. At
the time of his death he was completing a
short history of Japam for the Osford
University Press. Among his books were
“ Life of William -McKinley,” * Municipal
Ownership at Home :and Abroad;,” “In-
dustrial Cuba,” and “Other People’s
Money.” 2

Magazine Mr. Holmes ‘tells us more of
Walter Greenway’s adventures. They are
so strange, and are: recorded in the man's
letters with what seems to be so much
fancifulness-and conscious: artistry, that
one is at first. inclined to doubt their
genuineness. Would-a man who had dis-
appeared into Arabia and taken up with
native modes of life in that backward and
generally far from agreeable land really
write in a manner-that suggests the mind
of Burton tinged with the learned playful-
ness of The Avabian Nights? But the
story is true. The corroboration supplied
by.Mr. Holmes is all of the undesigned
and therefore most powerful sort. Green-
way's letters reached Mr. Holmes in
pellets distributed -among botanical speci-
mens and had to be pieced together with
enormous labor. Greenway writes of
himself. frequently in the third person as
though he were an unconcerned spectator
of his own deeds. He writes of “that
Bedouin mute,” for it was as an Arab pre-
tending to be deaf and dumb that he
penetrated the Turkish lines: He de-
scribes his return to his home after his
escape \—

“ That Bedouin mute 1 told you about—
he had a job to get home. The windows
of heaven were open day and night. He
toiled and waded, slipped and slurred,
through mud-bottomed lagoons and miry
sloughs. Dysentery returned. He strug-
gled along on hand and knees till strength
gave out, and he was compelled to wriggle
along like a snake, groaning in the morne
ing, ‘Would Allah it were even!’ and-at
even, ‘Would Allah it were morning!’
from sorrow of heart. His pace, when he
crawled out of the region of perpetual
rain, was the pace of a snail. Now, frost
by night and a scorching sun by day only
varied his misery. Most men would have
prayed to die, but not he. Soft, beautiful
brown eyes, blazing with love, peered be-
seechingly into his own through all. He
pressed on, though it cost him excruciat-
ing torture. He was determined to kiss
again the sweet brown face those eyes
were set in. He would feel once more
the rapture of those soft delicious cheeks
laid upon his- own. The: music of child-
ren’s voices stirred him to tears. Fancy
must be clothed in reality. He would not
die till once again those darling heads had
pestled their curls upon his breast, and
once again those sweetest lips had breath-
ed into his ears the magic word father.”

At Basra he fellin with. his- father-in-
faw (“an Arab withan English heart "),
and was conveyed to Mocha-in the father-
in-law’s ship. As he approached his home,
images - of which had sustained him
through everything, he saw nothing but a
heapof ruins.

He had lost an arm
recently, and his body was- badly scarred
by burnings. His wife, whose English is
very imperfect, made us understand that
he had served for some twelve months
with the British Forces in Mesopotamia.
She had a letter which you had written to
her husband, but she showed it me so
jealously that I was ble to make much
of it. It was evident the poor creature
priged it too highly to let it leave her
hands. As far aslcould make out, it told
of toys or dolls sent out for their children,
and it might include a reference to a
necklace or apron, or ribbons—all of
which she wore, and kept.perpetually fin-
gering, with great. pride -and gratitude,
whilst she-allowed meto glance at the
letter. No doubt, though, she intended
me to thank you for gifts to the children
if not for the'things she kept fingering. 1
am dreadfully sorry for the. little woman
—very pretty and refined for an Arab.
She was, devoted to her husband—she
must. have been—for she carried him
somehow, since he was far too weak to
walk; or to sit on horseback (at best she
musthave held him on a horse) for more
than seventy miles. She was the picture
of despair when he died, and for eighteen
hours she mourned at his grave. It quite
affected and saddened us ail to see her
grief.. A few hours ago her father, an
Arab sheikh, who seems to have conveyed
the children to his own home, came and
took her away. She thanked us with
tears for what we had done for her hus-
band—little enough—then ran to the
graveyard, and her father had a hard task
to coax her away.”

Another letter is corroboration of the
trip up the Tigris in the motor-boat. The
writer says that he saw. Greenway in Be-
douin dress in a motor-boat. Asked what
this strange conjunction of dress and oc-
cupation meant, Greenway answered that
he was trading. Since then a missienary
friend at the request of Mr. Holmes visit-
ed Mocha to try to trace the Arab wife.
