Armstrong

Reason, which differsntiates ~ man
from other creatures, may be sp ex-
alted as to produce evil instead of good
results in human life. But reason, -
rightly exercised, is an inspiration to
faith and right conduct.’ This was the
central thought of an impressive ad-
dress by Rev. R. A, Armstrong, rector
of Trinity, at.the Byery Day Cluk last
evening, The speaker said that those
versons ‘who refused to' believe any-
thing they could not understand violat-
ed their' own professions in regard to
everything .buc religion. The evil re-
sults of .unduly exalting reason were
seen: in the French revoluion after the
Goddess of Reason was enthroned by
the populace, \

Directing attention to theo reasoning
of Jesus, Mr. Armstrong took up in-
stances and dwelt upon them. In the
first, the Saviour referred his hearers
to he Jove manifesed in the home, &nd
asked them to consider how much more
God would do through Jlove of His
children than any earthly father. In
the second, He spoke of God's care for
the sparrow and the lily, and asked
them to consider how nuch more He
would care for humanity. In the third
place reference was made to the sane-
tification: wrought under the old dis-
pensation through sacrifice, and how
much more Christ’s sacrifice must be
effectual in saving human souls.

Referring to men of old wHo had
been transformed by faith in God, Mr.
Armstrong spoke of Jeremiah, Daniel,
Paul and others. If, he said, Daniel
of old could stand up in the presence
of a king and boldly refuse to partake
of wine, how migh more should rhe
young man - of this more enlightened
age reject the invitation of his friend
to enter a saloon.

Mr. Armstrong expressed, his pleas-
ure at being on the platform of the
Every Day Club. In his own work as
rector of Trinity he had come in con-
tact with some &f its good work, and
he was glad to see that the club was
making progress. .

vided by the Act of Settiement that
“whosoever shall come to the posses-
sion of the crown shall join in com-
munion with”the Church of England as
by law established.” Moreover, by the
corondtion ocath, which is an entirely
different enactment from the aceces-
sion oath, though often confused with
it, the sovereign is required to solemn-
ly swear to maintain to the utmost of'
his power “the laws of God, the true
profession of the Gospel and the Pro-
testant reformed religion as establish-
ed by law.” No Catholic has asked to
have any change in these other oaths.
The movement is confined to securing
a modification of the offensive words
in the. accession oath.

Relating the history of the movement
in a comprehensive article, The Halifax
Chronicle. recalls that in the British
"House of Commous in 1901 g measure
was introducdd to repeal the objec-
tionable phrases in the Accession Osth,
which, dating from an unreépealed
clause in the Bill of Rights (1689) reagd
as follows: \

“I do solemnly ahd sincerely, in the
presence of God, profess, testify and
declare that I do “believe that in the
Sacrament of the I.ord's Supper there
is not .any fransubstantiation of the
elements of bread and wine into thé
body and blood of Chrigst at or after
the consecration thereof by any person
whatsoever; and that the inyvocation
or aderation of the- Virgin Mary or

any other saint, and the sacrifice of

the Mass as they are now used in the
Church of Rome are superstitious and
idolatrous.”

Lord Salisbury, then Premier, was
not at first disposed to support such a

‘movement, but at a later period in the

session expressed his approyal of some
reasonable modification of the oath, re-
fusing however to aecept the modifica-
tion suggested at the time, which was
that the Sovereign would simply de-
clare that he was a member of the
Church of England as by law establish-
ed,-and unfeignedly believed in its doc-
trines. Eventually the matter - was
clouded by other political issues and
was drepped for the time.

On the first of March, 1901, the House
of Commons at Ottawa passed: a reso-
lution that the Declaration was most
offensive to the dearest convictions of
Roman Catholies and that the staunch
loyalty of His Majesty's Catholic sub-
jects in €anada should not ‘bé reward-
ed by their ‘being chosen alone among
believers of all creeds and branded as |
idolaters by their Sovereign. This re-
solution agked that the Declaration be
amended by eliminating therefrom all
expressions which are specially offen-
sive to the religious belief of any sub-
ject of the British Crown.

The ‘stibject was temporarily aban-
doned in the Britlish House of Com-
mons after the accession of King Bd-
ward, but ‘was revived agdin last year,
and 4t the présent session a mesasure |
satisfactory in its' terms  has passed
the second reading.

