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All Records Broken by Last Week’s
Ore Shipments.

OUTPUT WAS 3,050 TONS

The War Eagle May Double 1ts Ship-
ments and Its Dividends—Depth Be-
ing Attained All Over the Camp—
News of the Mines.

The ore shipments for the past week,
Jeaving all records far behind, went soar-
ing into the clouds, with the result that
the total output of the mines for the

seven (ays ending last night reachedthe

enormous total of 3,050 tons. The only
record that even approached this was
the output of the previous week, when
the product of the camp was 2,650 tons.

Immense a8 was

ended, yet it would have been increased
by at least 700 tons had it not been for
the unfortunate wreck on the Red
Mountain road, which prevented the
Le Roi from shipping nearly 40 carloads
to the smelter at Northport. There is
no cause for complaint, however, with
the record as it stands, for never before
in the history of Canada has a camp pro-
duced anything even approximating the
tonnage sent to the smelters last week
from the mines of Rossland.

In the way of strikes, the immense
find on the Virginia, of course, is the
most important discovery of the week,
or indeed of the past year, but the other
properties have been doing their full
gquota in the way of finding good ore.
The Jogie was second only to the Vir-
ginia, with a 14-foot ledge of mixed ore
in west crosg-cuts at the 300-foot levels
in the shaft. The Deer Park also is
looking very well, and the management
reporte that values have shown an en-
couraging increase as depth is attained.

More attention is being paid to deep
mining now than at any previous time
in the history of the camp. The Le
Roi, which at the present is the deepest
mine in the district, with 700 feet to its
credit, will begin sinking to the 800-foot
level about the fifth of the month, while
the Centre Star wil' in a few days begin
sinking from the 500-foot level of its
main shaft. The War Eagle, which is
installing & hoisting plant capable of
reaching the 2,700-foot level, is actively
at work deepening its shaft, while on
the No. 1 the vertical shaft is being
equipped with new machinery to permit
of its more rapid sinking.

The Josie, which at present has been
opened to the 300-foot level, will be
deepened at once by at least 100 feet,
while on the Nickel Plate the British
America corporation will also sink the
shaft 100 feet further. On the Deer.
Park the 300-foot level is rapidly being

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In all these properties, ‘are but
few selected from the large mumber of
properties at work in the camp, the
dominant idea is to obtain depth, so as
to.get ander the surface disturbanees,
and the idea is being practically carried
out ag fast as trained superintendence,
gkillful miners, improved machinery and
the expenditure of money will permit.
The interesting announcement is made
by a man who is in close touch with the
War Eagle company, that as soon as the
new hoisting plant is installed the out-
put of the mine, which is now about 200
tons per day, will be doubled and the
production of the mine will be approx-
imately 3,000 tons per week. The an-
nouncement, while a welcome one, is
not a surprise to those who are familiar
with the development of the War Eagle,
for the property is fully in shape
to stand sauch an output for
an indefinite time. It is also
announced on the authority of the same
man that with the increase in the ship-
ments of the mine the dividends will be
doubled. As the company at present is
paying 1} cents per month, equal to
18 per cent per yeéar, thisdoubling of the
dividends will mean that the fortunate
holders of War Eagle stock will receive
payments at the rate of 36 per cent
yearly on the par value of their holdings.
The capitalization of the War Eagle
company is $2,000,000, so that the dis-
bursement of three cents per share
monthly would mean that the mine is
paying at the magnificent rate of: $720,-
000 per year. There is an old tradition
that mining shares paying 20 per cent
per annum out of a mine with an
adequate ore reserve, form a safe
and very profitable investment. It
will be observed that the War Eagle,
paying three cents per share monthly,
would be paying twice the dividends de-
manded by the most cautious investors.
Below are given some synopses ef the
work done in some of the principal
mines of the camp during the past week.

_Le Ror.—Despite the wreck on' the
Red Mountain railway which played
havoc with the Le Roi’s ore shipments,
the mine produced the comfortable total
of 1,180 tons. There is some 800 tons
on the dumps at the property, and had
it not been for the wreck the shipments
would have been at least 1,700 tons,
which would have broken the record at
the mine. Sinking the shaft to the 800-
foot level will be started next:weeék,
when 28 machines will be employed
underground. It is expected that the
ghipments for August will amount to 300
tons per day, or 9,000 tons for the
month, which will set the mark for ore
production in the mines of the camp.
The capacity of the present hoisting
plant is 500 tons per day, but as 40 per
cent of this is waste 300 tons daily wil
touch the limit of ore production with the
present plant. The construction of a
new vertical shaft is being considered,
and if sunk it would be located near the
line between the Le Roiand the Black
Bear, so that it would prove the main
working- shaft of both properties. In
size it would be the largest workings in
the camp.

