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Bernard Macdonald Home After
Spending a Month at Tread-
well Mines—Deeply Grieved

Over Josie Fatality.

Bernard Macdonald, general manager

Kootenay Mining companies at this
place, has just returned after a month’s
vacation spent in Alaska visiting his

brother, who is manager of the famous
Treadwell and allied mining companies
operating on Douglas island.

A representative of The Miner called
upon Mr. Macdonald and obtained from
him the following interview, which will
be of general interest:

“Yes, 1 enjoyed my vacation in
Alaska and, also the trip going and re-
turning. But the unfortunate accident
at the-Josie has destroyed the pleasure
1 would otherwise have had at home-
coming. This accident is too sad to
contemplate, and my sympathy and
pity go to the bereavéd friends and
families of the two deceased miners.

“I took passage on the Cottage City,
one of the steamers of the Pacific
Coast Steamship company which sails
between Seattle and Skagway, Alaska.
En route the steamer called at Victoria,
B. C., and at Ketchikan, Treadwell,
Douglas Island, and Juneau in Alaska.
The distance from Seattle to Victoria
is 72 miles, to Ketchikan 662 miles, to
Treadwell, on Douglas Island, 899 miles
and to Skagway. 999 miles.

MOST DELIGHTFUL TRIP.

“The steamers generally occupy three
and one-half to four days in making
the trip between Seattle and Skagway,
which includes the stops at the inter-
mediate places named. This is one of
the most ‘delightfol and restful trips
imaginable, and the tourist-crowded’
steamers of growing fleets attest to its
popularity.” The appointments and cui-
sine of the steamers are modern, which
adds materially to the enjoyment of
the trip. The voyage is made over
what is known as the inland or inter-
island route, which lies along thé in-
1and coast of the State of "Washington
through Puget Sound. then along and
among the islands off the British Co-
Jumbia coast for nearly 400 miles, then
entering the Alaskan waters at Dixon’s
Entrance. The trip is finished through
the group of ijslands known as the
Alexander - Archipelago. I might say
here that there have been counted
110 islands in this archipelago. e

“Only at three points on the route—
Queen Charlotte’s Sound for 60 miles,
Milbank Sound for seven miles and
Dixon’s Entrance for 15 miles—is the
open ocean visible, As a consequence,
with occasional éxceptions for the dis-
tances referred to, the sea is as calm
as a river and placid as a lake, and
seasickness is unknown.

“Thes walls of the exhausted areas of
the vein are supported by vertical ribs
and pillagrs of the ore left standing,
while the levels are preserved by the
horizontal pillars left over and under
them. The horizontal pillar over the
tramming level is 10 to 15 feet thick,
and through this pillar chutes are open-
ed at suitable frequency. Through
these chutes the broken ore is drawn
off into the tram cars. The only tim-
ber used are the mouthpieces of the
chutes and the posts supporting them.

“Two-ton tram cars are used in the
mine, and these are loaded at the
chutes and made into trains, which are
hauled by horses on the endless rope
system to the storage bins at the shaft.
A horse hauls a train of six cars, while
a 20-car train is hauled by the rope
system. The rope system will eventu-
ally be installed on all the levels. The
shafts, with one exception, are vertical,
and the hoisting ist done by self-dump-
ing skips.

5000 TONS CRUSHED DAILY.

“Two ‘large Gates’ crushers are in-
stalled at, each shaft, which break the
ore as it dumps from the skips to sizes
suitable for the stamp batteries. When
se crushed the ore falls into storage
bins, from which it is hauled in train
loads by locomotives to the miMs. There
are 5000 tons of ore.thus delivered to
the mills every day, of which about
3000 tons come from the Treadwell
mine. The remaining production comes
from three adjoining mines, all of
which are under the same manage-
ment. The production is reduced dur-
ing the dry season, which'is during the
winter months,

MARVEL OF CHEAP MINING.

““The ore is free milling and concen-
trating, carrying the gold free in the
guartz and combined in the iron py-
rites, of which ‘there is about two per
cent in the ore.

