Always carry a tin-opefler wi
you.

Hold your breath for a second

Austrian Spy
On Canadian
Transport

Through the watchfulness of
the cruiser Essex a spy was
- caught on the Canadian transport
Megarntic, which arrived in- Liver-
poo} March 9, with the 22nd Bat-
talion of Artillery, recruited at
Kingston, and containing a num-
ber of men from Toronto. The
culprit captured was an Ausman,
who, when the steamer was in
Queenstown  harbor,  signalled
with an electric terch through a
port hole. The treachery was dis-
covered by men on the battieship,
who, in turn signalled to the Me-
gantic and the offender was plac-
ed in custody.

The incident is mentioned in
letters which have come to hand
from the artillerymen, among
them being one from Gunner Al-
bert Patrick, who, writing on the
Magentic on the date of the boat’s
arrival, states:

“The 22nd Battery and colors
have arrived safely at Liverpool
after an exciting trip across from
Queenstown in which we were
surrounded by cruisers and tor-
pedo destroyers. We stole out of
Queenstown under cover of dark-
ness, leaving the Missanaie ‘and
Southland at Queenstown. [ be-
lieve they were very anxious
about our cargo, as well as the
troops aboard. But, anyhow, Brit
annia still rules the waves, and we
got here safe. The boys are all
well.

How Spy Was Caught

“There was one spy on board,
but he did not belong to the ar-
tillery. From investigation, it ap-
pears that he was caught in the
act of signalling with a small elec-
tric torehlamp out of a porthole,
by the cruiser Essex, in the early
hours of the morning of the 4th
of March. The Essex signalled
the Megantic, and they caught
the spy red-handed. He is be-
lieved to be an Austrian, and was
caught at his game just as we
were rounding the ‘Old head of
Kinsale,’ just outside the harbor
of Queenstown. More news

forestry’s Place
In Warfare

The fighting in Euyrope has draw:
attention te the pessible place whici
forestry may have in warfare. Re
cently, the United States War Depart
ment has asked the Department of
Agriculture to make working plans
for planting screens of trees near
the prineipal coast defenses of the
Bast. Experts of the United States
Forest Service have already com-
pleted plans for artificial forests that
will screen the coast defense batter-
ies which have been installed for the
protection of New York harbour.
Long Island sound, Boston harbour
and Pensacola, Fla. Congrese has not
yet made appropriations for the
planting work, but it is believed that

don, now that the value of

Army officers point out that the re-
‘ention by France of certain forests
ilong the eastern border has a pro-

¥rance has been carried on so as to
make the result appear as much as
nossible like a natural forest, with-
out any attempt whatsoever to place
the trees at regular spaces apart. Th.
forests of Germany are parklike and
while they offer many advantages in
lumbering operations, they would
not give the same concealment to
army manoeuvres as the French for-
ests.

The effect of the war on the forests
of Europe is, of course, destructive.

As an instance, one of many similar
cases, that of a battleship coming for
immediately repairs, was cited. She
was delayed a whole day through the
absence ofrivetters, who were drink-
ing and carousing. In one yard, rivet-
ters had been working on an average
only forty hours a week, and in an-
other yard only thirty-six hours.

In conclusion the deputation, which |
included representatives of the lead-
ing shipbuilders in the country, drew
attention to the exaple sent by France
and Russia and urged upon the Chan-
cellor the need of drastic and immedi-
ate action. The Chancellor, in the
’course of his reply said, there were
reasons why the government had not
- heretofore taken more drastic aetion
on the liquor question because it
needed to be assured it was not
going *adverse to public sentiment,
otherwise more harm would be done
than good. Jhe governent must feel
that it had every class of the commu-
nity behind it when taking action
which interfered severely with indi-
vidual liberties, but now he was sure
the country was beginning to realize
the gravity of the situation.
