The spirit arrayed against us
threatens the very foundation

TURKISH GUNBOAT IS

TURKISH GUNBOAT SUNK.

PARIS, May 27.—A Turkish gunboat of the Aidin Reis
type was sunk in the Sea of Marmora, within sight of Constanti-
nople, by a British submarine, according to an Athens’ despatch
to the Journal. The loss of the gunboat, following close upon
the destruction of Turkish transports last week, has caused a
deep impression in Constantinople.

TURKS TERRORIZED.

PARIS, May 27.—A despatch to the Havas Agency from
Athens, dated May 26, says the action of the Allies against the
Turkish positions on the Dardanelles straits is continuing vigor-
ously. Reinforcements are constantly being brought up. The
Turks appear to be terrorized by the incessant renewal of the
attacks. These indicate to them the absolute determination of
the Allies to force the straits. From time to time the British
and French artillery throws a veritable hail of shells on the
Turks.

ONE WOMAN KILLED IN AIR RAID

SOUTHEND, Eng., May 27, 10.35 a.m.—Another Zeppelin
airship raid was made upon this town last night, and it is report-
ed that three persons were killed by the bombs which were
dropped.

The entire town was illuminated by the bursting of shells
dropped by the air craft. The material damage caused appears
to be less than on the occasion of the last raid.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTA-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

FMIHE sole head of a family, or any male
‘over 18 years old, may bhomestead a
quarter-section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
mivion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Eutry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but unot
Sub-Ag-ncy), on certain conditions.

Dutier—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his hcmestead on a farm of
at least 80 geres, on certain conditious. A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain distriets a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his bLomestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, ou certain conditions.
A settler who has exhausted his home-
steaG right may take a purchased home-
stead I» certain districts. Price, $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, enltivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, serubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions.

THE SITUATION

John Bull has lost another battle-
ship in the Dardanelles, making four
in all which have met with a like fate
thus far in the effort to force these
straits. From the first, it was real-
ized that the task would be an expen-
sive one, both in men and ships, and
this will undoubtedly be the case.
Sickness is reported among a large
number of the landing forces, and
with summer weather, this also |is
bound to increase. The Triumph was
one of the smaller type of pre-Dread-
noughts, but a fine vessel all the
same. It is satisfactory to know that
many of her men were saved, for they
are a big asset at this period. The
naval supremacy of the Allies is not,
of course, in any sense jeopardized.
Even apart from the recent addition
of the Italian fleet, they have more
than held their own with the enemy
in the matter of vessels destroyed and
new ones launched.

The struggle between the Germans
and British, French and Belgian
troops continues with very little vari-
ation. In this war there are no indi-
vidual engagements to determine the
tide of victory, but a trench to trench
affair, resembling very much a long
drawn-out siege for just about each
yard of ground. It is this fact which
renders the long duration of hostili-
ties a practical certainty.

On the Eastern front, the Russians
are still clinging to the foe with una-
bated determination. A tremendous
drive by an army under General Mac-

kenzen is at present the most notable |

feature in this area of the fighting.

The Italians thus far would seem |
to have been making surprisingly easy |

progress into Austria, but the repo-t |
of sterner work may soon be expect- |
ed from there,

AN INSIGHT INTO GERMAN
MILITARY BRUTALITY.

Many people have been surprised
at the inhuman atrocities of German
militarism and have been amazed that
a people supposed to be largely of the |
placid type should lend themselves to,
and applaud such things. Itistheold
Hun feeling latent, but now again ex-
emplified, in modern times—that’s all.

