AN ULTIMATUM.
London, Aug. 2.—According 

to a Petrograd despatch to The 
Post. Russian army command­
ers had a conference at head­
quarters recently and virtually 
sent an ultimatum to Premier 
and War Minister Kerensky 
that unless the army was kept 
outside politics and treated 
merely as a fighting machine 
they would resign as being tin- 
able to carry on the war vic­
toriously. The correspondent

believes the ultimatum will be 
accepted. were brought to justice,

"The government intends bringing 
to a successful end the task of estab­
lishing an administration capable of 
meeting all dangers and guiding the 
country in the path of revolutionary 
regeneration.

In the presence of an enemy menace, 
the country and the army will con­
tinue with renewed confidence the 
great work of restoration as well as 
the preparation on the threshold, of 
the fourth year of the war for the 
coming campaign. We firmly believe 
that Russian citizens will combine 
all efforts to fulfill the sacred task 
of defending their beloved country 
and that the enthusiasm which light­
ed in their breast a flame of faith in 
the trimuph of liberty will direct the 
whole invincible force of revolution 
against the enemy who threatens tho 
country.”

Advancing a few 
steps further, they saw the body 
floating face downwards about ten. 
feet from shore. The creek, at its 
mouth, is quite wide, and there is 
practically no current.

In the clothing of the murdered man 
was found twelve dollars in money, 
some letters from his home in Malta, 
addressed to Gio Batta Bornello, 
some pay checks from the Waterous 
Engine Works, where he was em­
ployed, a watch, a pipe and some to­
bacco, and a badge of the League of 
the Sacred Heart.

There are many
tlons, but to the soldier of to-day 
the salute has only one meaning.
There is nothing servile in the sa­
lute. He is not dependent on his of­
ficer in any way, nor does he owe 
to him personally any allegiance.
When an officer is saluted, it is as 
the commissioned representative of 
His Majesty the King, and when he 
returns the salute he does so as the 
King’s proxy. I wish that this expla­
nation could be given to every re­
cruit on joining, and impressed up­
on every officer when first commis­
sioned. It would improve the discip­
line of the niilitia. Recruits are 
taught to recognize the badges pro­
per to the various ranks, 
important nowJa-days when uniform 
is fauch abused. The badge of rank 
is the indication that a commission 
is held, and unless it is visible, or 
the soldier knows that a person in 
question is an officer, no salute 
should be given. Nothing is more 
annoying to a recruit than to find 
that he has saluted someone not en­
titled to it, and his annoyance will 
be frequent if he salutes burberrys, 
leather-leggings or loV collars.

The reluctance to salute and the 
growing habit of incivility is largely 
due to the increase of town dwell­
ing and the ignorance which it breeds 
of how our neighbors live. Not so 
very long ago, the greater part of 
our population lived in villages On 
quite small towns. In such places 
practically everyone knew every­
one else, not only by sight, but knew 
how they lived. Meetings were fre­
quent, and much intimacy and good 
feeling existed between the various 
classes of the small societies. One 
almost lived in one big family.
Town dwelling tends to destroy 
good feeling. We all live apart. The 
various classes of workingmen con­
gregate together, each in their own 
pprt, the tradesmen, the mechanics, 
the professional men, all are local­
ized, as it were. The consequence is 
that each class has no knowledge of 
the other; it sees them very occa­
sionally, and practically never in 
their home life. This breeds envy, 
distrust, and often dislike.

We are taught to salute the flag 
of our country and the battle stand­
ards of all countries. We stand Do at­
tention during the playing or sing­
ing of the National Anthem, and we 
salute the dead. On the contrary, by 
showing respect, we inspire in others 
respect toward ourselves.

THE SITUATION
British and French troops have 

gainqd further ground in the Ypres 
sector, but the Germans by heavy 
counter attacks have succeeded in 
recapturing the village of St. Julien.

Sir Thomas White, at the outset 
of his statement, said that the finan­
cial position of the Canadian North­
ern and the G. T. P. was such as 
to demand imperatively further as­
sistance from the government if their 
systems were to continue to serve 
the public as solvent going concerns. 
Last year in connection with the 
loans of $15,000,000 to the C.N.R. 
and $18,000,000 to the G. T. P., 
Sir Thomas said he had announced 
that a commission would be appoint­
ed to fully investigate railway and 
transportation conditions in Canada 
with a view to finding a permanent 
solution thereto. He had then stated 
that it was possible and even prob­
able that this solution might involve 
the Dominion taking over one or 
more of the existing systems, or 
even the larger question of the na­
tionalization of the Canadian rail­
ways.

Sir Thomas referred to the ap­
pointment of the commission. The 
commissioners, he said, found them­
selves face to face with the need for 
constructive aid to the railways, but 
differed as to the nature of the aid, 
both now and for the future.

