GOT HIS PENSION

On Friduy last B. Loverin received
official notification from the pension
office at Washington, D.C., that his
application for a pension for William
Simpson, at present in the House of
Industry, Athens, had been fayorably
decided. Accompanying this waz a
certified cheque for $20 per month
from the time the application was
received up to 4th September, amount-
ing to $80.67.7 %

Many readers of the Reporter will
remiember “Uncle” Billie Simpson as a
hard- working sober laborer, who for
many years resided at ‘‘Saginaw,” near
Elbe Mills. For several years his eye
sight has been failing him, until at the
present time he is totally blind. Not
being able to earn a livelihood, he
asked to be received into the House of
Industry and his wife secured a home
with Mrs Carson of Plum Hollow.

Several attempts had been made to
secure this much needed and well.
earned pension, but all failed, as the
persons acting for him were not duly
qualified to execute the required
affidavits. Mr Loverin’s experience in
the line of securing pensions was such
that only one set of pension papers had
to be filed by him to secure a speedy
adjustment of Simpson’s claim.

Although Mr Simpson is in his 76th
year, he can concisely relate his war
experiences. He came from Ireland
when a boy and wandered out to
Nebraska, where he enlisted in the
regular army ard had served about
half his time when the civil war broke
out. He was sent to the front and
was in many of the most desperately
fought battles, was shot through the
wrist, way taken prisoner at Malvern

Hill and spent several months in
Libby prison. On bis release he was
again sent to the front, and his term of
enlistment expiring he again enlisted

aud was discharged on the 25th May,
1864.

There is no doubt that if proper
representation had been wade to the
U.S. government he would have
received & pension many years ago,
but under late acts of the senate of the
U.S. he may yet receive a bounty and
arrears of pension, as application for
the same has been forwarded, but if he
receives no more than the.present
allowance of $20 per month it will
enable the cld couple to again settle
down in a little home of their own and
enjoy the few remaining vears of life
in ease and comfort, When told of
bis good fortune he cou'd hardly grasp
the idea that after over thirty Yenrs of
unxious waiting for s well deserved
recompense for taithful service he was
nctnally in 1eceipt of enough to keep
hiwseit and faithfol partner in coufors
for the remninder of tueir days,

For at least three months this
Yyear they arrived full to their utmost
capacity, giving a total of 94,500, so he
thinks that 100,000 would be well within
the mark for the eeason. Regarding the
sums expended by these tourwsis, he con-
sider an estimate of $400 each moderate,
@iving a total of the money taken out
of Awerica and spent in Europe in three
months of $40,000,000.

While the hotels, restaurants and
tradesmen have benefited this year by
the influx of Awmericans (¢ a great ex-
tent, it is held pessimistically that the
benefit has not increased proportionate-
ly with the increase of Americans com-
ing abroad. A Weat End hotel manager
contends that a strict analysis would
show that London this year gained less
from Americans than the Continent. Said

e:

The London season has been peculiar.
One day the hotels were jammed and
the following day almost empty. In for-
mer years we could count on being full
from early in May till the latter part
of September. This year the American
rush was intermittent, but we did not
suffer as the increase of Continentals
who visited London has been tremendous.
The entente with France and Spain is un-
questionably largely respensitie for this
influx,

4 “Americans, save these who are visit-
ing Lurope for the first time, do not
sceml to care to remain in Loadon for
any lengthy period, and the more prom-
inent Americons pay their visits here
when the crowd of visitors has departed.

“One thing that has hurt London per-
ceptibly hag been the transfer of the
White Star boats to Southampton,
touching at Cherbourg.

The Power of the Black Vote.

The recent Republican State convem-
tion in Kentucky refused to endorse Taft
for the candidacy in 1808, although most
of the Republican papers in that State
favor him, and a majority of the white
Republicans of the State are believed
to prefer him to any other. person for
the candidacy, excopt Roosevelt. It is
said, however, that negroes threatened
to cut the State ticket in the election of
1907 if the convention endorsed Taft for
1008, and that this was the reason why
it refused to declare any preference for
anybody, although it recommended the
selection of somebody in accord with
Roosevelt’s polities. The reason assign-
ed for negro hostility to Taft is his eon-
nection with the order to disband the
black troops for the Brownville incident.
In ordinary canvasses the negroes hold
the balance in many States which are
usually Republican—New York, New
Jersey, West Virginia, Ohio, Indiana,
Ilinois, and others. Kentucky, which
has been a close State recently, has 75,
000 negro voters, and Kentucky is one
of the southern States in which the
negro who wants to vote is allowed to
vote. While the Kentucky Republican
convention was refusing to endorse Taft,
his rival, Senator Foraker, was deliver-
ing the annual commencement address
at Wilberforce University, in Ohio, the
leading negro college in the middle West,
and he was condemning the stand taken
by hoosevelt and Taft in the Brownsville
matter. It is said that the negroes are
organizinz in Ohio to fight Taft in the
primaries in that State so as to defeat,
if they can, his endorsement for Presi-
dent there. Possibly Brownsville will
figure in the election of 1908.—From
Leslie’s Weekly.

