For the Acadian,

Agricultural Eduecation.

The time was, and that not very far
distant, when it was almost uviversilly
expressed by educated clases of socicty
that a liberal agricultural education was
not absolutely necessary ; and some even
went further and said that it did not in
any way contribute to the success of the
farmer, Fifty years ago men of influ-
ence who occupied positions of honor
and trust, who materially affected the

| advantageous working of its govern-

ment, failed to notice the great necessity
of a thorough training in agriculture,
and the principles which Jay at the basis
of its true success. It was, and is at
ysesent to a certain degree, an expression
of public opinion that most any one can
farm well enough! Reasoning powers,
acuteness of observation, business tact—
it is said by some—are not absolutely
essential to success, If the young man
fails to be successful in the profession
which he has chosen, the voice of brayers
are gtill heard to murmur, “He is only
fit for the farm.”

This ridienlous ides has been in part
abandoned. The community at large
are recognizing this aze ds one of pro-
gress, The time has come when ‘“Jack
of all trades and master of none,” shall
have to take a back seat. KEvery art and
profession is receiving spec ial attention,
On account of the «harp competition in
all lines of work, the times demand it,
In no department is this special attention
80 necessary, as in agriculture, In mo
oceupation is acuteness of observation,
whiv.l\ is the key to happy experimenting
with the chemical laws of nature, more
essential, It is true, that farmers have
been prosperous to a certain degree, and
still knew nothing comparativd'y speak
ing of composition of soilx, mlnrxt,uk)ilily
of certain roots to particular soils, rota-
tion of crops, ete, ; but how much more
successful might he have been had he had
athorough knowledgo of all these points?
Our most euccessful farmers are not
those who work the hardest at manual
labor. None are exempt from labor;
but in all it is not equally applied and
directed, And why? Because one 18
better acquainted with and hag a better
knowledge of the work in band than the
other.. Hence, whatever farming may
have been in the past, the time has come
when the highest intelligence is demand-
ed a8 a necessary qualification on the
part of the agric uiturist,

If the young farmer would think fox
a moment of the extensive field of know-
ledge all unexplored by him, of the prop-
erties, forces and laws with »\hinh}
must come in contact at the very be-
pinning of his career, he wonld soon see
the greav necessity and benefit derived
from knowing something of their mani-
festations, and the best possible way of
using them to produce the most profit-
able product, Bo far from being less
dependent on the arta and sciences thau
thuse engaged in other occupations, the
farmer stands in need of a far wider
range of knowledge than is requisite in
any other business.

Hence the necessity of an agricultural
school in this province, ‘Ihis want hax
been in part supplemented by the estab-
lishment of such an institution in con-
nection with the teuchars’ training school
at Truro. This school has been establish
ed but a short time, there having grad
uated in the professional course but two
students—J, W. H. King, now Principal
of the public school, tnanmrl; and
G. B, McGill, teaching at present at
Round Hill, Annapolis Co, 1ts course in
being watched with considerable interest
by all, and chances to criticize the value
of the institution to the country at large
are quickly taken up even hﬁ' our Local
Government, Its success will depend in
part on the efforts of the few
students the school has already prepared
for work, but in a great measure, at
predent, on the recognition on the part
of the farmers of the great need of the
training provided, and their support in
word and in act as well as by sending
their sons there for instruction,

Farmers cannot fail Lo see, if they give
the matter due congideration, that money
invested in this way will be returned
with a hundred fold, 1f however the
farmers which make up a large 1-(-rcenl-
age of the population of this Province
do not throw their influence in fayvor
of this needy institution i every {muihln
wiy, how can it be expected that the
Government, which is but the servant
of the peup’lu to carry out its wishes,
shall unanimously speak in its favor?
It iu feared that the agriculturists are
overlooking, or if they do see it, are ne-
glecting the true key to their greatest
auccess.
