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RAILWAY BOARD HAS

Says Company Has Done 
Road Work Ordered,

But Should Keep On 
Making Improvements.

Technical School on Col­
legiate Site.

The city to-day received from II. C. 
Smeîl, Secretary of the Ontario llail- 
way Board, a copy of the report made 
by the engineers who recently inspected 
the Street Railway System to see what 
the city and eomipnivy lmd done to com­
ply With the orders issued last year. Mr. 
SmaM writes that he has been directed 
by tbe Board to call the city's attention 
to tiie fact that certain work the city 
was ordered to perform lias not been 
completed yet, and says that he is also 
directed to inform the city that if it 
considers immedia te performance on the 
part of tbe company of any work un­
done by it, and directed by the orders 
of the Board, to lie necessary, that tire 
Board will be pleased to hear the appli­
cation for the immediate performance of 
eudh work. Mr. Small is sending a sim­
ilar letter to the company.

Tbe repart of Engineer Wysc to A. B. 
Ingram. Vice-Chairman of the Railway 
Board, staves that the city and the com­
pany havr not, but should comply with 
elat:i>e 13 of the order, which refers to 
hdgi. street crossings, toothings and 
crown* of streets. Regarding the com­
pany. Mr. Wvse reports that the repairs 
to tracks ordered have been done, but 
says that repairs should continue to 
tracks as they are necessitated. York 
street joints should be repaired, and on 
.fames street uneven joints should be 
lifted up in the spring. Hie tracks on 
tbe Burton street bridge. Mr. Wyse ad- 
rises, should be fixed in the spring, and 
if the Grand Trunk objecte the city 
sbnuld appeal to tbe Railway Board. At 
Locke and Herkimer. .lames and. Stuart, 
James and Gndee, James and Gore, 
Queen and Herkimer, at. the car sheds 
on Stuart, street, and Main and Mar­
garet, special work should be put in.

Tbs stand taken by the city i» that 
Ü ho» complied with the Board's orders, 
and that if there is any particulier in 
which it lias not, it want» detail», arid 
not a general statement. Nothing will 
be done at present, however, in view of 
the negotiation's with the company. If 
a peaceful settlement can not be reach­
ed the city will not ask to have the old 
order enforced, but will make a new ap­
plication under its amended by-law.

Provincial Inspector Leake, who baa 
been here in connection with the Board 
of Education's proposition to establish a 
leehirical achool. lias made a report to 
the committee, adrimng that the school 
be built on the Collegiate Institute 
grounds, on the south side, facing on 
Stinson street. Mr. Leake thinks it is 
the moat suitable site. It should be an 
entirely separate structure, he advises. 
n\though the buildings might be joined 
by a corridor. Tbrs would be a much 
more economical way than buying a 
separate site, and would make a saving 
by having both buildings under one man­
agement. tjie inspector thinks.

fire Drill Perfect But Children Found Locked Doors—Teacher’s Terrible Story 

—Children Were Piled Dp At Bottom of Stairs and Could Not Get Out.

LOOKS BAD
FOR WHITNEY.

TOO MANY TORY CANDIDATES IN 
KINGSTON AND FRONTENAC.

Men Who Refuse to Abide by the De­
cision of the Machine—James Met­
calfe’s Little Game—The Row Makes 
It Easy for the Liberals.

Kingston-, March 5.—(Special.)— If all 
the constituencifs in Ontario are in the 
shape that Kingston and Frontenac are, 
the outlook for the Whitney Government 
is not bright.

In this city there am two Conservative 
candidates in the field—one, W. F. 
Nickle, K. C., the nominee of the con­
vention. and the other J. H. MetcaJfe, 
self-elected, hut strong enough for all 
that to make it serious for the party. 
Strong efforts are being made to pull Mr. 
Metcalfe off. Several public positions 
have been dangled before his eves, but 
thus far without result. What he de­
sires is to run first with a united party 
at his back and win the city for the 
party. Then he could resign, accept a 
public office, and have has present rival 
elected in a by-election.

The party, however, is not disposed to 
consider the proposition, and the prob­
ability is a divided party in the cam­
paign. and the election of Mr. Pense,

In Frontenac county some time ago 
there was a convention, and here also 
were two candidates for nomination. One 
of these, the present member, received 
the majority of votes, and his rival. Dr. 
Spankie, though worsted in the conven­
tion, is out as an independent Conserva­
tive. The doctor is a stronger man. and 
is public school inspector for the county. 
His entrance divides the party, and ren­
ders the election of a Liberal in this Con­
servative stronghold a certainty.

Cleveland, O., March 5.—One hundred and sixty- 
five lives, all but two of them children, between the 
ages of 6 and 15, are known to have been lost in the 
fire which yesterday destroyed the public school in 
North Collinwood, 10 miles east of this city. Sev­
eral others still are missing and their bodies may pos­
sibly be in the ruins.

It probably will be several days before the exact 
number of dead is accurately determined.

Of the bodies recovered 106 have been identified.
1 he remaining bodies are so blackened by fire and 
smoke; so battered and bruised by trampling feet that 
it is only by means of some unbumed article of wear- 
mE apparel that their names can be ascertained

The cause of the fire which, aided by a frantic 
panic, a narrow hallway, and doors, which it is claimed 
by many, were made to open inward, still is a mystery. 
It was at first supposed that it came from an over­
heated furnace, or an exploded boiler in the basement 
of the school house. It has been established that there 
was no explosion and the janitor of the school. Fred 
Herter. three of whose children perished, declares that 
it could not have come from the furnace. Yesterday 
in Collinwood was comparatively warm and HerteV 
declares that he maintained the fires at a lower rate 
than usual. Fearing he had not sufficiently warmed 
the building he was, according to his story, on his 
way to open the furnace drafts when he was met by 
the three little girls running from the basemept, who 
told him there was a fire below. These three little 
girls are now being sought by the i>olice and by the 
fire commissioners. It is considered entirely possible 

' by certain members of the Collinwood school board 
that they may have, through carelessness, started the 

;blaze which cost the lives of so many children.
L. R. Gardner, a member of the school board, is 

positive in his assertion that the fire was of incen­
diary origin. In that portion of the building where it 
was discovered there were no electric light wires, there 
was not waste or rags; there was no direct means of 
creating heat.

The children were under good discipline; they had

been practiced frequently in the fire drill; their teach­
ers, without exception, retained their self possession, 
showing great courage in the face of imminent death 
and yet more than half of these little ones died hor­
rible deaths because of faulty building arrangements. 
The school house was two storeys and a half in 
height, fhe walls being of brick and- concrete. Inside 
it was à shell which burned with almost inconceivable

The entire interior was a mass of smoking ruins 
lying in the cellar within thirty minutes after the 
alarm of fire was sounded.

Mis» Anna Moran, the principal of the school, 
denies that the door opened inward and insists that 
they were never locked during school hours. She said : 
“When the bell rang. I and, I suppose, other teach­
ers, thought it was a regular" fire drill. Every child 
in the school has gone out over and over again from 
the second floor to the open air in one minute and 
thirty seconds. You can judge from that how quickly 
we reached the first floor. When we neared the front 
door we saw the flames coming up the basement 
atari» and without knowing it we led those little chil­
dren into the very face of the fire. Only one of the 
doable outer doors was open. The other was fasten­
ed by a spring at the top. Before the janitor got it 
open the children had wedged themselves into the 
vestibule and the others in a panic stumbled and 
climbed and crowded over them. It was frightful—so 
near safety.

