WOMEN’S HAIR. TWO STRUCK.
Much of 11 Imported From China to LadieS * *UmfL "T'™'» E* 

the United States. Caped Death hy Li«hlninS-

Chinese Women’s Hair Worn by 

Women of the States.

Washington. May 8.—While it is a 
well known fact that all of the hair 
displayed by the American women in 
her handsome and stylish coiffure is not 
necessarily her own, it is not so gener­
ally known that much of it may have 
D en "grown in China.”

But such would seem to be the case, 
according to Vice-Consul-General Fuller, 
at 1 Long Kong, who reports to the Bu- 
r,‘a 11 of manufactures of 207,414 
pounds of human hair were invoiced for 
shipment to the United States from 
that port last year. The year previous 
lmt 08,133 pounds had l>een exported to 
thi- country, and then came fashion’s 
edict requiring massive head pieces. In 
<onsequence the women had to have 
timre hair to fill them, and the surplus 
hair of the Celestial Kingdom’s four 
hundred millions at once became a mar­
ketable commodity.

'The hair reaches Hong Kong from 
the interior,” says Consul Fuller, “and 
R cleaned and sorted according to 
length and quality. It is then packed, 
and either stored or disinfected, and 
shipped to New York. It is said here 
that the hair can be so treated in New 
York as to alter its color and texture, 
and that it is used in making the 
■witches, curls and bangs so fashionable 
at the present time.’ ’

LONG CONFERENCE

Premier Whitney and Attorney-General Foy In Conference With 
Blackstock and Insanity Experts.

Developments of an Important Nature Looked For—Story of Revolver
Found at Bronte.

Unless Premier Whitney and his col­
leagues refuse to sanction certain 
recommendations made by the Crown 
representatives in the Kinrade mur­
der mystery the public may look for 
very import-ant developments next 
week. That the Attorney-General’s de­
partment intends making a move at 
once is indicated by the numerous 
conferences held at Toronto within the 
past few days and the fact that de­
tectives are still busily engaged on 
the case Although it was generally 
believed when the inquest closed that 
the investigation nad been completed 
and th.e authorities baffled, the de­
partment has. two of the shrewdest 
detectives in its employ hunting for 
evidence. The search for new infor­
mation here has apparently been 
abandoned for the time being and 
the clues now being followed lead 
in other directions.

The importance of the step contem­
plated may be judged from the fact 
that it is to be fully considered by 
the Provincial cabinet before any 
action is taken. On the evidence 
produced at the inquest, those who 
are not aware of what is going on 
behind the scenes, fail to see what

The recommendations of the repre­
sentative of the Crown at the in­
quest and those of the alienists’ report 
which were considered very carefully, 
have determined the Crown to move 
in the matter and while the author­
ities do not care to discuss their con­
templated action it is admitted that 
a very important step will be taken 
very shortly.

Over Unconcern Shown in the 
Richards Case.

TO SAVE MURDERER
Dangerous Operation on Jordan to 

Prove Paresis.

Boston, May 7.—If an operation 
that Dr. Frank XX illard Page proposes 
to perform on Chester S. Jordan, un­
der sentence of death for the murder 
of his wife, proved what neurologists 
lie lie vc to be the case, the convicted 
man may be saved from electric 
chair. Dr. Pago and other surgeons 
plan to open Jordan’s spine and by 
means of the delicate operation known 
as lumbar puncture extract a portion 
of the spinal fluid, in which, accord­
ing to their belief, will be found paresis 
germs which will be certain evidence 
of the brain disease from which they 
maintain lie is suffering.

“This is the first time,” says The 
Journal, “in criminal history, so far 
as known, that such a proceeding has 
been planned ; the first time that a 
delicate and dangerous operation is to 
be undertaken to save a man from pay­
ing with his life the penalty of premed­
itated murder."

HAINS TRIAL 
NEARING END.

Testimony in and Attorneys Will 
Sum Up on Monday.

Flushing, L. I., May 6.—Aftur a 
breathing spell of one day—Sunday— 
The Mains trial will reach the begin­
ning of the end. On Monday both sides 
will sum up, and unless some unforeseen 
delay arises, Justice Garretson will 
charge the jury on Tuesday morning. 
Thereafter the fate of Capta-n Peter 
Hains, jun., will be in the hands of 
twelve men.

rhree hours will bo allowed each side 
for the final appeal to the jury. John 
F. McIntyre, chief counsel for the de­
fence, announces that he will utilize 
every minute of the time for his speech, 
but it is expected that. District Attor­
ney Dewitt will not take so long. Re­
quests to charge the jury will be filed 
to-morrow.

As the trial nears its end, both prose­
cution and defence profess confidence as 
to the outcome. District. Attorney De­
witt said that he could not see “any 
other result but a verdict of guiltv as 
charged in the indictment.” Mr. Mc­
Intyre Eugene Young and Daniel 
O Reilly, counsel for the defence, sav 
they feel sure of their client’s acquit-

The proceedings ended abruptly to­
day at the end of the cross-examination 
of the state’s last a'ier.ist, Dr. George 
V. Foster, of New York. The district at­
torney had said earlier in the day that 
he had several more witnesses to call in 
rebuttal and that they would follow the 
alienists on the stand. But, failing to 
teach some of the desired witnesses in 
time, the district attorney decided to 
rest the people's case with the testi­
mony of alienists. Mr. McIntyre had 
hinted at. calling witnesses in surrebu- 
1 al to reveal a rumored scandal in army 
circles, in the hope of showing a strong 

- prejudice against the Hains family in 
the minds of some army officers‘who 

I testified for the prosecution. This move, 
however, did not materialize.

Most of the day's session was taken 
up with the testimony of the state’s 
three insanity experts. Thev all ex­
pressed the opinion, predicated on the 
hypothetical question prepared bv the 
prosecution, that Captain Hains was 
sane at the time he shot Anris. Mr. 
McIntyre cross-examined the opposing 
alienists at length, and he succeeded in 

I drawing the admission from each o g 
I of them that the facts as set forth in 
i the defence’s hypothetical question in- 
| eluded symptoms of acute mania in the 
! appearance and actions of the defend- 
! ant at the time of the shooting. They 

wore, nevertheless, firm in the opinion 
(hat the defendant was sane when he 

I committed the murder.
, The belief prevails that if Hains is 

acquitted on the ground of insanity, the 
court, will order a lunacy commission to 
inquire into his present mental condi- 
lion. The prisoner has sat throughout 

I '*u> trial with scarcely an indication 
that he realized what was going on 
around him.

