Extract from Hugh Miller’s “ Testimony 
of the Rocks.”

As a conclusion to the Sixth Lecture we have the fol­

■■■ OF AN AMERICAN SLAVER.
373 Nxoaoxs rescued.

From the Falmouth {Jamaica) Post.
On Thursday last, the 16th inxt., the inhabitants of St. 

Ann’s Day were thrown into a state of considerable exeite- 
inent by the arrival of a schooner—evidently American— 
towed into port by her Majesty's brig Arab. It wae soon 
ascertained that the schooner was a slaver, and that she had 
on board a large number of captifes. It appears that the 
Captain of the Arab had received information that a bark 
and schooner were expected in Cuba from the Coaet ol 
Africa, each with a cargo of slaves. A strict watch was 
therefore kept, and on Monday, the 1-ith inst., a suspicious- 
looking craft was seen with a full preas of sail, making the 
best of her way to her destined port. She was closely pur­
sued. and the Captain finding that there was no possibility 
of escaping from the Arab, deserted her, taking with him in 
a «■hillop his crew, money, chronometer, and other useful 
anioles. The Commander of the Arab dispatched hie gun- 
biMi, with tifieen men, under the command of hie First 
Lieutenant, with orders for the capture of the shallop. The 
clMse continued for nèarly three hours, and a ahot having 
destroyed the rudder of the shillop, the Captain, who waa 
owner of the-slaver, surrendered. Two of hia principal 
slaves and an interpreter were taken from the'shallop, and 
the crew were left in it lo make the beat of their way ti. 
Cuba.

The first Lieutenant then boarded the schooner, and 
found her filled with young Africans, males and females, ti­
the number of 373, no loss than 137 having fallen victims to 
iii1-* horrors of the middle passage during a voyage of 29 
days. The poorjsaptivea were in a wretched condition—sill 
ol" them were naked—and the greater part seemed to have 
been balf.ataiveu. They were packed closely together, and 
covered wiih dirt and vermin. On the arrival of the^achoonei 
in St. Ann’s B.y, several gentlemen went on board, aod 
their sympathie» were excited at the misery they witnessed 
Messrs. Bravo & Brother euggeated measures which were 
adopted, and, with their usual .liberality, ordered a steer lo 
be killed, and soup prepared for the sufferers; other gentle­
men furnished ground provisions, bread, &e., and while the 
food was being prepared, the whole of the human cargo waa 
brought upon deck and washed, and had blankets given lo 
them until clothing oould be procured. Thirty of them were 
io a dying aiate, but the most humane attention wae paid to 
them, and up to the time when oor informent left St. Ann*» 
Biy they were all alive, aod expected to do well. Th*- 
Hon. Charlee Roves, Cuetoe of the Parish, sent uff^ without 
loss of lime, a dispatch to"hie Excellency |he Lieutenant 
Govomor, acquainting him with all the circumstance» con­
nected with the capture, and requesting to be informed 
whether the captives should be handed over to propfletora 
of estates who were anxious to procure their services.

The captain of the schooner refused to give hie name or 
the name of the vessel, but stated that he would be a loeer 
of $30.000—a loss which did not cauae him much con 
ae he had made other and aucoeaaful tripe. A great deal of 
inform ition, however, has been obtained from the interpre­
ter, who mentioned that aeveral vessel» were left on the 
African coast—that they were to have mailed soon wilh full 
Cargoes—that, upon in average, two Vessels departed week­
ly, each with 500- to 700 slave» on board—that the trade 
wes rapidly increasing—and that the «laves .on being landed 
in Cuba were worth from $ 000 to 700 each. With regard

