Butter makers are frequently tronbled by
the appearance of white 'Wh{l the butter,
which ate caused by too rapid souring of the
milk or by keeping the cream in too warm s
place. Sometimes in the gathered cream
system they are caused by the oream churning
while en rouie to she creamery, When the
cream is churned on the farm it shonld be
stirred overy day as fresh cream is added to
it. Tf it has béen hauled to the creamery it
should be thoroughly strained before being
‘put into the cream vat, Wheun tresh cream
containing moreor Jess milk is muxed with
that which has been skimmed previously and
has become somewhat sour the milk is at
once curdied and the small flake of curd be-
come inclosed in masses of cream which are
quite impossible to separate from the butter
after churning. Careful management of the
oream is the preventive, and the careful
ones will note that there may be other causes,
such as over-ripe cream, tough, leathery
