Income Tax Take In
Unmarried, Married
And Stock Co'ys

The income tax returns are now be
ing made out by many citizens, while
others have already forwarded their
returns. These returns must be made
out by all unmarried persons widow-
ers or widows, (without dependents)
who in 1919 earned, or received $1,000
cr more.

All other individuals who received
or earncd $2,000 cr more during 1919
come under the act and must make
out thoir returns. Stock companies
and corporations whose profits for
the fiscal year 1919 were $2,000 or
more, tome umder the act. All re-
turns must ‘be in by April 30th.

CERTIFIED SEED POTATOES

This term is applied ‘to potatoes
which have pi d two inspectl
made by inspectors of the Division
of Botany, BExperimontal Farms
Branch, Department of Agnl
culture. These inspections are made
(1) of the growing plants during the
blossoming period, and (2) at the
time the tubers are dug, or after
they have been placed in storage.

While purity of variety |is given
due consideration in determining the
claims of a crop to certification, the
prime object of this wokk is the ab
ence and, incidentally, the contpol of
disease, particularly of constitutional
diseases such as Leaf Roll and Mos-
aic, which have proven to be respon-
sible for a serlous reduction in yields
in many parts of the country. As
the only possibility of distinguish-
ing the presence of these diseases
lies in the inspection of the growing
plants, it is obvious that in order to
ascertain the pr of, or fr
from, Leaf Roll or Mosaic in any
crop, inspection must of necesstiy
commence in the growing season and
preferably during the blossoming per-
fod as it is at this time a matter of
small difficulty to distinguish any im-
purity of variety. Thus the twofold
object is attained. ’
| At the conclusion of the inspection
'of a field of potatoes, the inspector
hands to the grower a record show-
ling the exact condition of his crop.
Should the fleli be found to measure
up to the required standard, the grow
er is again visited at, or after har
'vest time and an inspection made of
the tubers to ascertain to what ex-
’lent. it any, diseases such as Com-
mon Scab. Rhizoctonia, eac. are pre
isent. Should this final inspection
|

prove satisfactory, the potatoes are
|graded as either No. 1 or No. 2 Grade
Seed Potatoes, and a sufficient num
ber of tags to cover the number of
bags or other containers necessary
(for the shipping of the amount of
potatoes inspected, are issued by the
inspector. These tags ocertify that
the contents of tie bags or other con
tainers to which thoy are attached,
have becn grown by the person whose
innme appars on the tags; that they
{have been inspected by am officer of
ithe Dominion Department of Agricul-
:lure and found to be sufficiently vig-
'orous and free from serious diseases,
other pests amd foreign varieties to
warrant them being classed as No.
1 (or No. 2) Grade Seed Potatoes.
On the other hand, if a field fails
in the fleld inspection to measure up
to the required standard owing to
the presencc of a larger percentage
of diseases or impure variet'es than
is allowed, it is given no further
consideration; the grower being ad-
vised to change his seed and te pro

INFLUENZA, 1920

The - Metropolitan Lifc issues an in
teresting little brochure dealing
with the epidemic of influenza dur-
ing the past winter. The most mark
ed charadterigtic was that in the
epldemic of last year the young and
middle-aged suffered most severely,
while in 1920 early youth and old age
seemed to be hit the hardest by the
disease, and pnuemonia succeeding
the influenza was the cause of carry
ing off a very ‘large number of people

Dealing with general health condi-
téons, the pamphlet says that Rhe
length of life of their industrial pol-
icyholders on the average séems (o
be reduced by about three and a
half years in the case of white males,
and about five years with colored pok
icyholdiers. The average life expect-
ancy of their white males appears to
he about 46 years, and if tuberculosis
could be eliminated, the average life
time would be over 49% years. They
sum it up in these words, that if

One great fact is that tuberculosis
could be eliminated absolutely, if
the disease were treated as it should
be treated by absolute quarantine of
the individual under such circum
stances as would prevent others be-
ing exposed to the djsease, and as
would give the patient himself the
greatest posdible chances for recov-
ery. Imagine what it would mean
if the average life in New Brunswick
were increased by about 12 per cent
What an addition it would mean to
the wealth of the Province, and g eat
er still, what an addition it would
mean to the health and happiness of
our people. |

The Bank Clerk
And Marriage

In imposing a rule that a clerk
shall not marry unless he is in re
ceipt of a salary of $125 per montn,
or unless the bride-to be has employ-
ment, the Fcderal Reserve Bank in
Chicago is simply perpetuating _a
condition which sooner or later must
be rectified, not by the compliance
of the employees with the rule, but
by the banks themselves. This inter-
ference with marriage assumed by
our banks is not tenable from any
standpoint. It is so patently an in-
vasion of the rights of the individual
and is so opposed to fiational welfare,
that argument is superfluous. For
a corporation to harbor in its busi-
ness a worker of marriageable age
and inclination, to set him at a task
which cannot be done save by an ex-
pert man and one, therefore, long in
the service, and at the same time to
pay that worker a sum which is not
sufficlent to support a wife, is so il
logical and one-stied that there is
only one solution that will spring to
anyone’s mind: pay him enough to
get marrteq on.

