Murder Family
Id North Dakota

Turtie Lake, 8. D., April 25—Eight 
persons were found dead yesterday 
at - the farm home of Jacob Wolf, 
three miles north of here, the victims 
of a mysterious tragedy. The dead 
are:

Jacob Wolf, and his wife, their five 
daughters, Bertha, Lillie, May, "Lydia 
and Maltha and Jake Hofer, who was 
employed on the farm. Only one 
member of the family escaped/ Em­
ma, 8 months old. Indications are 
that a murder was committed in the 
kitchen of the Wolf home and the 
weapon used was a hatchet.

Bodies of the mother, three daugh­
ters and the hired boy were thrown 
into the cellar by the slayer or slay­
ers and those of the father and two 
daughters put in a cow shed and barn 
and covered with hay.

INCREASED STIPENDS

C.P.R. To Spend
Many Millions

The Canadian Pacific Railway offi­
cials are preparing for a busy season 
and will have many millions of dol­
lars of equipment construction and 
epair w>rk doçe this year. It 

reported yesterday that the 
railroad is to take over a foundry in 
•4t. John and use it for repair work, 
but neither H. C. / Grout, retiring 
general superintendent of the New 
Brunswick division nor his successor, 
J. M. Woodman, had heard of such 

plan.
It was announced yesterday, hoi 

ever, that the Angus shops of the rail 
road are to be doubled in size at an 
estimated cost of 11,000,000. The 
addition will give employment to 

undreds of new employes 
who are to be taken 
from McAdam, as reported, is 
not known here. Eventually the 
railway to St. John will be double 
tracked, it is expected.

The Canadian Pacific programme 
for this year calls for tho construc­
tion of forty-three sleeping cars, sixty 
seven airdump cars, 2,500 60 ton
box cars and five hundred refriger­
ator cars. Many other additions and 
improvements are to be made, the 
entire programme calling for an ex­
penditure of $74.000,000.

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INFLUENZA, 1*20 
The Metropolitan Lifo issues an in 

foresting little brochure dealing 
with the epidemic of influenza dur­
ing the past winter. The most mark 
ed characteristic was that in the 
epidemic of last year the young and 
middle-aged suffered most severely, 
while in 1920 early youth and old age 
seemed to be hit the hardest by the 
disease, and pnuemonia succeeding 
the influenza was the cause of carry 
ing off a very large number of people 

Dealing with general health condi­
tions, the pamphlet says that {the 
length of life of their Industrial pol­
icyholders on the average sêems to 
be reduced by about three and a 
half years in the case of white males, 
and about five years with colored pol­
icyholders. The average life expect­
ancy of their white males appears to 
be about 46 years, and if tuberculosis 
could be eliminated, the average life 
time would be over 49% years. They 
sum it up in these words, that if 
tuberculosis could be eradicated, 
more years would be added to the 
average lifetime than have been add 
ed to it by all the sanitary improve 
ments of the past century.

One great fact is that tuberculosis 
could be_ eliminated absolutely, if 
the disease were treated as it should 
be treated by absolute quarantine of 
the individual under such circum 
stances as would prevent others be­
ing exposed to the disease, and as 
would give the patient himself the 
greatert possible chances for recov­
ery. Imagine what it would mean 
if the average life in New Brunswick 
were increased by about 12 per cent 
What an addition it would mean to 
the wealth of the Province, and'-g eat 
er still, what an addition it would 
mean to the health and happiness of 
our people. ,

CERTIFIED SEED POTATOES
This term to applied to potatoes 

which have passed two Inspections 
made by Inspectors ot the Division 
of Botany, Experimental Farms 
Branch, Department of Agit 
culture. These Inspections are made 
(1) of the growing plants during the 
blossoming period, and (2) at the 
time the tubers are dug, or after 
they have been placed In storage.

