Lawn Mowers.

Timely I to Ueefnl to the Farmer i 
Hie Household.

About the new disease which has ap­
peared among the potatoes in Vermont, 
Prof. L. R. Jones, of the State Agricultur 
al Experiment Station, says : The differ­
ences between this and the ordinary blight 
are: First, the spores of the fungus 
which causes the true blight or “rust” 
pass from the blighting vines to the tub­
ers, causing them to rot. No rotting of 
the tubers is caused by the new disease. 
Second, the true blight or “ rust ” attacks 
later potatoes the worst. The “ new dis­
ease ” is confined to early potatoes. Third 
the true blight or “ rust ” can be checked 
by spraying with the Bordeaux mixture. 
The new disease is not as easily checked 
by such spraying. Practically, everything 
in the way of diseased potato leaves up to 
this date, August 12, has been the “ new 
disease.” This is everywhere on early 
potatoes, so far as we can learn. The 
diseased plants appear sickly and of a yel­
lowish cast instead of a dark healthy green. 
Soon the leaves turn yellow and die. The 
death begins on uninjured leaves about 
the tip and edges, and they die rather 
slowly, so that they become crisp and curl 
at the tip and edges as the disease pro- 

Bsses. The trouble is worst on leaves 
partially eaten by potato bogs or other 
insects. Whenever one is injured the dis­
ease attacks it and spreads from these 
spots. Thus a leaf may show a score or 
more black spots varying in size from a 
pin-head to a marble. In some fields of 
early potatoes all are dead or dying. Very 
few potato growers will mistake the true 
blight or “rust" when they see it. This 
disease is commencing to show on later 
potatoes. The large bluish-black spots ap­
pear at any place. These spread so rapid­
ly that the whole leaf is killed in a day or 
two. There is not time for it to dry and 
curl, but it hangs limp and rotting from 
the stem. The surest evidence of the 
blight as distinguished from the new dis­
ease is the presence of the mildew which 
causes the blight. It can easily be seen on 
the underside of the rapidly blighting 
leaves as a delicate white mildew which 
looks like froet-work upon or about the 
edges of the black spots.

Ten common sized eggs weigh one 
pound.

Soft butter the size of an egg weighs 
one ounce. *

Four teaspoons are equal to one table­
spoon.

One pint of coffee or sugar weighs 
twelve ounces.

One pint of best brown sugar weighs 
thirteen ounces.

One quart of sifted flour ( well heaped ) 
weighs one pound.

Two teacups ( level ) of granulated sugar 
weigh one pound.

Two teacupe of soft butter (well packed) 
weigh one pound.

Two teacupe ( well heaped ) of coffee or 
sugar weigh one pound. *.

One pint ( heaped ) of granulated sugar 
weighs fourteen ounces.

One and one-third pints of powdered 
sugar or floor weigh one ounce.

Two and one-half tea rope ( level ) of 
the best brown sugar weigh one pound.

One tablespoonful ( well heaped ) of 
granulated, coffee or best brown sugar, 
equals one ounce.

Miss Parloa says one generous pint of 
liquid, or one pint of finely-chopped meat 
packed solidly, weighs one pound, which 
it would be very convenient to remember.

Teaspoons vary in size, and the new 
ones hold about twice as much as an old- 
fashioned spoon of thirty years ago. A 
medium-sized teaspoon contains about a 
dram. _____________

CUCUMBER PICKLES-
Pick your cucumbers every morning be­

fore the sun gets high enough to have 
warmed them any, leaving a little bit of 
the stem attached to each one. Handle 
them carefully so as not to break the small 
spines that may be on them. If their is 
dirt upon them wash them in cold water, 
and drain well, but do not wipe. They 
may drain an hour or more in a cool place. 
Then pack in clean dry salt, and they 
may be kept for years. For a shorter time 
they may be kept in a brine strong enough 
to float an egg or a potato. Before wanted 
for use, they must be freshened by soak­
ing a day or two, changing the water two 
or three times. Then put in good vinegar, 
which, if very strong, should be reduced 
with water if they are likely to remain 
long in it, lest the vinegar should “ eat 
them up.” The best are those not more 
than two inchee long, but it is more labor 
to pick and handle them, but they should 
be as near one size as possible, both for 
stowage and because they will freshen 
more evenly. Several small tubs are bet­
ter than one large one, for convenience in 
assorting and in taking out when wanted. 
Those put in brine should be covered and 
weighed down to keep them under it all 
the time. _______________

POTATO CROP IN UNITED STATES.
From the authorized report of the grow­

ing crops in the United States for the 
month of August, we are enabled to pre­
sent the following facts :

Potatoes.— There has been a decline of 
nearly 4 points in the condition of pota­
toes ; the average being 86.8. This is a 
very low condition to be reported so early 
in the season. In the history of crops re­
ported by the Department it has been 
lower in hut two years, in 1887, and in 
1890. The principal decline of the month 
was in the New England and Middle 
States, where there was quite a heavy 
drop from the high July condition.

