The town was originally divided in-
to three distriots, or parirhes, the
first, St. Urban’s parish, which was
afterwards called the Stiftskirche,
or ocathedral church district; the
second the parish of the Hospital
ohurch, and the third St. Leon-
bard’s, 'The cathedral church, we
are” told, was built upon the spot
where St. Urban erected a mission-
ary oroes, and at first it was a mo-
dest little wooden structure, built
by an Altenberg lord. Half the
original structure fell in 1419, and
the rest remsined in ruing until

was recovered in 1432 by thg work-
men, who demanded that it/be plac-
ed in the new church. When the
city council objeoted to that demand
the working men refused to do any-
thing more on the edifice, and for
three years they stayed idle, until
the council yielded and allowed St.
Urben a place in the new church.
The edifice, though still incomplete,
was dedicated in 1492, with a grand
celebration. Afterwards bells were
placed in the towers, one of them
being dedicated to the Mother of
Sorrows and another being called
the Three O,Clock bell, at the ring-
ing of which, in the. olden times,
bread ‘was daily distributed to the
poor before the church tower. 8t
Urban’s church is unfinished even
at the present day ; though had the
Reformation not invaded Stuttgart
¥t would doubtless have long since
been -completed by the Catholic
piety and generosity which nnder-
took to build it.—S. H. Review,

Preferential Trade.

While the insensate course pursuned
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, while in Eng-
land last summer, undoubtedly did

imperial preferential trade, it is very

evident that it is still alive ard grow-

ing. In s recent speech at Norwich,

Eng., Hon. Arthur J. Balfour spoke as

follows: “I notice that in a recent

speech delivered at Manchester on the

occasion of the fiftieth anniversary of

of the abolition of the corn laws, Lord

Rosebery was carried away by the vig-

or of his own eulogy upon the so-called

“ Manchester School,” to advance the

doctrine, which I think, should be re-

pudiated without an instant’s hesita-

tion, with regard to the federation of
the empire—namely that a commercial

federation of the empire was ot merely

impossible—in which he may be right
or he may be wrong, but whether pos-
sible or nct possible, inexpedient, be-

canse foreign nations would object to
such a proceeding that they would re-
gard it ar a ground ot hostility to the
British Empire, and that they might
even be induced to make war in or.er
to npset the arrangement to which they

bad so strong an objection. (Laugh-
ter.) That was not an argument, which
should ever have been heard in the
mouth of a British statesman to what-
. If the
commercial federation of the British
Empire has a justification at all, that
justification is to be found in the fact
that it will draw c'oser together the
various distant and far separated mem-
bers of this great community. (Cheers.)
If it does that, I say it is no »ffair of
any foreign nation what we doin the
matter. They do not consult our con-
venience in the formation of their tar-
iffs. (Hear, hear.) I am not aware of
any reason why we should consult
their convenience in the formation of
our tariffs. These are matters which
we should tbink it gross impertinence
to interfere with in others, and which
I think it would be gross impertinence
for others to interfere with in us

(Cheers.) These are subjscts which
by the practice of nations, by inter-
national custom, if not by internatiou-
al law, are left to the decision of each
community by itself; and if we see our
way to carry it ont will have as abso-
iuts a. right, 1n my opinion, sutject, of
course, to treaty engagements, to carry
out a commercial federation of the
British Empire, as the German Empire
has to carry out its own Zollverein, cr
the United States has to impose its own
tariff upon foreign produce. ‘But I go
farther. and I say that the main object
to be attained, the greatest of the ob-
jects to be attained by commercial
federation, is the kmitting together oi
the members of one empirs into a
close community, and so far from that
conducing to war, in my belief it wonld
kdirectly conduce to peace. And why
do I say that? I say that because, of
all the nations of the world, we are
the nation probably who by interest
and by tradition are most desirons of
peace, and everything which strength-
ens us a8 an empire for that very
reason makes for peace, and is in the
interests of peace.” This, as will be
seen; knocks into atoms one of the two
hobgoblins set up to scare the British
people from adopting the proposed
policy. Never again, we imagine, will
any British statesman seriously use
such an argument as that of Lord
Rosebery at Manchester, to which Bal-
four refers. 1t is not an argnment to
address to any free, self-govarning peo-
ple, and, if used, can be turned with
crushing effect on the man or party
that resorts to it. The other hobgoblin
that preferential trade will make food
dearer in Great Britain, eannot be de-
stroyed so ouﬂy, but vlll‘ in time, be
also disposed of. A recent article in
the Mark Lane Express Annual indi-
cates the line of argument with which

that allegation can and will be met.
