Death of Bishop McDonald

For a whole week the angel
of death had hovered over
the Episcopal Palace; but the
tolling of the Cathedral bell a
few minutes before six o’clock
on Sunday evening, the 1st
inst., intimated that the long
agony was over, and that the
soul of his Lordship the gentle
and: pious Bishop McDonald
hadleft the body and winged
its flight to the judgment seat
of God. Althoughdeath seem-
ed constantly imminent. only
for about a week previous to
his demise, his Lordship had
been on a bed of sickness for
about three years, and his dis-
solution at any time within
that period might have been
anticipated. That he was able
to so long withstand his ill-
ness, bears testimony to his
splendid physical constitytion,

The deceased Bishop, Right
Reverend James Charles Mc-
Donald, fourth Ordinary of the
Diocese of Charlottetown, was
born at Allisary, parish of St.
Andrew's, in this Province,
on July 15th, 1840, the son
of John and Mrs. McDonald
of that so that he
was in his seventy-third
year the time of his
death.
