tions of pre-war days and signifi­
cant of the Vice-Regal relations 
associating Cartada with the 
Empire throne, the fifth session 
of the thirteenth Parliament of 
Canada was opened Monday 
afternoon, February 14th, by Hie 
Excellency, the Governor-General 
The function was in marked 
contrast to the less formal pro 
ceedings of the opening sessions 
in war years. The newly com 
pie ted Senate Chamber was oc 
cupied officially for the first 
time, and accommodated one of 
the most distinguished gatherings 
ever assembled at an opening 
of Parliament—guests particu­
larly representatives of the dip­
lomatic, parliamentary, profes­
sional, military, governmental and 
commercial circles. In contrast 
to the “ khaki ” ceremony of 
war years, there was a marked 
evidence- of the return to the 
more sombre shades of the foi- 
mal, military and state dress. 
The brilliant war service of the 
soldiers in attendance on the 
Governor General was fittingly 
reflected in the array of decora­
tions and medals, most of which 
were being worn for the first time 
by the recipients—» privilege 
incidental to “ review order " 
dress. And the gowns of the 
ladies were wonderful. Black 
seemed to predominate, both for 
debutantes and matrons, but there 
were plenty of bright colors. 
Although the majority was in 
evening dress, it did not seem 
incongruous, as the electrio lights 
in the Senate Chamber made it 
very little like afternoon.

The members'elected as a result 
of the different bye-elections since 
the House last met, with the ex- 
ceptioh of that of Peterboro, 
were ^hen introduced to Mr. 
Speaker, and took their seats 
amid the applause of the mem­
bers present. The members whi 
were introduced were : Hon. Mr 
Wigmore, of St. John, N. B 
Minister of Customs ; Hon. Mi 
McCurdy, of Colchester, Minis 
ter of Public Works ; Mr. Smitl 
McDermaid, East Elgin, and Mi.

On - your return to your Par­
liamentary duties, I am glad to 
be able to congratulate you on 
the rejative prosperity of the 
country and its comparative free­
dom from the feeling of unrest 
which has agitated countries not 
so fortunately situated. Follow­
ing the conditions of expansion 
due to the war, a period of con­
traction was inevitable. Restric 
tion of credit involving a certain 
limitation of production and 
business has been universal, but 
this Dominion has been less 
affected than any other countries, 
and a feeling of confidence pre­
vails. A general reduction of 
the cost of living has set in, 
and the country, save in certain 
limited areas, has been blessed 
with a bountiful harvest.

In spite of this contraction, 
the annual revenue of thle country 
has been well maintained, arid 
ray advisers considered that cer­
tain taxes, imposed in part to 
check extravagant purchasing, 
had fulfilled their purpose and 
might be withdrawn. Accord­
ingly with a few exceptions, 
these taxes have been remitted, 
freeing industry and business and 
thus promoting employment.

My advisers are convinced of 
the ^necessity for revision of the

which had noVyet been received. Customs tariff. In order to secure
the most complete information a- 
committee has conducted an ex­
tensive and thorough inquiry, and 
has secured the views of all part­
ies and interests in every prov­
ince. The hearings necessary for 
this purpose have now been com­
pleted, and the conclusions found­
ed thereon will be submitted to 
you in due course. It is the 
opinion of my advisers that in 
such revision regard must be had 
to the necessities of revenue and 
as well that the principle of pro­
tection to Canadian labour and 
legitimate Canadian industries, 
including agriculture, which has 
prevailed for more than forty 
years in this country, must be 
consistently maintained; but that 
the Customs duties imposed to 
that end should be no higher than 
is essential to ensure good stand­
ards of living among our working 
population and to retain and 
make possible the normal expan­
sion of the industries in which 
they find employment.

A Bill for the repeal of the 
Conservation Act will be sub­
mitted to you, there being provi­
sion made for carrying on the 
essential functions of the Com­
mission of Conservation in the 
appropriate departments of the 
Government. This measure will 
therefore avoid very considerable 
duplication of services, and per­
mit consequent saving of ex­
pense without detriment to th^ 
public advantage.

A Bill amending the Dominion 
Elections Act to provide for 
necessary revision of the electoral 
lists applicable to the vote shortly 
to be held in the province of 
Ontario respecting the Canada 
Temperance Act will be submitted 
to you.

Bills relating to copyrights, the 
simplification and consolidation 
of the Income War Tax Act, 1917, 
and amending Acts, scientific re­
search and other matters will be 
submitted td you.

trains.’

This was about all Bucks said 
\Xj. his bulletins that evening ; not 
a word about Christinas . nor 
Merry Christmas. In fact, if 
Christmas had come to McCloud 
that night they couldn’t have 
held it twenty-foun Canutes ; 
much less twenty-four ’ hours ; 
the wind was too high. All the 
week, all the day it had blown— 

December wind ; dry as an 
August noon, bitteç as powdered 
ice.
