Communism mayv be defineé¢ under
1wvo. b2ads, (1) as that system of so-
cial orgamization in-which goods are
heid ‘in common, and {2) the theory
or svstem of social organization in-
volving common ownership of the
agents of prodaction, and some ap-
proach to cquality in the distribution
of the products of iadustry. The
nopular use of the words conforms {o
the latter definition. I?s use, ecien-
tifically, conforms to the first alone,
though somectimes it is alternated
with another definition, which con-
cerns politics, as a system wl_1ere
large powers are given to small poli-
tical units or communes, the latter,
however, having very little bearing
upon the relations between the social
form c¢f communism and labor, as
