IS HOME STUDY IN THE INTER. 
EST OF THE CHILD’S HEALTH»

What shoulA ,,be the Ideal of both 
parents and teacher for their public 
school, their own local school?

"To have all the children attending 
take one hundred per cent. Of all their 
studies,” comes the answer.

This is good, but after all, not the 
most vital attainment.

To make one hundred per cent, on 
health is of even greater importance. 
Have you heard^of many schools 
reaching this sfiindard, or of even 
trying to reach ttt In all probability 
there are more^wiildfett in Canadian 
schools to-day who can make one 
hundred per cent. In their studies than 
In their health. Some pupils acquire 
knowledge at the expense of health.

How many hours each day do your 
children spend in the school-room? 
In most schools they spend five and a 
half hours. In this time they are 
supposed to be actively engaged In 
study. If the work In the school­
room is done properly It should be all 
that is required of the child In the 
way of study, particularly of young 
children. During the five hours and a 
half each day the children are tu- 
doors, sitting usually. Any further 
indoor study Is more likely to hinder 
than help the proper education of the 
child. The physical and the mental 
do overlap, they cannot he separated. 
If the child is not In a good physical 
condition, or does not build up a 
sound body, what good will be his 
mental equipment to him? If his 
body is in poor shape he simply can­
not acquire knowledge properly. And 
more often, when he does acquire It 
he cannot retain it. Even if at that 
particular stage he Is considered 
"smart,” later on he Is almost suro 
to deteriorate In his cleverness. Even 
If he does not do this there Is always 
that other sure result: If no attention 
Is given to the Improving of the al­

It Is because of the recognition cf 
these things that in many of the best 
schools In Canada and, particularly 
In the United States, no home-work is 
allowed before pupils . enter High 
School. Usually such schools work 
on the basis that if homework is need­
ed the teacher Is not doing her work 
properly In the schoolroom^ perhaps 
not alloting or planning her time 
properly.- No home-work under the 
fifth-grade is required by some of the 
.schools. Recognizing the fact that 
young children require to be much in 
the open air, bodily active and engag­
ed in play during the greater part of 
the time spent out of the schoolroom:

There is one educational factor that 
seems to have been almost lost sight 
of In the present day, and the stand­
ards of living have suffered in, conse­
quence : Because of such' a burden of 
home-work young people have no 
longer time for any home-duties or 
helping In the home, so, they feel no 
responsibility for the home-life; and 
acquire little knowledge of household 
duties. This does, nbt serve to en­
hance home ties or strengthen family 
relations. Each child, no matter how 
young, should feel responsible for 
some home-duty, some helpfulness to 

. the other members of the family. Time 
for this ts as Important to the future 
life of the individual as home school 
work. This, too, Is real education.

Oh, my children love home-work; 
they get out their books almost as 
soon as they come home. They are
leading and-writing all the evening.

The members of the Child 

Welfare Association are making 
a house to house visitation on 
Monday for the purpose of rais­
ing funds to enable them to 
carry on the work in which they 
are engaged. To a very great 
extent the organization depends 
upon the philanthropy of the 
community. As we have already 
pointed out, the grants from the 
Government and the Municipal 
Council do not cover more than 
a quarter of the expenditure, 
and the growing demands made 
upon the services of the C.W.A. 
are steadily increasing its re­
sponsibilities.

The method of making the 
collection has been decided upon 
to enabfe as many as possible to 
help in the work, and a small 
contribution will be just as wel­
come from those who cannot af­
ford more than the larger dona­
tions from others.

The calls for help.. in St. 
John’s, it is true, are many, and 
the response is at all times gen­
erous in a worthy cause, par­
ticularly in a matter which con­
cerns -the ^interests of ^ the 
yeunger " members of the com- 
rn«nity. No less generous is the 
voluntary aid rendered by the 
women of the city in such un­
dertakings. They give freely of 
their time and services when­
ever called upon, and it is en­
tirely due to them that such or­
ganizations as the Child Wel­
fare Association can carry on 
its good work. On such an occa­
sion as this an opportunity is af­
forded the public to show in a 
practical manner how fully their 
services are appreciated, and it 
is certain that it will be availed 
of.

