Arguments in favour of the position I

Many schemes bave been de-
vised to counteract this unprogressive
element, and none have proved so sue-
¢assful as the organization of Olubs in
which farmers meet periodically for the

How often do we meet w
practical farmers who have acquired by
experience much “valuable information
which they deem unworthy of special
pablication, but which would be elicited
and made public by means of Farmers’
Clubs, and would by this means prove of
much value to those at a distance. They
serve too as incentives to thought and
study. Any man who takes an interést
in such institutions will naturally giv
to the s i n
more thought and study than he would
if hic was not-expeeted to express lis
views upon it in publie. In this way they
tend to make each of their members a
more liberal contributor to the general
stock of inowledge than he would other-
wise be.

Another very important feature of
their usefulness is, that they are calcu-
lated to excite in the rising generation of
farmers, or rather in those who shoul
be, but.who are too often disposed not to
be farmers, a tastefor the pursuit of that
calling. It cannot be denied that our
farmers’ sons are too often disposed to
turn their backs upon the plough, and
flock to our towns and cities in search
of more inviting employment. This has
always seemed to me to be in a great
measure due to the fact, that of late
years the introduction of a more general
system of common schooleducation than
formerly prevailed has aroused the
thinking faculties of our farmeis’ sons,
and as a consequence they are disposed
to avoid & pursuit which, by the absence
of such institutions as Farmers’ Clubs,
they are led to regard as one that will
not afford them food for thought ; or in
other words, that will not give them oc-
cupation for the thinking faculties that
education has aroused.

1 need scarcely say that this impres-
sion so general in reference to farming
is an .erroncous ome, for, if rightly
viewed, there is no pursuit in life better
ca'culated to afford the educated mind
pleasanter occupation than that of agri-
calture. Farmers’' Clubs are ewminentiy
cilculated to les our young fermers
to see that this is so, and they thus ve.
come powerful agencies for enlisting in
agricultural pursuits men of active
minds, who would otherwise be disposed

ransfer their abilities to other call-

|

have yet enother standpoint from
which to view their usefuiness, and that
15 the fact that they are convenient
mediums through which farmers can
give public expression to their views on
any important question that may in the
course of events render it desirable that
they should do so. In this way the
views of a district can be put forward
with some weight, and brought to bear
where they are most likely to have the
desired effect.

they acted individually they could not
a:complish with the samo economy, In
the same way the introduction of new or
improved implements,of seeds, manures
c2., can be brought about; and supp.
tese obtained upon ‘more favorable
by a Ciub acting together, than

Farmers' Clubs are
calenlated to give rise to, and they are
more than enough to®warrant you in
sparing no peins to complete the or-
gauization of the one you contemplate,
And now a few words on the necessary
steps to bé taken in organizing and con-
ducting it. I need scarcely say you will
first require to call a preliminary meet-
ing of ithe Jarmers of the district—if
you have not already done so. This
meeting should select a committee of
five or seven active, intelligent men, to
draft o constitution, This constitution
shouid, among other things, set forth in
plain, unmistakable language, the ob.
jeets of the proposgd club, the number
of officers necessary to conduect it, the
mode of electing them, the length of
time they are to hold office, and the
duties of each. Let your President and
Seeretary be men upon whom yon can

Iy to take an wtereel in il
success, for that success will largely de.
pnd upon them, The constitution
should then proceed to state the qualifi-
cations necessary for membership, the
yearly fee to be paid—which should vot
in 1y opinion exceed half a dollar—the
number of meetings to be held annually,
the time and place for holding thom, the
order in which the business
meeting is to be conducted,and a general
statement of the nature of the subjects
tha’ will ba admissable for discussion, with
a clear and unmistakable definition of
those topics that will not be admissable,
