John Lineham, one of the pioneers of
Alberta, died yesterday morning at the
Empress Hotel, Calgary, after a protract-
ed illness. The end came. suddenly,
though his recovery for some time past
had not been anticipated.

Ottawa; April-  21.—Mr. Verville,
the Labor member representing
Maissoneuve, drew attention to an ar-
ticle appearing in the Hamilton Spec-
tator, April“17, saying that the West-
inghouse people were attempting -to
bring in non-union men to take the
places of their striking moulders. It
was stated that Immigration Officer
Sharpe, stationed at® Bridgeburg, had
stopped four men on an M. C. R. train
who admitted that they were under
contract to work for a Hamilton firm,
and that they had been deported. It
was also stated that Officer Sharpe
had been forthwith dismissed from his
position without investigation, and that
the union in Hamilton was going to
take the matter up at Otfawa.

Hon. T. W. Crothers, minister of
labor, said that his attention had not
been called to the deportation of any
laborers, but that a complaint had
been made two days ago-that one of
the inspectors had taken from a M. C.
R. train a man who had lived for eight
vears in Hamilton. ' He had been sus-
pended pending an investigation, and
the report on the case would be dealt
with when received at Ottawa.

“Too many officers,” said Dr. Bryce,
“have not been educated in the know-
ledge of ‘the schools, but are men who
know practically - nothing of - applied
science and who, in consequence, have
forced their way up through sheer
fighting ability and through the appli-
cation of vrinciples which they do not
understand. Many manufacturers
think it sufficient to have a sorcalled
“practical man,” one not instructed, But
as ~a guide, philosopher and friend.
Such a manufacturer does not value
expert advice, shuts. his eyes to.the
waste in his business, settles down
to a career of non-progressiveness, agi-
tates for a higher duty upon his pro-
ducts, and then, dissatisfied, turns his
thoughts to forming illegal combina-
tions where the remedy for many of
| his difficulties is 'scientifjc research.”
[ After pointing out what a different
| state of affairs exist in Germany and

in the United States, where there are
institutions of higher learning, and in
| scientific occupations, no fewer than
| 600 graduates of Toronto University, a
direct loss- to. Canada, which should
have kept these men, Dr. Bryce pointed
out that there were scores of problems
needing scientific examination in Can-
adian. industries. Some of these were
the utilization of the Cobalt taiiings in

The table (heing thus arranged,
every one at the table has a glass or
cup of wine placed before him for on
these nights every ‘person at table is
obliged to drink four glasses of wine
in commemoration of the four diffier-
ent expressions made use of at the
redemption from Egypt. All things
are then left on the table till the re-
turn from the synagogue or wherever
the services are held, when the
master of the family begins the kid-
dush. On these nights it is customary
to allow even the humblest Hebrew
servant to sit at the table during the
ceremonial part, for as a translation of
the ritual says “as we were all equally
alike in bondage it is proper that we
all return thanks to God for the re-
demption.”

The order of the ceremonial meal
is as follows: Eat the bitter herb;
eat the horseradish; bring the meat
to the table, eat and be joyful; take a
piece of the middle of the cake and
eat 'a small portion; say grace after
meat; say the sanctification; wash
hands; take the parsley; break the
middle cake; say grace and break the
middle cake.

After the middle cake has been
brokert ‘and a4 part Iaid aside till after
supper for ophikomen the master of
the house takes the bone of the lamb
and the egg off the dish and all at
the table take hold of the dish and
say: ‘Lo, this is the bread of our
affliction ,which r ancestors ate in
the land of Egypt; let all those who
are hungry enter and eat thereof; and
all 'who are necesgitious come and
celebrate it here but the next year
we hope to celebrate it in the land
of Israel.

She shall have a monument—a small
one'jbut still a monument.”

Mother of 126 Cubs.

Nellie for years was the best known
animal in the Lincoln park zoo. She
was the mother of 126 cubs. For sev-
eral years she had been blind and
gradually getting feebler with old age.
She was 24 years old. Cy De Vry, who
has had charge of the animals_for
twenty-five years, raised Nellie from a
cub.

Prince was purchased from a circus
in°- Wisconsin on April 6, 1908, for $1,-
400, and placed in the same cage with
Nellie. They lived in harmony and
happiness, the best of ‘“pals” for ten
long years. Visitors used to smile as
they gazed into cage 4 at Nellie and
Prince stretched out on the floor side
by side, both curiously watching the

Now Prince is companionless. The
world is lost for Him since Nellie’'s
death, and he is cast in gloom.

