DEATH BY DROWNING:.

John B Carmichael Supposed to Have
Lost His Life Off Macaunlay

The Brackman and Ker Milling Congany
is the most important enterprise of the
kind in the Province. The business was
founded in 1876 by the erection of a flour
mill at North Saanich. Ten years later
the head office - was iransferred: to this
city. - In 1800 the Company was incorpor-

¥ictoria. The main building is 60x80 feet.
