In Jeresaleum a 
American five dollar nets is worth half a 
franc more than an English sovereign. A 
Canadian five dollar bank bill would ab- 
aolately be refused at any price in that dis­
tant quarter.

The World has been taunted in one or 
two quarter» for being “ a national organ.” 
Wall, this question of money is oae of the 
pointe where the benefits of distinct nation­
ality is seem. We ought to have a national 
mint and coinage (geld as well as silver) 
and our national bank notes respected 
throughout the world.

Aa to the minor pointa discussed by our 
contemporaries wo can agree with both in 
favoring the issue of fractional notes.

■offer considerable less. We in common 
with the other Toronto paper» oan speak on 
this question from experience.