Tardy recognition of genuine literary
merjit and of a capacity for poetical
expression that tduches at times upon
the ipspiration men call genius has
come ‘to Hiram Ladd Spencer, New
Brunswick’s veteran journalist and’
writer of verses, through the recent
publication of his selected poems from
the press of John A. Bowes in a iorm
worthy of the work and its
author. ‘“The Fugitives, a Sheaf of
Verses,” is the modest title of a vol.
yme, finely printed and artistically
bound, whieh deserves a place in every
library in this province.

Though mainly written in a minor
kKey and limited in their range, Mr.
Spencer’s verses, always musieal, d's-
play at times the vision and sympathy
of true poesy. Many of his works
are well known already through their
publication in the press and in .naga-
zines, ngtably “A. Hundred Years to
Come,” “‘Tomorrow,” “The Silent
City,” “The Land of Dreams,” and
others of similar merit and melody
which find permanence in this velume.
And- not often in Canadian Iiterature
has truer sentiment and petter thought
been. erystallized = inte . purer poetry.
‘Witness _this, the final verse of his
“Tomorrow’’ ;

“Thou beckonest, and-I pursue,
In sorrow
+ 3 Tomorrow ?

“Earth’s falsest heart to thee is true,

‘“Tomorrow, Tomorrow!
“But thou art falser than the wind—

ST. JOHN COUNTY AND THE
ROAD LAW

The Standard - denies The Sun’s
charge that ‘“‘the present government
has taken out of the hands of thse
county electors the administration of
their own roads ‘and has placed them
under the operation of the new poli-
tical highway act, which gives the con-
trol of the rvad moneys to partisan
appointees in whose gelection the coun-
ty taxpayers have no ‘ehéice.”

That's what The" Standard was
started for: that’s what itis kept go-
ing for; that's what its staff are vald
for—to ''deny thing¥ critical of the
Hazen government. ' ‘But The Sun's
Statement is correct, nevertheless. As
evgry elector of St. John county knows,
that constituency has been allowed home
rule in the matter of highways—and it
justified the exceptiod' By giving 1ihe
public probably the best roads in. the
province. Under the Hagen Highway
Act this privilege has' been removed.
The roads of St. John county are now .
managed by Highwdy  Boards, the
treasurers of whichithe' men who
handle the road money—are, as The
Sun asserted and, the Act prescribas,
“partisan appointees in whose selection
the  county taxpayers have no
choice.” ' In view of the excellent rreof
St. John County has given of its
ability to mandge its own highway af-
fairs, the governmént’s determination
to put an end to this home rule is in
itself offensive. But the government’s
insistence that one of its own annoin-
tees shall handle all the road money is
not only an infringement uvon County
rights, but a distinet insult to the men

HARN ESSING THE SUN

A recent invention of -a Maritime
men, IMr. Georgs -H. ‘Cove, whose pat-
ent for the utilization of tidal power is
now being tested at the 1ead of the
Bay of Fundy, is hailod by The Tech-
nical World Magagine as a feai cf
genius containing “rhe possibllity of
‘revolutionizing all forms of meshanical
industry. Mr. Cove's achievement is to
catch and store the electrical energy
which the sun generates in enorracus
quantities and sends along his beams
en:et/h'ward. This source has never be-
foré been tapped in a way to make it
a commercial possibility. So simple ig
the device and so dirsct and poritive
its work that it is no wonder that it
has been overlooked or :iever thought
of ,either by inventers of clegirical ap
.pliances or those pesple who have tried
by various mnirror .and orism schemes
to entangle the sun’s energy =nd set it
a: work.

What might be called the primery
cell,of thé ‘“solar electric generazor,”
as the inventor names it, is a -hree
inch long rod or. plug of metallic com-
position, an alloy of several common
metals, on one end of which the sun
£h'nes in a glass enclosed space, the
other end being in the shadow, in cool
free air. This rod is part of u circuit
wired in the ordinary way to any good
stcrage battery. While the sun thus
skines upon cne end of this rod the
differénce in temperature betwosn that
and the other end, and also the differ-
ence in other conditions 2aused py the
direct rays in one case and their ab-
sence in the other, a Jliffarence not
wholly understood by the inventor at
present but now being exparimentad
upon, sets up an eldctrical aection,
which is passed along io the storage
battery and there held in reserve to
be turned in as light, heat or pcwer
as deslred. The amount o0f znergy
irapped and thus stored dby one rod in
g day is of course small, but it is a
simple matter to hitch ip any num-
ber of these rods in batterics and thus
make their individual’ work = cumula-
tive. A thousand rods may be placed
side by slde in the Space of zn ordin-
ary window-sash five feet square £nd
the electric force thus generated is a
thing to be reckoned with.