THE OCITY’S INTERESTS.

There seems to be a desire in certain
quarters torush the city headlong into a
deal for the purchase of the Rossland
Light and Water company’s plant, re-
gardiess of the result being beneficial or
otherwise to the municipality. There
are also a few who seem disinelined to
give the members of the city council
credit for having ordinary business intel-
ligence. :

Tae MINER, however, is of the opinion
that the council will refuse to be bull-
Jdozed into hasty or ill-advised action in
this matter. The aldermen, in ‘each in-
stance, are shrewd, successful business
men with a large stake in the city, and
they are men of integrity sufficient to
handle the city’s affairs with the same
care that they bestow on the manage-
ment of their respective businesses.
They pay in taxes as much into the
municipal treasury as anyone, and are
consequently interested in the light and
water question to a propértionate ex-
tent. It is therefore reasonable te pre-
sume that they will satisfy themselves
with regard tothe various phases of the
problem, and in £o doing will act with
due deliberation.

This question has arisen more or less
suddenly, so far as thecity is concerned.
Before submitting its terms of sale the
company took ample time for the prep-
aration of the same, and it may be taken
for granted that the gshrewd men who
compose that corporation did not give
themselves the worst of it in that par-
ticular instance; on the contrary, with
all due respect to them, it is certaiu that
they have submitted the very best pos-
gible arrangement for themselves. Why
should the city not do the same on its
part?

Besides the councilmen, the munici-
pality has expert officials in the several
departments whose gervices could be
very advantageously employed in de-
termining the best course to pursue.
Such of these men as are necessary
should be employed with a strong com-
mittee of aldermen to report fully in
the city’s interest. If this is done the
city will then know exactly how to act
for the best.

A LOOK AHEAD.

Within the last six months a great deal
of money has been made in the advance
in the prices of mining stocks.

THE BOARD OF HEALTH.

Tae Miner would not be surprised if
the Provincial board of health were
made the subject of considerable adverse
criticism at the mass meeting at Domin-
jon hall tonight. There can be no doubt
but that the members of that body
richly deserve a severe dressing down for
their annoying stupidity and persistent
negligence in the “matter of the city’s
sewage system. The assinine regula-
tions of the board with regard to the
disposa) of the sewage of municipalities
into such streams as the Columbia river,
and its delay in suggesting other meansg
of handling the drainage of Roseland are
the chief reasons why the city is today
without a satisfactory sewage system.
The applications of the city council for
advice and assistance in this connection

'have been treated with absolute indiffer-

ence. We admit that a sanitary engin-
eer has reported on what would be the
cost of laying piping sufficient to drain
the town. This was done through the
personal efforts of :Premier Turner,
but we do  not forget that a8
stiff Dbill - has been presented to
the city for the very meagre informa-
tion thereby furnished. Tke Provincial
board of health has been of no service to
Rossland, and we have yet 1o learn that
it has benefited any town or dis-
trict. . This department -of the public
service requires the immediate attention
of the Government. It ghould be re-
organized and remodelled. The present
members of the board should be given
an opportunity at once to obtain a liveli-
hood independent of government support
and men should be put in their places
who understand whatis required of them
and are conscientious enough to perform
witkout delay the duties of their office.

MAEKING HASTE SLOWLY.

The first move made by the city coun-
cil in response to an agitation for the
municipal ownership of a light and
water system was t0 direct the city clerk
to communicate with the gold commis-
sioner at Nelson with a view to ascertain-
ing the decision of that official with
regard to who controls the use of the
water of the severa! streams tributary to
Rossland. This was promptly done, but
no reply has been received. The city
officials are at a loss to understand why
their request has not been answered, as
it was forwarded a week ago and the
commissioner completed his investiga-
tion some time last year. The object of
the council was to discover the extent of
the city’s water rights.