“The stamp mills are in units of vari-
ous sizes, the two largest containing
240 and 300 stamps each. For each five
stamps there are two six-foot Frue
vanners. S

“The stamp duty is five tons of ore
crushed through slot screens equivalent
to 24 mesh. The stamp drop is eight
inches 100 times per nrinute. The tail-
ings are allowed to run into Gastineau
Channel. ot

“The concentrates, which are preduc-

«The scenery on either side of the
route is grand and picturesque. On the
mainland and on many of the islands,’
as well the summits and towering
peaks of gigantic mountain ranges are
covered with perpetual snow, while
from the shore till well towards thei
summits are dense forests of pine and
an undergrowth almost tropical; in lux-
uriance. Occasionally, perhaps I should
say generally, the peaks and summits
of the mountains are veiled with
clouds or barred with. floating mists,’
which tend to increase their gra,ndeur\
by seeming to make them/ penetrate
the sky. On the sides of these moun-|
tains, extending from their summits to-|
wards the sea, may be seen many
famous glaciers—those jce rivers—the
remnants of the great ice sheet th:}t
once covered the larger part of this
continent. In the sea schools of por-
poise play around the ship and fr_e-
quently nurhbers of whales may D€
seen spouting at one time within com-
paratively short distances of the ship.
With the exception of occasional rain
and fogs the weather was Very fine.

GREAT TREADWELL MINE.

«Dyring my visit I availed myself
of the opportunity I had for studying:
the methods of operations at the mines
on Douglas Island and of noting the'
commercial results obtained. Douglas
Island is separated from the mainland
by Gastineau Channel, which is op-
posite the mines, three-fourths of a
mile in width and 200 to 800 feet in
depth. The general course of this
channel is about east and west; mag-
netic, and the sgreat Treadwell vein
runs. along the coast roughly parallel
to it. At the Treadwell mine the out-
crop of the vein is about 1000 feet back
trom the shore and about 300 feet above’
high tide. Here the vein was 300 to 400
feet in width. It was mined by the
open cut and pit systeml until recently,
but now only about one-eighth of the

from surface pits. Some of the shafts
and the workings on the vein are now
four or five hundred feet under tide
water, but the workings, nevertheless,
may be considered dry.

“The ore is broken by machine drills,
each of which averages from 30 to 60
tons per day. The excavations in the
Vein are not timbered but are filled
with the broken ore as the work l
stoping proceeds.

When
shipments to the Trail smelter were
suspended last summer he Canadian
Pacific naturally transferred their ofe
cars  to the Phoenix-Grand --rks run,
where cars were in strong demand
owing to the large and .growing out-
put of the Granby mines at Phoenix.
Now that shipments have been resum-
ed from the Rossland mines sending
ore to Trail the Canadian Pacific has
taken immediate steps to secure a com=-
plete equipment of rolling' stock on the
Rossland hill, and a: string of ore dumps
is expected in from Eholt, on the Boun-
dary section, tomorrow, It is expected
also that the big Shay engine, No. 1901
(formerly No. 111), will bring the
empties from Eholt and remain here in
active commission for the future. The
fact has already been pointed out that
under actual working conditions the
Shay engine hauls 275 tons up the four
per cent grade on the Rossland hill,
as compared with 134 tons, the stand-
ard load for the big consolidated loco-
motives, on the same run. The differ-
ence thus indicated is net profit to the
railroad people, as the Shay is operated
as economically or miore so than the
ordinary engines.

On Monday, therefore, the two mines
will be in full swing—shipping not less
than 300 tons daily. Report has it
that when the mines are fully equip-
ped, as will be the case in 60 days at
the oufside, a substantial increase in
the daily output may be looked for.

watch the plucking of the feathers.
To many in the east the plucking of the
ostrich feathers is probably associated
with a violent laying on of hands and
2 tying down of the bird. As a matter
of fact the gathering of the feathers
i a very delicate task.
‘When the time comes a man carefully
examines the flock, and picks out those
birds whose feathers are 'ripening,
groups them into dozens and pens them
in so that they cannot run about and
injure their beautiful plumage. When
the plucking time comes the bird is
enticed into a narrow, dark passage-
way. The entrances are then closed
and the bird thus imprisoned. A cloth
tag is thrown over the creature’s head.

The trust compelled them'to sign con-
tracts agreeing to give all of their out-

put to the trust smelters and to route

it over the railways selected by the
trust. It has always been charged that
the trust has made enormous profits
from rebates which it got from rail-
ways on freight bills paid by miners.
Then, too, the smelting charges have
been considered high and requests for
reductions have been refused. The
smelting trust some time ago under-
took to limit the amount of ore which
the mines could put on the market.
The output was limited to two-thirds
of the alleged mnormal production,
though the amount was increased. The
price, set first at 4 cents a pound, was
cut afterwards to 31-2 cents a pound,
where it now stands. As a result of
the reduced output and reduced price
profits of some of the big mines have
been just about cut in two. Against
these conditions mine owners have
steadily complained without relief, un-
ti1 a short time ago they decided to cut
free from the smelting trust. Coeur
d'Alene mines produce about 45 per
cent of all the argentiferous lead ores
in the United States.