Two or three years ago there was
published in Germany a modest lit-
tle volume entitled “Recollections ot
My Army Life,” by Capt. Hans Pom-
bers, retired, an ex-officer of the i1st|
Infantry Regiment of the Upper
Rhine. In his preface Captain Pom-
mers says that his military career has
been “honorable, if not brilliant,
that he has no personal reasons for
dissatisfaction or condemnation; and
that if he criticises German officers, it
is not because he hates the German
army, but because he loves it, and
grieves over it. His criticisms, he
says, are “notes written from a sor-
rowful heart.” i

Among the episodes of his army
life that he describes is a tarewell
banquet given (apparently in Berlin),
by the officers of the Elgeborn camp,
to their brother officers in a cavalry
division which was about to be trans-
ferred to another post, The scene
of the banquet was the Officers’ Club,
which seemed to have consisted of a
suite of luxuriously furnished apart-
ments, and a picture and statue adorn-
ed banqueting hall. The officers pre-
sent were the cream of the Prussian
aristocracy, including a “prince of the
blood :royal.” (Whether it was the
Crown Prince or not, Captain Pom-

themselves saw this ‘horde of bar-
barbarians give themselves up, w,xt‘hout
shame to such Teutonic fury. These
witnesses undoubtedly described to
their comrades all that they had seen.
The sudden transformation of clvxhz:
ed human beings into savages could
not have been kept a secret behind
the walls of the Officers’ Club. 1s
it not really time that an end be
made of drunkenness in the corps of
German officers? Should not a pas-
sion for alcoholic drinks cease to be
regarded as a proof of an honorable

and manly spirit?” .
The above, let it be emphasized, 1S

the reluctant testimony of a German
officer. Another illustration is afford-
ed in the devilish system under which
German students  are practically
shunned, if they are unable to show
some disfiguring face wounds in con-
nection with their duelling mon-
strosity. The murderous work in
Belgium, Northern France and on the
high seas is simply an exempliﬁ.canon
of the true nature of the Kaiserites.

We used to have plenty of
excitement during the night, as soon
as it was dusk we would go out prov-
ling around for anything eatable, and
wood and coal to make fires. The
y weather was awful cold and wet when
! we first landed here. The mud wou.d
be up to our knees, and wet through
the whole of the time. Sleep was out
of the question for the four days on
account of the cold and wet. We
used to get what they call “trench
feet,” the feet and legs would get
numbed and hardly any use in thsm.
The four days seemed like four
weeks.

We remained in France till a month
ago, then we were given a rest and
taken up to Belgium. We were only
in Belgium three weeks. That 1s_a
pretty hot corner round Ypres. We
have been in about 25 different towns
and villages in France and 4 in Bel-
gium, on the go all the time.

On April 21st we marched to a
place called Vlamertinghe and billet-
ed in a factory on the main road from
Ypres to Calais. On the 22nd, during
the afternoon we heard fierce bom-
barding, and about 5 o’clock the
French were retreating, both infantry
and artillery. It was an awful sight co
see the refugees, poor little children,
mothers with babies, old men and wo-
men. We helped them all we could,
putting them in wagons and trans-
ports so that they could get out of the
danger zone of the long range guns.
We were told to be in readiness at any
time, so laid down to get what rest
we could. At midnight we were called
out and marched up to the Yser canal.
We arrived there just before daybreak
and dug ourselves in along the road-

that phrase. We carry a small shovel
and pick “entrenching tool,” and dig
a hole and make ourselves scarce). At
daybreak, the Germans did not look
as if they were going to make an at-
tack, so we advanced a little farther,
under cover. At 5 a.m. we were told
to take a trench about 1,500 yards
away. We had been lying down be-
hind a hedge and we no sooner show-
ed ourselves than a terrible fire was
opened up, machine gun, rifle and
shrapnel. It came from all directions,
on our front and both flanks, our boys
went over in dozens. There was noth-
ing to do but to push forward, and
we had only just started. One par-
ticular spot I noticed was awful. It
was a small piece of plowed land with
just a little rise to it. A machine gun
swept right along the ridge of it. Bul-
lets were hitting and whistling every-
where. We could do nothing for our
wounded only leave them on the field,
and trust to Providence. Some we
managed to pull into a ditch. (When
we advance we are not allowed to
carry a man back. I will explain that
later). It took us just one hour to
take the trench the French had lost.
Only 250 of us were left and 5 officers.
We lost about 700 men and 20 officers
that morning. The Colonel was killed,
second in command wounded and al-
so the Adjutant was kiiled. Captain
Colquhoun was the only company
commander left, and he was carried
off that night, through the poisonous
gases. In my platoon 55 started and
only 11 of us reached the trench.