Sir Thomas referred to the recom­
mendations of Sir Henry Drayton 
and Mr. Ackworth, which were that 
the C. N. R. and G. T. R. and G. 
T. P. be transferred to an independ­
ent board, incorporated as a com­
pany, together with the Intercolon­
ial, that the government assume re­
sponsibility for the interest on ex­
isting securities of the companies, 
and that the railways be operated 
as a united system. In order that 
this might be accomplished the two 
commissioners had recommended that 
the $40,000,000 stock of the C. N. 
R. held by the government, the re­
maining $60,000,000 held by private 
owners or pledges, all the ordinary, 
preferred and guaranteed stock of 
the Grand Trunk and the physical 
properties of the Intercolonial and 
the Transcontinental between Monc­
ton and Winnipeg be vested in this 
Dominion railway company by Act 
of Parliament.

The main feature for the present is 
the fact that the British and the The Government’s proposals for 

meeting the serious financial situa­
tion which confronts the two com­
panies and fbr maintaining them as 
going concerns in the interest of the 
public, were announced by Sir ThOs. 
White in the Commons to-day. Own­
ership of the whole Canadian North­
ern system will be attained by the 
purchase of the $60,000,000 par 
value of the company’s stock which is 
still in the hands of private individ­
uals or pledged as security for loans. 
The remaining $40,000,000 of. the 
company's capital came into the pos­
session of the Government in 1914 
*hen the latter guaranteed an issue 
of Canadian Northern bonds to the 
amount of $45,000,000. With the 
whole of the corporation’s stock vest­
ed in the Crown the Government will 
be in the position of proprietor of 
the system', and will be able to ap­
point a board of directors which will 
operate and administer the road. The 
price at which the outstanding $60,- 
000,0.00 of stock will be acquired by 
the Government is to be fixed by ar 
bilration. The board of arbitration 
is to" consist of a member appointed 
by the Government, one named by 
the owners or holders of the_a.tû£k 
and a third to be selected by the oili­
er ttfo, or in the event of their fail­
ing to agree by the senior judge of 
the Exchequer Court. Should the 
three arbitrators fail to reach an un­
animous decision the question will 
be referred to the Supreme Court ol 
Canada. As soon as five sixths ot 
the outstanding stock has been trans­
ferred to the Minister of Finance “in 
trust for his Majesty,” the Govern­
ment will take steps to meet the fl 
nanctal difficulties of the Canadian 
Northern by payment of indebted­
ness, by renewal of outstanding sc 
curities or by the issue of Govern­
ments bonds.

The remains were brought back to 
where the boys had been swimming, 
and there the anxious and hysterical 
mother was waiting, and identified 
her child.

RUSS OFFICIAL

“The Times (of London) and the 
enemy agencies following it are 
spreading a report about a confer­
ence alleged to have been held in the 
presence of the Emperor at Potsdam 
July. 5, 1914, at which the political 
and military personages in Germany 
and Austria-Hungary took part and 
at which a plan was prepared to let 
loose the war.

“The Wolff Bureau is authorized 
to declare the statements with ail 
their details pure inventions. Neither 
on the day named nor on any other 
day in July did such a joint confer­
ence occur either with or without 
the participation of the .emperor.

“Moreover we again declare that 
the German Government abstained 
from any intervention in drafting the 
Austria ultimatum to Serbia and that 
the German Government was com­
pletely ignorant of the contents of 
the ultimatum before its despatch.

“The Times supports its false alle­
gations on statements made by De­
puty Cohn in the main committee of 
the reichstag.

The text of the Russian statement
follows:

“Western front: To the south-west 
of Brody, in the Dublezarko region, 
after strong artillery preparation, the 
enemy attacked our positions and 
penetrated a portion of them. After 
a fierce engagement our newly-ar­
rived reserves drove out the enemy 
and the situation was restored. In 
this engagement the 419th regiment 
particularly distinguished itself,

“In Galicia, in the direction of 
Trembowla, our troops began a par­
tial offensive, attacking the enemy in 
the region of Grjimalov and carrying 
the position by assault.

“Repeated attempts of the enemy to 
cross the River .Zborcz, north of Hus- 
iatyn and south of Zbrij were frustrat­
ed. Yesterday superior forces of the 
enemy attacked our positions between 
the Zborcz and the Dniester, in the 
region of Zalucz Germanovka, and the 
confluence of the Biskupe and forced 
our troops after a battle, which was 
stubbornly contested in places, to re­
tire across the Zborcz. Our troops 
suffered great losses, especially am­
ong the officers.

“Between the Dniester 
Pruth the enemy yesterday continued 
to make persistent attacks, chiefly 
along the southern banks of the 
Dniester and the road to Czernowitz. 
After repelling a series of attacks our 
troops were forced to retire some­
what to the east of Gerement.

“In the Carpathian region, near 
Sipitul insignificant enemy attacks 
were beaten off. In the region of 
Bratza we retired a little.

“Roumanian front: Southwest of 
Kimpolung, in the region of Negrey, 
the enemy attacked our troops and 
thrust them back a little to the east.