SOME RECENT INVENTIONS.

A pinless clothes line is composed of
a number of long wire links designed to
stretch from post to post, the ends of
each link being interlocked in such a
manner as to hold the ends of fabrio
which may be thrust into them.
A metal flagpole, consisting of a num-
ber of tapered tubular sections, ono fit-
ting into the other, with means for se-
curing the ends.

New York, Sept. 27.—Twenty thon-
sand gallons of crude oil stored in a
tank in the Borough of the Bronx ex-
ploded with terrific force while three
men were drawing oil from it early to-
day, killing the men almost instantly.
The dead are James Cooper, of Union-
port, James Reilly, of Westchester, and
Richard Smith, of Van Nest, all of which
villages are in Westchester county.
Cooper was employed by the officials of
the Morris Park race track to sprinkle
the track with oil in preparation for an
automobile race. Reilly and Smith were

his assistants. Early today they went
to the tank, which belonged to the Bronx
Gas and Electric Light Company, in

Protectory avenue, and began to fil] a
cart with the oil. Raﬂly-!nd

were sent to the top of the tank,
while Cooper remained by the wagon. It
is supposed that a lantern carried by one
of the men li{:ited some loose oil under
the tank. expl

osion which followed

tore off the top of the tank and sent it
flying into the yard of the Catholic
Protectory near by, alarmifig the fifteen
boys therein, and shattered many of
the ‘windows of the Protectory.

Policemen who were near by found
Cooper l{ing near the blazing tank with
his clothing afire. He died in a few min-
utes. One body, believed to be that of
Reilly, was found badly burmed in a
ewamp a hundred feet from' the “tank,
and another, believed to be that of Rich-
ard Smith, was found in the tank after
it had been flooded with water.

A BRILLIANT FUNCTION HELD AT
TORONTO UNIVERSITY.

Many Degrees Were Conferred— Sir
Wilfrid Laurier Refers to Catholicity
of Spirit Manifested by the Univer-
sity of Toronto.

A Toronto despatch: The attendance
and sympathetic spirit displayed at the
formal installation yesterday afternoon

" of Mr, R. A. Falconer as President of the
University of Toronto was the best pos-
sible comcrete evidence of the approval
previously expressed through the press
and other mediums of the choice made
by the Board or Governors. The cere-
mony took place in Convocation Hall,
which was well filled, the gathering, in-
deed, being as brilliantly representative
of the religious, educational, professional
and business life of the country as one
could ever hope to see assembled in
any specified place. Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
his Honor Sir William Mortimer Clark,
Premier Whitney, as well as a number
of others, recipients of degrees in con-
nection with the afternoon’s proceed-
ings, were among the scores of promin-
ent men on the platform. Sir William
R. Meredith, Chancellor of the Univer-
sity, was in the chair. - The address of
the afternoon was that of the new Pres-
ident, who devoted himself chiefly to a
discussion of the function of the univer-
sity in the Btate and the duty of the
State to the university. It was a well-
considered and admirably sustained ef-
fort in every portion, delivered with an
incisiveness and clearness which carried
with them conviction, and in so distinct
& tone—aided by the fine acoustic pro-

erties of the hail—that not a word was
ost by the large audience. That they
appreciated it was shown by their keen-
ness in noting its telling points and their
acknowledgments thereof by frequeat
spontaneous and quite hearty applause,
culminating at the close of the address
in an ovation.

Dr. Henry 8. Pritchett, of Washing-
ton, President of the Carnegie Founda-
tion for the Advahcement of Teaching,
who brought the congratulations of
United States Universities to President
Falconer, provoked a good deal of laugh-
ter by some of his allusions to affairs
in this country. This gave to Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, who made the closing gd-
dress of the afternoon, an opportunity
which he whs not slow to seize, and his
remarks were, as usual with him under
such circumstances, inimitable in their
charm and appropriateness.