“If I could have turned my line back they would 
have had some chance on the third floor, but they 
kept coming down and we could not stop them or 
do anything to save them. Men from the outside were 
trying to pull the children out. but the crush was so 
tight it was impossible to make a passageway. Dozens 
died within a toot of absolute safety.”

A rigid investigation into the cause of the fire is 
promised. Governor Harris last night announced that 
the State authorities would look into the matter in a 
minute manner. He issued instructions to the Depart­
ment of Workshops and Factory Inspection to com­
mence an investigation at once.

JAPAN MAY TAKE STEAMER
BY FORCE FROM CHINA.

May Send Warships But There Will be No War 
—Chronic Rebellion.

Pekin, March 5.—Japan is threaten­
ing force to recover the Japanese 
eteasner Tatsu Maru, which is still re­
tained by China at Huang pu, on the 
Weet River. This vessel was seized at 
Macao on February 7th by Chinese 
customs cruisers on the charge that the 
cargo of arme and ammunition was in­
tended for Chinese revolutionists, al­
though oonegned to a merchant of that 
place. Hie cargo of the vessel is still 
on board. Chang Jen Chun, Viceroy of 
Canton, before taking action, is said to 
be awaiting proof that the vessel and 
Hm cargo should not be confiscated.

The coercion of China is feared here 
on account of the weakness of tbe gov­
ernment and because of the doubtful 
■legality of Chang Jen Chun’s action in 
wiring the Japanese steamer.

Baron Heywshd, the Japanese Minister 
Bo China, yesterday handed to the Chin­
ese Government Japans refusal to ac­
cent China’s proposal to appoint a 
jomt Japanese and Chinese commie-don 
to examine ail the chargee, in the mean­
time releasing the Tatsu Mem under 
hoods. Japan’s demands are, firs*, the 
unconditional release of the steamer, 
and second,, an arrangement to protect 
the shippers from loss. This second pro­
vision means that China must buy the 
c«wo on board the Tatsu Mam.

To-dav China proposed arbitration by 
Vice A dim irai Sir Arthur William Moore, 
Commander-in-chief of the British China 
station, but Japan refused these over­
times also, and has warned the Foreign 
Board that such proposals are unwel­
come. 9he again expressed her desire 
for tbe release of the vessel, failing 
Which she eeid the would take the steps 
neeemary to secure this release.

Japan* resents hotly the fact that 
Chong Jen Obun-a soldier» boarded the 
Tkàm Mam and hauled down the Jap­

anese flag, when, according to Japan, 
the steamer was waiting off Macao for 
a turn of the tide. The steamers imp­
ers show that she was on her way to 
Macao. Subsequently Chang Jen (Turn, 
claiming authority under a former 
treat}' between China and Portugal 
(Macao is a Portuguese dependency), 
bad the vessel arrested in Macao wa-

' Up to tlic present time the Chinese 
and Japanese authorities have failed ut­
terly to come to an agreement on even 
the principles of a settlement of this 
question.

The internal situation in the Liang 
Kuang district also is threatening. There 
is chronic rebellion continually ranged 
by an active trade in contraband rifles 
and ammunition in which various fore­
igners are taking part.

Another thihg that is distressing the 
federal government is the alleged whole­
sale counterfeiting by Japanese of the 
pape» currency of China, which has de­
base! Ihe copper coinage.

Will Be No War.
Tokio, March 5.—The Japanese gov­

ernment while maintaining the firmest 
attitude concerning the seizure of the 
ship Tatsu Marti by the Chinese at Mac­
ao, Feb. 7th. entertains no idea of re­
sorting to force for the recovery of the 
vessel. Possibly if China delays action, 
Japan will appeal to England rr Amer­
ica to act as intermediary in the mat­
ter.

In view of the agitalion against the 
Foreign Office, institut'd bv the opposi­
tion, any indication «if a comcsson by 
Japan to China would In» extremely dan­
gerous to the present Cabinet officials.

Tlie Foreign Office has assured the As­
sociated Press that Japan never would 
declare war on account of a such minor 
incident, nevertheless it is believed pro­
per that Japanese war vessels should 
visit the neighborhood of the imprisoned

180 PERISHED.

HUNDRED AND SIXTY-EIGHT HAVE 
BEEN RECOVERED

And One Hundred and Twelve Identified 
—Public Burial Arranged for—Cause 
of Fire Not Yet Known—Nearly a 
Similar Calamity at Grand Rapids.

Cleveland, O., March 5.—At 10 o'clock 
to-day 168 bodies had been recovered 
from the ruins of the Lakeview school 
at Collinwood. The exact number of fa­
talities from yesterday's conflagration 
is not known, but is expected to reach 
190. Firemen are still at work in the 
expectation of extracting more victims 
from the smouldering wreckage.

So far 112 of the slain have been id­
entified, but it ie generally admitted 
that few of the others will be dis­
tinguished one from the other. Their 
names can be ascertained front the list 
of missing, but which is which is a mys­
tery that will probably never be solved. 
The arrangements for a great public 
funeral are being rapidly perfected. This 
likely will take place to-morrow or Sat-

Oounty Coroner Dr. T. A. Burke, be­
gan an investigation to-day of the 
< susea leading to the terrible loss of 
life in the burning of the school build­
ing, his work lieing supplementary to 
the investigation by tue Board of Ed­
ucation and Village Council. So far no 
definite conclusion as to the cause of 
the fire, or where to place the blame, 
has been reached.

Fire at Grand Rapids.
Grand Rapids. March 5.—Grand Rap­

ids to-day was threatened with a repe­
tition of Cleveland's tragedy of yester­
day on an even larger scale. Fire broke 
out in tbe laboratory of the Centrai 
High School, while 1.200 pupils were in 
the midst of the morning work. The 
signal for the fire drill was given and 
the children marched out in perfect or­
der. The building emptied in two and 
one half minutea ,

The Central High School is over­
crowded and the stairway* inadequate 
and fears of a possib!» panic have long 
been felt, but the fire «trill to-day prov­
ed effective. All the men and women em­
ployed in the buildings also made their 
escape without injurv. The loss will not 
exceed $30.000.

The latter was 
powerless before the force of special 
constables, accordingly the Provincial 
police arrested the entire party and 
took them to jail. Upon being searched, 
each Hindoo was found to be carrying a 
hatchet.

TIMBER BERTHS.
Mr. Ann Wants to Investigate For 

Years Back.
Ottawa, Ont., March 5.— R. H. 

Campbell, chief of the forestry branch, 
who ‘Was formerly in the mines branch, 
was examined to-day at the Public 
Accounts Committee in regard to certain 
payments made by Perkins, Fraser & 
Gibson, barristers, of Ottawa, on timber 
berths. One of the leases for timber 
berths was for 118 square miles on the 
North Saskatchewan River to the Im­
perial Pulp Company, and signed by D. 
H. McMillan, president, and R. A. Pat- 
tinson, secretary The lease was for one 
year, renewable as long as these were 
merchantable. When the regulations 
changed the leases were changed to suit 
the regulations.

Mr. Ames proceeded to ask the witness 
as to the lease and payments made in 
1904 for the same berth.