A MURDERER-POET.
A Kansas murderer has just won n 

pardon by writing a jxxmi that has. soft­
ened Governor lloch’s heart and axvak 
died considerable interest in literary cir­
cles. The man is Carl Arnold, who in 
1893, in company with one Willin.ni Har­
vey, was guilty of a most cowardly mur 
der, shooting in the back the Mayor of 
Kinsley, Kansas, when he resisted their 
attempt to rob him. The men were first 
sentenced for life, but the Governor 
commuted the sentence to 18 years. Now 
both men arc Set at liberty, the Gover­
nor saying that it. would not lie fair to 
free one without the other. While in 
prison Arnold wrote an attack on tlu* 
Kansas prison system, smuggling out the 
copy, which was published in book form, 
under the title “The Kansas Inferno.” 
It is descrilicd as being absolutely devoid 
of literary merit: It won for him the 
deprivation of nuich of his earned good 
time allowance. But his second venture 
made a hit. It did not attack tlie offi­
cials. The Governor describes it as *M 
classic- the work of genius,” and he 
wants the world to.have the benefit of 
what this “genius” iyay be able, to <lo 
when free. Here is the production :

iocrity in education. The poem obviously 
has merit. Wln-ther the writing of a 
poem of even greater merit ought to 
win for a cruel and cowardly murderer 
pardon for his crime is a question, how­
ever,- upon which there may be difference 
of opinion.

truth, that men become manufacturers 
to make money. Essentially every man­
ufacturer is a merchant, the manufac­
turing being incidental to the increas­
ing the value of the materials which he 
buys to sell at a higher price. The tar­
iff, so far as it is protective, is, he 
says, “contrived and constructed with 
the single purpose of aiding the produc­
er to sell dear," and he thinks that it 
is not fair to charge with ingratitude 
the manufacturers so protected while 
the Government through the tariff gra­
ciously assists them "in holding the 
hands of their customers while they rifle 
their pockets." The manufacturers 
themselves are by no means united in 
gratitude for this arrangement ; the 
discordance becomes greater. The man­
ufacturer is, he says, "coming more and 
more to regard the tariff as not quite 
the most precious friend he has in this 
cold world." and he proceeds to toll 
why. As facilities for production ' in­
crease. he finds that there is more pro­
fit. in large sales at a moderate price, 
than in smaller sale» at. a high price, 
so that “1 he ability to advance the 
price of his goods is, lieyond a certain 
limit, no favor to him." In other words 
,the "benefit" of the tariff-made arti­
ficiality of price and conditions has in­
evitably become an evil. His raw ma­
terial is, too, some other man's finished 
product, who is either robbed without 
any compensating advantage, or whose 
tariff-made profits merely prove so 
much of a handicap to him. The agency 
that he devised to help at one end us­
ually hinders him at the other; and Mr. 
Farquhar is of opinion that “the hind­
ering is usually greater than the help­
ing." The tariff exactions forces him 
to charge higher prices for the goods 
in order to get the same profit from 
the manufacture and sale of each ; and 
that naturally diminishes the number he 
can sell.

The man whose business depends mi 
much on the tariff must always be a 
politician ; and the writer denies the 
possibility of one who has to consider 
the favor of Government, autocratic or 
popular, to lead as vigorous and normal 
a career as when independent. This is 
a view worth reflecting upon. As be 
puts it.: “One eye must be kept, all the 
time on the business, and the other eye 
on the seat of authority—St. Petersburg 
or Washington. Part of the savings 
mnst be spent in keeping friends at 
court, or a lobby in the national capi­
tol ; or a subsidized press. Every con­
gressional election must bring a fresh 
expense—a "frying of fat," as one Un­
ited States Senator term A! it. Besides, 
there is a vast amount of corruption 
connected with the enactment, of tariff 
laws, from which individuals profit ; 
and all this deterioration of political 
morality lowers the self-respect of the 
people and degrades publie credit.

This manufacturer is under no delu­
sions as to the immorality and false 
economy of the protective tariff. He 
frankly admits that it is an invasion 
of the natural rights of the citizen. 
“The privilege," he says, “enjoyed by 
some producers, of having all others 
taxed for their profit, delightful though 
this privilege may Ire to the possessor, 
is not a natural right, nor can years of 
undisturbed possession make it so. But 
the right, to buy wherever one wishes 
to buy at the least attainable cost is one 
of the natural rights. The question of 
liberty of purchase is the same as lib­
erty of any other kind. There are the 
same excuses for restricting it ; the same 
motives for maintaining it." We should, 
of course, defer to the will of God; but 
in practice all attempts to find a ruler 
whose*5 will would iu like manner be bet- 

| tor and greater than free citizens’ gov-

Popular Science Monthly for May

A BIG OFFER.
It is announced that the Whitney 

( Government has received an offer of 
S20.0b0.000 for the Gillies limit at Cobalt, 
the proposition coming from parties in 
Montreal.

This is a large sum of money ; and 
su«-h an offer would seem to indicate 
great confidence in the richness of the 
territory. Such a sum. properly handled, 
would go far toward paying tin; ex­
penses of an economically administered 
Government in the Province.

But when we come to look into the 
offer il i* not the unconditional windfall 
to tin* Province that it appears on first 
right. Rallier does it seem to be in a 
large measure a case of the Government 
entering into an agreement in which it 
would necessarily assume the major par; 
of the risk. It is intimated that the 
cash payment for the property would 
be comparatively small, the balance of 
the price being secured by the deposit *>f 
bonds with the Government. Of course, 
everything would depend upon the na- 
Ture of this security. If the bonds were 
such as to be worth 100 cents on the dol­
lar, even if the company failed to realize 
its expectations from the Gillies limit, 
the Government would be safe. It", how­
ever. the security was only of a value 
contingent upon the mine, the risk would 
obviously l»e with the Government.

On the whole, the proposition is one 
about which more must be known be­
fore it can be disposed of intelligently. 
It deals in big figures, but the Govern­
ment need not lie hypnotized by them. 
It can always take for the people such a 
share of the mineral wealth as i* deemed 
to lie just.

A contemporary is alarmed about the 
sending of U. S. gunboats from Boston 
to the Upper Lakes. Will they Ire sent 
by express or by registered mail ?

Many met- who have been in the 
tiade for a life-time, and who a rear or 
two ago considered themselves fairly 
rich, arc now condemned to poverty and 
penury. Their trade, condoned and en­
couraged for genfations, has been 
transferred or extinguished and they 
have been put upon the street for the 
general lienefit of the community—but a 
community which has neither mercy nor 
sympathy.