THE JERSEY UNITED STATES PEARL FISHERY. 
When the intelligence was first promulgated that the 

inhabitants of the State of Camden and Amboy were 
finding pearls in shallow Jersey brooks, and fishing ap 
untold treasures from the slimy depths of Jersey mud, 
the public were naturally skeptical, and disposed to look 
upon the whole thing as a testaceous trick, a bivalvular 
hoax—in short, a fish story. But when it was rumored 
that Jersey pearls had been offered in the New-York 
market, and that a single one bad been purchased by 
Messrs. Tiffany A Co. for the substantial sum of $1,000, 
an air of autnenticity was given te the stories, and the 
thing seemed worthy of investigation. One of our re- 
>orters was dispatched to the scene of operations, and he 
earned that not only bare a quantity of valuable pearls 

been found by accident, but that the proepeet of obtain­
ing more is so good $bat a number of persons in and 
about Paterson have abandoned their regular avocations 
and betaken themselves to pearl fishing, in the hone, 
which may not in all cases prove delusive, of speedily 
realising fortunes. 1

The discovery of the first pearl was purely accidental, 
the Jerseymen no more supposing that pearl-oysters 
existed in their fresh-water orooke than that diamonds 
grew on their peach trees, or that every head of Mbbago 
in the land was staffed with rabies and emeralds. In the 
latter part of February, Mr. David Howell, a poor shoe­
maker of Paterson, finding work scarce, money hard to 
get, and bread difficult to procure without either, at the 
suggestion of a neighbor, collected a quantity of muscles 
from a little stream known as the Notch Brook to make a 
dainty meal for himself and family. He first-boiled the 
shell-fish, but finding that a single cooking did not render 
them tender and palatable, he afterwards frie<| the Mme 
over in fat, whicn so far softened their obduracy as to 
render them eatable. In the course of the repast, Mr: 
Howell discovered in one of the mueolec a stony sub­
stance of spherical shape and of considerable sise. 
Having some vague ideas upon the subject of jewels, he 
reserved the ourlons stone and submitted it to a jeweler 
or examination. He was then informed that the stone 

was a genuine pearl, of dimensions which dealers in 
precious stones considered fabulous until the specimen 
was placed before their eyee, and whieh, had not ite 
luster been utterly ruined by the several culinary opera­
tions to which it had been subjected, would have oeen 
worth at least $25 000. Here was Cleopatra outdone 
with a vengeance. She regaled her sweetheart Antony 
with a few email pearls dissolved in a vinegar stew, ana 
for this trifle the carping world has Mlled her extrava­
gant. What will they now My of the Jeraey journeyman 
shoemaker who served up to the partner of hie bosom for 
lunch a $25,000 pearl in a fried clam *

Mr. David Howell, this fortunate unfortunate, resolved 
to make the beet of hie happy, unhappy fortune. He 
accordingly sold the big pearl for twenty-five or thi 
dollars, as a curiosity, and, reoallî 
proverb : “ There are aa good fish 
ever been caught,” he took off hia coat, and act to work 
to find more He has einoe that time abjured the lap- 
stone, and successfully continued his search for^ the 
treasures. Hie labors have been rewarded by the disco­
very of a number of smaller pearls of considerable value, 
none of them, however, approaching in rise the first one t 
although he considers even these smaller oum luxuries 
too costly for his own private table, and has disposed of 
them to persons who could better afford all the delicacies 
of the season, and who mre at perfect liberty to cook 
them, if they think fit.

The news of Mr. Howell’s fortune soon leaked oat, hie 
neighbors became interested in the matter, and resolved 
also to go pearl-fishing. Meegre. Jaeob Quackenbu 
boss carpenter, of Paterson, and hie brother Jobnt 
on an Exploring Expedition in the Notch Brook, and 
found several of the valuable gems, and among them the 
largest one which has yet been offered for sale, and Whieh

tread, without any friendly hand to clasp in his. or any 
voice of sympathy whispering consolation to hie bowed 
down spirit, sustained alone by the anticipation that this 
world’s hard doings will one day end. and his soul find 
repose in that blessful haven, where “ the wicked cease 
from troubling, and the weary are at rest.” Here like­
wise the healing of the body has been made subservient 
in its efforts to overcome the leprosy of sin and unbelief. 
Daily, scores of emaciated olyecte of disease may be seen 
in the dispensary consulting the Christian physician Dr. 
Leitver, and relief has been this year administered to 
2,684 patients; amongst these have been persons of all 
grades and stations, from the wealthy banker to the poor­
est beggar in the Jewish community.