The aim in the preparation of the
seed-bed should be to have it deep,
moist, clean and fine. Clay ‘land to
be used for corn should ordinarily be
fall ploughed, turning a fairly deep
furrow but no deeper than the pro
ductive sofl will allow. Sands and
loams, shallow spring ploughed, pro
vide most favourable conditions for
corn. Ploughed under immediately
before planting, the sod, the growth
of grass and the dressing of manure
iecompose rapidly, create a “hot bed
or warm comdition” in the soil, ne
cessary for the quick germimation of
the seed and the rapid growth of the
plant, the secret to successful corn
growing.

Moisture is a factor which must
be duly considered in all seed-beds
No seed bed is complete until the
surface and sub surface soil are con
nected, with the manure well incor-
pomated s~ that there is no hindrance
to the rise of soll moisture from
the depths of the soil to where it
may be avatlable as required by the
growing plant.

mong such men are the quack, the
shyster, the demagogue, the swini-
ler and many, too, wh> connot be
written down so contemptuously, but
who regard their abilitias not as rea-
sons for helping to bear the burdens
of others but as means of winning
prizes.

In the end it comes to th!s that no
education is true and aimirabie un-
less it trains the character as well as
the mind. The reader who asked us
the question must have seen instan-
ces of men who took frequent advan
tage of their cleverness and superior
knowledge to <defraud or deceive
some one else.

Producing Winter
Layers

Why should we produce winter lay-
ors? Becauso there is an increasing
demand, not only at home but abroad,
for poultry and poultry products.
What has caused this great demand?
lhere are several reasons which,
when taken. collectively, are very
convincing why such a shortage
should exist in poultry and, of neces-
sity, poultry products.

Firstly, because Canadians are eat-
ing more eggs every year. Secondly,
because there is a greater export
demand for Canadian eggs and poul-
try to meet the demands in foreign
countries, the latter having been de-
pleted of their laying stock during
the war. Thirdly, because of the
high prices of feed and the comper-
atively low price of market poultry/
luring the third and fourth years of |
the war, meant that .a great many
laying hens were killel off. Fourth-
y. because not sufficient attention
had b en given to the batching of
early chicks for winter layers. Con

sequently, the poultrymen found
their returns were not sufficient to
meet their expenses, and the- in-
crease in poultry raising has been
very slow to what it might have
been, bad . there been sufficient pro-
fits réalized out of the poultry in-
dustry.

‘While it is uot intended to mislead
you ‘into the fact that big money can
be made out of poultry and their pro
duets with th prevailing high price
of feeds, yet this can be said, that
your returns may be fincreased very
materially by producing ‘winter lay-
ers- The following results, which
were obtained on the BExperimental
Farm, Nappan, from five of the best
winter layers, al five of the lowest,
from October 1st, 1919 to March 31st
1920, will bear this out.

a total ‘cost of $8.21. The total value
of eggs laid and sold for eating was
$23.78, leaving a profit of $15.67. The
five poorest laid a total of 34 eggs
at a cost of $8.10 with a tctal value of
$1.99, making a loga of $6.11 for the
six months. Figuring on a basis of
100 hens like the first five you have
a profit of $312.00 against a lcss -of
$122.00 frome- the laiter. In comput-
ing the above, only the actual food
consaumed is taken into consiieration
labour and interest on investment
neglected. Now it can readily be
seen that the winter layer is by far
the more prefitable hen to have. More
especially when the high cost of reed
is taken into consideration.

In order to produce profitable win-
ter layers, we must select eggs for
hatching from not only our most
heafthy and vigorous Birds, but from
our best laying strain. Hatch these
along about the first of April and
not later than the last of April |
When the chicks are hatched,
care must be taken that the
chicks do got get stunted, otherwise,
they will not be as good as later
hatched birds at maturity. K ep
brooders and brooder house clean,
light and free from dampness ani
Iraught. Give them plenty of whole
some chick foods, such as baby chick
scratch grain, baby chick grit, oyster
shell, charcoal and sproutel grains:
Keep an even temperature at all
times during the early stag for
that is the most critical time the
development of the winter layer
Keep them growing ws!l throughout
‘he summer. Do nat over crowd your
house. Feed plenty of good growing
‘eeds, such as grain mixture of 200
bs. cragked corn, 200 wheat,
rats, together with a dry -mash mix-
ture of 100 lbs. bran, 100 curn meal,
100 crushed oats, 100 shorts and 20
Ibs of beef scraps. keeping at the
same time plenty of grit, oyster shell
ind chareoal where they can have
access to ft.

During September, select your most
promising pullets from the flock and
get them into their winter quarters in
order that they may become accus-
tomed to their new surroundiings. For
| winter quarters the house or pens
|should be light, free from draught
{or dampness and have plenty of
fresh air. A good winter ration for
the grain mixture is 200 1bs. corn,
200 wheat, 100 oats, and 100 of bar
ley and dry mashg 200 lbs. screenings
{100 bran, 100 shorts, 100
|and 20 of beef scraps. Hens should
jalways have plenty of grit, oyster
shell and charcoal before them and in
this way you can easily double your
poultry profits.