While purity ot variety Is given 
due consideration In determining the 
claims of a crop to certification, the 
prime object of this wokk Is the ab 
cnee and. incidentally, the contsol of 
disease, particularly of constitutional 
diseases such as Leaf Roll and Mos­
aic, which have proven to be respon­
sible for a serious reduction In yields 
In many parts of the country. As 
the only possibility ot distinguish­
ing the presence of these diseases 
lies In the Inspection ot the growing 
plants, It Is obvious that In order to 
ascertain the presence ot, or freedom 
from, Leaf Roll or Mosaic in any 
crop, inspection must of necesstiy 
commence In the growing season and

Nowhere, we believe, and least ot 
all in Canada, Is there any desire to 
minimize the effective part played by 
the United States In the Great War. 
It Is recognized and anlversdly ac 
knowledgsd that the entry of the 
great republic into the war on the 
side of the Alites had a tremendous 
tncral effect -it disheartened Ger­
many and forced conviction on the 
German army, government and pco 
pie that in the end they must ac­
knowledge defeat, and to that extent 
helped to hasten the German surren- 
der. On the o her haul, it put new 
life and energy into the war-woary 
and war burdened people of Europe, 
end more particularly of France $nd 
Italy. It is recognized, too, and cheer 
fully acknowledged, that the throw­
ing of the enormous tlnancial and ma­
terial resources of the United States 
into the straggle was a potent factor, 
while the American army did excell­
ent work after It got to Prance.

The United States alone did 'not 
win the war, but It certainly assisted 
greatly towards achieving victory, 
most assuredly helped to shorten the 
terrible struggle. A report Issued by 
the French Government is, however, 
Illuminative, as revealing how help 
less the United States army would 
have been in the closing-days of the 
war in 1918 had It depended so ely 
on its own Government for supp les 
and equipment.

The Items of the report show that 
there was handled over by the French 
Government to Pershing 67,000 mac­
hine guns, 222,500 rifles, 807,000 pro 
tectton equipments, 2,800 revolvers,
3 800 airplanes, 3,838 cannon of all 
calibres, 240 tanks, 206 450000 car 
t ridges, 10,000,000 high explosive 
shells, 948,000 gas shells, 160 tons of 
gas, 136,881 horses. 15,000 officers 

France and 500 to, Amei lea, 17 
—s, 6 artillery camps. 43 barracks 

t 3,000 square miles of canton 
me. i, 30,000 hospital beds, 100 000 
rooms for alck soldiers, and 300 
trains per day. Counting to all the 
supplies, along with enormous quan­
tities of food, wood and gasoline 
from French Blocks, the report com­
putes that French aid to the United 
States represented a saving of 33.831, 
607 Maritime tons, French computa­
tion, of the percentage of French mat 
e.-ial used by the American. Expedi­
tionary Force, to comparison with 
totals of 100 per cent, for light and 
heavy artillery and tanks 98 per cent 
for airplanes, 67 per cent for naval 
guns, while of the 65,000,000 shots 
fired by American gunners from the 
75's and 165's every shell came out ot 
French factories.

Turning to the financial «He of the 
account It iv to be noted tbit some 
United States papers are making a 
great howdy-do over the fact that 
the United States during the past 
five years loaned $9,450,000,000 to 
the Allies. This Is being hailed by 
them as an unparalleled teat to fin­
ance, and they make the cl llm that 
It establishes the United -States as 
the world's greatest creditor nation.

No one will question that such 
loans constitute a remarkable ac­
hievement even for a nation ot over 
one hundred millions of people. But 
great as It Is, _it Is outdistanced by 
Great Britain's record. Sturday John 
Bull got Into the lighting right at the 
outset, wholly unprepared as he was 
for the enterprise upon'-which he 
embarked. For a non-military old 
gentlemen he put armies of millions 
of men to the field, carried on the 
war In all pints of the World, kept 
the seas of the globe clear of the en­
emy, supplied his allies with food­
stuffs, munitions and money, and 
kept this up for years before the Un­
ited States entered the, war, apd 
' bile the latter country was aocam- 
■ atlng vast reserves of wealth at 

e expense of the fighting nations, 
Oiv-t Britain, with a population of 
approximately 46,006,000, people, was 
thus Impoverishing herself while the 
United States, with It» more than 
100,000,000 people, was waxing rich 
and prosperous.