Maine.—Potatoes have suffered through 
the entire month of July for want of rain. 
The hot weather conduced to the preval­
ence of the potato beetle, which has been 
more destructive than for many year back.

New Hampshire.— The outlook for po­
tatoes is not promising, the weather hav­
ing been altogether too dry.

Massachusetts — Early potatoes are 
about up to the average condition, drought 
caused the late crops to turn yellow on 
dry lands, while those on high ground 
will undoubtedly prove a failure ; the po­
tato bug has been unusually prevalent.

Rhode Island.—The crop looks doubt­
ful on account of the drought of July.

Connecticut.— Potatoes, in the warmer 
and drier sections are checked and pro­
mise a light crop. Both blight and rot 
are reported in a limited degree.

New Jereey.— Potatoes have suffered 
more than any other important crop, the 
dry hot weather coming at the most vital 
part of their development The vines in 
many localities are dying, while the tubers 
are but half grown. The best potato 
counties have suffered worst, consequently 
the yield will be greatly reduced.

Pennsylvania.— Potatoes have suffered 
from the drought.

Delaware.—T -i dry and extremely hot 
weather of late „. !y has retarded all crop 
growth, especially late potatoes.

Virginia.—The potato crop has suffered 
greatly from ravages of bugs.

Ohio.— Potatoes generally yield less 
than the growth of tops indicated. There 
are reports of rotting in Northern and 
Southern sections, but returns indicate a 
fair to good crop.

Michigan.—The condition of potatoes 
has improved, but rain is now very much 
needed, particularly upon the late planted.

Wisconsin.— Potatoes are late and have 
suffered from their insect enemies. Rot 
is also reported in a very few counties.

Minnesota.— Potatoes late.
Missouri.— Irish potatoes have not im­

proved condition and the appearance of 
the beetle renders the outlook less en­
couraging. \

Kansas.— Irish potatoes will be a light 
crop.

North Dakota.— Potatoes are being in­
jured in a few places by potato bugs.

Utah.—Early potatoes are small and 
poor, the late crop promises fair.

California.—The potato crop will be an 
average.

The above intelligence gathered especi­
ally for eur farmers would certainly indi­
cate good prices for their potatoes.

HOW SISSORS ARE MADE.
Though no complexities are involved 

in the making of these indispensable art­
icles, or much skill required, yet the pro­
cess of manufacture is very interesting. 
They are forged from good bar steel heat­
ed to redness, each blade being cut off 
with sufficient metal to form the shank, 
or that destined to. become the cutting 
part, and how, or that which later on is 
fashioned into the holding portion. For 
the bow a small hole is punched, and this 
is afterwards expanded to the required 
size by hammering it on a conical anvil, 
after which both shank and bow are 
filed into a more perfect shape, and the 
hole bored in the middle for the rivet. 
The blades are next ground, and the 
handles filed smooth and burnished with 
oil and emery, after which the pairs are 
fitted together and tested as to their easy 
working. They are not yet finished, how­
ever; they have to undergo hardening 
and tempering, and be again adjusted, 
after which they are finally put together 
again and polished for the third time. 
In comparing the edges of knives add 
scissors it will be noticed, of course, that 
the latter are not in any way so sharply 
ground as the former, and that in cutting, 
scissors crush and bruise more than knives.

A;, WONDERFUL TIMEPIECE.
Japan is said to possess a timepiece ex­

hibiting remarkable mechanical genius in 
its construction. It is contained in a frame 
3 feet wide and 5 feet long, representing a 
noonday landscape of great beauty. In 
the foreground plum and cherry trees and 
rich plants appear in full' bloom; in the 
rear is seen a bill, gradual in ascent, from 
which apparently flows a cascade, admir­
ably imitated in crystal.

From this point a thread-like stream 
meanders, encircling rocks and islands in 
its windings, and finally losing itself in a 
far-off stretch of woodland. In -> miniture 
sky a golden sun turns on a silver wire, 
strife ingthe hours on silver gongs as it 

sees. Each hour is marked on the 
frame by a creeping tortoise, which serves 
the place of a hand. A bird of exquisite 
plumage warbles at the close of each hour, 
and as the song ceases a mouse sallies forth 
from a neighboring grotto, and scampering 
over the hill to the garden is soon lost to 
view. _______________

THROUGH A FUNNEL.
The other day a young man sauntered 

into a saloon, says the Savannah (Ga.) 
News, and asked for a glass of beer. The 
barkeeper, a German, recognizing in the 
stranger a fellow-countryman, set out a 
glass of the required beverage for his re­
fection. Taking the glass in his hand, 
the stranger walked to the end of the bar, 
opened his coat and proceeded to pour 
the beer into a funnel. “Phat you do 
with dot beer?” shouted the astonished 
bartender. “I am drinking it,” replied 
the stranger, calmly emptying the last 
drop into the funnel and placing the glass 
on the counter. The barkeeper was para­
lyzed, and nothing short of a full explana­
tion fully reassured him.