That the v'ork is succeeding 
in removing many of the exist­
ing evils is manifest, and the 
time, we arc convinced, is ap­
proaching when, because of the 
educational value of the work, 
the. demands made upon the 
Child Welfare Association will 
become less. That time has, how­
ever, not yet arrived, and to 
hasten it, the co-operation of the 
public is sought. The immediate 
purpose of the collections on 
Monday is to establish an en­
dowment fund which will ensure 
the continuous working of the 
Association, and as any curtail­
ment of its activities at the pres­
ent time would undo much of the 
good work already accomplished, 
it is to be hoped that the mem­
bers will meet with every suc­
cess.

And- 
no manner Of work shall ye do on this 
same day ; for it is a day of atone­
ment. to make an atonement for you 
before the Lord, your God.” (27, 281. 
From Bible days to the present, wher­
ever the Jew has lived, this solemn 
day has been most rigidly observed 
by twenty-four hour» of fasting and 
withdrawing from all active commer­
cial enterprises.

The following morning services be­
gin early and continue until sundown 
without interruption. Frequently, a 
special .service is held around noon­
time for the children. Strangely 
enough, despite the feeling of awe end 
sancity which clothe» Yom Kippur' 
in our day, there are Bible verses 
which indicate that originally it was 
an occasion for a Fall celebration. All 
evidences of social enjoyment have 
been dropped, and to-day the Jewish- 
people in every part of tie universe 
consider this Day ot Atonement as an 
Occasion of “Atone-ment" with their 
God. The service concludes at 'sun­
down with the blowing of the Shofar, 
or ram’s horn, after which the people 
return ty their homes and their sev­
eral ocwfjpations.

We feel at the 
end of a book that we have not quite 
lokt them,, but only said goodbye for 
a while; and sure enough, they turn 
up again,. even .more . winsome and 
alluring than .before, beckoning ua to 
follow them through a new series of 
whimsical or romantic adventures.

Emily . is a typical Montgomery 
girl—sweet and innocent, piquant, 
dreamy, spontaneously original, and 
as lovable as she is lovely. This 
Emily is a budding literary genius, 
and one cannot but feel that the au­
thor has put a great deal of herself 
into this charming biography—not 
literal fact, perhaps, but soul truth, 

‘ colored and tinctured with a roman- 
! tic Imagination. The young writer’s 

inspiration, her sense of being the 
: instrument of some mysterious, un- 
; seen power. To quote Emily’s own 
’ words: “When that line came into 

my mind It didn’t seem to me that 
I composed it all—It seemed as it 
Something Else were trying to speak 
through me—and It was that Some­
thing Else that made the line seem 
wonderful.”—Who can doubt that 
this comes nearer to history than fic­
tion?

It may be remembered that Emily 
had recorded a vow: “I, Emily Byrd 
Starr, do solemnly vow this day that 
I will climb the Alpine Path and write 
my name on the scroll of fame.”

Even a genius could not more than 
begin that upward climb during the 
High School days, but Emily does 
make à very creditable beginning.

Liquor Ship Crew 
Refuse to Allow 

Owner on Board
London. Sept. 16.—“Who would 

have thought that in the year 1925 
the magic cry, ‘Stand by to repel 
boarders!’ or something very like it 
would have been heard at mysterious 
midnight in the River Thames? Yet 
it has happened," says the Evening 
News in a story yesterday describing 
the latest developments in the career 
of the now notorious whiskey ship, 
the schooner General Serrett.

The schooner yesterday was in the 
Pool of London, just above Tower 
Bridge, and was unloading its cargo

of liquor, which was said originally 
to have been destined for the United 
States by way of Rum Row, into 
barges to be put into bonded ware­
houses along the Thames. .

The Evening News’ story deals with 
a quarrel which has arisen between 
the owners of the ship and its crew 
about the payment of wages. It also 
reveals that as a result of investi­
gations made by prohibition agents 
it is known that the General Serrett 
was ghren a port to port consular 
pass by tha British Consul at Ant­
werp, enabling her to sail for Hali­
fax under the British flag. This pass 
expired automatically when the schr. 
was obliged to call at Dover for re­
pairs and supplies, this stop being a 
violation of the requirements for a

non-stop trans-Atlantic run.
Apparently the officer in charge of 

the schooner now refuses to take any 
orders from her owners or to allow 
them aboard, and last night, the 
Evening News says, the General Ser­
rett presented an extraordinary 
scene. The day had been spent by 
the owners and agents in a vain ef­
fort to get aboard. Then just before 
midnight, Mme. Mabel Casares, wife 
of the son of a wealthy Argentine 
merchant and managing director of 
the owning company (the Gloria 
Steamship Company) accompanied by- 
three legal advisers and by river 
police, made a final effort to get 
aboard.