TORNOW KILLS
THO PURSUERS;
THIRD ESCAPES

Outlaw of Wynooche Brings
" Lists of Deaths Charged
Against Him to
Total of Six

Shelton, April 21-—Cornered in a cab-
in in the wilderness of Northeast Che-
halis county, John Tornow, the outlaw
of the Wynooche, for whom posses
have sought for more than a yvear,
brought the number of deaths charged
against him to six today by shooting
almost point blank and kiiling Louls
Blair and Charles Lathrop, two ypung
trappers of Shelton, who were his
trail, with Deputy Sheriff Giles Quim-
by, of Chehalis county. Quimby emp-
tied his gun at Tornow and fled. He
reached a station on the Mason county
logging road and telephoned the news
here. Quimby believes he wounded Tor-
now, and says both Lathrop and Blair
are dead.

Both Experienced Hunters

Both Lathrop and Blair, who were
experienced woodsmen and trappers,
Wwere persistent hunters of Tornow, who
is wanted at Montesano to answer for
the murder of his twin nephews, John
and Will Bauer, 19 years old, who were
kl.lled in the fall of 1911, and for the
killing of Deputy eriffs Colin Mec-
Kenzie and A. V., lmer, who were
slain a year ago in pursuit of the out-
law. X

Blair, the man who gave the alarm
when the outlaw slew McKenzie and
Elmer, with Lathrop, joined Quimby
several days ago, and they took a trail

that gave promise of leading them to
their quarry.

Penetrate a Wilderness

Following the tracks of the outlaw
through the wilderness, crossing
streams and penetrating brambles and
the deep jungles of the giant forest,
one of the finest staacs of timber in
the entire west, where the brightest sun
finds difficulty in penetrating, leaping
over moss-covered logs, fallen through
ages, the intrepid trio early today came
upon an old cabin in the Oxbow coun-
try, not far from the Pillishak, a little
creek which finds it way to the Satsop.

Believing themselves near Tornow,
they separated to surround the cabin.
Blaid and Lathrop approaching the
outlaw’s rude structure from the front,
while Quimby slipped around to the
rear.

As Quimby reached his station he
heard the crack of shots in rapid suc-
cession, and running around saw Tor-
now standing in the doorway, pumping
bullets into the prone figurew of Blair
and Lathrop.

Quimby Opens Fire

Dropping behind a shelter,. Quimby
opened fire, pulling the trigger as fast
as his finger would wowe. Vhen his
magazine was exhausted he fled in
blind panic, not stopping to ascertain
whether Tornow had been wounded or
whether his com ions were dead.

Quimby hurri back over the rude
trail ten miles to station No. 5, on the
Mason county logging road, where he
gave the alarm and telephoned to Shel-
ton of the death of his companions,

Decides Not to Venture

camp, and it was decided best not to
venture back into the forest until the
gheriff of Chehalls county artived with
‘his posse from Montesano.

At this time his appearance would
hardly justify the expression that he
can, but then hard, conscientious work
often works wonders. Jeff was 39
years of age on April 15. It would re-
quire at least six or eight months of
hard training to properly condition him
He would be close to 40 years of age
before he could hope to step into a ring
at the very earliest, carefully and pro-
perly prepared.

Age is an important factor in a box-
ing match. Most boxers begin to turn
back at 28. Their method of living,
however, has much to do with this.

May Surprise Us.

Bob Fitzsimmons made his best con-
test at 40, when he fell' before Jeffries
at San Francisco.

Basso said, Mr. and Mrs. Portello went
to Italy and hired two young girls
from their parents. They brought
them to Toronto and sent them out
with hand organs.

“Such a state of affairs was preva-
lent in Italy years ago, but the Italian
government, by vigorous measures
stamped it out. It is the padrone sys-
tem and there are many cases of this
in Toronto,” said Mr. Basso.

ident, and Francisco Gonzales Gante,
revolutionary agent. Both are in
‘Washington to confer with representa- :
tives of the Madero family here, and
will return to New York in a day or
two.

Gante declared welations betwesn
Gen. Huerta and Gen. Diaz are already &
strained, owing to their rivairy for the
presidency.

“The states of Mexico are honey-
combed with revolution,” said Gante.'
“Huerta in order to protect himself im
keeping 8,000 infantry and cavalry at
the National Palace, while Diaz has. .
withdrawn to his country place a few '
miles outside the city and has taken |
about all the federal artillery with
him.”

From the Mexican embassy adwices
of quite the contrary nature were given
out today. It was said that rebel '
bands in Mexico are surrendering al-
most daily and that negotiations are
under way for the withdrawal of
Zapata from the field of opposition to
the government, The early collapse of
the revolutionary movement im the
north is predicted by the embassy des-
patches. .

State department reports strike a,
medium between the statements of the
Madero faction and reports of the
Huerta government., Indications today
were that the situation in the north is
slightly worse, while conditions in the .