The present cost of such a machine
need not be much over a hundred
dollars. It ‘is as indestructible as a
kitchen range. Properly securad and
wired upon a roof, or any other spot
where it gets the day’s sun.animpeded
it needs no further attention. Even in
its present somewhat crude and ex-
perimental state, given two days” suh
it will store sufficient electrical energy
to light an ordinary house for & week.
The imventor has proved this now for
months ‘In  his own establishment.
Thus, in portions of the country where

gle . machine five feet sguaré and hold-
.ing less thap 4 thousand plugs is suf-
ficlent for the ordinary lighting of a
house, The possibilities of the amount
of power which might be obtained in
the future by batteries of these siniple
devices working without expense and
with a minimum of attertion are sim-
bly staggering. The méchine has been
‘made automatic by a mechanism which
shuts off the battery when the sun’s
rays cease to strike the surface and
opens. the copnections again a: ,the
touch' of the'sun in the morning. This
works -dlso on. ‘days of alterhate sun
.and shade, opening up econnections dur-
ing synshine and closing them during
shadow, ; ; ‘

. Of .éourse the fact that the sun's
Tays are capable of producing encr-
imous energy is no new  thing to sci=
ente. . Wricsson, the fthventsr of the
civil "war' monitors  which révolution-
ized naval warfare, demonstra:ed -in
1868 that the sun’s rays give a frorse-
Dower per square yard per nour. It
Was thus shown that the amount of
energy.at any man’s door, but then as
now going to waste for lack of ade-
/quate harness, is énormous,

Sclentists -alsg continue to demon-
strate“that coal and oil, at presant the
common . great source of ensrgy and
artifictal light, are rapidly being de-
pléted and that in another hundred

‘years they will have become zcarce it

not exhausted, The country at large
Is turning toward water power which
18 now but partly utilized. But water
Poweyr ‘sites are expensive to btain
and are rapidly peing taken up Ly
powertul interests, Tike the “oal and
oil, water power is not within the
reach of the average man. If he is to
use It in the future he must buy it
from the . capitalist as he does now
from the coai bagon or the oil king. It
is ‘difficult, ‘*however,: to see how, ary
commercial gorporation or comhination
can monopolize the direet ravs of the
sun. They, strike évery man’s roof or
hig dooryard,. and. with-.ga *solar elcc-
tric ‘generator,” 1t is possible to trap
them, ‘store them in any good form of
storage battery—the inventor uses cne
that is common on automobiles— ard
turn them on at will to do the desired
work, whether lighting a room or heat-
fng a chafing dish or running a sew-
ing machine or churn..

The invention is not.one of the oft-
heralded hap-hazard “discoveries.” 1t
is the result of many.years of careful

investigation and patient labor on the |

part of a man whose business :t is to
invent, as it was that of his father he-
fore him. Mr. Cove is a native of
Halifax, Nova Scotia. His father pat-
ented many mechanical devices which
are in use at the present day, some of
these = being important in the large
flour-making establishments of the
West, K He, himself, takes great pride
in a gold medal recently received from
the Canadian government for his mo-
del of a machine and a plan “or har-
nessing the tides of the Bay of Fundy.

EPPRESS COMFANY PROFITS

The recent investigation made by the
Railway Commission into the business
of the express companies in Canada
has discovered a margin >f profit in
these semi-public enterprises which"
Shows how much the restriction of 1 ub-
lic control was: needed,

Take, for instance, the Canadian i"x-
press Company, organized in 1865. Its
capiial was nominally $500,000, but only
$27,520 was paid up. Now the capital is
three millions, and there is nothing to
show that more than $27,520 has been
paid upon it. Inecidentally, it might be
mentioned that for the past seven
Yyears, profits have been mad2 at the
rate of 83 per cent:

The Dominion Express Company in
its essential features closely resembles
the Cenadian Express Company. It
started as an adjunct tc the Canadian
Peacific Railway. Its nominal eapital
was $1,000,000,  but only $100,000 was
paid up. Last year its profits were 75
per cent., and its property is “alued
at $600,600. In the case of ‘the Canadian
Northern Express Company, the young-
est member of this very prosperous
fraternity,the capitalization is $1,000,000,
but only $5,000 has been paid in. The
subscribed stock amount® to  $295,000,
and it is held by the Mackenzie & Mann
coterie.