The second move in this matter was
made last night when it was decided
that a committee, consisting of Acting
Mayor Clute, Alderman Goodeve and
City Clerk McQueen, should thoroughly
investigate and report upon what is the
best policy for the city to persue in or-
der to own its own water and light sys-
tem. The resolution providing for this
also arranged for a mass meeting, which
will be held tonight, in order to obtain
an expression of opinion from the rate-
payers. The committee may be relied
upon to do its duty in a satisfactory
manner, and itis a good idea to afford
the consumers of light and water
in our city an opportunity to express
their views on the subject. The
éouncil seems to be determined tothresh
this matter out in a thorough and sys-
tematic manner, and is to be commended
for so doing. It is ‘highly important
that the city shall make the best possi-
ble arrangement. There is no necessity
for a waste of public funds in this mat-
ter, and, from the way things are pro-
gressing, it does not seem likely that
any indiscreet move will be made on the
part of the municipality. . °

gion. He suggests a reduction in the
scale of charges for cable messages that
is startling in its extravagance. The
scale he proposes is as follows: A penny
a word between Great Britain and Eur-
ope; threepence to Canada and India;
and sixpence to Australia and Africa.
He maintains that at these rates the
lines would return large profits. Fur-
thermore he thinks they should only be
temporary, until it is possible to estab-
lish an Imperial penny cable, which is,
in his opinion, what the Empire should
possess. In an interview which appears

says that Mr. Chamberlain is convinced
‘of the value of the abolition of the pres-
ent high rates, which is only possible by
e government’s breaking the cable
monopolies and acquiring a system that
will make London the nerve center of the
world. If Mr. Heaton’s hopes are realized
he will deserve the thanks of the public
both at home and in the colonies. The
present cable charges are excessive.

A DIPLOMATIC (P) INCIDENT.

An incident occurred at the recenut
vice-regal reception at Vancouver that
has become the subject of considerable
newspaper comment, ‘especially in the
United States. The story is that Colo-
nel Dudley, the United States commer-
cial agent at Vancouver, was snubbed
by the Earl of Aberdeen. The occasion
was an official one.

The representative of the United
States made an attempt to draw from
Lord Aberdeen his opinion as to an alli-
ance of Great Britain and the United
States. His Excellency, with a better
gense of the proprieties than Colonel
Dudley, avoided conversation of the
gsubject. Thereupon, it is said, the
American consul felt injured and pressed
his point until the embarrassed gover-
nor-general turned his back upon him.

The public press on the other side of
the line commend the conduct of Lord
Aberdeen, and the unfortunate colonel is
being lambasted right and left. The
following, from the Spokane Chronicle,
is a fair sample: ‘‘An American consul
who so far forgets himself as to think he
is a diplomatist should be rebuked.
Moreover, an American official who,
even 'in the humblest capacity, would
make our people appear as if suing for
friendship or begging for help at the
present time deserves exactly what
Colonel Dudley got.”’

THE MASS MEETING.

A good expression of public sentiment
was obtained at the mass meeting held
last night to discuss the light, water and
gsewage questions now engaging the
attention of the city council.
The council is held blameless
for not perfecting the sewage system
and it wasshown that the fault lies with
the board of health. There seems to be
gsome, opposition to incurring, at least for
the present, the expense of installing a
gystem such as was recommended by the
Provincial sanitary engineer, and it now
looks as though the matter will be
dropped until next year. ,

The light and water problem seems to
have been more difficult to solve, and
no definite conclusion was reached. But
when it is remem-
bered that all the facts and informa-
tion Dbearing on the case, go far
as. the city i8 concerned, have
not- been set forth. It is, however,
satisfactory to note that,while there is a
strong prevailing gentiment in favor of
municipal ownership, there is an evi-
dent disposition for careful and deliber-
ate action on the part of the city coun-

cil.

YHANG™,G OVER THE GULCH

‘A Frightful Railway Horror "Averted
by a Hairsbreadth—Traffic Will Not
Be Restored Before Tomorrow—
Wreck Will Be Hard to Move.

A broken wheel on the locomotive of
the Spokane Falls & Northern train that
left Rossland at noon Friday caused
the derailing of the engine on the trestle
just beside the O. K. mill. No one was
hurt but it was only by a hairsbreadth
that the whole train escaped going over
the trestle into the gulch beneath. It
will. probably be tomorrow before the:
wreck is cleared and communication

over the line restored.