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MINING NEWS OF
INTEREST FROM SA_NDON

(Special to the Miner.)

SANDON, B. C.,, Aug. 20.—Your re-
porter took a special trip through the

sSlocan distriét this week and found
the mining situation generally to be of
a brighter outlook than has been the
case for some considerable time. In
the McGuigan Basin the Rambler-Cari-
boo is working a full payroll of about
100 men. The Red Fox, Antoine and
Washington mines are all active. The
Dardanelles are increasing their force
of men owing to the recent find of rich
ore. The Soho have settled the diffi-
culty with their men, and are going
right ahead with the extensive develop-
ment work already mapped out by the
new management, and the Sunset is
also the scene of much activity.

In the neighborhood of Sandon the
mines are all showing signs of a re-
vival, and the following is a 1iist of
some of the more important properties
on the shipping list, with their present
payrolls:

GREENWOOD, B. C, Aug. 21.—W.|

The civil
sittings of the supreme court, which
will follow the criminal, will have sev-
eral causes to deal with.

A commencement has been made to
remove the buildings now on the site
of the mew public school, preparatory
to grading the land and erecting the
new buildings in accordance with the
plans of the architect, G. D. Curtis.

The Vernon & Nelson Telephone com-
pany has arranged for the removal of
its' Greenwood exchange from the un-
suitable premises it has for years ocC-
cupied to rommodious and convenient-
iy situated quarters in the Mellor block
in the centre of the business section ot
the city.

A bright fire on the outskirts of t.he
town attracted attention at about 11
o’clock last night. It transpired this
morning that the stables at what was
formerly Knowles’ milk ranch were de-
stroyed, but the damage was restrict-
ed to those buildings, the near-by resi-
dence having escaped ignition.

E. Woolrich, for several years local
agent for the Hamilton Powder com-
pany, left yesterday for Chicago, going
by the new stage line to Curlew and
thence over the Great Northern to
Spokane. By persistent attention to
business he secured for the Hamilton
company a considerable connection in
the Boundary.

GEOLOGICAL MAP OF BOUNDARY.

R. W. Brotk, of the Dominion geolo-
gical survey, with his party, is now en-
gaged in a geological examination of
Deadwood and Copper camps, west of
Greenwood. Yesterday Mr. Brock spent
some time at the Mother Lode mine,
where the rock exposures in the big
quarry and other open-cut workings
exhibit local features of much interest
to the geologist and mineralogist. The
examination of the mining camps of
the Boundary district and their im-
mediate surroundings is about conclud-
ed, sufficient data having been obtain-
ed to admit of the ‘preparation of a
geological map of thé Boundary, which
work will be undertaken shortly at Ot~
tawa preliminary to the publication of
a small map of the district, ;leaving
the larger and more comprehenslve
map uniform. with the series already
issued by the geological survey for
publication when similar information
shall have been obtained relative to
the country westwards to the Okan-
agdn. The western boundary of the
area to ber included in the smaller map
will run from the international boun-
dary line near Midway northwards to
a short distance above Copper and
West Copper camps. ‘Mr. Brock will
spend the greater part of the fall in the

mineralized zone by the West Fork of
Kettle River.

SMELTER TO RESUME.

The coke situation has so improved
during the past week that it is now
expected a tion of smelting oper-
ations at.Greenwood will only be a
matter of a few days. The B. C. Cop-
Per company has already received
about 1000 tons of coke and has advices
of 500 tons more on thewuy The
Crow’s Nest Coal company has lately
been shipping an average of six cars
per day to the Greenwood smelter,
which is a car a day more than the
smelter requires to keép its two fur-4
naces going, consequentiyx if this rate
of shipment continues it will be prac-
ticable to accumulate a reserve stock
in case of any temporary interruption
in the supply. Under the altered con-
ditions it is considered that it will be
safe to “blow in” next week, probably
on Wednesday, 27th inst., without risk
of having to again stop work for lack
of fuel. Preparations are accordingly
being made to start on that date. A
few men are to be put on at the com-
pany’s Mother Lode mine tomorrow,
and the working force there will be
gradually increased until the full num-
ber of between 70 and 80 shall have
been made room for, which will prob-
ably be a week hence. Thereafter the
mine will send down to the smelter be-
tween 700 and 800 tons of ore per diem.