The worst was yet to come during
the day. We had no artillery behind
us, and we had to hold the trench at
all costs. Their artillery started shell-
ing us right away to drive us out. 1
think we sampled every kind of shell
made in Germany. For 14 hours they
kept it up continually, Jack Johnsons,
shrapnel, gas shells and coal boxes,
The last named are terrors, they hit
the ground and explode, throwing out
a big black cloud of smoke. It fairly
shakes the life out of a fellow.

If ever anyone prayed for night, T
did. “It was hell.” Our wounded we
could do nothing for. They just lay
there patiently. It must have been aw-
ful for them. I never expected to comz
out alive.

Towards evening our artillery came
into action and reinforcements from
the British army. It was a grand
sight to see them advance. They cer-
tainly can fight. Battalion after bat-
talion came up and the French in re-
serve. That made our position secure.
We had been up against big odds, and
the sacrifice was great, but we man-
aged to hold out and gain the day:

That night we rallied together
again, Lieut. T. P. Jones being in
command, as he was the senior officer
left, and a pretty sorry looking bunch
we were. There was only a handful cf
[us left. We started to carry our
| wounded away. (The dead we left, I
don’t know who buried them). We
were then ordered to take up another
position at a different point, and so
we were kept at for seven days. We
lost another forty-five during that
time.

On the seventh night, April 3oth,
we went up again and dug trenches,
then came back into the reserve for
7 days, and finally away back here to
get rested and re-organized.

TRENCH
WARFARE
ON AGAIN

B

Allies Have Reverted to
Trench Warfare.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, May 27.—Notwithstanding
the superb weather the contenders in
the western arena of hostilities, real-
izing the terrible losses even an in-
significant advance entails, have re-
verted, generally speaking to the
trench warfare of the winter, and it
is Galicia in the east, the Dardanelles,
and perhaps the Italo-Austrian fron-
tier which are most likely to furnish
spectacular developments during the
next fortnight.

The Russians at last admitted the
extent of their retreat from the Duna-
jec to the San, and while they profess
that the Austro-German rush has been
held up and that Przemysl is in no
danger, they pay tribute to the im-
petus and spirit of the advance of
their antagonists at the same time
that they laud the smoothness of the
Russian retirement, which they are
calling as masterly as that of the al-
lies from Mons.

Out of breath after their eastward
spurt, the Germans and the Austrians
are now bringing up reinforcements
and fresh ammunition, and another
great battle will be fought to deter-
mine whether the new lines to which
the Russians have fallen back are ten-
able,

According to the Germans the en-
circling of Przemysl is progressing in
that they have forced another cross-
ing of the River San only eleven miles
north of the fortress and extended
considerably their line east of this
river,

Italy and Austria are now engaged
in the familiar roles of issuing con-
tradictory official communications re-
lative to the border fighting, but it is
claimed that there have been as yet
no important engagements. Of the 250
miles of common frontier between
Italy and Austria, it is estimated that
only one-fifth is of a character for cri-
tical military operations and Italy’s
forces now in the field are following
the course dictated by geographical
necessity, one army driving toward
the River Isonzo and Trieste and the
other into the Tyrol, where the rough
country precludes any decisive en-
gagements at so early a date,

London was but little disturbed at
raid last night of a Zeppelin airship at
Southend. Such raids have ceased to
be a novelty, and the result this time
was similar to that of previous visits,
that is, a few non-compatants were
killed or injured, and the material
damage was slight. -

'What W;IS étefansson's

Fate Amid Arctic Floes?

Canada touched hands with Arctic
tragedy as long ago as when Captain
Franklin, surveyed our northern
coasts, and set out from our north-
west to make his memorable voyage.

Men who sailed with Dr. Rae in the
expedition to find the Franklin re-
mains were living in Canada until a
few years ago.