“If Adam,” said Luther, “coula 
have seen in a vision what horrible 
instruments his children were to in­
vent to torture and to destroy 
other he would have died of grief.” 
Coming four centuries later, we may 
go further than that. If Adam could 
have foreseen what we 
ing he would have prayed for death, 
that he might never propagate his 
species.

Three years ago to-day (July 28) 
one of the oldest and feeblest of men 
being crowned in the name of God 
and exercising the vicarship of Christ 
in his country, signed with his trem­
bling hand the proclamation which 
plunged the world into this war. His­
tory will concern itself with the 
cause of his act, but the motive as­
signed for it was that a member of 
his family, a worthy but quite com­
monplace Austrian gentleman, as I 
have reason to know and say, had 
been foully done to death. For that 
crime millions have since died, mil­
lions have been wounded, and mil­
lions on millions have been brought 
down to the depths. One wonders 
Hvhat mad game the world has been 
playing.

ruthlessly. Peace builds cities; war 
destroys them. The big guns and high 
explosives of modern warfare, thun­
dering and pounding on the habita­
tion of man, have left vast tracts of 
Europe more bare, and barren than 
the fiery desert. Large parts of Bel­
gium, northern France, Serbia and 
Galicia, lately so full of life and 
fruitfulness, now look as if the rake 
of hell had gone over them. Where 
there were homes and inns and 
churches in which people lived and 
loved and laughed from generation 
to generation, there is only a wilder­
ness of empty space whereon no 
stone stands above another. Nothing 
like this has happened before in all 
the mad history of war; neither 
earthquake nor 
wrought such ruin. It is irrepar­
able; no indemnity can restore what 
has been wrecked. Northern Europe 
may be rebuilt,' but then it will be 
another Europe. The past that was 
alive in it is dead.

Then think of the misery which 
scenes like these involve. Misery is 
the camp-follower of all wars. There 
never has been a great war without 
its train of suffering. But the suf-

Man that is born of woman must 
needs feel the ties of blood and 
brotherhood. Hence he gathers his 
children together into groups that 
have the same faith and the same 
customs and speak the same dear 
tongue. That in the mysterious 
workings of Providence is the origin 
of national spirit and love of moth­
erland. It is totally undisturbed by 
dny thought of whether she is big or 
little, strong or weak. My country 
is my mother, and, therefore, I love 
her and think her the fairest spot the 
sun shines upon. But when war 
comes in the armor of great nations 
it has usually no such emotions. 
Faith, custom, language, and kin­
dred count for nothing against mo­
mentary military advantage of even 
the lust of a little earth. That was 
What happened three years ago when 
Austria marched over Serbia and 
Germany over Belgium, driving the 
native-born people with their women 
and little children from their smok­
ing homes and scattering them over 
the world. For this, too, there can 
be no possible reparation. Misery 
cannot be paid for. Belgium will re­
gain her sovereignty and material 
amends will be made to her, but 
when peace is proclaimed the Bel­
gians will go back, not to a country, 
but to a cemetery. Every step of 
their homeward way will be, as the 
Prime Minister finely said, a station 
of the cross to the scene of Calvary, 
and if their resurrection is to come, 
as God grant it may, it will be peace, 
not war, that will bring it.

Eye, Ear, Nose, Throat Think next of the loss the war has 
inflicted on the world’s wealth, not 
wealth that is represented by title 
deeds or pass books or gold and sti­
ver coins in the strong-rooms of 
banks, but only the wealth that is 
necessary to the well-being of the 
race, the natural wealth that comes 
from the soil at the call of the sun 
and rain and changing seasons and 
the plow in the hands of man. There 
has never been a great war that has 
not diminished the sum of this na­
tural wealth, but the present war, by 
the very number of nations engaged 
in it, has probably come nearer than 
any previous one to starving a large 
part of the human family, not to say 
of doom. Will the world recover from 
this three years’ loss of its natural 
wealth? Nature works no overtime, 
the thousand sun-rises since August, 
1914, can never come again.

Loss in Human Labor.
Then think of the loss to the 

world in human labor. Every great 
war has, in some measure, paralyzed 
industrial enterprise, but the necessi­
ties of modern warfare have gone 
nearly to killing it by submerging 
nearly all industrial enterprise in 
one sole work of producing these 
munitions of war, which now have 
to be supplied in illimitable quant­
ities. The ordinary progress of civ­
ilization in Europe has for the last 
three years been brought well nigh to 
a standstill. This, too, is a loss 
that is irretrievable . It has yet to 
be seen if the energies of the wor-.d 
can ever make up -Jor it. But the 
waste of human laln-r is the least 
part of the world’s injury.

If the output of all the munition 
factories in the world since August, 
1914, had been sunk to the bottom 
of the sea, that would have been 
waste enough. But think of the uses 
their products have been put to. As 
man does not live by bread alone, 
his first duty after the necessities of 
food and clothing have oeen satisfied 
is to surround himself with those 
things of beauty and sanctity whicn 
link his life with the past and carry 
it on to the future. Uut the business