A reception to the delegates from
other universities, the presentation of
addresses, and e conversazione comprised
the successful evening programme. This
afternoon the formal opening of the new
Physics building takes place.

‘The agreement is divided into three
heads—uamely, Persia, Aighanistan and
Abibet. Qoncerning LYersia, Great Bri-
tain undertakes not to seek for herself
or support in the interests of her own
subjecis or those of & third power poli-
tical or ial i in the
northern part of the country, while
Russia  gives a corresponding under-
taking concerning the south.

Coucerning ‘Thibet, it is that
the territorial integrity of this country
shall be respeeted, and that both Great
britain and Russia shall abstain from
intervention in the internal administra-
tion of Thibet, treating with her only
through the Chinese Government.

The text of the convention is accom-
panied by a letter from Sir Edward
Urey, the British Foreign Secretary, in
which it is pointed out that the ar-
rangement respecting Persia is limited
to the regions of that country contigu-
ous to the frontiers of Great Britain
and Russia ‘in Asia. Continuing, the
Foreign Becretary says his Majesty’s
Government will continue its direct ef-
forts for the preservation of the status
quo and the maintenance of British trade
on 'the Persian gulf, but it does ndqft
desire to exclude the legitimate trade

~ OUR JUVENILES.

PUNISHMENT = FOR ADULTS WHO
ENCOURAGE JUVENILE CRIME.

What J. J. Kelso Says About It—Men
Responsible for Many Boys Commit-
ting Crime—Bill Dealing With the
Matter Before the Government.

Bpeaking of juvenile delinquencies,
Mr. J. J. Kelso, superintendent of neg-
lected and dependent children of Ondario,
says:

In nearly every case where boys com-
mit crime it will be found on close in-
vestigation that there is some adult who
is responsitde. The child is punished,
but the really responsible person goes
free. Not long ago two boys were ar-
rested for breaking into a store and
stealing tobacco and cigars. They were
placed in jail, and, their guilt being
clearly established, were committed to
the reformatory. After the trial, how-
ever, the boys told how they had been
bribed to commit the crime by a man
who had received and disposed of the
goods. The authorities were informed
of this, and the man was arrested and
sent to the Central Prison for a year. The
sentence of the boys was reversed, and
they were allowed to return home under
supervision, with the result that they
have been doing well since that time.

About a year ago a similar case was
brought to my attention, in which a boy
of fifteen was arres for stealing a
large quantity of goods from his em-
ployer. He was put up to do this b{
an elderly man of apparent respectabil-
ity, who received and disposed of the
stolen property. Pending trial, the boy
was kept in )ynﬂ, while the man was
granted bail, and when the trial came on
the man, through legal and . other influ-
ence, was able to escape, while the boy
was given a sentence of imprisonment.

Only a few days ago the magistrate
at Toronto Junction committed a boy
of ten to the reformatory for stealing,
and is creditel with the making the re-
mark, “If I could only send some of the
parents to jail they might look after
their children better.”

There is a general feeling throughout
the country that there should be a more
careful inquiry into the offences of chil-
dren, so that the punishment could be
placed on the right shoulders.

In a bill now before the Dominion
Government relating to juvenile delin-
quency, there is the following clause:

“Any person who knowingly or wil-
fully encourages, aids, causes, abets or
connives at the commission by a child
of a delinquency, or who knowingly or
wilfully does any act producing, promot-
ing or contributing to a child’s being or
becoming a juvenile delinquent, Whether
or not such person is the parent or
guardian of the child, or who, being the
parent or guardian of the child and being
able to do so. wilfully neglects to do
that which would directly tend to pre-
vent a child being or becoming a
juvenile delinquent, or to remove the
conditions which render a child a juven-
ile delinquent, shall be liable on sum-
mary conviction before a juvenile court
of a justice, to a fine not exceeding five
hundred dollars or to imprisonment for
a period not exceeding one year, or to
both fine and imprisonment.”

In my opinion the passage of such an
amendment and its vigorous enforcement
is badly needed.

ONTARIO VEGETABLE CROPS.

RECENT RAINS HAVE IMPROVED
THE SITUATION AND PROSPECTS
ARE BRIGHTER.