Mr. MacDonald (Pictou) said that the 
committee was not entitled to go back 
to enquire into any expenditures beyond 
the two years which were referred to 
the committee.

Mr. Clarke, chairman, said that it was 
pertinent to the enquiry to go hack as 
far as necessary to enquire into the par­
ticular lease before the committee.

What is the source 
of the hostility to Barrow? No charges 
or complaints have been made against 
jhim. The only criticism offered ha*b®en 
be has “allowed the Mayor and aider- 
men to interfere with the work of his 
department.” A pretty excuse that is 
to offer for the effort to knife him. The 
engineer is a servant of the Council. His 

£duty is to obey it; not to fight with it. 
*£lf the Council misdirected him, the Coun- 
*cil is to blame. Who envies Mr. Barrow 
i£-hi* position? Who is the man in xvhose 
^interest Mayor Stewart is so busy, and 
£for whom some of the aldermen appear 
a2to he willing to add a few thousand 
^dollars a year more to the city’s salary 
toist? Reorganization of the departments 
rcould be effected with great advantage 
*to the city and with but trifling increase 
yof expense were efficiency the only end 
-aimed at. But there appears to lie a dis- 

gposition in some quarters to make the 
weorganiration, for the most part, an 
ikxeuse for creating another fat office for 
homebody yet behind the scenes: and in 
the making of it to knife Mr. Barrow, 
either ousting him entirely, or placing 
him in a subordinate position. The rate­
payers will not fail to note who are the 
men engaged in carrying out the plot at 
greatly increased cost to the city.

A VICIOUS AMENDMENT.
When, a short time ago, it was re­

presented that Mr. Beck and his col 
leagues of the Ontario Cabinet and the 
Hydro-Electric Commission sought to 
bave an amendment made to the Radial 
Mailway Bill to present it from selling 
electric power along its line, or to place 
festrictions upon such sale, they hast­
ened to issue indignant denials, Mr. Beck 
being quoted as saying that such dis 
tribution of electrical power would be 
welcomed. The other day, Dr. Sprxmle, 
who represents the Opposition to the 
Radial Bill, which is personified in the 
Whitney Cabinet, when the measure 
came up in Committee of the Whole 
proposed an amendment to section 13 
forbidding the company to compete with 
any municipal light or power plant 
within the limits of any municipality 
unless authorized to do so by a by-law 
expressing the consent of such munici­
pality.

"““Hl the fear that if the Radial Rail-

e not restricted ie Ma sale of

power, it might become a competitor 
with Whitney’s Hydro-Electric scheme. 
Hon. Mr. Graham no£ objecting, the 
amendment was carried. Originally, this 
restriction applied only to cities, but 
the amendment provides for restriction 
in any municipality.

We have no hesitation in saying that 
the principle of the amendment is vicious 
and un-Liberal, and should never have 
been accepted by the Minister of Rail- 
xvays. This is not Russia; it is not 
even Turkey or Japan, xxhere private 
rights count for little. When the estab­
lishment of a Government monopoly is 
desired. Of course, it may he said that 
Councils can easily be induced to au­
thorize any company to deal in electri­
city if its terms are favorable. That 
is no excuse for such legislation. Ex-erv 
individual citizen should be free to sell 
or buy current, without having to 
reckon xvith aldermen or councillors, and 
without being obliged to fix prices be­
cause of any arrangement somebody 
else may have made. The law of de­
mand and supply requires but little of 
the "dix'ine” guidance of the aldermen 
or councillors of a particular year, and 
Parliament is in poor business when it 
undertakes such interferences. We have 
no idea that the insertion of this clause 
will work to the injury of the Radial 
Railway Company; but it is just one 
more legal impediment—of which there 
are now far too many—in the paths of 
business, in Canada. It is totally op. 
posed to Liberal traditions, and con­
trary to sound Liberal principles, and 
should be unhesitatingly condemned by 
Liberals everywhere. It will be an evil 
day when Liberal legislation heads in 
that direction.

MOCK CITY COUNCIL
Enjoyable Evening Spent by tbe 

Fireside Club.

One of the finest evenings of the year 
was held by the Centenary Fireside Club 
on Tuesday night. After the business 
was over the remainder of the evening 
was given up to the "Mock City Coun­
cil.” The attendance was arranged into 
a Council, the officials being: Mayor, 
Jas. Jolley; Treasurer, E. Smith ; Soli­
citor. Chas. W. Finch; City Engineer, 
(i. Ewens : Clerk of Council, R. E. 
Brown ; City Messenger, e R. Waltham. 
The heads of the different committees 
were : Industrial, Aid. D. XL Brown ; 
Board of Works. Aid. R. B. Brierley; 
Sewers, Aid. Fred Griffith; Finance, 
Aid. C. H. DarialI ; Markets and Police, 
Aid. H. Co wen ; House of Refuge, Aid. 
Geo. Morton ; Beach and Harbor, Aid. 
Geo. Hancock. Aid. D. M. Brown, 
Chairman of the Industrial Committee, 
brought in the first report. He had been 
in communication with the American 
Baldwin Locomotive Company, Philadel­
phia, which wished to locate a Canadian 
branch in some large city. The branch 
was to be separate from tlie" American 
concern, and was to be backed entirely 
by Canadian capitalists, with a total 
capital of ten millions, and to employ 
some 3.000 men, turning over some $7,- 
000 a day in wages alone. The factory 
capacity was to l>e two locomotives a 
day. As many other Canadian cities 
were alter this large concern, AkL D. 
M. Brown proposed that the city give 
the company free land for building and 
water and sewer rates free for ten years. 
The proposed land to lie given was the 
Jockey Club property, thus doing away 
with iunnv evils of gambling at the 
track and helping the "Citizens’ league"’ 
in its great crusade. He himself entirely 
endorsed this scheme, saying it would 
l»e a great boon to the city and an iu- 
vrea-e in taxes and population would 
result. He then left the matter in the 
ha mis of his fellow aldermen. However, 
in hi* speech he made no mention of 
"graft" to lie paid if these concessions 
were secured for the company. Some 
of the other aldermen favored the 
«H-henie, hut it was left in the hands of 
a special committee to deal with. Other 
report* were also read by the various 
committees, especially that of Aid. P. 
1$. Brierley. Chairman of Board of 
Works. pro|>o*ing to fix up. the moun­
tain, hut his scheme was so gigantic and 
foolish it was ruled out. The meeting 
continued so long that on a motion of 
Mayor Jolley business was adjourned 
until tbe next meeting .After this they 
moved to the banquet hall, where a 
sumptuous supper had been prepared. 
Police Constable H. Fearman had his 
liands full «luring the evening keeping 
order in the Council chamber . P. B. 
Pennington ably represented Allan Stud- 
holme as a labor candidate. The even­
ing broke tip rather late, all proclaim­
ing it a great success.

Berlin, March 4.—Herr Erzberger, a 
member of the Centre party and a Cleri­
cal, spoke before the Appropriations 
Committee of the Reichstag on the col­
onial estimates to-day.

A TORY VICTORY.

MR. HAZEN’S VIEW OF THE NEW 
BRUNSWICK VERDICT.

Had Liberal Support-Regards Re-
suit as a Defeat for Mr. Pugiley—
The St. John Telegraph Says the
People Voted for Good Govern­
ment, Irrespective of Party.