That is from the Canadian Courier’s 
comment upon the license reduction 
made in Toronto. It expresses the ex­
treme view of the opponents of the 
abolition of the licensed liquor traffic. 
It does not seem to us to make suffi­
cient allowance for the fact, borne in 
more deeply each year, that the hand­
writing has been long on the 
wall, and that the man who stakes 
his fortune on keeping a license which 
be accepts with the full knowledge that 
he gets it for only twelve months—and 
mighty glad to get it—takes such long 
chances that lie must not look for too 
much sympathy if the community de­
cides not to renew it, or even gives a 
year of the special privilege to another 
instead of to him. In the liquor bus­
iness nowadays the wise man sees "cav­
eat emptor !" chalked up everywhere.

ON WHAT PATRIOTISM FEEDS.
(A. W. Haycock’s London letter.)
This country is suffering from Dread­

noughts on the brain, and I believe that 
certain people are encouraging this 
panic from personal motives. It is esti­
mated that $1.200.000 is the profit made 
by the builders yn one Dreadnought. 
Obviously thi-se builders will not object 
to more Dreadnoughts. This will mere­
ly snggo-t how one of the vested inter­
ests will benefit. The ease■ of the man 
who amasses wealth during a time of 
war is too well known to excite com­
ment. although it, cannot fail to excite 
suspicion when he clamors for war. It 
is much easier to get rich in this patri­
otic way than in holiest commerce in 
times of peace.

TORONTO POWER.
Contract Fur Plant Given to English 

and American Finns.

Toronto, May 7.-The contracts have 
been awarded for the cables and conduits 
for the city’s electrical distribution 
plant. The decision was reached at a 
private meeting of the Board, of Control 
yesterday afternoon, when Mr. K. L. 
Aitkon, city electrical engineer, was 
present. In both cases the contract 
xxus given to the lowest tenderer. The 
contract for the cables goes to the 
British Insulated and Ilelsby Cables, 
Limited, Prescott. England. The prices 
vary from 20 cents to $1.34 per 
foot, according to the different sizes and 
voltages. From seventy-five to one hun­
dred thousand feet of cable will he used. 
The contracts for the conduits will go to 
the American Sewer Pipe Company, of 
Akron, 0., tire price being 4 7-10 cents 
per foot. The single duct conduit will 
be used. There were no Canadian ten­
derers, as none of this kind of work is 
done by Canadian manufacturers. These 
contracts cover the southern portion of 
the city from Duffer in street to the Don 
and south of Queen street.

TEST FOR ARSENIC.
To the Editor of the Times:

Sir, Is it easy to discover whether 
there is arsenic poison in food or drink ? 
XYlmt is the process ? Interested.

It is comparatively easy. There are 
several methods, all requiring more or 
less skill and care. Perhaps the simplest 
is Reinsch’s test, which is: Acidulate the 
fluid to lx* tested with a little pure 
hydrochloric acid. Then suspend a strip 
of bright copper foil in the liquid and 
boil. If a deposit forme on the copper 
foil, remove it, wash in pure water and 
dry, lx*ing careful not to disturb the 
deposit. Coil up the strip of foil and 
place in a clean, dry glass tube open 
at both ends, and heat at the part where 
the copper is. If arsenic lx* present the 
(wild part of the tul>e will show a mirror, 
which the microscope will show to be 
cum posed of crystals of arsenic trioxide.

HERE’S cheering news for the wo­
man of few inches. Too long 
has she been thrust into the back 

ground by her stately sister of classic 
lines, who triumphantly wore the 
sweeping draperies so long in vogue, 
with never a thought for the woman not 
blessed with such heroic proportions. 
But now comes the turn of the dainty 
little woman. She may smile in her 
sleeve—her up-to-date, long sleeve—for 
surely on her and none other are fixed 
the thought of those tyrants across the 
water, the great fashion designers. For 
her are being designed the quaint new 
clothes which will soon take the world 
sartorial by storm.
' Imagine, if you can stand the picture, 
our present type of beauty, the woman 
of long, slender sinuous line, in a frock 
welch looks as if it came off a Wat­
teau fan—short kilted skirt, displaying 
generously little black slippers worn 
over white stockings, great puffed pan­
niers over either hip and a bodice ex­
tending in a long point in front. For 
that is a type of costume which fash­
ionable dressmakers are already urging 
upon their customers, and each week 
brings for the new models over which 
the tall and slender beauties moan.

Already overskirts of all kinds have 
been sighted in the offing. The dress of 
the unnaturally long waistline, which 
cuts in somewhere between knee and 
hip is everywhere to be seen. Hip-high 
flounces, put on with a quite undis­
guised heading, are a feature of Sum­
mer frocks. Each day the skirt extends 
in width around the foot and gains In 
fullness at the waist.

It requires no prophetic eye to dis­
cern that the days, even the hours, of 
that atrocity, the sheath dress, are 
numbered. Although it cannot be 
hoped that it will disappear at once, no 
woman ordering Summer gowns will 
tolerate it's suggestion. In fact, her 
eager question is likely to be, "How 
full may I have my skirt at the hem?”

Certainly, "times is changed"—not so 
long ago she was insisting on a skirt so 
narrow that the thought of sitting down 
was one to be approached with caution!

The muslins, fine gauzes, chiffon 
voiles and all the charming hot-weather 
fabrics, which have been making the 
dry goods counters dedicated to them 
look like gardens of delicately-tinted 
flowers, take very kindly to this more 
generous mode of making.

The woman who fashions her Summer 
wardrobe with her own nimble fingers 
or with the aid of a seamstress at home, 
should rejoice accordingly. For every 
woman who lias ever constructed her 
own gowns knows the difficulties and 
the pitfalls of the dress of seemingly ' 
simple lines. Simple the lines may be 
but they must also be perfect, and thé 
fashions of the past eighteen months' 
have allow'ed no skirt trimmings to hide 
deficiencies. But soon she can flounce 
and frill to her heart's content, and no 
one will be the wiser If a seam pulls a 
little bit or the skirt does not hang 
quite correctly.

The one-piece linen dresses, worn 
with or without a white guimpe, have 
been adopted enthusiastically by wo­
men of all ages. They have completely 
put the favorite coat and skirt suit in 
the shade and it cannot with truth he 
denied that they are a very attractive 
mode of attire.

Art School and Immigration matters 
were discussed at some length at the 
regular meeting of the Trades and 1.A- 
bor Council last evening. The members 
took a deep interest in both.