Glancing briefly at the mission field in England, we 
notice that here, as elsewhere,.there is much to encour­
age—much “ reasoning amongst themselves,” contro­

Like the vulture thou 
preyeet upon the heart, and never raisest thy blood­
stained head ; or if thou dost, it is only to perch upon a 
daintier spot. Never, oh never, was man made simply to 
gain thee, wealth, his curse.

Look at another’s actions. “ Pleasure,” they say, “ our 
master is seeking pleasure, find it where he best may,— 
’tie no matter where or how,—in social company, in the 
Song, the dance, the chat, over the glam, when every 
thing else more innocent fails. Business at its proper 
hours, and altogether a secondary consideration. Plea­
sure first and last, too. To find pleasure, to “ eat, drink, 
and be merry.” And did God give man a gloriously en­
dowed immortal soul for this purpose ! Stop for a mo­
ment, gay, happy, giddy thing, that eingest merrily thy 
little life-song, and passest through the world without a_ 
serious thought, until thou art about to step into the 
grave. Without going to your Bible (for you regard its 
teachings little); but just looking within—into your soul. 
Consider. Was that reason given you that it might be 
told to stand aside till you indulged in your levities ! Did 
God put that conscience with its small but powerful whis* 
per there, that you might command it into silence while 
you revelled1 Would God have given you such powers 
for such a purpose ? Beware, friend, of the seductions of 
pleasant society, and pleasurable amusements—those Si­
rens that sing many an unwary soul into their snare 
God did mean that you should be happy in society, as he 
meant that your business neighbour should work for his 
meals; but, then, remember, he did not intend that 
either of you should make this the object of your life.

Popery, Protestantism, Edoeation, the duties of Rulers, 
and the duties of Electors,—on all these topics we have 
spoken a simple and an earnest word to oar readers. For 
a week,"We leave tbe contested ground, for the sake of 
instituting a doser inquiry into our own hearts. We 
invito all to listen. Roman Oatbolie, Presbyterian, 
Liberal, Conservative, Master, Workman, Father, Child, 
we will lay aside our creeds and distinctions for a day, 
and take a topic on which we can speak as friends.

Let me dear the ground, then, before inviting you to a 
aeat. Yon grant me that God never does anything with­
out a purpose. When he made that great, bright, bias, 
ing sun, you know it was with an end to be served. 
When he made that blade of graar, that it too was for a 
purpose. Now whether you know the wherefore or not 
yon must admit, that when God created you it jnuat 
have been for a purpose.

There, Reader, get that imprinted upon your mind 
am here in this busy world, with physical, mental and 
moral powers, to serve a purpose.” What is that purpose !

There Is the prime question for man. Not•• What de­
nomination of Christians do I belong to,” nor “ Of what 
political creed am I an adherent,” nor “ How am 
•killed in my particular line of, business.” These are 
important questions in their places and must be answered 
by every conscientious man. Bat there is one that goes' 
deeper—O, much deeper—and demands an answer before 
either of the others ; and yet, strange to say, is the last 
we ae^—that question is, we repeat i4—write it in your 
heart reader^—ponder it deeply, till you grasp it, or rather 
till it grasp you and force an answer from yon—“ For 
what purpose did tiod fashion me, this intellectual, 
moral, social, religious being, and send me to this earth 1 
I mast have something to do. 'What is that something !”

Such is the question. Reader, let ns hear now the 
answer given ill Verbal answers we put down at their 
true value—worthless on this point ; it being more than 
probable that we flatter and deceive onsetves. Actions 
here are more truthful than words, and to them there­
fore we appeql.