Great Britain became a heavy bor­
rower to the United States to the 
extent of something like $4,260,000,- 
000. But Great Britain, whPe bor­
rowing from the States, loaned $8. 
700,000,000, or more than twice the 
total of her borrowings, to her other 
aille». In other words, with less than 
half the population. Great Britain 
loaned almost as mnch to her alllee

Cause Of Our Discount
Mr. D. A. Cameron, manager of 

the Toronto office of the Canadian 
Bank of Commerce, showed before 
the Board ot Trade recently that the 
reported favorable balance ot trade 
of Canada did not actually exist Dis­
cussing the discount on Canadian 
funds to the United States, the ban­
ker pointed out tto»t while thin coun­
try last year exported more than 
$300,000,000 to excess of Imports, 
there was an offset against this 
which mo.-e than ^wiped It out. This 
was comprised of Interest charges on 
Canadian securities held to Europe, 
amounting to $125,000,000, and sim­
ilar charges on securities held In the 
Untied States, of $65,000,000, 
$190,000,000 to all, ' to which should 
be added payment for shipping 
charges and insurance premiums last 
year totalling $60,000,000, with an 
other $60,000,000 for credits supplied 
to European countries buying Cana­
dian goods, or $310,000,000 to all.

000,000. Mr. Cameron added to this 
a further sum paid for securities 
bought back by, Canada from Europe 
which he estimated at fi\m $25,000, 
000 to $50,000,000.

“Therefore, our real position for 
the year le foreign trade was an ad 
veree balance of between $30,000 000 
and $60,000,000," said Mr. Camoron, 
"and this accounts for the present dis 
count of the Canadian dollar In the 
United States. The excess ot im­
ports over exports bring this about, 
and It Is as accurate as a thermom 
eter Is to Indicating a temperature."

EDISON’S VOICE IN RECORDS

Inventor ef Phonograph, for the First 
. Time, Makes Short Speech Which 

. Will Be Preserved.

Thomas A. Edison, who Invented the 
phonograph 42 years ago, has for the 
first time consented to have his own 
voice recorded on a phonograph rec­
ord. The reproduction, which Is on 
the hack of a record containing the 
national anthems of onr allies, was 
heard recently for the first time In the 
Cdiaon laboratory at Orange. N. J.

Mr. Edison celebrated his 72nd birth- 
aay on February 11. The talk.^hlch 
la Mr. Edison's first comment about 
the war since America entered the 
fight, follows :

"Onr boys made good In France. 
The word ‘American’ has a new mean­
ing In Europe. Our soldiers have made 
It mean courage, generosity, self- 
reoituiui uud modesty. We are proud 
ot the North Americans who risked 
(heir Uvea for the liberty'Bf-the world, 
bet we mast not forget, and we must 
not permit demagegeee to belittle .he 
part played by jut gallant allies.

"However proud we may be ef onr 
own achievements, let ne remember al­
ways that the war could not have been 
woo if the Belgians, British.

,We do not believe that there can be 

any doubt that In the long run and In 
the great majority of cases the know 
ledge of the educated man has been 
of distinct service to his brother of 
little or no education.

In the end it comes to this: that no 
education Is true and admirable un­
less it trains the character as well as 
the mind. The reader who asked us 
the question must have seen instan­
ces of men who took frequent ad van 
tage of their cleverness and superior 
knowledge to defraud or deceive 
some one else. We have all seen 
such men. The truth is not that they 
have too much education, but that 
they have not enough. Their moral 
naturqs have been neglected while 
their brains have been rharpened; 
and that always ' makes dangerous 
men. Wo need more education of 
Character; more moral discip’ine 
both at home and in the school. ,Wben 
we pay as much attention to moral 
training as we pay to training our 
boys and girls in languages and mat­

Producing Winter
Layers

Why should we produce winter lay- 
ora? Because there is an increasing 
demand, not only at home but abroad, 
for poultry and poultry products. 
jWhat has caused this great demand? 
There are several reasons which, 
when taken collectively, are very 
convincing why such a shortage 
should exist in poultry and, of neces­
sity, poultry products.

Firstly, because Canadians are eat­
ing more eggs every year. Secondly, 
because there is a greater export 
demand for Canadian eggs and poul­
try to meet the demands in foreign 
countries, the latter having been de­
pleted of their laying stock during 
the war. Thirdly, because of the 
high prices of feed aud the compar­
atively low price of market poultry 
luring the third and fourth years of 
the war, meant that a great many 
laying hens were killed off. Fourth- 
y. because not sufficient attention 

had b en given to the hatching of 
early chicks for jvinter layers. Con

sequently, the poultrymen found 
their returns were not sufficient to 
meet their expenses, and the- in­
crease In poultry raising has been 
very alow to what it might have 
been, had there been sufficient pro­
fits realized out of the poultry In­
dustry.