Through this he drinks and 
eats, first chewing his food and then pass­
ing it through the tube into his stomach. 
His case was such a rare one that the bar­
keeper took him to see some of the doctors 
of the city. He is in good health, and 
does not seem to suffer much from his 
strange affliction, conversing readily, 
though unable to swallow anything at all. 
The tube through which he takes his food 
is removed when not in use, and when he 
is hungry he places it in position, and 
through it eats whatever he wants.

CRUSHED BY A MOB.
Candles at a Jewish Service Cat 

Death to Men and Women.

In the festival of Roeh Ha-Shana, the 
Jewish New Year, of the year of the 
world 6553, was blackened on the 23rd, in 
New York by a tragedy.

In the East Side tenement synagogue 
arose a foolish panic. Frantic as fright­
ened cattle, a thousand people jammed 
themselves into a narrow stairway one, 
two and three flights from the ground. 
The solid mass of humanity was like a 
giant wave, the crest of which broke and 
came tumbling down on the mass, crushing 
to death four women, breaking the skulls 
of eight persons and bruising and less in­
juring probably fifty others.

It was the second day of the festival. 
In the Orthodox synagogues there are 
services morning, noon and afternoon, 
and between the morning and the noon 
services comes the blowing of the trum­
pet and the reading of the scroll. At this 
service the books of Moses are read, and 

A Barn’s Horn la Blown 
as a reminder of the ram God sent to be 
sacrificed instead ol Isaac, and of the cove­
nants made with Abraham. It was at 
this service, at twenty-seven Ludlow 
street, the heart of the Russian and Polish- 
Jewieh quarter, that the panic arose.

The building is a five story, ramshackle 
tenement house, with but one narrow 
stairway and one fire escape. It is one of 
several buildings on the east side which 
are used almost exclusively by various 
congregations of Jews as synâgoguges. In 
this there were six separate synagogues 
and a saloon in which beer is sold at three 
cents a schooner and whiskey at five cents 
a tumberful.

The saloon is on the first floor in the 
front. Back of it is the synagogue of the 
congregation Kamenitz Padolsk. This 
congregation numbers about 125 persons. 
The floor above in front is the synagogue 
of the congregation Aharis Torah, and 

In the Bear the Synagogue 
of the congregation Buai Israel. On the 
third floor front is the synagogue of the 
congregation of Talmut Tora Ohel Izchok. 
Back of them was the congregation of the 
Bnai Aaron. The congregation of Wil- 
komer had had the whole fourth floor 
and the fifth was unoccupied.

Every Israelite must hear the sound of 
the ram’s horn on the new year and the 
day after. The horn is blown only in the 
synagogue and at this service, so that a 
full attendance of all the congregations 
was insured.

The police say there were 1,800 men 
and women in the building. The build­
ing is seventy-five feet deep and twenty- 
five feet wide. The worshippers were 
packed in on the four floors

Like Straw in a Sheaf.
They were the most humble of the Jewish 
population of New York. Most of them 
were ignorant. Some could hardly speak 
their own jargon.

The rabbi of the congregation is Isaac 
Walozinski. His assistant is named 
Solomon. It was Solomon’s duty to blow 
the ram’s horn to the music read by the 
secretary. The altar in the synagogue is 
a high desk with a back rising above it 
The back is lined with tin, and on the top 
of the desk, attached to the tin, is a tray 
holding four candlesticks in a row. 
Around the edges of the back is a little 
drapery. The back of this particular 
desk was lined on the edges with broca le 
plush.

The four candlesticks each held a 
candle. Two of the
Candles were Burning Down very Low.
Candles on the altar must be allowed to 
burn out In no event is a candle to be 
extinguished. To extinguish one, many 
of these people believe, will draw down 
on them the wrath of God, and the for­
giveness of the sins of the old year and 
the blessings of a happy new year, for 
which they pray at these services, will be 
withheld.

The failure to extinguish the two burned 
down candles when common sense dic­
tated was the primary cause of the events 
that followed. y

Mr. Kramer, his mind filled with the 
canon, said : “ Let them burn ! Let them 
bum ! They will bum out.”

The horn blower continued blowing 
perhaps a minute. Mr. Kramer looked 
around again. He saw the flames blazing 
higher. Still he said : “ Let them burn ; 
they will bum out.” But, to be on the 
safe side, he sent down stairs for a boy 
named “ Owney,” whose business is to 
look after the candles, and who is not a 
Hebrew.

It was four or five minutes before 
Owney appeared. The horn blower had 
executed some difficult strains, and at­
tention was all on him. Owney climbed 
the tops of two benches and looked at the 
flame a minute.

By this time it covered an area, perhaps, 
equal to half of a small sheet of note 
paper. In did not extend beyond the 
edges of the tin, and there was no apparent 
danger. Mr. Kramer said to Owney : 
“ Get a wet towel.”