A hail from Mme Casares’ party 
for Captain Whitburn brought the 
flash of an electric torch from the 
schooner’s deck and a hatless, bris­
tle-headed man carrying a hurricane 
lamp, appeared and declared himself 
to be the captain. He told the party 
to go away.

Mme. Casares retorted that she had 
ing, “You’re not the captain.

Secrets of the Snows
This summer has witnessed ope of 

the greatest exploits of mountaineer­
ing ever recorded—the -conquest of 
Mount Logan, the highest peak in 
Canada, which rises to a height of 
over 19,060 feet.

The Canadian Alpine Club expedi­
tion. which triumphed over all ob­
stacles and reached the summit of 
Mount Logan, odiginally consisted of 
eight members; but two of them had 
to abandon the attempt because of 
frost-bite and general exhaustion be­
fore attaining their goal.

Almost incredible hardships were 
suffered by the conquerors of Mount 
Logan, who speat forty-four days en­
tirely on ice in getting to the summit 
and back again. Each man of the 
party had to pack about seventy 
pounds over two hundred miles of 
ridge and glacier. Dangerous storms 
were encountered, especially on the 
return journey, and only the most 
heroic efforts averted loss of life.

On the last lap of the ascent, when 
the party reached what they believed 
to be the highest point of the moun­
tain, they found yet another peak, 
towering above them. To attain this 
they had to descend a thousand feet 
into a valley between the two peaks 
before again beginning to climb.

This final peak was heart-breaking 
work, as the party bad to make pro­
gress up a steep snow and ice slope, 
terminating in a knife area that led 
to the summit. The temperature when 
they gained the top was four degrees 
below zero.

Secret Revealed

Fire Guards at St. Paul’s
WATCHMEN'S NIGHT PATROL.

Elaborate precautions are being 
taken by the authorities of St. Paul's 
Cathedral to protect the building 
against fire while It is in tbs hands of 
the workmen.

Amid the desolation behind the 
great wooden screen which divides 
the nave from the rest of the cathe­
dral, fire hydrants are fixed in the 
floor and long trains of hosepipe wind 
their way across the marble slabs, 
which used to be white, up the stairs 
to the library and the galleries and 
down to the crypt.

Fire extinguishers are placed here 
and there among the dismantled 
pieces of the great organ which lie 
piled up in the choir stalls and the 
Jesus Chapel. Under the dome yards 
of hosepipe are propped np on poles 
"and at night these are extended to 
the nave ready tor emergency.

These precautions hare been taken 
at the instance of the inanranee com­
panies and the Fire Brigade, for the 
risk of lire has been greatly inereaeed 
by the placing of the dismantled orna­
ments, pictures, and carvings in heaps 
on the floor.

A great iron pipe passes up through 
the floor from the crypt, and attached 
to it were dozens of automatic sprink­
lers which protrude from the wooden 
screen. The heat of a slight lire auto­
matically sets this system in opera­
tion.

HOPE OF INCREASE DC DECEMBER
Wheat prices In London are a

Under an Act of George IV., passed 
in 1826, the stipend of the vicar must 
be revised every ten years in accord­
ance with the value in the City of 
London of 4,106 bushel» of market­
able wheat. The money is collected 
by means of a parish rate, which foly 
lows the movements of the price of 
wheat.

| The Act which madA the stipend 
subject to this custom was called an 
Act for extinguishing tithes and pay­
ments in lieu of tithes and Easter of­
ferings. When it was passed the 
vicar’s stipend was fixed for the first 
ten years at £1,800, but it has since 
decreased udtil now it is only £722 
a year.

A revision takes place in December, 
and it appears that for the first time 
since the Act was passed the stipend 
will be increased.