Unless the Railway Commission de-
cree otherwise, a similar “institution
will develop in connection with the G.
T. P. It is quite evident that the di-
rectors of the various railroad crgan-
izatlons have utilized very much to
their own advantage the privileges
given them by parliament. If this oc-
curred in the case of the Post Office
Department or in the course of the
operation of any public servicé utlity,
it would be called by an ugly name.
The only hope in the situation is that
the control of the express companies
has been handed over to the Railway
Commisgsion.

It might be well for the public to
understand thoroughly that the ex-
press companies oenly do business when
and where they like, They have an
arbitrary agreement as to rates, which
cannot be broken by any of the eom-
panies, and they seem to have adopted
as their motto the celebrated Vandsr-
bilt dietum in regard to the public. The
earrying of small parcels  at as low
cost as possible is of very great im~
portance to the Canadian West and
especially to Winnipeg. The lower the
cost of a parcel of a few pounds, the
more economioal it will be to buy in
small quantities, Where distances
separate consumers from the open
market, carplage is a very important
element jn the cost.

It is hoped, further, that the Rail-
way Commission will give its atten-
tion to the growth of the express com-
panies; otherwise resort will be had
to 8 parcels post system such as Sir
Wihiliam - Mulock, when Postmaster—
General, had in view. At the time he
discussed the question, the propoesal
was opposed vigorously by the express
companies, It is now quite evident

‘that the express companies had"reason

to eppose Sir William; but there i no
reason why the public should have to
submit to such charges for carryine
small packages as a ring of express
companies decide to imdose.

HORNETS STING 500
M1 BiG BEINAL

Yellow Jackets Land on the
Parson, Then Worship-

pers

BOSTON, Ga., June 15.—A great re-
vival mez2iing at the Baptist church
here was broken up today by the
swarming of yellow-jackets which bad
built nests back of the pulpit.

The services were at high tension,
the preacher being engaged in caHing
sinners to ‘the mourners’ bench, when
the yellow—-jackets began to dart out
from their nests, and sting saints ard
sinners alike.

The women screamed when struck
by the bees, and many of the men sald
“bad words.”

After standing for the stinging a few
minutes the congregation got into ®

panic and bolted from the church, leav-
ing/ the edifice in possession of the
yellow-jackets.

There are 500 men, women and chil-
dren in Boston tonight putting lotions
on “stung” spots.

Tomorrow an effort will be made tg
destroy the yellow-jackets and resume
revival services.

A report of a school of this kind
divides itself roughly under two heads,
Work and Recreation, meaning by the
latter term all the activities which are
not directly connected with purely
academic work. I say directly connect-
ed, for that these various activities
have a great deal to do with educa-
tion, taking that word even in its nar-
rowest sense, no one is more thorough-
ly convinced than myself. I shall not
attempt to adhere closely to this divi-
sion throughout this report, as the two
cannot always be left separate, but
naturally dovetail each into the other.
Regarding the work in the classics, I
can say that it has been, generally
speaking, consistent and good and I

feel that real progress has been made,

by the boys.

The examinations held by the school
have shown excellent results, but I
should feel freer to report more fully
on the matter had not the examination
been conducted by ourselves. I trust
we shall in the future be able to secure
outside examiners for most o the
forms or even to adopt a plan now
practised by many schools by having
an outside paid examiner to do all the
work. This would contribute, 1 will
not say a better test, but at any rate,
one that would have more weight with
the public generally. Regarding that
part of the recreation which comes un-
der the head of games our most con-
spicuous successes were in hockey,
where we won most of our matches.
Our football team was much Hghter
than usual and oftener than otherwise
suffered defeat, but they mnevertheless
gained the reputation of playing the
game for all they were worth. Great
credit is due to Alward, the captain,
for the way he inspired the team to
put up such good fights in the face of
adverse circumstances. Much creditis
due also to Sterne, the captain of the
track team, for his hard work in that
office. :

Our thanks are due to the Rev. Le-
Baron McKiel for procuring for us a
holy table, lectern and reading desk,
as well as to other kind friends for
their gifts. Especially I should like to
express on behalf of the school our
thanks to the Old Boys’ Association for
their beautiful gift of a communion
set and to assure them that no gift
from them could have been more wel-
come.

Mr. Emerson feels that Saskatoon
has a bright future, it having grown in
seven years to a city of 10,000, and oc-

in Saskatchewan to Winnipeg in Man-
itoha.