The afternoon train from Spokane,
which was due here at 8:20 p. m., could
not, of course, pass the wreck, but its
mails, passengers and express were met
by wagons and brought to town. The
passengers for the south on the wrecked
train were taken on board the train from
Spokane, which backed down to North-
port with them. :

The train to which the accident beifell
left the station here on time with about
20 passengers, including the Salvation
Army Marine band, bound for Spokane.
Conductor Luce was in charge, while A.
Mathewson was the acting eongineer and
Wm. Bell the fireman. There was no
gsort of difficulty until the train, travel-
ing about 12 miles an hour, reached the
0. K. trestle — a long structure span-
‘ning Little Sheep creek, about 40 feet
high and 250 feet long. 1t is builton &
compound curve. As was afterwards
found, about 10 inches of the flange on
the front right hand pilot wheel of the
engine broke off as the train was about
76 yards from the trestle, but
the accident was not mnoticed until
the momeut the locomotive reached the
curve at the end of the trestle. As the
wheel was without a flange to_hold it to
the rails the engine plunged straight
off the track and began grinding among
the cross-ties. Engineer Mathewson in-
stantly turned on his air-brakes, and
although the grade was steep he stop
the train before it had traveled 50 feet
further. He had not a foot to spare,
however, for the engine was headed
square over the side of the trestle and
had knocked the guard rail into splint-
ers, while the pilot was hanging in space
25 feet above the ground. A second
more and the whole train would have
plunged down into the yawning gulch
beneath. > S

The passengers were altogether un-
aware of what had befallen them until
they went forward to investigate. When
the Salvation Army band discovered
their narrow escape they were enthusi-
astic in their gratitude for ** the provi-
dential deliverance.” ;

The locomotive and the tender’ wge
left lying almost on their sides, resting

above a huge hole in the middle of the |

trestle. The wrecking crew was expected
up from Spokane late last nightto repair
the damage. It looks as if the task of
placing the engine aright npon track will
be no easy one, although the engine it-
gelf is seemingly unscathed except for
the broken wheel which caused the
accident.

Although no trains will be able to
run out of Rossland today, yet wagons
will leave the Red Mountain station at
8 o’clock in the morning for the O. K.,
where a train will be in readiness to
make connections at Northport for Spo-
kane. The passengers and mails to ar-
rive on the afternoon train will also be
brought in by wagons.

souvenir. The motion was carried and
President McArthur appointed Hon. C.
H. Mackintosh, J. C.S. Fraser and John
McKane as a committee to solicit sub-
gpriptione to defray the cost of publica-
ion.

The matter of indorsing the project of
selling the plant of the Rosgland Water
& Light company to the city next came
up and President McArthur requested
that J. C. 8. Fraser take the chair
owing to the fact that he was secretary
of the West Kootenay Light & Power
company as well as a shareholder. He

desired that the fullest and fairest dis-

cussion of the matter at issue be had.
Mr. Fraser then took the chair.
D. B. Bogle then moved, “That in the
opinion of the council of the board of
trade the city of Rossland ought to own
and operate its own water p.ant and
light supply, and that the right to
purchase the assets of the Rossland
Light & Water company, possessed by
the city under the charter of said com-
pany, be exercised without delay.”

f'o some of the few who were present
this resolution appeared to give too
much consideration to the Light & Water
company and not enough to the municip-
ality, and after an informal discussion it

was suggested that Mr. Bogle had better-

amend his motion by adding the words :
“Provided that after due inquiry the
purchase is fully justified by the finan-
cial benefit to the city, and that a copy
of this resolution be sent to the mayor
and the common council of the city.”
This was finally done.

The resolution was seconded by Oliver
Durant, and the meeting then adjourned.

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LIGHT AND WATER.

The ratepayers of Rossland are desir-
ous of having a light and water service
at the lowest possible cost. The pre-
vailing opinion is that the present
charges are unreasonably high and that
it is the duty of the city council to forth-
with give the matter its serious consid-.
eration with a view of arranging for its
satisfactory settlement.