GOT HIS JUST DUES.

land.

The government’s action in the first
instance was due to the pressure from
a number of sportsmen to bring in the
pheasant and grouse season at the
same time, especially as grouse hunters
would be sure to shoot as many pheas-
ants anyway.

SMELTING AT $3.90.

Oscar Szontag Discusses Cost of Hand-
ling Ore.

Oscar Szontagh, manager of the Le
Roi smelter at Northport, who is in
the city, gives some interesting infor-
mation about copper losses and the cost
of emelting at ‘the big plant under his
control.

“The average cost of smelting the ore
is about $3.90 a ton,” said he yesterday,
«“During July it was $3.85 a ton. During
August it will run a little higher, be-
cause of the short supply of ore and
the poor coke with which we have been
working. The Le Rol company is mak-
ing big money—making lots of money—
but it comes from the savings which
I have made at the smelter. The ore is .
of 1o higher grade. The reports for
June and July show profits of $207,000.
“Those  were made by the economies
which'T effected at the smelter. I have
doné away with granulafing and roast-
ing 'the matte, and I have avoided many
mechanical fosses. The plant is running
smoothly, and' wal emelting about 1000
tons a day, with & force of 400 men, as
Jong as the supply of ore kept up.*

“The Rosdland ore is the hardest to
treat that I have ever found anywhere
in the world. There is an excess of sili-
ca which is particulanly difficult to
‘handle. A story was sent out of Ross-
‘tand that $40 ore was being sent -out
from ‘the old dumps. We had one car-
load of are from the dump that went
$40. Thati was all.

" COPPER LOSSBS IN SLAG.

«Phere has been much foolishness
written about copper losses at North-
port. The records show that Hermann
Bellinger, the first superintendent, wko
is a fine metaliurgist,’ had slag losses
‘trom .3 to 1 per cent. Then Bela Kadish
took the place, and stories were given
out that his slag only showed traces
in copper. Such claims werd nonsense.
As a matter of fact, Kadish was losing
from .6 to .8 of 1 per cent copper in his
slag, as assays of it now show. I have
cut down the slag losses to .36 of 1
per cent. 4 )
“The Le Rol ore carries on an average
about one-half ounce gold, 1.5 per cent
copper, and a littles less than an ounce
in silver. After the losses in smelting
are deducted, that means about 23
pounds of copper to the-ton. ‘We were
paid an average,of 7.3 cents a pound
for our copper in July. That means
gbout $1.60 a ton for the copper alone,
in the ore. Half an ounce of gold is
$10. With those as average figures, one
can eawily see that the Le Roi ghould
be making money.” — Spokesman-Re-
view. \

WINNIPEG, Man., Aug. 26.—The
British editors, after four days spent
in the wheat flelds of Manitoba, left
today for the Northwest Territories in
the private car Bombay en route to
British Columbia.

At Crystal
City (which I presume gets its name
from the ‘fact that you can see right
through it) we were met by Hon Thom-
as Greenway, and driven 22 miles to-
wards the United States border, pitch-
ing and reeling over the prairie in a
way that was rather novel for us, but
the beauty of the scenery quite made
up for the absence of good roads. About
three miles from the boundary line we
fell in with a young farmer from Som-
ersetshire, England, driving a binder
around a hundred acre field of wheat.
In conversation I found that he -came
from within 25 mdiles of my old home.
Here was the very man we wanted.
He had come to Manitoba ten years
ago with a capital of $12 on landing.
In England he had been employed on a
dalry farm, earning 18 shillings. a week.
He now owns 320 acres of land, his
horses, bufldings and cattle and expects
to have 4000 bushels of wheat this sea-
gon. We heard of such things in the
old land, but they did not seem cred-
thle until we came to this living exam-
ple of the strides that it is possible to
make in Manitoba. Had this man re-
mained in,England it is pretty safe to
say that fae would stil be earning no
more_than 18 shillings a week, while in
the same period -in Manitoba he had
become a, substantial and prosperous
farmer. On Sunday Mr. Greenway
drove us out te Rock Lake. which
strongly reminded us of Windermere.