With the znnouncement in the
House of Commons that the Govern-
ment had given up the hope of dis-
covering and rescuing the Canadian
explorer, Vilhjalmur Stefansson, the
curtain 1s, in all probability, rung
down on another of the terribly long
list of tragedies of Arctic exploration.
Somewhere out on the Beaufort Sea,
along the one hundred and forty-
fourth meridian,away to the north and
between Point Barrow, Alaska, and
the mouth of the Mackenzie River,
Stefansson vanished into the Arctic
night, probably never to return. A
desultory search is still being kept up,
but with little hope. The brave and
able young Canadian, trained by years
of special work, recommended for the
post of leader by Peary, discoverer of
the North Pole, and endorsed by the
leading exploration societies of two

continents, has gone, and an expedi-
tion, equipped with the best that sci-

‘that time on the Karluk was neve-

able to stir an inch. Open water
appeared between the ship and the
shore, but never nearer than a mile,
and there was only enough dyna-
mite on board to blast a channel
half a mile in length. Day succeed-
ed day until it was apparent that all
hope for that year must be abandon-
ed. Fresh meat was running short—
the one contingency unprovided for
had happened. The ship was fast in
the ice before her first stopping pla:e
had been reached. Scurvy threatened,
and it was Stefansson himself who
decided to get to shore and endeavor
to obtain meat. Either he or Bartlett
must remain by the ship and he was
the one best fitted by his knowledge
of the country to obtain meat. So on
the afternoon of September 20 the
leader, together with three white men
and two Eskimos, two sleds and 12
dogs, set off for shore. Scarcely had
the party left when gales, fog and
snow came down. On the 26th, Stef-
ansson, standing on a mound of drift-
wood, got beyond snow squalls, his
last glimpse of the Karluk. Game
was terribly scarce, the equipment
brought ashore was sufficient only for
a two weeks’ hunting trip, and the
ship was gone.

Then he turned back toward Collin-
son Point, meeting some white m=n
wintering in the district.

STORMS OF AWFUL FURY

What happened after this we must
conjecture. Writing on January 15
Stefansson said: “By then (March)
I shall be on sea ice going north
along the 144 meridian with three
other men, three sleds, eighteen dogs
and provisions for sixty days. I ex-
pect to keep going north thirty t>
forty days, carry inflatable seal-
skin bags to float the sleds across

open water lanes, With good luck I |

hope to make 300 miles, but if tha
ice is rough or the water lanes fre-
quent I shall make much less.”
This is the end. While his com-
panions proceeded with the safer
work of surveying and mapping along
shore, Stefansson, undeterred by the
loss of ship, determined to follow out
his original intention,to push north-
ward to where the unknown contineat
or island might lie. We have seen
how two parties from the Karluk
were snuffed out by the breath of an
Arctic blizzard. Storms of awful
fury swept down even in summer
from the eternal ice fields around the
Pole, breaking the ice before them,
opening unexpected leads, making the

ended in almost complete disaster.

What made the expedition fail was
simply weather and ice conditions.
Traders into the Beaufort Sea and
white men inhabiting the district say
that not in thirty years have such ice
conditions prevailed as those which
cbtained in the spring and summer of
1913.

CRUSH STOUTEST CRAFT.

Somewhat peculiar conditions gov-
ern the navigation of the Beaufort
Sea—that almost unknown body of
water lying off the northern coast of
Canada and Alaska. Given easterly
winds for sufficient time and the
Beaufort Sea will, in the summer time
be almost as free of ice as the North
Atlantic. Westerly gales continued
drive down a solid ice field, which
will grind the stoutest craft to match-
wood and pile up along shore in press-
ure ridges seventy feet high, filling
the sea to the horizon’s rim with solid
iron-bound bergs It was this sort of
thing, in its most terrible form, that
swept down upon the Stefansson
party.