The vegetable outlook in Ontario, as
reported by the crop corr2sjondents of
the Ontario Vegetable Growers’ Associa-
tion, is much better than it was last
wmonth. Most of the crops look fairly
well, as the situation has been greatly
improved by rains. The erips with most
gardeners will yield more than was
anticipated, as good growth is being
‘mada. - Since the Jrains started the
growth has been steady and sure. Prices
in general have been good.

The reports indicate that the cabbage
crop will be good. The same may be
said of cauliflowers, except in the dis-
tricts around  Toronto and Kingston.
Celery promises to yield a good crop of
excellent quality. Tomatoes turned out
a little better than was expected, but
the crop on the whole has been very
light; prices have been high. The onion
crop will not be up to much; in some
sections it will be fair; but in others
the reports are discouraging. In. the
district around Scotland, where large
quantities usually are grown, there will
be ‘only about two-thirds of a erop, and
is of fair quality.

All over this part of Ontario are
found teachers who have received their
practical training at that institution,
and the impress of their work has been
for good. Not only has. the work of
practical teaching been wells looked
after, but & woral tone has pervaded
the Model school which has heen echo
ed and reflected in every schoolhouse
where the teachers trained at Athens
bave taught. It is not to be wondered
at that under such circumstances, the
policy of the Government to abolish
these schools is regretted by not a few
people. But this is the announced
policy of the Government, and just as
soon as the proposed Normal schools
are completed, the Model schools will
cease to exist, and their work will be
only a memory. This was annonnced
by the Premier during the last session
of the Legislature, and the Government
is pledged to that policy.”

Cook was indicted on four counts:
the first of which amounted to a charge
of manslaughter, while the fourth
charged him with having, through the
omission to perform an act he had un-
dertaken to do, caused grievous bodily
imjuries to Charles Jones and Henry
Howe. _Before any plea wase entered
Mr. Robinette took exception to the
!onrth.oount. The  Judge said he did
not think the prisonmer could be indiet-
ed on 4 the last count at all, the case
oconcerning the deaths of two persons
and not merely their injuries.

The Judge—He is either guilty of
manslaughter or he is not guilty of
anything, for death resulted. Before
charging the jury, I will consider the
question. He can be tried under the
common law of England without refer-
ence to the statutes for manslaughter.

Mr. Arnoldi, in his opening address,
ltro\?l{ dwelt on the fact that Cook
and Kyle were fully notified of the num-
ber of the train they were to pass at
Myrtle. That train was number 1,488,
Another train altogether, numbered
1,402, was passed there, and Cook
thinking it the train recorded in his
orders went on, with disastrous results.
A most important omission was the
fallure of the despatcher’s office to

DOCTORS SAVED LIFE OF MAN
ALMOST DECAPITATED.

Bernard Rush Was Badly Injured im
Elevator Accident—Largest Muscles
of Neck Snapped—Over Twenty
Nerves, Muscles and Blood Vessels
Had to be Sutured.

New York, Sept. 30.—Three surgeons
at St. George’s Hospital had & hard
struggle yesterday to save the life of a
man who was almost beheaded by an
elevator in a building at No. 213 Froat
street. The. patient, Bernard Rush
while taking o load of fish from the
first to the second floor, slipped and be-
came wedged between the floor and the
platform ef the elevator. The elevator
was stopped in time to save his head
from being torn from the shoulders. At
the hospital it was found that in addi-
tion to the large muscles of the meck
being severed, several small arteries and
veins were separated. The patient was
conscious throughout the operation,
which was performed without anaesthe-
tics of any kind. Rush was powerless
to move his head because the est
muscles of the neck were sma in
two.

The physicans worked over the pati-
ent for nearly three hours, sewing to-
gether blood vessels and various struc-
tures of the neck. The jugular wvein
and the windpipe were not seriously in-
jured.

TRAINMEN ARE NERVOUS.

Because of Prosecutions by the Govern-
ment.

Toronto despatch: A large delegation
of trainmen waited on Hong.eMr. Fg:y at

the Parlinment Buildings yesterday to
protest against the activity of the At-
torney-General’s Department in the
prosecution of railway men held respon-
sible by Coroners’ juries for accidents.
The Attorney-General was presented
with a memorial citing at some length
the views of railway employees. It was
recognized that as the head of the de-
pariment he presides over Hon. Mr. Foy
must enforce the law as it stands to-
day. But the railway men held that
they were entitled to liberal interpreta-
tion of the law, and should not be treat-
ed as being guilty of criminal neglect,
as they claimed was done in many in-
stances, when such was not the case.