St. John, X. B., March 4.—There is 
no claim in St. John or in New Brunswick 
that the result of yesterday’s elections 
is a Conservative victory. Mr. John 
Morrissy, elected in Northumberland, is 
n strong Liberal in Federal politics, and 
is almost sure to he in Mr. Hazen’s 
Cabinet. I). P. MacLachlan, one of his 
colleagues, is also a Federal Liberal.

Mr. Hazcn, in his speech to the crowd 
who welcomed him after his arrival in 
St. John late last night, said: “In this 
fight ] have had the support of a 
large number of Liberals at the polls.
I do not claim a victory for the Con­
servative party, but n triumphant fight 
in the cause of honest citizenship.. The 
result to-day is not a defeat for the 
Federal Government, but, you will par 
dun me. 1 do regard it as a great per­
sonal defeat for Hon. William Puge- 
lev. In this city, where we are both 
well known. Mr. Pugsley appealed to 
the Liberal vote because I, the leader 
of the Opposition, was a Conservative.

The Telegraph, the chief supporter of 
Mr. Hazen in the contest, editorially 
said to-day: “This was a provincial 
contest. The electors, in a fashion un­
mistakable, resented interference by the 
Federal leaders, notably Hon. Mr. Pugs­
ley. The vote was cast for good govern­
ment, by men of all parties-, independent 
in Provincial politics, who were weary 
of the selfish opportunism, the neglect 
of the public interests, ghd the reckless 
expenditure for questionable purposes.”

The Liberals elected in Gloucester on 
Monday were entirely opposed to the 
Robinson Government platform also, 
and will likely support Mr. Hazen, as 
they advocated his policy.

WHERE MONTREAL LAGS.

Nearly Seven Times as Many Licenses 
in Montreal as in Toronto.

Ottawa, March 4.—Hon. R. W. Scott, 
Secretary of .State, replying to-day to 
the strictures passed by the Montreal 
City Council on his animadversions in 
the Senate last week on the police force 
and illegal sale of liquor in Montreal, declared that the facts of the case 1 
showed his criticisms were well found- I 
ed. He mantained that his remark# 
relative to the course of the recent out- 
break of crime among Italians and ! 
other foreigners were borne out by the 
pres# reports in the Montreal papers. I 
l util attention had been called, he 
said, by the city press to the preval­
ence of crime, no active measures to 
disarm the Italians had been taken by 
the police.

Mr. Scott regretted to say that the 
city of Montreal had not kept pace 
with other Canadian cities and towns 
in reducing the number of -places 
«here liquor could be obtainry “I 
regret." lie said, ‘"being forced to dis­
cuss this subject at this time, but the 
action of the City Council leaves me 
no alternative but" to give the figures. 
In 1905 the total number of liquor 
licenses issued in Montreal was 1,162. 
The total number of licenses issued in 
I oronto is 208. being about one-seventh 
of the number in Montreal, though the 
population of Montreal at the last cen­
sus was only 60,000 greater than that of 
Toronto. The total licenses issued in the 
whole Province of Ontario were 2,091, 
being not'quite double the number is­
sued in Montreal, while the population 
of tire Province is considerably in ex­
cess of two millions. In view of these 
figures and the unrefuted statements in 
the Montreal press, it must be admit­
ted that I was not at fault in stating 
that there was more drinking in Mont­
real than in any other Canadian city, 
and that the police made no attempt 
to suppress illegal drinking.”

PEACH DAY 
AT GRIMSBY.

Greet Convention of Fruit Men 
Opened Yesterday.

J. H. Hale, Great Americas Author­
ity, the Chief Speaker.

CoBTention Will Coetmae To-day 
and To-morrow.

Grimsby, March 5.—(Special).— Per­
haps the greatest galaxy of noted hor­
ticulturists that ever addressed an as­
sembly of fruit growers, appeared upon 
the platform of Grimsby town hall yes­
terday afternoon, and evening. There 
were representative growers there from 
one end of the peninsula to the other, 
and the meetings were crowded, and en­
thusiastic. .

J. H. Hale, South Glastonbury, Conn., 
one of .the greatest authorities on peach 
culture on the North American contin­
ent, W. G. Farnsworth, Waterville, 
Ohio, H. L. Hutt, O. A. C., Guelph, W. 
T. Macoun, central experimental farm, 
Ottawa, E. D. Smith, M. P., of Winona, 
were the speakers to-day.

Of course, Mr. Hale's address was the 
drawing card, and that witty southern 
speaker was applauded continually for 
nearly two hours. His remarks spelt 
peaches all the way through.

Mr. W. H. Bunting, the President of 
the Niagara District Fruit Growers’ As­
sociation, occupied the chair. He said 
that the association was entering on an 
era of prosperity that was never known 
in the past, and that they now stood 
second to none in the Dominion.

Mr. J. H. Hale was introduced, as the 
pcatch king of the United States. He 
said: There is no more profitable busi­
ness, nor one fraught with more uncer­
tainties, than peach growing, it gives 
you all kinds of chances to lav awake 
at nights. 1 can remember in my young 
days, in the early times of the peach 
industry, when I was told, there were 
only a few favored sections where the 
fruit could be grown. But now. there 
are a great many more thousand miles 
of territory this side of the North Pole 
where they do grow. Eleven thousand 
cars of Cantoloupes were carried by t-he 
railways of the United States last year. 
Just a measure of the way the people in 
this country arc consuming fruit. It is 
without doubt of contradiction, the 
most wholesome article the human race 
can cat. Let me tell you. we’re in a 
mighty grand business, and the best 
part is yet to come.

1 have learned one thing about culti­
vation, get on the ground as early as 
possible, and tutn it over as often as it 
can be worked. I like to keep it up 
until the bending fruit keeps me out. 
Keep your trees low headed, so you can 
reach the fruit without a ladder. The 
cost of ascending each step with hired 
help costs money. Summer pruning is 
a wonderful, helpful process to bring 
them into more profuse bearing, espe­
cially on very vigorous land. The Al­
berta is a most profitable peach, but a 
sort of good for nothing. Do not have 
too many of these in an orchard. Ex­
tend- the season for this variety and all 
others by proper thinning, and this is 
the best information I can give you to­
day. It pays to leave peaches on the 
tree until they reach maturity ; they 
will carry and stand up better than a 
green peach. Care must be taken in 
handling, and picking. I do not like to 
see fruit packed in the orchard. Women 
are the perfect packers. Men are pesky 
scoundrels over there.^ A woman s eye 
and finger are more perceptible, and they 
arc honest. Hire the best woman you 
can get. even if it costs a little more. 
We have made the mistake of our lives 
in the United States in the past of put­
ting the nice ones on top; of course, I 
do not think any of you fellows over 
here would do that sort of thing. This 
society wants to put itself on record, 
and make the fruit that comes from this 
vicinity what it is. There are business 
methods that must come into our indus­
try if we want to be.-ome successful. 
1 plant most of my orchards twenty feet 
apart. I can say' yes and no in answer 
to a question of a remedy for the yel­
lows. It is our most serious menace, 
and I cannot tell you the cause. Pull 
the tree out and bum it at the first in­
dication, even if it is Sunday and you 
are on your way to church. He used 
ground bone as the chief fertilizer in 
bis orchards, twelve to fifteen hundred 
pounds to the acre. Some varieties of 
peaches recommended by Mr. Hale as 
the most profitable in the market and 
adapted best to the climate were Belle 
of Georgia, Elberta, Champion. Carmen, 
Mountain Rose. A curious coincidence 
regarding the Belle of Georgia and the 
Elbertas, they being full sisters from 
the same tree in the same year.