The Art School matter was discussed 
in an informal way, during which Dele­
gate Halford, the council’s representa­
tive on the Art School Board, took oc­
casion to correct an impression made at 
the last open meeting of the council, 
that in computing the number of pupils, 
those taking instruction in the day and 
evening classes were counted twice. He 
said he had discovered that this was 
not the case. The number of pupils was 
280, and if the pupils taking double in­
struction were counted twice, the fig­
ures would be 309. No resolution was 
offered dealing with the matter, the 
council deciding to refer the drafting of 
it. to the Executive Committee, in view 
of the negotiations now in progress for 
the Technical Sfchool to assume the 
bulk of the classes now taught in the 
Art School.

A communication from W. R. Trotter, 
Trades Congress Commissioner in Eng­
land, was read, in which reference was 
made to the misstatements being cir­
culated in England concerning the de­
mand for labor in this city, and the 
following resolution was unanimously 
adopted:

"Whereas, the Trades and Labor 
Council of Hamilton, Out., Canada, has 
noted the communications of the East 
End Emigration Society and the Charity 
Organization Society, of London, Eng­
land, in the Times, Post and Telegraph 
of that city, stating that there was an 
opening in the Hamilton factories for 
a large number of workers and general 
laborers, and.

"Whereas, these statements are a.bso- 
Ittielv untrue, and contrary to facts, as 
the hundreds of skilled and unskilled 
workers in Hamilton are idle, who have 
been so all winter, many actually in 
want, and being assisted by public char­
ities ; be it

"Resolved, that we condemn in no un­
certain terms the unreasonable and cruel 
methods of inducing our fellow workers 
in Britain to emigrate to this city, with 
a view of securing ready employment, 
when so many men arc idle, of which 
there is more than an adequate number 
to fill prospective vacancies of the 
spring opening: and be it further

"Resolved, that a copy of this resolu­
tion he forwarded to the London Times, 
Post, Telegraph and East End Emigra­
tion Society, the Charity Organization 
Society, and to W. R. Trotter."

The * convention call for the Labor 
Educational Association, which meets 
May 24th. in Berlin, Ont., was received 
and the election of delegates to it re­
sulted in the .-.election of Messrs. Aitclu- 
son, Brittain and Halford.

President Aitchison reported the re­
sult of his \ Lit to Toronto in refer­
ence to the entertainment of delegates 
to the A. F. of L. convention. The plans 
of the entertainment committee were 
not advanced sufficiently to enable it 
tn give details, but they were promised 
at an early date.

A delegate from the Garment Work­
ers reported union label agreements 
having been signed with several clothing 
firms in the city, and that an overall 
factory using the label was in prospect. 
The barbers' delegates reported two 
barber shops as having been unionized 
during the month.

The request of Federal Labor Cnion 
No. 11 for the co-operation of the 
Council in securing for the city firemen 

. the privilege of free transportation on 
the street cars while in uniform was re­
ferred to the municipal committee, with 
instructions to assist the firemen in 
their application.

The carpenters' delegates brought up 
the matter of the difficulty experienced 
by the members in securing employment 
at the Maple Leaf Amusement Com­
pany’s work, but it was decided that, 
the matter was one for the Building 
Trades Council to deal with.

Fome discussion over the difficulty 
in getting union labeled bread -resulted 
in the secretary being instructed to not 
ify the Bakers’ In ion to have a dele­
gate present at the next meeting.

Labor Day celebration suggestions 
were made by several, and the matter 
was made a special older of business for 
the next meeting.

TW0-CENT FARE.
Fibres Show That the Railways 

Have tost Money by It,

Recent figures compiled on behalf of the 
railway companies of the United States 
by SI a son Thompson} manager of the 
Bureau of Railway News and Statistics, 
indicate that as a result of two-cent pas­
senger fare legislation in the United 
States, the railways lost in gross earn­
ings #25,000,000, although more passen­
gers were carried. This is accounted for 
by a reduction in average receipts per 
passenger mile on 1)4 per cent, of the 
mileage from *2.014 cents in 1907 to 1.932 
cents in 1908.

A further comparison shows that 
where the passenger travel hgs increased 
192 per cent, in 20 years, the passenger 
revenue has increased only 140 per cent. 
The total passengers carried were S54,- 
255,537, the average distance carried be­
ing 33.57 miles in 1908, against 837.905,- 
]33 passengers, an average of 51.27 
miles, in 1907. The average passenger 
receipts per mile decreased 16.9 |>er cent.

ing the Kennedy and other famous trials,

“I regard circumstantial evidence as the 
best kind of evidence, chiefly because it does 
not admit of perjury. Personally, I have never 
known of a case of circumstantial evidence in 
which a man suffered the penalty for a crime 
of which he was afterward proved to have been 
innocent.

“Persons that decry circumstantial evidence 
do not understand it, they do not know what 
constitutes circumstantial evidence. A man 
stands in the doorway and sees me holding a 
revolver. It is discharged and you fall dead. 
Ninety-mne out of a hundred men would say 
that the testimony of the man in the doorway 
would be direct evidence. On the contrary, it 
would be circumstantial evidence. He could 
not have seen the bullet in its flight. The 
prosecution would have to show that the bullet 
was of the same calibre as the revolver, the 
course taken by the bullet and other circum­
stances.

<iIf the man saw me strike you with a 
knife that would be direct evidence, but ob­
serve the chance for perjury here. A false 
value would very likely be attached to his 
testimony and he might be lying. Circum­
stantial evidence deals with the tangible facts 
surrounding an act. And facts are not so apt 
to lie as individuals.

“The accused is amply protected in cases of 
circumstantial evidence by the provisions of 
the law, which say that when the circum­
stances point equally to guilt and to innocence 
the verdict must be for acquittal. There must 
be no shade of a chance for any other hypothe­
sis than that of guilt.”

UST af gray i.r.sk, when the surface of the Mis­
sissippi seemed to give more of light from its 
tawny, glistening stretches than the overcast 
sky above, a raft wxtng with massive pre­
cision ab< a urn where the bluff shelved 

down to A soft tinted rice field. It was the empty 
hour, in whic.i sounds carry clear and the pulse and 
breath of open day are stilleu.

A group of the crew sprawled along the side of the 
raft that bore toward the western bank, idly contem­
plative of the slowly shifting panorama.

When the hand on shore had gone half way through 
the rice field there was a shout from one of the outer­
most searchers that brought the others hurrying 
about him.

They bad been looking for the body of Wilson 
Smith, one of the most considerable planters of tlr 
section, and they had found it. It lay half in, half 
out, of the water, on its face, the arms huddled across 
underneath. Smith had fallen away from the water 
toward the bank and had slipped back several feet. 
When they turned the body over the cause of death 
was apparent. There was a bullet wound in the right 
breast. The planter must have died instantly, It was 
afterward established, since the bullet had passed 
through his heart.