Take the actions of one class of men, and you hear 
them saying, “ We were sent into the world to make 
My.” Hence yon find all their energies turned to that 
one point. They study the rise and fall of markets, the 
schemes in wbioh they might most profitably invest their 
capital. The means of gain is the continual object of 
their thoughts. It is the first in the morning and the 
last at night. These we dignify with the name of “Push­
ing men,” “ Active business men.”

Poshing men, doubtless, they are, in hpste to be rich. 
But we ask these men to sit down calmly and serious­
ly and ask themselves, was this the end for wbieh God, 
sent them into the world, with these physical powers, 
these immense intellectual and moral resources—to gather 
together so much money as when collected into a mass, 
would constitute a few thousand pounds ? Do you really 
think that God need tAve been at suob pains of creation 
for enoh a purpose,—to make a being in hie own glorious 
image—to do what—to dig op hie gold from the earth, 
coin it into ounce pieces, and collect a few thousands of 
them together ! Think again ; and oh ! we pray you 
consider it well. You make It, not perhaps the sole, but 
yon do at least make it the main object of year life. The 
most of your time and the whole of your exertions are 
spent upon it. Whatever is done else is not by way of 
earnest work but of relaxation. Can yon step forward 
to your conscience, and say to it boldly—“ I am justified

among their thoughts. Act properly and rationally, and 
you will finj) that every thing had its fit place and time, 
and that religion or eternal interests come first; after and 
second are the secular pursuits. Remember, then, there 
is a God above you, who^ marks your every atop, a judg­
ment at which you must appear, and give an account of 
everything, an eternity to spend.

Add this—and it is a startling truth—that out of Christ 
your souls are destined for misery. Think on these things 
and then say what are the questions for a man to ask— 
what h is life-work ? Are they not, How am I prepared 
for judgment, for eternity ? Should not his life-work be 
to find Christ, to have his heart changed, his sins wiped 
oat? A few years more, and where will be the wealth, 
the pleasure, the guady day-dream ? Vanished ; and hie 
soul appears before its God, with the declaration, “ I 
wrought for gold in the world, or for pleasure or honor;
I gained my end, enjoyed my reward, and now must take 
my doom. I lived for certain things in the world, and 
got them ; I made no preparation for this, and so cannot 
expect to enjoy anything in it.” Reader, will you ponder 
that subject and pray it,41 Am I leading such a life as 
will insure a happy eternity?” Or in Bible terms, “Am 
I making the prime objeet of my life, thet wbieh will 
continue with me, and benefit me in the next world as 
well ae in this?”

A Chimb*! Review.—In the following extract from an 
interesting letter, written from Shsnghae by a French 
missionary to some friends in Franée, the following des­
cription of the military evolutions of the Chinese garrison 
of that town, will excite a smile :—“ I have this moment 
returned from one of the strangest eights imaginable—a 
retieW of the Chinese garrison. In the middle of the 
•pace devoted to military evolutions were fixed enormous 
pieces of linen, before whieh were seated the mandarins 
commanding. A herald, with a flag, prostrated himself 
before the latter, and acquainted them that the troops were 
prepared ; at the same time a crier mounted u platform, 
const meted behind the mandarine, and transmitted their 
directions by means of a speaking trumpet. The gateway 
of ihe linen town then opened, and a dozen officers, mounted 
on little nags, appeared, followed by a mast of infantry 
soldiers. The latter advanced at a «ling trot, with their 
garments looked up like kitchen maids. Kvery fourth man 
was the bearer of a long pole, surmounted by a flag. Some 
of the troops were armed with lances, others with hatchets ; 
a small number carried, and in the most clumsy manner, 
European muskets ; the majority were armed with Chinese 
guna carried by two men, who were followed by a third, 
bearing ammunition and a lighted match. These singular 
■oldiere then indulged in a variety of antics, worthy of 
downs in a pantomime. After a time they vanished behind 
the town, and when a few minutes had elapsed they re­
appeared, Animated with fresh energy.*’ %