While It Is not intended to mislead 
you into the fact that big money can 
be made out of poultry and their pro 
ducts with th prevailing high price 
of feeds, yet this can be said, that 
your returns may be increased very 
materially by producing winter lay­
ers- The following results, which 
were obtained on the Experimental 
Farm, Nappan, from five of the beat 
winter layers, also five of the lowest, 
from October laC 1919 to March 31st 
1920, will bear this out.

The five best birds lpid 413 eggs at 
a total cost of 18.21, The total value 
of eggs laid and sold for eating was 
$23.78, leaving a profit of $16.67. The 
five poorest laid a total of 34 eggs 
at a cost of $8.10 with a total vaine of 
$1.99, making a logs of $6.11 for the 
six months. Figuring on a basis of 
100 hens like the first five you have 
a profit of $312.00 against a kss of 
$122.00 from- the latter. In comput­
ing the above, only the actual food 
consumed Is taken into consideration 
labour and Interest on investment 
neglected. Now it can readily be 
seen that the wlnte- layer la by far 
the more profitable hen to have. More 
especially when the high cost of feed 
is taken into consideration.

In order to produce profitable win­
ter layers, we must select eggs for 
hatching from not only our most 
heafthy and vigorous tilrds, but from 
our best laying strain. Hatch these 
along about the first of April and 
not later than the last of April. 
When the chicks are hatched, great 
care must be taken that the baby 
chicks do ^ot get stunted, otherwise, 
they will not be as good as later 
hatched birds at maturity. K ep 
brooders and brooder house clean, 
light and free from dampness and 
draught. Give them plenty of whole 
some chick foods, such as baby chick 
scratch grain, baby chick grit, oyster 
shell, charcoal and sprouted grains. 
Keep an even temperature at all 
times during the eaily stages— for 
that Is the most critical time nW the 
development of the winter layer 
Keep them growing well throughout 
‘he summer. Do not over crowd your 
house. Feed plenty of good growing 
eeds, such as grain mixture of 200 

;bs. cracked corn, 200 wheat, 100 of 
>ats, together with a dry mash mix­
ture of 100 lbs. bran, 100 corn meal, 
100 crushed* oats, 100 shorts and 20 
lbs of beef écrans, keeping at the 
same time plenty of grit, oyster shell 
and charcoal where they can have 
access to it.

During September, select your most 
promising pullets from the flock and 
get them Into their winter quarters in 
order that they may become accus­
tomed to their new surroundings. For 
winter quarters the house or pens 
should be light, free from draught 
or dampness and have plenty of 
fresh air. A good winter ration for 
the grain mixture Is 200 lbs. corn, 
200 wheat*, 100 oats, and 100 of bar­
ley and dry mash» 200 lbs. screenings 
100 bran, 100 shorts, 100- corn meal 
and 20 of beef scraps. Hens should 
always have plenty of grit, oyster 
shell and charcoal before them and in 
this way you can easily double your 
poultry profita.

NATURAL GAS DEVELOPMENT
The first discovery of natural gas 

In the Province of Alberta of wh.cb 
we bave reçu id. took place in May. 
1884, at Aldeison, a station on Lue 
main line of the C.P.R.. Ho miles west 
of Medicine HaL The railway cou­
su ucton gang, boring for water, 
bu uca a Utitvy pjcuet of gas at a 
depth of l.éUU feet. A little later in 
the same year, gas was also discover­
ed at Cassns, ti miles further west, 
but while this well soon choked, that 
at Aiderson continued to flow for 
many years.

In 18b0. Medicine Hat. then but a 
small town, sank a well and found a 
email supply at 700 feet; four years 
later another attempt was made, and 
history tells how at the eleventh 
hour, with money all spent—facing 
bankruptcy—and despai and gloom 
in the hearts of the mayor and city 
council, a sensational flow was un­
covered at a depth of twelve to thir­
teen hundred feet. The cheap, ap­
parently unlimited fuel supply, both 
lor commercial and domestic pqj> 
poses, is largely accountable for that 
city’s growth and present prosperous 
condition.