Instead of doing that the boy took off 
his coat and vest, and with his vest fan­
ned the flame, intending, of course, to 
blow it out. He simply spread it over the 
melted tallow. Then the inevitable 
criminal fool yelled “ fire.” He yelled 
but once, but loudly, and the sound of 
of his voice went through the building 

Like an Bleetrlo Spark.
In each of the other five synagogues the

In each of the other five synagogues the 
horn blowing was going on. The moment 
the yell of “ fire ” was heard, horns were 
thrown down, there was a stampede every­
where from the fourth floor to the ground. 
The crowd fell over each other on the 
sidewalk, and screamed “ fire,” “ mur­
der” and “police.”

McGovern stood bewildered for a mo­
ment, and then dashed into the hallway. 
He met the down coming crowd on the 
stairs, and was overwhelmed. A woman, 
who weighed not less than 250 pounds was 
in the lead. She filled the stairway. She 
was coming two steps at a time.

On the second step from the bottom she 
stumbled and fell sideways, half on her 
face on the steps. Her head was wedged 
against the wall on one side and her legs 
were doubled up against the balustrade 
on the other.

The force of the fall wedged her tight, 
and she was a barrier against which those 
behind her fell and were jammed down 
solid by those who came after them. By 
that time the stairs were

Covered Three Deep with Men and 
Women.

The women were underneath, the men 
clambering down over them. The mass 
extended to the third flight At the top 
men were walking, struggling and kick­
ing on the heads of those beneath them.

Dozens of the crowd of women who 
came immediately behind the women who 
was wedged in the stairway had fallen 
over her body and lay face down on the

floor of the lower hallway. The tumb­
ling crowd from above landed on them in 
some instance, heels foremost and crushed 
their skulls against the floor. The men 
were in turn crushed down by those who 
fell after them.

The air was filled with moans and 
shrieks. Some of the number were only 
stunned and had scalp wounds or bruises. 
They recovered quickly and disappeared 
in the crowd. Those who were uncon­
scious were laid in a row on the sidewalk. 
Two women who were carried out died as 
they were moved. A way was made 
underneath and the crowd above was 
released. There were fifteen bodies lying 
on the sidewalk when the work of clear­
ing the hall was over. Twelve were 
women, four were men.

SIGNED THE WRONG WILL.
He Put His Name to Hie Wife's Will In­

stead of Hie Own.

A very curious case, in whidh a husband 
executed a will which had been prepared 
for his wife, and the wife executed a will 
which had been prepared for her husband, 
has recently been declared by the general 
term of the supreme court of New York, 
in the Fourth judicial department (Syra­
cuse). John and Jane Nelson, being hus­
band and wife, wanted to make wills, each 
in favor of the other, and employed Wil­
liam Cowie to prepare the instrument, 
which he did in due form.

The wills, says the Boston Argus, were 
read and placed upon the table for signa­
ture. Each then signed one of the wills, 
made the requisite declaration as to the 
character of the instrument, and asked 
the subscribing witnesses to sign. After 
execution the wills were sealed up in an 
envelope, which was not opened until 
after the husband’s death, when it was 
discovered for the first time that each had 
by mistake signed the will intended for 
the other. The wife brought suit in the 
supreme court to correct her husband’s 
mistake in signing the wrong will by re­
forming the language of the will which 
he did actually execute, so as to make it 
conform to that which he certainly in­
tended to execute.

Her complaint was dismissed at the 
special term, however, and the appellate 
branch of the supreme court holds that 
the dismissal was right. Mr. Justice 
Martin, in the opinion of the general term, 
says in substance that there is no will to 
correct, because the husband did not make 
any will at all. The instrument that he 
executed was his wife’s will and of no 
more legal significance than if it had been 
a blank piece of paper. No precisely sim­
ilar case is reported in New York, but 
there are English and Pennsylvania de­
cisions in point adverse to the position of 
of the wife.

LEARN TO TAKE THE PULSE.

Every mother should know how to take 
her child’s pulse, and thia is easily accom­
plished by passing one or two fingers 
down on the front of the arm from the 
base of the thumb to a little below the 
wrist With some practice there is no 
danger of mistake. Take the number of 
beats for the entire minute, for frequently 
there is an irregularity that can be dis­
covered only by careful observation.

The respirations can be obtained by 
watching the rise and fall of the chest ; if 
that is not sufficient, by placing the hand 
there. A self registering clinical ther­
mometer is necessary for taking the tem­
perature, which is generally obtained 
by placing the end of the tube contain­
ing the mercury under the tongue and 
keeping it there with the mouth closed 
from three to five minutes.