A Trial Will Ensure Future Patronage
Woman Torn by Dogs

Montreal—Details of the death of 
Mrs. Clay, wife of Sergeant S. G. Clay, 
of thé Royal Canadian Mounted Police, 
at Chesterfleld Inlet, in the north-west 
of Hudson’s Bay, several months ago 
were given by Constable J. Stalworthy, 
who arrived at Le Pas with a party 
from the Far North.

I a patent Is granted, it is challenged on 
| the ground that the same thing was 
being done in industry before the in­
ventor’s application was filed. Then 
proof often is not easy to get. , 

Many years ago a man named Smith 
died in Buffalo, N.Y. He had run a 

I bicycle repair shop in Washington, 
D.C. His executors sold his business 

! and all the assets were bought by an- 
' other bicycle dealer named Owen. In- 
[ eluded in the property were some pat- 
: ents. These Owens- handed to his 
brother-in-law, a, .patent attorney, to 

, look into. One of them was apparent- 
1 ly a basis patent covering a method of 
hanging the bicycle crankshaft, the 
method then, used by every American 
bicycle manufacturer, and still in use.

| Suit fo^-tnfringement was brought 
against some of the leading manu- 

, facturera, and they faced the likeli­
hood of having to pay out a fortune 

i for infringements of a patent, the ex­
istence of which they had not known. 
Then an English mechanic, working 
in Boston, came forward with an Eng­
lish crankhanger just like the patent­
ed article, and declared that he had 
brought it over from England with 
him a year before the date of Smith’s 
patent application. Several of hie fel­
low workmen made affidavits that they 
had seen the device in Smith’s hands 
at that time. The manufacturers de­
cided to defend the suits.

But Owen and his attorney were 
not discouraged easily. If they could 
find Mrs. Smith, she might know 
where the invention was made. But 
Mrs. Smith had vanished. A search of 
the vital statistics in Buffalo resulted 
In finding that Smith had died at a 
boarding-house that had changed 
hands. The former landlady was dis­
covered. She remembered that when 
Mr. Smith died, Mrs. Smith's married 
sister also lived in the house. I

It took weeks to trace the married 
sister. Through her it was learned 
that Mrs. Smith had gone into a con- . 
vent at Batavia. But she had the keys 
to a trunk, in which was found a sign- i 
ed, witnessed drawing of the crank- I 
hanger, dated months earlier than the * 
application for the patent.

•It you’ve got a good invention, a 
patent is a protection—until somebody 
else proves that he Invented It before 
you did,” he said. "A patent has been 
described as ‘a license to sue-and to 
be sued.’ If your Invention is good, 
somebodv else is going to claim that 
he saw it first. And if he can make 
that claim good, you're sunk.

Thé,' Selàen patent was based on 
what are known as “combination 
claims,” in which the Invention con­
sists of a new way of combining ele­
ments that already are known, to pro­
duce a new result. Most patents are 
Issued on combination claims, because 
ft is only rarely that anybody dis- 
covèrs something absolutely new. A ad 
a patent based on combination claims 
Is no protection to the Inventor If the 
device can be made to work by omit­
ting any single element of the com­
bination.

An Inventor got a patent on a de­
vice to use in coal stoves to enable" 
them to burn kerosene as fuel. It was 
a new idea and should have made him 
a fortune. Unfortunately, in drawing 
up the claims he had included In all 
of them a groove to catch any drip­
ping of oil. As soon as the device was 
on the market and making money, a 
clever young man bought one, filled 
up the groove and found It would work 
just as well. Then he duplicated the 
device, all but the groove, and the 
courts held that the inventor >ad no 

* redress. He had claimed more than he 
needed.

“However, most of the pitfalls that 
confront the inventor are of his own 
digging,” said one of the foremost of 
American patent attorneys. “I am 
speaking now of the amateur Inventor, 
and nearly all inventors are amateurs.

“The amateur is full of fear that 
somebody will steal his Invention. He 
need have no such feer it he protects 
himself with documentary evidence of 
the date of the original conception of 
his invention anVl of each stage of its 
development. He should also have a 
reliable attorney search Patent* Office 

; records to see it the Invention is really 
new. And, most important, he ought 
to make sure that there is a possible 
market for the device.

"That is the way the professional 
Inventor works. He usually discovers 
the demand and then sets to work to 
supply it. Nine times out of ten he 
sells his Invention before he applies 
for his patent, letting the purchaser 
get the patent while he turns hie mlhd 
to another problem.