We do not doubt that the members of
the council will do their best for the
public welfare in this instance. Tt.mey
are, however, eonfronted by a very im-
portant and complex guestion, and un-
less extraordinary eare jg8 exercised, a
bad bargain may be made by the muni-
cipality. 2,10

At gpresent ‘Rossland is gupplied

with § water by a local company
whicitaleo operates the electric lighting
gystem. This company, by the terms of
its charter, controls a limited amount of
the water tributary to the city, the bal-
ance being claimed by the municipality
and ' numper ol privaté corporations.
Before the council enters into any ar-
rangement for supplying the ratepayers
with water, it is absolutely essential that
the most complete, authentic informa-
tion be obtained as to the respective
ownerships of the water rights of the
camp. If it is discovered that the city
is entitled to eufficient water to supply
both the municipality and the ratepay-
ers, an estimate of the cost of installing
an adequate municipal waterworks sys-
tem should then be procured and com-
pared with the cost and advantages of
the system now in use. It may be,
however, that the city owns certain
water rights which are, nevertheless,
insufficient for the present or future
need of Rossland. Should this be
proven it would then be manifestly the
duty of the council to see if there are
other water rights in the neighborhood
that could be secured and used in con-
pection with the supply already con-
trolled by the city to better advantage
than the plant now offered for sale to
the council. In other words, the council
must not purchase the plant of the local
water company if it can install one for
less cost.

Another important point is the value
of the property offered for sale by the
Light and Power company. Is the
plant in its entirety worth $85,000?
What is included in the offer? Are any
or all the holdings of the company
needed by the city? Can the city in-
stall its own electric lighting and
water systems cheaper than it can
purchase those now in use? Would it
be advisable .for the city to assume the
Rossland Light and Water company’s
contract with the West Kootenay Power
& Light company for the supply of elec-
tricity? These and many other points
require the most careful attention of the
council. TaE MiINgrR hopes is that
the cost of electric light and water
works for Rossland will be reduced to
the lowest noteh in order that the in-
debtedness of the city may be kept
down, that low taxes will prevail, and,
last but not least, that the ratepayers
may obtain light and water at a much
less cost than is the case at present.

PATRONIZE HOME INDUSTRY.

There is a movement on foot to have
published an illustrated pamphlet that
will tell the story of the greatness of the
mineral resources of the Rossland camp
and also at length the speeches
that were delivered at the luncheon
recently given in this city in honor of
His Excellency, the Governor'General.
It is the intention of those who are
interested in the publication of the book
to make it an artistic and generally high
class production, and it is expected that
an edition of 5,000 copies will be printed.
The scheme has been endorsed by the
council of the board of trade and it is
intended that the cost of publishing the
book shall be defrayed by public sub-
scription. It is estimated that some-
thing over $1,000 will be re-
quired to produce this publication.
It would be a pity to see this sum of
money go to outside publishers if the
work can be done at home. It is hoped
that the committee having charge of the
matter will paironize the local printers
if it is found that they can do so con-
sistently. This book can, in our opinion,
be produced as well in Rossland ss else-
where. TaHE MINER believesin patroniz-
ing home industries whenever posgible.

There is an aid that will result
in far ‘greater advantage to the camp
than this,’and that is its moral effect. It
will encourage those who have properties
here to develop them along lines similar
to those followed in the case of the Vir-
ginia and others of the mines of merit
here. The owners will now feel more
confident that they will find values il
they go to a proper depth and there will
be no more vain searching for valuable
finds of mineral within a few feet of the
sirface. Perpendicular shafts will be
sunk to a depth of from 300 to 500 feet
and then crosscuts will be run to find
the ore bodies. It is patent that the
values and _permanent ore bodies are
found at considerable distance below the
surface. There i only one way to mine
in this or any other camp aand that
is the proper way. The very best

successfully, carried on, are none too
good for this camp. There are too many
cases of glipshod methods of mining on
unconventional lines, which have in-
variably resulted in failure, for any more
of this alleged mining to be carried on
now, unless failure is courted. Let the
owners of meritorious prospects in this
camp now take new heart and remember
the proverb that ‘‘there are just as good
fish in the sea as ever were caught,’”’ and
that there are, perhaps, many Virginias
in the Trail Creek division. They must
be developed in a proper manner, how-
ever, in order to bring out their intrinsic
worth.

There are many people who mistaker.-
ly imagine than anyone can successfully
operate a mining property. This is a
grievous mistake. It takes years of ex-
perience and as much, if not more, skill
to make a succeseful miher than it does
to make a good civil engineer or a first
class lawyer or physician. This fact
should be taken into consideration when
a man is to be selected in the futnre to
take charge of the development of a
mining property.