We also went to see his famous herd of |

cattle, but Mr. Lumsden will tell .you
about them, as he has practieal exper-
fence in that ¥#me.”

At this juncture Mr. Lumsden inter-
posed:

ing marvels of their class. What struck
us most was their fine development
and perfect finish from a feeder’s point
of ‘view, the animals having for some
time being entirely fed omn the naturak
pasturage of the prairie. We were also
greatly gtruck with the ease with which
the pasture land of the prairie can be
converted into arable land. The opinion
generally held in the old country with
regard to prairie land is that it is
covered with dense vegetation, which
makes the brewing up of the soil a
task of the very greatest difficulty. A
misconception of this kind is a serious
matter, and we shall endeavor to in-
struct those who are minded to seek
homes in the west that the prairie of
this country has nothing in common
with the bush of New Zealand.

“No language can adequately describe
our delight in beholding the beauty of
prairie flowers and the great variety of
the species. In my travels, and I have
traveled not a little, I have never seen
such - -magnificent expanses of yellow
corn and flowery meadow, nor have any
of us ever driven beneath skies of such
intense blue, glorious with fine weather
clouds. A more delicious climate could
not be conceived, and from morning
until evening we were charmed with
the wonderful cloud-land effects, but
more particularly with the crimson of
the sunsets. Have I been too flowery? I
think fot. I am simply telling the truth.
The conviction has come home to us all
that Canada boasts that she is the gran-
ary of the Empire is, indeed, no idle
vaunt.”

There is enocugh lead
ore ih the Kootenays to supply the
trust plants. On the other hand the
geceding mine owners may desire to
control the visible supply of lead ores,
and in this event will be compelled to
puy British Columbia ores. Either
solution; of the problem is assured, and
either will work a revolution in the
present condition of the British Co-
lumbia silver-lead camps.

If the Coeur d’Alene ceases to supply
the lead trust with ore the trust must
come to the Kootenays for its supply,
and the trust must, have its supply of
lead ores to ‘fight the seceding mine
owners. The latter, on the other hand,

Rossland witnessed the most disas-
trous fire in its history yesterday. The
damage may be roughly estimated at
$75,000, with insurance probably not
exceeding $25,000. The burned area in-
cluded sections of blocks 13, 16, 27 and
28, and it was almost providential that
a much larger portion of the business
section was not. devastated. A breeze

blew briskly as the fire gained head-
way and the efforts to control the
flames were only successful when the
streams of water were directed along
carefully planned lines with a view to
confining the fire within certain areas.

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Hxtraordinary Weather in
Japan Makes Prospects of
Good Rice Crop Very Gloo-
my — United States Look-

ing After Pacific Islands

YOKOHAMA, Aug. 15, via Victoria,
B. C., Aug. 26—The extraordinary
weather this year in Japan makes the
prospects of a good rice crop, the main
food of the people, very gloomy. The
rainy season proper was irregular,
though the precipitation was sufficient
and not excessive in the aggregate,
providing the proper heated term or
doyo season followed to develop and
ripen the crop, but there has been no
doyo, n6 summer at all so far. The
thermometer has hardly reached 90
degrees in the open and has been gen-
erally dodging around 65 to 75 degrees.
Visitors from abroad have been forced
to retain tweed clothes and at nights
blankets are welcome. To complete
the discomforture caused by the clim-
ate’s revolution heavy rain has been
falling, culminating im typhoons on the
10th and 1ith of July. The wind blew a
hurricane velocity, the rivers rose gix
and eight feet, embankments were car-
ried away, whole villages immdata.d,\
and the reports of loss of life and dam-
age to property are daily growing in
length. There were railway washouts
all over the country and telegraphic
communication was generally suspend-
ed or interrupted. Since the typhoon,
which did not reach the northwest sec-
tion, the weather has been fine but
cool, as if determined to keep up its
character for eccentricity. This topsy-
turvy weather, which is so detrimental
to agriculture, the tourist and harvest
and retail trade in Japan, is taken phil-
osophically by the people. They are al-
ready figuring on buying rice from,
abroad, though if the weather were .0
settle down it is not toq late to assure
a fair crop, except in certain districts
where the paddy fields were completely
washed out by the storm. Luckily, the
rain, which is so dangerous here at this
time, fell at the right time in Korea.
The fact of main importance during
July is the copious fall of rain on the