It was no part of Stefansson’s plans
to do anything sensational in the way
of exploration work; his expedition

was fitted out largely for scientific,

but partly for more materalistic rea-
sons. Primarily he wanted to learn
whether, in the Beaufort Sea, over
two hundred miles off shore—for
whalers had already cruised so far—
there lay an unknown land. Had he
found it he would have written the
last chapter in the great book of ex-
ploration, for this continent or huge
island, if indeed it exists, is thewlast
corner of the globe which remains yp-
charted and untrod by human fobt.
There were enticing prospects of ma-
terial gain for Canada, as well as the
hope of adding to the sum of the
world’s knowledge before the eyes of
the ill-fated expedition when it sailed
out of Victoria harbor in June, 1913.

VOLUNTEERS FOR SERVICE

Vihjalmur Stefasson was born near
Winnipeg, in 1879. His parents came
to Canada from Iceland in the early
seventies and settled near Lake Win-
nipeg, before the C.P.R. had gone
through. Later, owing to floods in
the Red River, the family moved to
North Dakota. In after years some of
the family moved back to Canada and
before embarking in his last cruise
Stefansson spent some time in Sask-
atchewan with his mother, sister and
brother.

Having announced his intention of
leading another expedition into the
North, Stefansson found no lack of
support for his venture. Two famous
societies in the United States, the
American Museum of Natural His-
tory of New York, and the National
Geographical Association of Wash-
ington were prepared to stand be-
hind him financially and otherwise.
But Stefansson was a Canadian by
birth and at heart, and it was to
the Canadian Qovernment that he
decided to make his appeal. On the
ground that important territorial dis-
coveries might be made and that a
Canadian expedition should have the
credit, an appeal was made to Ot-
tawa. To the eternal credit of | the
Canadian Government, the appeal
was listened to and Stefansson given
carte blanche for outfitting. With
sound common sense Ottawa decided
to leave every detail of personnel
and equipment in the hands of the
man who would have to bear the
final responsibility. The result was
that the Stefansson expedition of
1913 was the last word as regards
outfit. .

SHIPS WERE SEASONED

The old steam  whaler Kar-
luk, of 247 tons, seasoned by years
of use amid the ice, and as seaworthy
as the day she was built, was pur-
chased and stored with everything
the expedition might require for a
stay of four years. Two other
smaller ships, the Alaska and Mary
Sachs, were also included. The Kac-
luk and Mary Sachs sailed from
Port Clarence together, the Alaska
was delayed. The three ships were
to rendezvous in Herschell Island.

It was the latter part of June, 1913,
that a distinguished party of British
Columbians bid the little Karluk

God-speed as she steamed away never '

to return.

By the end of the first week in
August, the Karluk was in the ice
pack of Point Barrow, Alaska, drift-
ing northwest at the rate of forty
miles a day. That day the ‘wind
changed, the ice broke up and the
ship, under steam, slipped out of the
pack to the eastward.

SURROUNDED BY ICE

Until the 17th she had little difficulty
with ice, but on that day she was
‘“cemented” into the field of young
ice, strong enough to walk on. From

WHEN THE KARLUK SANK

When the Karluk disappeared from
Stefansson’s eyes she had not sunk,
but merely drifted away with the ice-
pack which had .been loosened b+
gales. From September to January
she drifted back and forth in her icy
prison.

But the end was drawing near.
Gradually the pressure on her sturdy
timbers increased. The building of
ice cushions around her hull availed
nothing, and on January 10 she
sprung a leak forward. She made
water gradually, but the leak was
formal notice served on the crew to
leave her. They had twenty hours
in which to remove their effects. At
the end of that time she went down
by he head, leaving her men on the
ice in the middle of Beaufort Sea,
with the Arctic night coming on,
frequent blizzards and a temperature
of 50 or 60 below zero.

Shipwreck Camp they christened
the spot where the Karluk vanished,
and Wrangell Island was the neaiest
land. Accordingly Bartlett sent two
parties to the island as a prelimina.y
step toward establishing his pei1ma-
nent base there.

A second
party was organized, Dr. Forbes Mzc-
kay, surgeon; Murray, oceanogra-
pher; Beuchat, anthropologist, an
Morris, seaman.

HEART-BREAKING TOIL.

At this time Stef-
ansson had no idea that serious mis-
chief could happen to the Karluk and
counted on finding her again soon.