Mr. Farnworth gave a powerful ad­
dress on “Fitting and Preparing Soil;” 
Mr. Macoun gave some statistics of ex­
periments in fruit culture at the Otta­
wa farm.

Mr. E. D. Smith did not favor Mr. 
Hale's idea to grow white flesh peaches. 
He said the Canadian public had not 
vet learned that they were the better, 
end demanded the yellow varieties, al­
though he agreed they were not quite 
bo fine either in flavor or grain.

LEFT TO THE 
CITY COUNCIL.

Fire and Water Coawittee Has 
Fiaaadal Treaties.

No Moae, Far Works Considered 
(Nile Necessary.

What WiD be Dom Abort Electro- 
lysis Treetie.

The Fire and Water Committee last 
night decided to leave its financial trou­
bles to the council to straighten out. 
For the waterworks department proper 
the appropriation allotted was only $52,- 
000, while $6,923 more than this amount 
was asked for. This includes $5,000 for 
cleaning out the filtering basins, $600 
for a new inspector, which the officials 
claim is needed to cover the city proper­
ly, and $923 for necessary repairs to the 
reservoirs.

The Fire Department appropriation is 
$56,500, or $13,445 less than was asked 
for. Of this amount over $10,000 is for 
fixed expenditure and will have to be 
provided for in some way. The remain­
der is for work the chief says is neces-

The committee will report to the coun­
cil that it has no funds for this extra 
expenditure.

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HUNDRED AND SIXTY 
CHILDREN PERISH.

little Children Caught Like Rats in a Trap and 
Burned to Death.

Fire Drill Was of No Avail—Agonizing Sights 
and Heroic Deeds.

: Oteeeland, O., March 4.—Penned in
* narrow hallways, jammed up against
* doors that only opened inward, between 

one hundred and sixty and one hundred 
and seventy school children in the su­
burb of North Collinwood to-day were 
killed by fire and smoke or beneath the 
grinding heels of their panic-stricken 
playmates.

? _ The awful tragedy occurred tliis morn­
ing in the public school of North Collin­
wood, ten miles east of this city. At 10 
o’clock to-night one hundred and sixty- 

: five corpses were in the morgue at Col- 
' linwood, six children were still unac-
* counted for, and all the hospitals and
* houses for two miles around contained 
- numbers of children, some fatally and

many less seriously injured. All of the 
'* Victims were between the ages of six and 
„ fourteen years.

Only Eighty Escaped Unhurt.
The school contained between three 

' hundred and ten and three hundred and 
jbwenty-five pupils, and of this entire 

! number only about eighty are known to 
' have left the building unhurt. It will be

another teacher, was taken out alive, but 
she cannot live.

Recovering the Bodies.
The gruesome task of taking out the 

pieces and bits of human remains was 
one of horror. A line of rescuers was 
formed, backed by half a dozen am­
bulances. As the bodies w’ere untan­
gled from the debris they were passed 
along to the stretchers and tlienee 
loaded in the ambulance. Mercifully 
covered with blankets, the pitiful sights 
were veiled from the crowd of curious 
gathered about the entrance to the 
structure. As fast as a load was ob­
tained it was driven away to the 
morgue.

At the temporary morgue in the Lake 
Shore shops the scene was an inde­
scribably sad one. as fathers, mothers, 
brothers and sisters passed up and 
down the lines formed by the hundred 
and sixty corpses. Identification was 
made only by means of clothing or 
trinkets. The fire had swept away 
nearly all semblance of human fea­
tures in the majority of instances. The 
first identification was made by the 
mother of Nell and Tommy Thompson, 
aged six and nine years old. respective­
ly. The hands and arms had been burned 
from both bodies, but the mother re­
cognized the shoes on her children's 

' several days before the actual number I feet. And so the disheartening work
went on. accentuated now and then by. of killed is known, as the ruins may still 

: contain other bodies, and the list of 
fatalities may be increased by a number 

•of deaths among the children who are 
bow lying in the hospitals in a precari­
ous condition. The school house was of 
brick, two storeys and an attic in height. 
The number of pupils was more than 

-normally large, and the smaller children
* had been placed in the upper part of 

the building. There were two stairways, 
one leading to a door in the front and

r the other to a door in the rear. Both 
'of these doors opened inward, and it is 
rclaimed the rear door was locked as 
well.

Flames Barred the Way.
When the flames were discovered the 

teachers, who throughout seem to have 
acted with courage and self-possession 
and to have struggled heroically for the 
safety of their pupils, marshalled the lit. 

»>Je ones into a column for the fire drill, 
which they had often practiced.

Unfortunately the line of march in its 
exercise had always led to the front 

e4oor. and the children had not been 
'trained to seek any other exit. The fire 
-to-day came from a furnace situated 
«directly under this part of the building. 
When the children reached the foot of 
the atairs they found the flames close 
upon them, and so swift a rush was made 
for the door that in an instant a tightly- 
packed mass was piled up against it.

Pushed Into the Flames.
' : From that moment none of those who 
were upon any portion of the first flight 

'of stairs had a chance for their lives. 
rThe children at the foot of the stairs 
.attempted to fight their way back to 
the floor above, while those who were 
coming down shoved them mercilessly 
back -into the flames lelow. In an in- 

>stant there was a frightful panic, with 
■two hundred of the pupils fighting for 
-•their lives. Most of those who were
• killed died here. The greater part of 
those who escaped managed to turn back 
and reached the fire escape and the win­
dows in the rear.

What happened at the foot of that first 
flight of stairs will never be known, for 
all of those who were caught in the full 
fury of the panic were killed. After the 
flames had died away, however, a huge 

♦Ateap of little bodies, burned by the fire, 
and trampled into shapeless masses, told 
the tale as well as anyone needed to 
know it.

V Were the Doors Locked?

r Various and unconfirmed statements 
are made as to the cause of the fire, 
and also that the doors of the build­
ings had been locked at the front en­
trance, while but one door, of the rear 
entry was unfastened. The janitor. 
Fritz Herter, himself bereaved of three 
children, says the doors were open, 
according to custom. At any rate, the 
■congestion of fleeing children in the hall­
way below, effectually barred the way, 

’and the little ones went to their death 
totally unable to evade the flames.

The village fire department had only 
two engines, and neither was at all 
-effective. Burning through the cross 
supports of the first floor, the flames 
-passed upward until all three floors 
crashed in a smouldering pile into the 
basement. Within three hours from its 
commencement the fire had burned it­
self out, and the work of rescuing the 
todies was begun by firemen and men 
from the shops of the Lake Shore Rail­
road.

The Janitor’s Story.
Janitor Herter could remember little 

of what happened after the fire started.
“I was sweeping in the basement,” he 

Said, “when I looked up and saw a wisp 
of smoke curling out from beneath 
.the iron stairway. I ran to the fire 
fclarm and pulled the gong that sounded 
throughout the building. Then I ran, 
first to the front and then to the rear 
doors. I don’t remember what happened 
next, except that I saw the children 
running down through them screaming. 
Borne fell at the rear entrance and 
others stumbled over them. 1 saw my 
little Helen among them. I tried to pull 
her out, but the flames drove me back. 
I had to leave my little child to die.” 
Herter was badly burned about the head.