There was one man in the awe-struck, curious 
crowd who noted the details with a calm, understand­
ing eye and to whom the others turned naturally for 
the direction of affairs. He had tacitly been allowed 
the command of the searching party, a concession not

William Howard had been a member of the detec­
tive force in several Eastern cities and had retired 
after an honorable career with the esteem and high 
regard of all his associates.

He was possessed of considerable 
wealth, which he valued wisely but not solely. It 
afforded him a real pleasure to augment the value of 
his lands by careful husbandry, although, as he fre­
quently grumbled, the total result "would likely some 
day be squandered by some dissolute, worthless dog 
of an heir.”

“I could swear it, sir,” he answered. “There are 
marks on it one couldn’t forget.

Perhaps the pressure of his years had worn down
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the bullet, coupled with Howard’s diagram of the 
scene of the murder and the position of the body 
when found, satisfied the jury completely. They re­
turned a verdict of guilty after brief deliberation.

The scene at the execution was a trying one for the 
spectators. Boynton, who had maintained a sullen 
reserve throughout his trial, awoke to a sense of hit 
position while being led to the scaffold. He broke 
wildly from the officers and Incoherently pleaded bis 
innocence. He was hanged at sunset.

Six months later a criminal. Gus Webber, wai 
tried and convicted in Ohio for highway robbery 
witii murder. In his death cell this man wrote a 
confession In which he declared he was the murderer 
of Wilson Smith. Making his way by easy stages 
up the Mississippi, he had stayed for some time in 
the neighborhood of the Smith plantation and had 
been led to believe the planter habitually carried a 
considerable sum.

The defence had stated at the trial that Boynton 
had lost the revolver with which the fatal shot had 
been fired. This was shown to be true by Webber’s 
statement. He had found the revolver in prowling 
about the estate some days before the murder. He 
had tracked Smith from the home of Marlin Williams 
into the rice field and had killed him there, rifling 
the body and obtaining about a hundred dollars.

One sentence in Webber’s confession explained 
Boynton’s possession of the receipt. While following 
Smith he had seen the planter pause on a bluff and 
wave to some one out on the river in a canoe.

The eanoist had come ashore and there was some 
conversation which he did not hear, after which Smith 
handed the other a package of papers. Supposedly 
the planter had Intrusted his grandnephew with 
some small business affairs and had given him, 
among other things, the Williams receipt.

As to Boynton’s presence in the reeds at the edge 
of the rice fields about an hour later no specific ex­
planation could be advanced.

Surrounded as he was by the tall 
grasses he could not have known the portent of the 
sound and might easily have misjudged the direction 
from which it came, which would account for his 
dash out into the river.

His subsequent actions, his strange demeanor be­
fore the detective, his destruction of the Incriminating 
receipt and his flight, to which such weight had been 
given in the series of events that went to make up 
the circumstantial case, were the result of his fear 
that he would he accused of the murder and the 
peculiarities of his nature. William Howard, the 
veteran detective, died soon after these facts were 
brought to light.

and thence to the old Smith homestead. The crowd 
gradually dispersed, its members turning back toward 
the town, comparing opinions on the way and bent 
upon spreading the news.

Cites Remarkable Case
To the Editor:—
( a y iOULD you convict on circumstantial evl-

W deuce?"

One summer afternoon in about the year 1876 the 
whole countryside near Boardman. Ohio, was aroused 
by the discovery of an atrocious murder. Horsemen 
galloped through the village spreading the alarm 
that a girl had been strangled in the big woods to the 
eastward and that a strange man had been seen in 
the vicinity. Only a fexv hours had elapsed when my 
grandfather observed a stranger drinking at the town 
pump in the centre of the village. The man answered 
the description given by the couriers. My grand­
father, who at as a very large and powerfxil man, 
Avent over to him and, laying a hand on his shoulder, 
said:—“I shall have to detain you.”

The stranger seemed somewhat surprised, but did 
not appear excited, and willingly accompanied my 
grandfather into the house. I have a very dim 
recollection of how he looked. He was a young man 
of good proportions and had red hair. While he had 
the appearance of a tramp, his manners showed good 
breeding, and there was some semblance of char­
acter in his face not in keeping with the brute that 
would commit the crime of which he was suspected.

However, the officers were notified ns quickly as 
possible and he was taken away and lodged in the 
jail at Youngstown. The man steadfastly refused to 
tell his name or anything about himself. Believing 
that he came of some aristocratic family, every effort 
was made to discover his identity. His pictures 
were distributed broadcast and published in all the 
papers, and a wealthy Avomnn of Canada journeyed 
to YoungstoAvn. believing that the prisoner was her 
wayward son who had run away from home. When 
she saw him in his cell she was positive it was her 
boy and broke doAvn completely.

At the trial his own defence at as against him. He 
admitted he was a tramp. He said he had fallen In 
with another of his kind somewhere near Youngs­
town and that they travelled together for a while, 
but separated near Poland, Ohio, which is about two 
miles and a half from Boardman. he taking the higli- 
Avav and the other wayfarer choosing a back road. 
Afterward they met again, he said, and exchanged 
shirts, then parted again and shortly afterward lie 
was arrested. There were a number of Avltnesses 
who had seen hint as they drove along the road on 
that summer afternoon, and some who saw the girl 
as she entered that part of the road which inter­
sected the woods about half way between Poland 
and Boardman. Others who passed along later saw 
him at the other end of the stretch through the

No one could he found who had seen any other 
tramp in that immediate vicinity, and the connecting 
link in the chain of circumstantial evidence was 
blood stains found on the prisoner’s clothing when 
he was taken. Although the Jury convicted him on 
the evidence, and he was executed. I have heard it 
said that from his demeanor every one who attended 
that trial believed that he was innocent. My grand­
father saiil if he had been on that jury they never 
would have convicted the man. My grandfather died 
in 1890, and it Avas not until about three years ago 
that the truth Avas made known. I read one morning 
of a man who had hanged himself to an apple tree 
in his own orchard. I don’t remember the name 
now or the place, as I was very busy at the time 
I saw the story, and did not stop to cut it out and 
the paper was mislaid. However. I recall that the 
man’s own son cut him down, and in his pocket 
found the reason for his self-destruction.