There are several known gas fields 
in the Province of Alberta, but as yel 
only two have been utilised lor com­
mercial purposes to any cons derable 
extent, namely, the Medicine Hat and 
Bow Island Fields. Bow Island lies 
on the railway line about half way 
between Mediicne Hat and Leth 
bridge. 180 miles south-east of Cal­
gary.

In 1912 the supply was piped into 
the city of Calgary, as well aa dis­
tributed en route to the city of Leth­
bridge. Maclepd and other towns, 
where it is used for both domestic 
ai.d commercial purposes.

In the neighborhood of Pellican 
Rap.ds, Athabasca River, gas springs 
were known at least a century ago 
and travellers going up and down the 
river, into the Peace River Country 
have cooked their meals there. Fur­
ther well-knbwn gas reserves are the 
Foremost Field, aouth of Bow Island, 
the Barnwell Field, midway between 
Row Is’and and Lethbridge and the 
Viking Field. 83 miles east of Edmon 
ton. and were It not for the difficult/ 
of obtaining adequate piping. It is 
probable that this supply would have 
been utilized two or three years ago 
to furnish light, heat and power to 
Albert*4» capital.

Prospecting is now go’ng on In the 
Monarch Field.

He 
would have a resolution sent to the 
British house urging more sympathy 
for France.

“Do I understand the honorable gen 
tlemen 'to charge Britain with lack 
of sympathy for France? queried Sen­
ator Fowler.

Senator Beaubien replied that he 
was disappointed that when France 
protested against Germany sending 
oops Into Ruhr district, Lloyd 

George had failed to say “we are by 
your side.”

“It Is to bo regretted that there Is 
a certain type of mind in this cham 
ber which cannot make a speech 
without showing dislike for Great 
Britain,’ said Senator Fowler with 
vehemence. France had done nobly 
In the war but where any one declar 
ed that she had done more than Eng 
land he, the speaker, must hurl 
such a falsehood back in their teeth. 
England had not only been bled white 
herself, but had It not been for the 
English borrowings in the United 
States on French account the pound 
sterling would be at par today. He 
said the gentleman who had just 
spoken never missed an* opportunity 
to get a stab at England.

Senator Beaubien Interrupted to 
~ay thaï- he had not sneered at Eng 
’and but had criticized Lloyd George 

•r the position referred to.
“Lloyd George is the greatest living 
statesman toiay,” replied Senator 

Fowler. “If he had not stepped in 
at the crucial monient there was no 
♦ elling what would have happened. 
The change fer the bolter in the 
Allied war ferhmer. was noticeable 
he very minute that he took over 

the reins of power.” He added that 
be was accomplishing as grept work 
now that peace had come as he did 
during the most critical period of 
the war.

It was to Lloyd George mere than 
any ’other one man that credit was 
due fur winning the war and yet 
such puny persons as the member for 
Montreal sought to criticize him. The 
mind of the member fer Montreal 
was not worth bothering about.
Other Maritime Senators

Senator -McSweeney asked how 
the bill- would be enforced. He saw 
difficulties. England, France and 
United States, as well gs other na 
lions, wetre sending goods to Ger 
many and receiving German goods in 
return. In spite of Senator Lynch 
Staunton's high falutln* talk of Char 
lograaine and Hannibal, he believed 
the bill would be found impossible 
of operation. How were merchants 
to distinguish German goods that 
might come to them through Eng 
land?

Senotor Dandurand did not see how 
any country would be able strictly to 

pply the proposed bill. Nations 
vr-ve already trading with Germany. 
Britain had ships there to bring away 
a large quantity of dyes, ami British 
American and Canadian makers were 
' ager to get a stock of these today.

Senator Domvilla favored the pur 
pose of the bill but believed there 
would be diff’culty in its appplication 
Those responsible for the war should 
be punished.

Senator Thorne of St. John desired 
to explain briefly why he was not in 
I'avor of .the bill. There was nv* a 
sentiment against the use of German 
Goods, but that sentiment would die 
out in a few years. If shops aiver 
tised the sale of German goods the 
people would go to those shops if 
tho quality was good and the price 
of the goods lower. He held that 
the best bariieV against German 
goods would bo a tariff barrier. The 
bill was given second reading.