From 98.4 to 99 degs. is a normal tem­
perature : 100 degs. or over indicates fever; 
101 to 103 degs. is fever to a moderate 
amount, while 105 degs., except in rare 
instances, is dangerous. In childhood the 
pulse varies from 120 in early infancy to 
90 in a child eight or nine years old. In 
middle life it ranges from 65 to 75 and is 
apt to be more rapid in women than in 
men. In infancy respirations are often 
30 or over ; in children, from 20 to 23 or 
24 ; in adult life they are quite constant at 
from 17 to twenty. For an adult the pro­
portions are: Temperature, 98.6 degs.; 
pulse, 75 ; respiration, 18.

though some one had placed them in a 
ridiculous position, that a child had been 
born to them whom they were not willing 
to father, that this rag doll of the opposi­
tion had been made in a hurry and stuff­
ed with a poor quality of sawdust. The 
Sun might have said that it had little 
faith in Dr. Stockton leading any party 
to power, that very few of the opposition 
in the house would be led by him, that 
when Mr. Hanington dropped out the op­
position collapsed and only a sour and 
disgruntled three stood up to be counted 
at the last vote. Will the Sun please tell 
us what is the platform on which the op­
position stands and what special fitness 
Dr. Stockton possesses for we have failed 
np to the present to notice any especially 
brilliant qualifications.

The C. P. R.— Avast amount of work 
has been done by the C?P. K. along their 
line between Gibson and Woodstock. All 
the culverts and bridge piers have been 
overhauled and most of them have been 
strengthened by having piles driven. This 
road is now in fine condition.

TO THE ELECTORS OP THE PROVINCE :

The absence of hostile criticism in 
any section Of the press with respect to 
the government measure for the abolition 
of the legislative council at the time of 
its introduction and passage in the session 
of 1891, proved very clearly that public 
opinion with rare unanimity approved the 
obey and action of the government in 
ealing with that question. Having greet­

ed the measure with such acceptance, 
then, it would seem to follow that the 
country would look with favor now, upon 
the final consummation of the reform at 
the earliest period consistent with the 
public interests.

Three sessions of the present assembly 
have already passed, and only one more 
would remain unless the term of the house 
were extended beyond the usual period. 
Of such extension we do not think the 
country would approve, especially as the 
general election then following would 
necessarily take place in the winter sea­
son.

The alternatives therefore presented to 
the government were, shall the act abol­
ishing the legislative council be brought 
into effect this fall or shall we continue 
for another year to incur the very consid­
erable expense which the retention of the 
council for an additional year would in­
volve.

The conclusion arrived at by the gov­
ernment after due consideration has been 
to advise a dissolution, and with the pro­
clamation announcing the fact the legisla­
tive council passes away, and one ot the 
greatest reforms inagurated by any gov­
ernment in the history of this Province 
goes into immediate operation.

As the dissolution of the assembly 
means an appeal to the country, the gov­
ernment finds itself once more before the 
electors, and it is for you gentlemen, 
through the ballot box, to say whether 
there is any well founded reason to sup­
pose that the government could be as well 
administered, if in the hands of our op­
ponents as it has been by us during our 
tenure of office.

The record of the opposition party 
under its present leadership, is a record 
of calumny and cowardice. They have 
dealt freely in calumnious charges against 
the government, and when challenged to 
the proof before the representatives of 
the ! people, have in a cowardly way set 
up the pretence that some other tribunal 
should be constituted by the government 
to try the charges, as if it were to be as­
sumed that the members of the assembly 
were either altogether unfit or unwilling 
to make a proper investigation.

The opposition’s proposal to try the 
charges by a commission, was at the time 
declared u|K>n high authority to be with­
out precedent under our constitutional 
system of government, and to be contrary 
to the principles of British justice.

It is fair for the country to assume that 
the opposition were well aware, that the 
demand for the appointment of a com­
mission of judges could not and would not 
be entertained, and having no faith them­
selves in their chaises sought to make 
political capital against the government 
by formulating them in the way they 
did. We venture to think that the sorry 
exhibition the party made when boldly 
confronted by the government with a de­
mand for an' immediate trial before the 
high court of parliament has not been 
without its effect upon that portion of the 
electorate which is willing to see fair play 
even in political warfare.

In making our appeal as a government 
for a renewal of public confidence, we do 
not rest our claim altogether or even large­
ly upon the successful accomplishment of 
what many doubted our ability and in­
tention to effect. The difficulties in the 
way of setting the legislative council aside 
were many and serious as we always rea­
lized they would be, and nothing but a 
steady and sincere devotion to our avowed 
policy enabled us to compass the under­
taking ; but we do feel that onr having 
triumphantly accomplished this great re­
form gives us a strong title to your con­
tinued confidence.

A glance at the record of the govern­
ment over the whole field of legislative 
and administrative action will show that 
we have endeavoured to deal in an honest, 
vigorous and progressive spirit with all 
public questions. Judged u pon onr merits 
and making reasonable allowance for 
errors of judgment, we think it cannot 
be gain said that this government has done 
good work. —

Without attempting to enumerate in 
detail the many subjects which have re­
ceived attention at our hands, 1 may 
mention one of commanding importance 
to which we have devoted our best ener­
gies, I allude to the promotion of the agri­
cultural interests of the country. The 
welfare and prosperity of this the greatest 
of all our industrial pursuits, has been to 
us a consideration of great and anxious 
solicitude at all times. In the hope which 
I am happy to say has been realized that 
some benefit would accrue to our farming 
population therefrom, we have permitted 
and encouraged the organization of agri­
cultural associations in greatly increased 
numbers and added to the grants in aid 
of fermera exhibitions. We have made 
large horse, cattle and other stock impor­
tations and we have already stimulated 
the dairy industry on a large scale, but 
our work in this direction has only been 
began, compared with what the govern­
ment has in contemplation, if it be your 
will that we continue the work.