Oliphant Bell, a New Zealander of some
experience in mining. The article is
well written and has covered the ground
in a commendable manner so far asit
goes. Much sensible advise is given to
the Coast people with regard to op-
portunities existing for them here and
how they should be embraced. Referring
to the South and East Yale districts,
in which are the  Boundary Creek and
Okanagan camps, the article says it
would be lamentable shame if the Coast
cities do not make a determined effort to
gecure a large share of the already great
and rapidly growing trade of that region,
and asks if ‘‘we are to have a repetitign
of what has occurred in Kootenay.!’
This a matter which it would be well for
the Coast merchants to consider.

Mr. Bell bhas the following to say con-
cerning the people of Rossland, which is
evidence that he ie gifted with excellent
powers of observation :

No article would be complete without
some special reference to the character
of the people comprising a community
such as this. They are then, in the lit-
eral sense of the word, as enterprising,
resourceful and indemitable a class as
can be found sanywhere in Canada.

widely distrusted and hated. In the
Pruss assembly the national party
opposed all his measures, being fully
rerdmded that anything emanating
rom Bismarck must look towarde des-
potism. But he proved himself to be
the best friend Prussia ever had, even

though he did gain the reputation of
being ‘‘a man of blood and iron.”

Eprror° Mingr—3ir: I have heard
many feople expressing surprise at a
vertical shaft beiny sunk on the White
Bear mining claim, but to a modern
mingr it must be a pleasant sight. I
notice in the Rossland camp that the
ancient Cornish system of sinking on
the lode predominates,and on several
properties the hoisting plant is on the
wrong side of the shaft. I trust for the
comijort of workmen and the saving of
owners’ money that more vertical shafts
may be seen in this district, as the loss
of time at any deep mine where the
miners’ only means of ingress and egrese
in and out of the mine is by way of lad-
ders, is considerable. This sabject may
seem a trivial matter for some people,
but the ancient system decidedly wants
altering. A vertical shait fitted up with
modern automatic apphances has many
advantages over what®is only fit for a
prospecting shait and for a practical
illustration of a single benefit. Take a

MR. FARQUARSON'S TILT

He Brought in Beef and Began to Com-
pete With the Trust and the Latter
Raised the Price of Mutton and So
Ran Him Out of Business.

The ‘'méat business of Rossland has
some exceedingly interesting, not to say
peculiar features connected with it.
Nominally the selling of meat is an in-
dustry in which any man who  choses
may engage with as much freedom as he
8an carry on any other legitimate pur-
suit; actually, however, the butcher
business here is absolutely in the hands
of a trust that relentlessly kills whatever

opposition may arise. It is financial
suicide to embark in the industry with-
out first having come to the terms laid
down by the trust.

The moving figure of the mammoth
cligue is P. Burns, the millionaire
butcher of Calgary. The local market
men‘are mere figureheads. Burns con-
trols all the meat brought into the dis-
trict. and the local dealers must either
pay the price he puts upon it or go witi-
out. In a business way Mr. Barns hoius
‘unlimited power over the retail men.

Tilted Against the Combine.

C. E. Farquarson is the latest man t)
go against the buzz saw. He knows

better now. Mr, Farquarson, who is a
butcher by trade, several weeks ago
conceived the idea of buying cattle on
the Colville reservation, driving them
here to be dressed and then disposing of
the beef wholesale to the hotel men of
the city, who previously had been pow-
erlese in the hands of the trust. Mr.
Farquarson know that he could bring
the cattle in here, pay duty on them and"
sell the beefat a long discount under the
prices demanded by the trust, while
there 'would still be a good profit in the
business for him.
It was an excellent idea, but it failed.
He reckoued without the trust.
The hotel men had been paying l4c. a
pound to the trust for hind quarters,
Mr. Farquarson promptly offered to sell
the same guarters for 1lc. per ggnnd, or
if a whole side of beef were bought, it
was sold at 10c. With such a reduction
in prices as this he soon secured more
trade than he could handle. The hotel
men werc delighted with their release
from the prices they had been compelled
to pay; the customers got better steaks
than ever; Mr. Farquarson was making
money. Everybody was satisfied with
the exception of the trust, and it bided
its time.
A Clever Manceuvyre.
Farquarson might have been frozem

out by his opponents cutting prices so
low that be could not possibly meet
them, but that would mean a loss, and
the trust decided on another means, by
which not only was Farquarson crowded
out but his customers were made to pay
for the crowding. It was a clever plan.

Farquarson limited himeself to handl-
ing beef, He made no effort at market-
ing either matton or pork, and the hotel
men who bought beet from him contin-

d to buy their mutton from the trast