Teacher Lost Her Life.
Mis Catharine Weiler, one of the 

nine teachers in the school, lost her 
life in a vain effort to marshal the 
pupils of her class and lead them to 
safety. She died in the crush at the 
spar door. Her room was on the second 
floor, and when the fire alarm sounded 
•he marched her pupils out to the hall,

| thinking it was only a fire drill. 
There the truth dawned upon both 
teacher and pupils, and all control was 
lost. The children in their frenzy 
plunged into the struggling mass ahead 
of them. Miss Weiler attempted to 
item the rush, but went down under it, 
•lid her body was found an hour later, 
Under a high pile of those of her pupils. 

L Miss Weiler formerly lived * ~
Ud was educated in Toledo. Miss Fisk,

piercing shriek or plaintive moan as 
a loved one was recognized by clothing 
or token, such as a ring or necklace.

A Mother's Heroism.
About the burned sehoolhouse there 

are but few residences. In one of these 
Mrs. Clark Sprung lived. Her little 
boy Alvon. aged seven years, was a 
pupil in the second grade. When the 
fire started the mother ran over to the 
school and arrived when the first floor 
was a mass of flames. At a window on 
that floor she saw the face of her boy. 
He recognized her and pleaded for 
help.

Rushing across the street, Mrs. 
Sprung secured a step-ladder and 
placed it against the window. Climb­
ing up, slie reached for her boy. She 
caught him by the hair. It burned off 
in her hand and the lad fell back into 
the flames.

Couldn’t Open the Door.
The statement that the hack door of 

the building was locked was made by 
Walter C. Kelly, the editor of the 
sporting department of The Cleveland 
Leader, two of whose children were 
killed.

As soon as the alarm was given Mrs. 
Kelly ran from her "home, which is not 
far from the school house, to the burn­
ing building.

The front portion of the structure 
was a mass of flames and, frenried by 
the screams of the fighting and dying 
children which reached them from the 
death trap at the foot of the first flight 
of stairs and behind that closed door, 
Mrs. Kelly ran to the rear, hoping to 
effect an entrance there and save her 
children. She was joined by a man 
whose name is not known, and the two 
of them tugged and pulled frantically 
at the door. They were unable to 
move it in the slightest, and there was 
nothing at hand by which they could 
hope to break it down. In utter 
despair of saving any of the children, 
they turned their attention to the win­
dows, and by smashing some of these 
they managed to save a few of the

Pulled His Child to Pieces.
Fearful scenes were enacted around 

the burning school house. Father* and 
mothers raved, cursed or prayed. Many 
tried to break through the crowd, and 
some got far enough to daeh towards 
the flaming doorways. One big man 
in overalls and jumpers was restrained 
by force. Explaining in broken Eng­
lish that his ‘kinder” were in the 
building, he struggled desperately with 
tlie three men who held him. Finally 
they threw him to the ground and «at 
on him, forcing his great form down in 
the ankle deep mud.

A man named Dorn, who arrived up­
on the scene early, when the children 
were crowded in the front, door, dis­
covered his little girl among the ma** 
of injured and crushed. He ealight 
the girl by the bends and m#hi* frantic 
efforts to save her pulled "her arms 
from htr body.

Worked to Rescue His Daughter.
Among, the hundreds of frantic par­

ente who reached the building shortly 
after the front door had caved in and 
disclosed to the horroratricken crowd 
the awful scene within was Wallace 
fjpton. Just in front of him. as he

tressed up to the building, he saw 
Is own ten-year-oW daughter, help- 
lew in the crush, badly burned and 

trampled upon, buit still alive. The

fire was close upon her, and if she 
could not be saved at once she could 
not be saved at all. Upton sprang to 
help her, and with all his strength 
sought to tear her from the weight 
that was pressing lier down and from 
the flames which were creeping close. 
Although he worked with the despera­
tion of despair, Ids strength was un­
equal to the task. He fought on until 
his clothing was partly burned from 
him and the skin of his face ami hands 
were scorched black. Other men at­
tempted to induce him to move, but 
he refused until he saw that his girl 
was dead, and that lie could not save 
her life by sacrificing his own. He 
then withdrew from the school house 
and although so seriously injured that 
he may die, lingered about the place for 
several hours, refusing to go to a hospi­
tal or to seek medical attention.

Cellar Filled With Corpses.
’Hie flames spread with such terrific 

rapidity that within thirty minutes 
from the time the fire was discovered 
the school was nothing but blackened 
waH* surrounding a cellar filled with 
corpses and debris.

The firemen «lashed into tiie blazing 
wn-ckage, and with rakes, forks, 
shovels and their bare hands worked in 
the most frantic manner with tiie hope 
of saving a few more lives. They were 
unsuccessful, for none was taken alive 
from the ruins after the floors col­
lated. Fragments of incinerated 
limb*, skull* and bones were found al­
most at every turn, and these tilings 
were piled together in a little heap at 
one side of the building.

Teacher Saved Her Pupils.
Mias I .aura Roddy, tiie only teacher 

on the third floor, formed her pupils 
in tine and marched them down to 
the second floor, where, finding the 
flames rushing up the stairway, she 
turned tliem around a ml hurried them 
back again to the third floor. She 
In-re broke a window with a chair, end, 
getting on to tiie platform of the fire 
escape, ftfted out her pupils one by one 
ami sent them down. Four or 
five children who broke from the line 
she had formed and ran down the stair­
way were killed. One of the If-mines 
of the catastrophe was little Marie XVit- 
man. She ran through tin? smoke-fill­
ed ha Hi and grasped, hcr Htt!e l another, 
whom she managed to drag from the 
room and take out through the window, 
both of them being nearly strangled 
with smoke.

Teachers* Narrow Escape.
Several of the tea-mens lead narrow 

escapes, and only left their pupils when 
driven away by t-ho flames. Mis* Pearl 
Lyim was canied toward the rear en­
trance by the rush of the panic-stricken 
pupils, and fell at the Ixyttom of the 
stairs with numbers of the cliildren on 
top of her. She lev there unable to rise 
lieca-we of the weight of the bodies- <*i 
l*»r. She was dragged from the mass 
of dead clriklren just in time to save 
her own life.

Mise G oilman when the alarm gong 
rank started her pupils marching from 
the building. When they started down 
the front stairs they were met by a 
solid wail of flame and clouds of dense 
eirokeu They retreated, and then tiie 
children became panic-stricken and tiie 
teacher could not do anything with 
them. They became jammed in the nar­
row stairway, and the teacher, efimb- 
ing out the window, tried to pull those 
near the entrance through- The pupils 
cried to her for help, but though she 
strove with ail her might, she couki not 
save a single child.

Construction of Buildings an Outrage.
County Coroner Burke immediately 

after the fire said: “The construction 
of tiie school houèe was an outrage. 
The hallways were narrow, and there 
wa* practically but one mode of exit. 
The children were caught like rata in a 
trap.”