In his confession he said that he chanced to meet a 
young man the day of the crime who had run away 
from his home and was tramping over the country 
like himself, and that they were together a few hours. 
After leaving his companion at Poland, he said, he 
had circled around and come out on the road near 

"the big woods just as the girl was approaching. A 
sudden impulse seized him, he declared, and lie 
dragged her into the woods, strangled her with a green 
veil she had worn, and left her dead. Soon after 
committing the crime his new found companion 
came along that way. and without, arousing his 
suspicions he induced him to trade shirts by offering 
a quarter of a dollar to boot. This accomplished, he 
made tracks as fast as possible to parts unknown.

The thought of his crime, he declared, awakened 
in him the desire to lead a better life, and although 
he knew that the other man was being tried for the 
murder he hud committed, he did not come forward, 
because he did not believe that an innocent man 
could be convicted. When he was, however, the cox 
fession continued, the real murderer lost his nerve 
entirely and could not bring himself to justice. He 
had prospered since, married and raised a family, 
and in time freed his mind of the horrors which he 
had long suffered. One day while rummaging about 
in a trunk, he told about finding part of the green 
veil with which he had strangled his victim and by 
strange fatality had kept and stowed away, also an 
old newspaper with an accent of the murder and 
execution of his chance acquittance for his crime.

BOOKMAKERS WIN CASE.
New York, May 8.—There can be no 

hookmaking without writing or record 
ing, under a decision of the Appellate 
l>ivision of the New York State Su­
preme Court, rendered yesterday, 
sustaining the writ of habeas corpus, re­
leasing from custody Orlando Jones and 
Sol Lichtenstein. These men were 
rested at the race tracks la#t summer 
on charges of violating the penal code 
by bookmaking, but were released by 
habeas corpus. The District Attorney 
of Kings County appealed from this de­
cision, but the Appellate Division sus 
tained the lower courts. The conten­
tion of the prosecution that honkmak­
ing was the making of a plan of odds, 
to he followed in betting, which was not 
necessarily recorded, hut could he com­
municated orally, was declared by the 
Court to be not sustained.

Racing men were particularly grati­
fied to-day in that the decision is simi­
lar to one rendered in this county last 
fall in the Collins case, thus sustaining 
“oral -betting" in both New York and 
Kings County, as far as the Appellate 
Division is concerned.

Robert H. Elder, assistant district at­
torney of Kings County, announced to­
night that he would take immediate 
steps to appeal from the Gaynor deri- 
«o» to the State Court of Appeals at

Justice Gaynor, he said, had quoted 
no authority to sustain the. decision,

Paris, May 7.—The Prefecture of the Seine 
to-day transmitted to tihe procurer of the 
Republic the by-laws deposited with it yes­
terday by the formers of a trades union 
among the postal, telegraph and telephone 
employees of the Government. The Tempe 
understands that the procurer intends to de­
mand from the tribunal of the Seine a de­
cision dissolving the union as having been 
Illegally constituted.

Should the courte decide that the law of 
1888 does not permit such a union its mem­
bers. should they continue to meet, will be 
liable to Imprisonment and fine.

They now enter­
ed into the unevangelized regions, en­
countering many dangers and enduring 
many privations. “To this journey, 
without doubt, belong many of the per­
ils and dangers described by Paul in 2 
Cor. 11: 23-27.” Tlie distance from 
Perga to Antioch was eighty to one 
hundred miles by road; the roads were 
wry had and the country swaraxed 
with desperate characters. Antioch 
was an important cîty, inhabited by 
many Greeks, Romans and Jews, in ad­
dition to its native population. Here 
was a synagogue of the Jews, and when 
the évangéliste reached the city thedr 
first work was to attend the services on 
the Sabbath day. Synagogue—Jewish 
place of worship.

15. -After the reading, etc.—Portions 
of the law were always read in the syn­
agogues on the Sabbath. After this for­
mality was over the ruler of the syna­
gogue very courteously invited the mis­
sionaries to speak.

Was necessary—It was so designed and 
commanded. The apostles always of­
fered salvation to the Jews first. Thrust 
it from you (R. V.)—They rejected and 
spurned the offer of salvation. Judge 
yourselves unworthy—This does not 
mean that they considered themselves 
unworthy, but they condemned them­
selves by their actions. Everlasting life 
—Eternal life is not solely a future, but 
a present possession, commenced in this 
life to be perpetuated in the life to 
come.—Whedon. The Gentiles— The hea­
then. We shall offer the gospel to them 
because they will accept it.

47. So hath the Lord commanded — 
In Isa. 49. G. "The prophet announces 
that the Messiah whom God promised to 
send would be the Savior of the Gen­
tiles as well as the Jews; that ail na­
tions would be called to share in the 
blessings of His kingdom.

4 Yale Professor on 
“Tendencies of Drama.”

Professor William L. Phelps, of Yale 
University, lectured recently at the Art 
Museum, Springfield, Mass., on "Tenden­
cies of the Drama,” and matters run­
ning in the mind of so distinguished an 
educator on this subject, as recorded by 
the Springfield Republican, arc worthy 
of attention.

Professor Plielps, on the whole, is an 
optimistic as to the theatre. He says he 
sees much to commend on the stage to- 
da\ as well as ground for hope that 
gnat things are in store for its future 
followers. The last twenty-five years, 
to' his mind, has seen the production of 
more and better dramas than onv other 
twenty-five years since the last of the 
Elizabethan drama in 1(542. He regards 
several of the recent plays that have 
won attention as beautiful and bearing 
the marks of great drama without being 
perhaps, quite literature. He notes how 
immeasurably behind France and Ger­
many this country is in the opportuni­
ties afforded to see good drama, and in­
dicates how dose to the national edu­
cation and theatre in those countries is. 
He says that the so-called musical com­
edy is an excrescence which reached its 
climax about 190.'$, and is falling off. He 
even thinks that there is a chance"to 
revive the comic operas of (filbert ami 
Sulilvan.