We have not, it may be admitted wasted 
the resources of the province in the vain 
effort to induce people from the old 
country to occupy ferma which unhappily 
are vacant in some sections of the prov­
ince, because in onr judgment, if the 
natives of the province are obliged to 
leave home for want of remunerative em­
ployment, no amount of expenditure 
under pretence of encouraging immigra­
tion will keep the people with us whom 
we might bring from abroad. Remuner­
ative employment and better markets are 
what we believe the farmers and farm 
laborers of the country require, and if it 
is within the power of the provincial gov­
ernment and legislature to do anything in 
this direction, as I believe it is, it must be 
done along the same or similar lines as 
those upon which the present provincial 
government has been moving.

We have formed the opinion that to 
establish butter and cheese factories upon 
a profitable basis in this province, would 
mean a very great deal for the farmers of 
the province—it means improved farm­
ing, improved stock, better fertilizing and 
larger returns generally for their labor. 
We hope to make this province a great 
dairy province, as it is admittedly in all 
respects well adapted for becoming, and 
to accomplish this the government will do 
its part leaving it to the people to do 
theirs. »

To carry out all these undertakings and 
others equally approved by the legisla­
ture and country, as also to fulfil the en­
gagements of our predecessors, addition 
has been made to the public debt from 
time to time, but complaint on this score 
will not come with effect from the op­
position, the members of which have 
from time to time urged us to assume 
larger obligations, especially in the direc­
tion of subsidies to local railways.

In respect of our-administration of the 
finances, it has been repeatedly shown 
that we have practiced a careful economy 
in the details of our departmental and 
office expenditure, and notwithstanding 
the natural increase which might reason­
ably be expected to take place in the 
lengthened period of ten years, we have 
been carrying on the government in these 
respects for many thousand dollars less 
than our predecessors. We have been 
able to do this in some measure, by keep­
ing the salaries of the heads of the de-

Eartments at a very low sum, very much 
ass indeed, with one exception, than in 
any other province of the dominion.
We observe the government has been 

much criticised in certain quarters, for its 
action in conection with the maritime 
bank claim. We are ready to defend our 
conduct in that matter. Entertaining the 
opinion that the provincial executive as 
representing the crown enjoyed all the 
rights and privileges of which it had been 
posessed before confederation within the 
sphere assigned it under the constitution, 
we claimed the right to priority of pay­
ment over other creditors for our deposit 
of $85,000 as a crown debt.

This in our opinion was the legal posi­
tion the province occupied and having 
that opinion there was no alternative for 
us but to make the claim. Had we not 
done so, the very men who have since as­
sailed us for treating the other depositors 
harshly would now complain that we had 
sacrificed provincial rights and would 
have imputed to us a corrupt understand­
ing in the interest of the persons to whom 
the money would otherwise have been 
payable.

We took the stand we did fully realiz­
ing the consequences to us as a govern­
ment if we should fail to establish our 
contention, and in the face of the confi­
dent assertions of the opposition in the 
legislature that we would never recover a 
dollar of the money and were simply de­

luding the countiy and _______
costs and in the face also of the repeat 
appeals promoted from court to court by 
tne leader of the opposition himself, we 
have been able to bring the province 
through in triumph and to establish in 
addition to recovering the amount in­
volved, a very valuable and important 
constitutional principle in respect of the 
statue of the province.

If the executive government of the pro­
vince is not to-day shorn of much of its 
dignity and importance, it is because the 
strenuous efforts of the opposition leader 
have not prevailed and tne predictions of 
the party have not been realized.

We invite a comparison between oar 
opponents and ourselves ; between our 
record and theirs; between onr policy and 
the total absence of any shred or rag of a 
policy yet laid by them before the country.

The present electoral contest is between 
opposition and the government parties, 
and as between ns we rely with much 
confidence upon a favorable decision.

The Miramichi presbytery at Its last 
meeting unanimously nominated Rev. P.

A terrific dynamite explosion occurred 
at Dyer’s quarry, in Homeville, on the 
29th.

The Royal Commission will go west 
about the middle of October, taking evid­
ence in Manitoba and proceeding on to 
the coast. They will visit Ontario later on

Word has reached the Springs of a ter­
rible explosion of dynamite at Buck, CoL, 
at the month of the Hagarman tunnel. 
No particulars of the explosion have yet 
been received.

George Bradburn and George Tremere, 
each aged five, were drowned in a well, at 
Sarnia, on Thursday. The latter fell in 
first and his companion in attempting to 
help him out also fell in.

The pacing 
and trotting records are therefore now 
equal for the first time in the history of 
track racing.