The school building was supposed to 
be modem. Tiie school children hod 
-been given fin- drills and were thought 
to be in t raining for ju«t eue* an em­
ergency. When the crucial moment’ar­
rived, however, the drill was forgotten. 
The building was completely destroyed, 
only the outside brick wall# remaining 
standing. ____

LABOR MEN ASK 
FOR LEGISLATION

REPRESENTATIVE DEPUTATION 
INTERVIEWS THE CABINET.

Have Many Suggestions—Grievances 
of Street Railwaymen and Tele­
phone Girls—Nothing Revolution­
ary in Suggestions, Says Premier 
Whitney.

Toronto, March 5.—Jvegislation need­
ed in the Interest of various classes of 
•labor, a.s well as other questions of poli­
tical economy, were dealt with by a de­
putation representing the Ontario Exec­
utive of the Dominion Trades and Labor 
Congress, which /waited on the Govern­
ment at -Pkuftaipeut buildings yesterday 
morning. ».

Mr. J. J. Gibbons, business agent of 
the Toronto Street Railway men, urged 
that tiie Government should comped 
open cars tv be constructed with cen­
tre aisles. He suggested that all cars 
should be fitted with air brakes and 
banders. Another matter the Govern­
ment should take in Kind was the lim­
iting of a day's labor to nina hours.

\\ ith regard to the conditions under 
which telephone operators work, Mr. J. 
J. Simpson, Vice-President of the 
Trades and Labor Congress, submitted 
a resolution calling on the Dominion 
and Provincial Government* to put in 
force the recommends t iona of the oonir 
mhtiion winch sat in Taranto last year. 
The recommendations included the ap­
pointment of a ooimmsskm of medical 
expert# to determine the effect of tele­
phone operating upon the health of 
those engaged in it, and to what extent 
women should be allowed to engage in 
it. That overtime, be absolutely prohi­
bited, a# also competing, opera-tors to 
work a fraction of an hour either be­
fore or after sriiedu’e time. That 
work be permitted for only six days a 
week, and a full twenty-four hours in­
terval at the end of that time before 
resuming work. That young women be 
prohibited from becoming operators 
until they have completed their 18th

Mr. Simpson a'?o urged that the 
shops act should be eo extended a# to 
apply to child labor in offices. The 
age of young men employ«1 in brew­
eries ami liquor stores should, he 
thought, have a minimum timst of eigh­
teen, instead of sixteen, a» provided.

Mr. F. Bancroft, Chairman of the 
Provincial Executive, urged the neces­
sity of fair wage Causes not only be­
ing placed in contracts for public works, 
Vist being enforced.

Mr. O’Donoghue said that with regard 
to immigration they recognized that 
population wa# necessary, but they ob­
jected to the bemusing system, and 
while throwing no stones at the religi­
ous work of the Salvation Army, they 
objected to it# becoming a buerinees in­
stitution eo far as the importation of 
immigrants was concerned.

Mr. J. Barnet urged the need for 
further législation for the regulation 
of foundries with regard to the lessen­
ing of dangers to nxm while eogeged 
in their work. The proper ventilation 
of the shop# Should also be attended to.

Premier Whitney, in reply, said that 
no doubt from time to tin» similar 
deputations would find it necessary 
to wait upon the Government or their 
successors. The broadening of pubHc 
opinion and change of conditions would 
neceeeaifly lead to the suggestion of 
changes in the law. The Government, 
therefore, welcomed suggestion# coming 
from a large section of the commun­
ity. With a multitudinous mass of 
affaire to look after it wae poetiWe 
for any Government to overlook im­
portant change# iu condition# which 
demanded attention. The change»» 
were the result of new force# opera* 
ing. and if people would look at things 
in that lighi. then they perhaps would 
not be eo alarmed, sus they were now 
wlien requests were made. He did not 
tape anything very violent or revolution­
ary tii the suggestions made by the 
deputation, and the Government would 
give them the futieet possible coraid 
eratkm.

Toronto, March 5.—The need for 
prompt action and united effort was the 
keynote of the splendid tuberculosis 
conference held in the Alexandra Thea­
tre yesterday. The conference was call­
ed by the National Sanitarium Associa­
tion, and delegates were present from 
44 municipalities and 17 counties. With 
little questioning the conference passed 
by a unanimous vote a resolution to 
the Provincial Government asking that 
the Government materially increase the 
grants toward stamping out tuberculo­
sis in the Province. At 10.30 o’clock 
to-day all the delegates who can will 
form a deputation to wait upon Premier 
Whitney and his Cabinet in order to 
present the views embodied in the reso­
lution. The Hon. W. J. Hanna, Provin­
cial Secretary, assured the conference 
that the Government was very much dis­
posed to assist and promised that the 
deputation would be accorded a very 
sympathetic reception.

The chair was taken by his Excellency 
the Governor-General, with his Honor 
Sir Mortimer Clark seated at his right. 
Among those on the platform were the 
Hon. W. A. Charlton, Mr. W. J. Gage, 
Hon. W. J. Hanna, Mr. Edward Gurney, 
Mr. Ambrose Kent, Mr. J. P. Downey, 
M. P. P., Mr. and Mrs. P. D. Crerar, 
Hamilton ; Mayor Stevely, London ; May­
or D’Arcy Scott, Ottawa ; Judge Barron, 
Stratford; Mr. J. W. Bowlby, Brantford; 
]>r. N. A. Powell, R. H. Davies, W. Lloyd 
Wood, J. J. Crabbe and Thomas Long.

Mr. Edward Gurney expressed the ap­
preciation of the conference for the favor 
his Excellency the Governor-General had 
shown them in consenting to occupy the 
chair. In opening, Earl Grey said that 
he understood the meeting had been 

Convened with the object of enabling 
the delegates to discuss what means 
should be taken to put down the great 
plague. *'I have little doubt, ’ said his 
Excellency, "but that you will take a 
broad and comprehensive idea of the 
duty of the Province to fight this dis­
ease. Scientists say that if we are earn­
est we can drive consumption front the 
country. We should be greatly to blame 
if we did not do our very utmost in this 
direction to make our people imyime 
from this plague which affects the whole 
known world.”

The Lieutenant Governor, Sir Morti­
mer Clark, in opening his address said 
it was both the duty of the municipali­
ties and the State to care for the health 
of the people, and there was no reason, 
he said, why vigorous steps aboqld not 
be taken by the State to rhefk tubercu­
losis, such as was done with kmallpox.

Mr W. J. Gage in Ids address said the 
last report of the Provincial Board of 
Heal tii showed that in ten years there 
were over 30,000 deaths front tuberculo- 
,1, registered. This number b»se<l on 
the conservative estimate of lour cases 
to each death, meant that there were 
aljout 120,000 cases of consumption m 
various stages continually in existence 
“ the Province. There was, however 
said the speaker, some encouragement
in the fact that in the last seven years 
there had been a decrease of about » 
per cent, in the death rate, and he be 
lieved that the National Sanrtanum As_ 
sociation had materially heW 
result. The cities of Toronto Hamilton 
Ottawa and London had made or were 
making provision for accommodation for 
needy pltients. but all the other mum 
eipolities in the Province had done noth­
ing but make an occasional grant to
the Muskoka homes. Mr. <Uge spoke o
the great and pressing need for increased 
Government grants.