Vaudeville causes Professor Phelps 
little uneasiness, and its popularity lie 
thinks may have an important effect on 
the regular drama. It tends to force 
the drama to make a more characteris­
tic and definite appeal than that made

j by the variety show, which aune simply 
' to entertain without making any meii- 
I tal effort necessary. This tends to draw 
; more sharply the line between tile two. 
j The drama has suffered because people 
haw been inclined to think that, like 
vaudeville, it was intended only to 
amuse. The turning of many novelists 
and men who have achieved distinction 
in other arts of the drama Professor 
l'hclps regards as significant. The pub­
lishing of plays which the copyright law 
has made so general is another develop­
ment that he thinks augurs well for the

The influence of Ibsen, lie believe*, is 
the greatest of all mode i'll influences. 
Professor Plielps says that there is oft­
en too much scenery in the modern 
drama. Adequate scenery is desirable 
but too much does not stimulate the 
imagination. On the contrary, it de­
bases it. The Puritan could worship in 
a barn, not because they were without 
imagination, but because they had an 
imagination that showed them the glory 
of tiie saints, though they did worship 
in a barn. To much scenery leaves too 
little for the imagination to do. There is 
mischief for the good of the drama in 
the writing of a play for one actor, Prof. 
Plielps contends, and he deplores a con­
trolling commercialism in the drama, 
for art of all things must go free. He 
said that the rise in prices tends to hurt 
the drama ; for some reason God has not 
pivc-ii the majority of intelectual people 
a large amount of money. Hie dramati­
zation of the novel Professor Phelps re­
gards as debasing and with no better 
reason behind Tt than the making ot ac­
tors out of prize-fighters. He believes 
it the duty of every one to find out 
something about dramatic art, to be 
thus made better able to appreciate it.

The act exempts vessels in 
other Provinces from compulsory pay­
ment of pilotage dues, but the exemp­
tion does ont apply to vessels in Ontario.

DROWNED AT GALT.
Two Student! Went Out in Canoe 

and Upset.

Galt. May 7.- The first drowning acci­
dent of the season in the Grand River 
occurred about 2 o’clock this afternon. 
The victim was Carl Stahlsckmidt, eon 
of Mr. XV. Stahlschmidt, of Preston. 
Clarence Goodfellow, son of Mr. B. Good- 
fellow, Galt, had a narrow escape. Both 
of the boys are G. C. I. students, and 
after luncheon to-day they engaged a 
canoe, intending to paddle a short dis­
tance up the river before the afternoon 
classes began. All went well until just 
back of 'the collegiate, when the canoe 
capsized.

Immediately after the shooting the 
prisoner ran out of the building and 
hid in McLain’s lumber yard, close 
by, where he was captured a few min­
utes later by Policeman Frank Cade. 
Martin made no resistance, and was 
taken to policeheadqunrters and lock­
ed up. The news of the shooting 
spread like wildfire through the city, 
and rumors that at least two of the 
policemen had been murdered brought 
hundreds to the scene.

After Chief of Police Wills had 
talked with Martin, he ordered that 
the prisoner be placed in solitary con­
finement, and that no one be permit­
ted to see him to-night.

As near as can be learned, the 
would-be murderer, who gives his 
name as Herman Martin, aged 23. 
but whose real name is thought to 
be Kraft, arrived in Windsor this 
morning from Chatham. He brought 
with him a bicycle, which he attempt­
ed to sell at a second-hand store.

Martin looked suspicious, and the 
police were notified. On suspicion of 
having stolen the wheel, Sergeant 
Reid arrested Martin, and took him 
to police headquarters. Here he was 
registered and ordered to be search­
ed. Officer Lister, who was on duty j 
at the time, began to search in the 
usual way, feeling in the man’s right- 
hand hip pocket for concealed wea­
pons.

As the policeman’s hand went into 
the pocket. Martin drew the revolver 
from his left hip pocket and began 
firing. George M. Quamby was eit-

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CHAMPLAIN 
ON ICEBERG.

Big C. P. R. Liner Had a Narrew 
Eicape Near Cape Race

Sprang a Bad Leak and Had to 
Land Pauengtrt.

Was Steaming Very Slowly at 
Moment of Collision.

M. - John’s, Nfid., May 7.—As already 
reported, a very narrow escape was en­
countered by the C. P. It. liner Lake 

<_ ham pi a in, inward bound, with her 737 
passengers on Thursday evening, when 
i he big vessel collided, head-on, with an 
iceberg, sustaining injuries which neces­
sitated her putting into port and land­
ing her passengers here.

The accident occurred some fifty 
mile* out from Cape Race, about #ix 
o'clock in the evening, during a dense 
f,,g. Fortunately, the Lake Cham­
plain was going very slowly, or there 
would be no report of the accident un­
til the wreckage was picked up, as noth­
ing is so disastrous to a steamer ns a 
collision with an iceberg.

It is stated that the tog was so 
dense that it was impossible to see 
ahead at all, and the Lake (’hamplain 
w3» picking her way along with just 
enough speed to kee»p steerageway,
v hen n sudden sharp shock was telt, 
followed by a grinding on her keel, 
and she came to n dead stop. The
elticers on duty at once realized what
lukl happened, and the signal was
rung sharply for full speed astern, 
and {n a few moments the vessel hacked 
safely off the obstruction. Fortunately, 
instead of butting straight into the ice- 
herg, she had run on to a sloping ledge 
n, ice extending from the berg under 
water, so that she only sustained injur­
ies to her forefoot. Had she struck a 
'-olid wall of ice, i-t is probable the injur­
ies to her hows ' would have been much 
more serious.

The whole thing happened so quick­
ly that there wa« no time for confusion, 
aud the crew and officers behaved so 
promptly that sifter the first few min­
ute?. there was little alarm amongst the 
passengers. few of whom realized what 
had happened or how close to a watery 
grave they had linen.

I lie majority of the officers consider 
the abolition of the canteen a good one. 
It undoubtedly has its drawlateks, but 
after thinking over the whole, matter 
they recognize its merits. Some men will 
go down town' and get intoxicated, but 
not many. There are a great many men 
in the rural regiments who never lake a 
drink at home, hut who, from the exam­
ple set, them by men they are with, get 
to taking liquor on hot days. XVlidi 
the intoxicating liquors removed, this 
temptation will also disapf»ea.r, and it 

j is not likely that many of these men 
will go down town purposely to get a 
drink. Moreover, the men s^wnd a good 
deal of money uselessly if the canteen is 
handy. If carried oirt effectively it will 
undoubtedly be a good thing.

In the opinion of some, however, a 
well-regulated canteen would he better 
for the officers. ’ITiey argue that the 
men will go down town and there drink 
more than tlvey would if they could get 
it on the grounds. They think that it 
will also he responsible for much liquor 
lading carried into camp.