Mr Foster has written to the secretary 
of state of Mexico offering to obtain a sub­
sidy from parliament for a steamship line 
between the maritime provinces and Mex­
ico, on the condition that the Mexicans 
reduce the duties upon articles which 
Canada can export

The democratic state convention met in 
Tremont Temple, Boston, Tuesday after­
noon. Charles Theodore Russell presid­
ed. Gov. Wm. E. Russell was renominat­
ed by acclamation. James B. Carroll, of 
Springfield, was nominated for lieutenant 
governor by acclamation.

The Connolly dredge will start work at 
Sand Point, St John as soon as some of 
the anchors arrive for her from British 
Columbia. The anchors are British Col­
umbia toothpicks, which are immense 
sticks of timber seventy feet long and 
twenty-four inches square.

It is announced that on Wednesday 
Oct 12, Clifford Calvery, of Toronto, will 
walk across the Niagara river at the falls, 
on a three quarter inch cable. Calvery 
made his first essay on the high wire only 
a few months ago, and already he is 
looked upon as the peer of the famous 
Blondin.

Coroner Berryman held an inquest on 
the body of the late Mitchael Donovan, 
who was drowned in Fishers pond Thurs­
day morning. After four witnesses were 
examined the jury brought in the follow­
ing verdict : The deceased came to his 
death accidentally while laboring under a 
fit of insanity.

A special to the New York Sun from 
Houston, Texas, says : At the congress­
ional convention at Conrad, to nominate 
a republican in the first district, Dan Tay- 
lar, (colored) was elected. James G. 
Blaine, of Maine, came within a few votes 
of being the nominee, the question of his 
eligibility alone defeating him.

Egypt this year exported cotton to the 
United States, for the first- time in its his­
tory. Why? Because English rule in that 
country has made the oppressed and down­
trodden slave a free man. English en­
terprise has irrigated and renewed the 
soil and English blood has imbued the 
spirit of freedom without which no coun­
try can be a success.

The swinging act of 
Commodore, and the teetering of Eagle, 
Diamond and Ruby, in which the first 
named balances the others across a half-inch 
oval iron rod, are very well done. The 
military drill is probably the most pleasing 
of all. The animals march in single and 
double file, countermarch, come into line 
right or left, and go through other move­
ments very readily and correctly. The per­
formance concludes with the “Comical 
Horse Trade,” which is very amusing The 
exhibition will continue each afternoon and 
evening.

It is thought by most of the resid­
ents that they can find a man who is always 
in the parish to represent them. Mr. Bird 
has represented Bright in the past in a man­
ner that shows he is eminently qualified for 
the position. The records of that parish 
while he was a councillor will convince any 
fair minded man that tly municipality was 
as well if not better cared for than now. 
There are many who condemn Mr. Inch’s 
nomination from the stand-point that he 
supports and is supported by the ring that 
follows Conn. Finder. In the appointment 
of an assessor for that parish Conn. McKeen 
who is independent and no blind follower 
appealed to the board to support his candi­
date but his old time services were overlook­
ed and “ ring before anything else ” Conn. 
Inch’s candidate was appointed. Voters 
will do well to put Frank Bird at the head 
of the poll. He deserves their favor and if 
returned will see that Bright has a fair share 
of attention.

The Candidates.

In the Councillors election which takes 
place on Tuesday next contests will 
take place as follows : In Southamp­
ton there are Finder, Lockard and 
Cron'kite ; in Bright, McKeen, Inch, Bird 
and Graham ; in Canterbury, Jamieson, 
Lindon, Lawson and Smith ; in Douglas, 
Kingborn, Lawrence and Murray ; in North 
Lake, Inch, Gould and Cropley ; in Kings- 
clear, E. Everett, Murrry and Cliff. In 
Canterbury the present councillors Lundon 
and Jamieson have proved themselves to be 
as competent councillors as the county has 
to present and have managed the affairs of 
their parish in a systematic and judicious 
manner. E. Everett who is running at 
Kingsclear has been at the board before and 
is fully competent. He should receive a 
good vote. Mr. Cliff is also a good council­
lor.

The Reformatory.

Lady Tilley has secured enough money to 
enable her to proceed with the establish­
ment of a reformatory for youthful crimin­
als. This lady has already done much to 
secure herself m the hearts of the people of 
the province by her labors in connection 
with the hospital that adorns this city. 
Some money is yet wanting for the reform­
atory fund and those who have not put in 
their mite are requested to do so. Work is 
now going on at the old penitentiary build­
ings and in a few weeks the reform school 
will be completed. It will not be a prison 
but a school where, though under restraint, 
erring youth will be firmly but kindly dealt 
with, and trained to a better manhood than 
would have been theirs had the institution 
not existed.

Clear of Debt.

The F. C. Baptist church here has made a 
rapid advance. There was a debt on the 
building of something over $5000 which was 
felt to be an incubus by the people. The 
interest charge was heavy and many 
schemes of the church were sadly hindered 
by this debt. A meeting was held a few 
evenings since, the subject discussed and a 
subscription list opened to see if the debt 
could be liquidated. The result has exceed­
ed the most sanguine expectations. At the 
meeting sums were subscribed aggregating 
$4300 and funds have since been sent in 
sweeping away the debt.