\ resolution to the Government asx- 
ing that the grant toward the maim 
tenance of consumptive patients be 
raised from $1-50 to *5 per week_ per 
patient was moved by Hon. A. Lha 
Ion and seeonded by Mayor Merely of 
London. The resolution vvas carried w ith 
out a dissenting vote, although a. dele 
gate from western Ontario thought the 
Government should he asked to shoulder 
the whole expense.The Hon. W. J. Hanna. Pro,,”f1*1 
Secretary, assured the conference that 
the Government were in fullest sym- 
pat-hv with them. “The Government are 
disposed, and very much disjarsed to a» 
sisl along the linea indicated, sard Mr. 
Hanna. 'The figure» voted in th.Pr> 
sent estimates must not lie regarded es 
conclusive, as the Government thought 
it right to leave the question open un­
til after the meeting to-day. and after 
thtsv had heard w hat the committee had 
to "propose." The Provincial Secretary 
said that the Government had in view 
the publishing of a pamphlet dealing 
with the whole subject of tuberculosa, 
which, by being placed in the hands of 
every adult in the Province, would leave 
no excuse for ignorance on the subject 
such as at present exist s.

Among those who delivered short 
addresses were Mayor D’Arcy Scott, of 
Ottawa; Mayor Stevely, London; Mrs. 
P. D. Crerar, Hamilton; Mayor J. 
W. Bowlby, Brantford; Mayor J. 8. 
Campbell, St. Catharines; W. H- Moss, 
Dundas, and J. H. Cook, Lambtcfi 
county.

In response to a vote of thanks for 
ltis grackmsuess in taking the chair, 
His Excellency the Governor-General 
said in part: “I was glad to hear in 
so many speeches the note that the
people have to depend upon themselves 
and not to lie down on the Government 
—even in spite of the speech from west­
ern Ontario, in which the suggestion 
was made that the Government of On­
tario should find all the money that 
was required to provide the hospitals. 
(Laughter). No. gentlemen, we have 
all gut to depend upon ourselves, and 
I heard with the greatest possible plea­
sure the announcement from Mr.

NEW TRANSMISSION LINE.

This Will be Needed, Controller Hock- 
en Thinks.

Toronto, March 5.—The Board of Con­
trol and the Toronto Electric Light 
Company may meet either to-day or to­
morrow' to dtecuwt the question of en­
tering on negotiations for the purchase 
of the company’s plant by the city.

Controller Hocken said yesterday he 
regarded a duplicate traasmiseion' line 
as necessary. Engineer Dow, the De­
troit electric expert, informed tiie Board 
of Control that the present transmission 
line was already taxed, and if Toronto 
were to be supplied with more electric 
power a new transmission line would be 
necessary. As to the term of the con­
tract for the supply of power by the On­
tario Power Company to the Hydro- 
Electric Power Commission, Controller 
Hocken said, while the contract was for 
forty years, the Commission had power 
to cancel the contract at the end of 
any ten years thereof on giving three 
years’ notice of such intended cancella­
tion. Consequently the city’s contract 
for power would practically be for a 
term of ten years. “Any deal mitered 
into with Mr. William Mackenzie must 
be through the Hydro-Electric Power 
Commission,” said Controller llocken.

j professionals—(Mr. Foran)—speaking 
at the meeting of the Ottawa Amateur 
Athletic Association on Feb. 13, said

that the club had failed because it 
had yielded to amateur principles, 
and on the following afternoon he sat 
at a meeting of the Olympic Commit­
tee a committee pledged to amateur­
ism. The other trustee, .as managing 
editor of the Ottawa Journal—(Mr. 
Rosa)—subscribed on Sept. 14, 1907, 
to the editorial statement that ‘cer­
tain athletes in hockey, football and 
lacrosse, professing to be amateurs, 
were (with the aid, of course, of the 
club Executives), secretly accepting 
compensation.' On Jan. 15, 1908, how­
ever. he subscribed to the further 
statement that the said Executive, 
which in the meantime had become 
managers of professional teams, were 
now' accomplices of their professional 
players in lying and swindling. Yet 
on Feb. 14 we find the same trustee 
recommending the appointment of 
those whom he characterised as above, 
to the highest positions in amateur 
government ; and those who may de­
sire to learn how this trustee regards 
the present hockey saturnalia should 
read the editorial article which ap-

Çeared in the Journal of Jan. 16, 1908, 
he characterisation there set forth, 

in which the epithets, 'rottenness,- 
‘disgraceful,’ ‘miserably meàn and 
dirty business,’ ‘brutal players,’ ‘ras­
cality/ ‘contemptible chicanery.’ fol­
low each other in benumbing succes­
sion, seems fairly complete.

“The above facts and considerations 
constitute the grounds upon which my 
withdrawal from the C.A.A.U. was 
based. Under the circumstances, I 
corceived it to be my duty to disas­
sociate myself entirely from a move­
ment which was being conducted in 
a manner so repugnant to my princi­
ples. and, as I believe, to those of 
the Canadian people.”

ABOUT PARI MUTUEL
SYSTEM OF BETTING.

Bookmakers will not be in evidence at 
the spring meetings of the New Louis­
ville Jockey Club at Churchill Downs 
this year. President Charles Grainger 
and Manager Matt. J. Winn decided 
some time ago to install the famous Pari 
Mutuel machines instead, and botii of 
them have arrived there to consult with 
the agent of the French concern which 
manufactures this noted device for race 
track speculation. It is believed that 
15 machines will prove sufficient to at­
tend to the business in the ring at the 
Louisville track. In France and Ger­
many, where this is the only method < f 
placing wagers that is tolerated, the 
working of the machines is. seen, to the 
best advantage. Forty-five machines 
are used at some of the French tracks 
for straight betting only, while there 
are many others for the place and third 
wagers. The Pari Mutuel is the old 
name, for this form of betting is now 
called “the Totalizer.”

The method is not hard to under­
stand. At Louisville, for instance, there 
will be machines for $2, $5 and $10 tick­
ets. The bettor hands up his money and 
states the name of the horse he wants 
to back, whereupon a ticket is pulled out 
of the machine. As soon as it is with­
drawn it is registered on the face of 
the machine, while on the big central 
machine the way the hones are being

played in all of the machines is display­
ed.

The machines are locked either when 
the horses are on the way to the post or 
just as the barrier goes up. No more 
money can lie put into a machine after 
that. When the race is over the total 
amount of money bet on all of the 
horses is added together, the percentage 
deducted and the balance divided among 
the holders of the winning tickets. If 
there is $10,000 bet on a race, and only 
ten winning tickets, each is worth $1*,- 
000.

It does not require a lightning calcu­
lator to figure out what a winning 
ticket is worth, and aJl the workings of 
the machines are in full view of the 
race track patrons. In France the ques- j 
lion of betting by women has been 
solved by the placing of a. machine in J 
the grand stand. The installation of 
these machines will probably revolution- i 
ize racing conditions in the West if the | 
Louisville plan become* popular. It will 1 
also to a certain extent hamper the 
plunger and make it impossible to wager 
big sums of money, for if a man wanted 
to bet $1,000 on a horse there would 
have to be 100 tickets registered on a 
$10 machine, with everybody aware of 
what was in the wind. Incidentally, it 
is argued that the machines will make 
racing cleaner than ever before, as there 
will be no reason why unscrupulous 
owners, who sometimes run their horses 
in the interest of bookmakers, will not 
be out to win at all times.