Lieut.-Col. Denison says : “I have had 
many years’ experience in these matters. 
I say that n properly run eanteen is 
belter than having nouent all. I’ll tell 
you why. The men are sure to go down 
to the town or village nearby and return 
with a quantity of linuor, and it is 
found to be practically imposable to

PAY SHEETS.
Perhaps no requirement has caused 

more trouble and dissatisfaction "than 
that compelling nominal roll*, including 
the name* of all men going into 'camp 
with any particular corps to be sent 
into headquarters several days before 
tlie camp opens. This regulation coming 
into headquarters several days beiore 
it is stated, has been responsible for 
considerable irregularity. In a corps of 
two or three hundred me nor even less 
it always happen* at the last that sev­
eral men who intended going into camp 
finds that something prevents them 
from doing so. Therefore, it often oc­
curs that while a commander has to re­
fuse recruits early in the season, lest he 
he over strength, these men dropping 
out after the nominal rolls have been 
.sent in necessitate the corps going into 
camp under strength after all. It is, 
therefore, a very great temptation, be­
cause every commanding officer wants 
I.is command up to strength, to take 
men along who volunteer on the last 
day to assume the names of the men 
who have been prevented from going, 
and whose names are on the nominal 
pay roll. It is the only way he can take 
these men, because they cannot draw 
pay if their names-have not been sent 
in before camp. It is giving the Govern­
ment the men for the money expended, 
and no one is cheated, but, nevertheless, 
il is very irregular.

RECRUITING.
There arc many young Canadians who 

know a lot more a Unit drill now than 
they did a month ago. This is the great 
season for breaking in recruit*. How 
ever, each year the task seem* to -get 
easier. More uf the young men have 
drilled in the public schools or in the 
C-olIegiate Institutes, and they not 
need to attend the classes very often. 
Nevertheless a great number come in 
with no idea of drill, and it is these 
who need the time, and all over Canada 
they are being called down those nights 
for turning to the left when the order 
i« about turn, and when they start off 
with tlie wrong foot. In a few weeks 
they make these mistakes no more. 
They are swallowed up in the regiment, 
and cannot be distinguished from tin- 
old soldiers. It is surprising how many 
young from the British Isles find their 
way into the city corps. One would 
think that nearly every regiment in 
Great Britain has representative* in tin- 
Canadian militia. Especially is this Un- I 
case with corps going into camp. They ! 
are of course well drilled and are a 
source of strength to the corps. Once 
in a while the unmilitary, but just a* | 
effective and much easier Way in which | 
a Canadian militiaman carries out some j 
duty will almost break the ex-regular's 
heart, but outside of that he seems to 
enjoy Canadian camp life very much, j 
and is sorry when it i* over.

There is a tendency among young men 
who intend to join a military organiza­
tion to put off enlistment until late in 
the season. This is unfair to themselves 
and to the corps they join. They cause 
the drill instructors extra and unneces­
sary work, and come into the regiment 
just before inspection. Their lack of 
experience often has tin- effect of in­
juring the showing of the corps on in­
spection—therefore join early. The re­
cruit classes are generally pretty well 
advanced now. and the intending re­
cruits should by all means join before 
another week passes.

CARELESS CIVILIANS.
A most astonishing example of indif­

ference of civilians to the efforts of mil­
itary authorities to prevent disease in a 
city is presented by the famous seaport 
of Cherbourg. France. Recently an epi­
demic of typhoid swept the garrison. 
The sterilizers worked satifactorily and 
there was no evidence of sanitary negli­
gence within the garrison. The officers 
made up their minds after an investiga­
tion that the disease was caused by 'lie 
practice followed in cafes and drinking 
saloons of mixing drinks with impure 
water. The XX'ar Department thereup­
on ordered all such drinking places 
closed. One would naturally think that 
the citv would have been pleased at this 
action,"which tended to prevent an out­
break of typhoid in the city. On the 
contrary, the municipality listened t<> 
the protests of the saloon keepers and 
notified the police not to molest the 
dram shops. A committee of army hy­
gienists was ordered to Cherbourg, ac­
cording to the Baris correspondent of 
the Journal of the American Medical 
Association, to study the means of over­
coming the epidemic and the whole ques­
tion of the water supply. It i* unfor­
tunate that the demands of common 
humanity and military necessity prevent 
the leaving of so stupid a community lu 
fester in its own corruption.

SHOCK KILLED HIM.

A Lad of Four Lost His Life While 
at Play.

Frederictlon, N. B.. May 7.-Victor, the 
four-yaar-okl son of Mr. Samuel Cameron, 
of S-‘. Mary's, met a tragic death yesterday 
at tris home, lie and another boy with 
Whom he was playing; started to climb 
through a hole in the woodshed. Ills com­
panion got safely through, but little Victor 
slipped and fell, catching by the chin on a 
board at the bottom of the hole. His chum 
being uable to release him. rushed to the 
house of the boy's mother, and when she ar­
rived her child was dead. The doctor decid-. 
ed that the shock had killed him.

UP HIS SLEEVE.

James Bayle Says There Were 
Others in Whitla Case.

Sensation Promised Before the 
Trial is Over.

Mrs. Boyle Will Suicide Rather 
Than Go to Jail.

Mercer. Pa., May 8.—Relying entirely 
on their contention that the Pennsyl­
vania courts have no jurisdiction in her 
case, counsel for Mrs. James Boyle, on 
trial charged with aiding and abetting 
the kidnapping of Billy Whitla, to-day 
refused to offer any evidence in her be­
half. Argument will be made to-day.

The claim of the prosecution that Mrs. 
Boyle participated, while in this State, 
in the formation of conspiracy to kid­
nap the boy, which was afterwards ear­
ned out. will be combated by the de­
fence, which will endeavor to have her 
released in Pennsylvania and turned 
over to the authorities at Cleveland.

I’lie State completed its testimony this 
afternoon. It was mainly the same as 
that given yesterday in the trial of 
James Bovlc, but there were some addi­
tional witnesses summoned for the pur­
pose of connecting Mrs. Boyle with the 
abduction. One of the Cleveland police­
men who took part in the arrest, testi­
fied that she said: “I am the frail
little woman who planned the whole 
thing.” The finding of the ransom 
money secreted in her ckxtlting was also 
testified to.

During the trial to-day Boyle eradeav- 
ored to tell more than he had been 
asked. "I want to tell the whole truth 
about this ease now," said he. ‘‘I want 
the whole thing cleared up. I was not 
to blame. The whole blame was 
someone else.”

After court adjourned Judge Williams 
stopped Boyle as he was being led from 
the room and asked him why he had 
made all the outburst. Boyle said:

‘ They've made a goat of me. I’ve 
thought about it. 1 had something to 
do with the kidnapping, all right, but 
I m not the whole thing, as they arc 
trying u> make out. There are others 
Ijeside me in the case. I was over in 
Warren when the boy was brought to 
me. The man who brought him over to 
me did not know that he was kidiiapp d.

New Jerusalem.’
‘“The Holy City,’
“‘Rescue the Perishing.*”