Two Thousand Saved.

Several of the city fathers are considering 
the advisability of hiring or purchasing a 
road machine for city work. It has been 
shown that one machine can clean out the 
ditches and make up the back streets, in 
fact do about all the road work at a cost of 
about one thousand dollars. As it takes 
over three thousand at present there is thus 
a chance to save two thousand and have 
superior work. Those who have seen the 
machine at work on Smythe street are 
loud in its praises. Those who condemn 
the machine should go out and see the 
work. ________________

A SERIOUS CHARGE.

A Minister, ex-Mlnlster and Dootor Held' 
for Swindling.

A rather serions charge has been pre­
ferred against Rev. Sidney Wei ton, Cephas 
B. Welton and Dr. E. C. Randall of Hills­
boro. They have been arrested and lodged 
in jail. The following issued at the instance 
of J. W. H. Turner of Caledonia, A. 0., is 
the cause of the arrests :
Information of John W. H. Turner, of 

county of Albert, who saith :
That he suspects and believes that Cephas 

B. Welton, Sidney Welton, Edward C. 
Randall and Gideon D. Reed», between the 
first day of January in the year of otir Lord 
1890, and the 27th day of September in year 
last aforesaid, in city of St. John, city and 
county of St. John, unlawfully did conspire, 
combine, confederate and agree together by 
divers false pretences and subtle devices, 
falsely and fraudulently, to acquire and 
obtain to themselves, and in pursuance 
thereof unlawfully did obtain of and from 
the Total Abstinence Life Association of 
America, a large sum of money, to-wit, the 
sum of $3,000.00, money of said Total 
Abstinence Life Association of America, 
with intent to cheat and defraud the said 
Total Abstinence Life Association, contrary 
to the statute made and provided.

It appears that W. D. Reed of Caledonia, 
was insured in the Total Abstinence insur­
ance company for $3,000. The application 
bore the name of W. D. Reed and the sig­
nature of Rev. Sydney Welton as agent. 
The applicant stated that he had not been 
ill for twelve months and was then in good 
health. Accompanying the application 
was a certificate from Dr. Randall that he 
knew Mr. Reed to be of good health and 
sonnd constitution, and that the risk was » 
first-class one. The prosecution is prepared 
to show that Mr. Reed was dangerously ill 
of consumption and that he had been for 
some time previously attended by Dr. 
Randall. Reed died a short time after and 
a certificate was sent in that he had been 
but a few days ill. Mrs. Reed was then 
told that her husband was insured for $2,- 
000. and was paid only $1,000 by Ç. B. 
Welton as the total amount. The prosecu­
tion have a $3,000 policy in Mr. Reed’s 
favor attached to which is Mrs. Reed’s re­
ceipt for the full amount. As she <mly got 
$1,000 she declares she did not sign for 
$3,000. There is other very incriminating 
evidence. ________________

— The Scott act 
election in Northumberland county on 
Thursday last resulted in â victory for the 
temperance party. Both sides worked hard 
but it was apparent all along that the fight 
would terminate as it has. The majority 
for the act is about 300. Chatham, New­
castle and Glenelg gave a majority against 
the act but with very small margins.

Hill & Mubchie’b.— Some mild criticism 
is going the rounds of mill experts respect­
ing the Hale <fc Mnrchie mill lately com­
pleted below town. The principal fault is 
that the mill was built too narrow and does 
not give sufficient room for machinery and 
workmen. In other respects the mill is 
superior. She is cutting fast and turning 
ont a good quality of lumber.

Boatino Business.— The river is clear of 
shipping at this port. The season has been 
a good one for schooners, but woodjxwtlng 
has not proved a success. Since the ad­
vent of the deal lighters this species of 
traffic has killed out the boats and some­
times vessels have had to wait for days 
before getting a return cargo to St. John.

Aldebmanic.— The new plan proposed as 
to the election of Aldermen from the dty at 
large instead of from each ward as at pre­
sent is attracting the attention of the citizens 
and meeting with much favor. It will 
choose a board having a majority of voters. 
As at present some members get in with 
very small majorities.

Missionaby.— Mrs. Weddall, of this city, 
Mrs. L. Fradsham, of Gibson, and Mrs. Dr. 
Sharp, of Marysville, attended the annual 
meeting of the womens’ missionary society 
at St. Stephen.

School Holiday.— The managers of the 
exhibition have taken a wise move in re­
spect to the school children. They have 
asked the trustees to grant the little folks a 
holiday on Thursday.

Affaibs in Kent.—Reuben Johnson, ex- 
M. P., has issued his card as a government 
candidate for the vacant seat at Ottawa. 
Mr. Anglin is also looking towards the same
seat. ________________

In Sunbuby. — Election for councillors 
for Sunbury county council will take place 
on the second Tuesday of October. Con­
tests will take place in most of the parishes.
