«Hare Mad Party —A Trip

i Eﬁm.l a Fruit Country to the Fight-

-ing Grounds—A Sad Day Aimong the

pests,

‘About seventy-five of the best dressed
sporting men of the city journeyed over to
Niagara on Wednesday night and under-
went one of the most trying passages to see
what eventually turned out to be the Full-

-Gilmore fizzle, Early on Wednes-

y evening the men were hurried around
the city inavery raw manner. It was
stated that the rendezvous would be at
GI!enbon of a well-known Yonge street
mmn, Gonsequently early in the evening
many of those who had made up their minds
to take the trip gathered at this resort.
Here the direction was given to meet the
small steamer Armenia at the foot of
Church street. This light craft was duly
fired up and tied at the wharf of the above
thoroaghfare. To all who came to the foot
of the streek a man stood in the small
wicket gate'and waved a lamp, The price
of the trip on the Armenia was $5, which,
a8 lhtodhnbozo, about seventy-five sub-

o very considerable number
of tickets which :vrgre not used were also
disposed of. At the last minute some of
the best known sporting men of the city
bsck.ed out and were afraid to face the
masic, principally through fear of exposure
and a couple of reporters who found their
way on board. All the infordiation that
the excursionists could ascertain from the
managers of the alleged prize-fight was
that it would occur at a point on the road
running along the lake shore three, four,
five or six miles from Youngstown, New
York.

At 1.30 o'clock exsctly the Armenia
weighed anchor and steamed put into
the lake in a  drizalin rain,
The party on board settled themselves
down to various occupations, There was
drinking, gambling and = rushing about
for staterooms, none of which, howsser
could be obtained. AlL on board crowded
into the after eabin, and made the best of
a hard- night's rers. At 6 o'lock in the
morning the Armenia ran into the long
wharf jutting o4t into the lake at Wilson,
N. Y., which ¥ abont twelve miles west
of Youogst,wn. At first the crowd
was very timid about venturing on
the dock, * Everyone began to enquire if
the fiy’ st waa to take place at or anygwhere
near, landing. The principal manager
of the affair said that it would not come
off at or near the landing, but would take
place at a point about five miles down the
dake shore in the direction of Youngstown.
‘The party then requested that the boat
head in the direction named. To this the

; abjected strenuously, and said he
would not leave the dock until he got
clearance papers and the cargo passed
the customs. The cargo outside of the
multitudious supply of liquor consisted of
sevaral yards of new rope and twelve

es of the reguiation pattern for prize-
fight rings. Despite all overtures the cap-
tain of the Armenia would not budge his
boat. A messenger was despatched vp
into the village to look for the custom house
officer, Ralph Waldeck. After lyingat
the wharf about one hour the party began
to get very restless, There was no sign
of the custom house officer coming to the
relief, and messengers were despatched in
various ways te hunt him up. In the
meantime the bulk of the party had de-
«cided to forret their way along the road to
the figh#ing ground. Willing hands soon
grabbed up the stakes and rope and a start
was'at orice made. The advance guard of
tthe party had barely gained the brow of
the hill leading from the wharf when the
much desired custom house officer was met.
He looked at the ropes and stakes and one
of the most enthusiastic members of the
party told him that a foot race was to take
place down the road. This™ explapation
appeared highly satisfactory to the official,
and he allowed the sportemen to pass on
wighous further molestation. A trail was
taen struck along the lake shore.  After
ing to the brow of the hill,
owever, the party found that they
were on a miniature island. A small
boy came to the rescue and told them
that they were going the wrong way. A
confribution of a dime a head was at once
suggested and the said small boy under-
took to pilot the way to the main road
leading to Yeungstown, While the party
was passing through Wilson the villagers
had just begun to stir and many of them
were out im their gardens, of which every
one possesses one. The small boy led the
way = through the main street and
the first stop was made at a
cider mill" where the entire crowd
refreshed themselves with good sweet
cider but forgot to pay anything for it.
It Baving been understood that the dist-
ange to thefighting ground was some five
or six miles, a scramble began for vehicles.
Two of the most robust of the party were
not long in ferreting out a boy with a
buggy and a fast horse. For a considera
tion of a dollar each they were taken on
board and rapidly driven away. Next to
come along was a young butcher. He said
he was going down the road about six
miles for a load of lambs. He had a very
inviting democrat wagon and was at once
hailed. Four or five of the party jumped
in when the butcher turned round and eaid
thag he would most positively refuse to
carry them as he did not know whether
they were thieves, murderers or fenians.
A -wealthy sport in the party jingled
several half dollar pieces in the face of the
butcher and assured him that each one
would pay him fifty cents for
carrying them as far as he went.
He got a load of six, which entirely iilled
his wagon. The butcher then drove down
the road, and shouted to all the district
farmers to hitch up, that there was a great
graft in the crowd and that they could
make a few dollars apiece all round. They
all took the hiut, and every kind of
vehicle was soon on the road. It wasa
remarkable procession, The sports piled
into the wagons indiscriminately and put
up their Lalf dollars all round. One far-
mer, with a double vehicle, carriea four-
teen st 50 cents a head, and declared that
that was the best day’s teaming that he
had had for many & month. The fourteen
bright silver half dollars put into his hand
seemed to tickle him to death. Oa the
party rode and walked until finally wagons
were forthcomiog to accommodate almost
everyone, The buteher who had at
first demurred at assisting the party
shouted himself hoarse in commanding
every farmer to hitch up. He even went so
far as to threaten some of them, and his
threats had a satistactory effect. He was
not lost for an oath when no appearance ot
hastening was made. About two miles and
a haif from Wilson the entire party stopped
st & farm house and demanded and were
gecved with bread and milk in abundance.
The gardens and orchards along the road-
side were-loaded with fruits of oli kiands,
When the party had gone sbout three or
fsur miles out of Wilson it was d.scovered
that everyoue in the village who possessed

a rig was in pursuit. The wise butcher
volunteered the information that theré was
not a policeman within 15 miles, and that
the crowd did not need to give a damn for
any one that was following, As the party
reached the fighting bounds the crowd in-
creased. Every one along the road side
seemed to stop his work of picking fruit
and join in..The first halt was made
seven miles from Wilson at a bend in the
road, Here it was supposed that the prin-
cipals would be met.- After waiting an hour
or so the party pushed on. No one seemed
to know the exact spot. Four miles fur-
ther on the well-known figure of Geo. Full-
james was seen standing in the gate of the
farm house occupied by Andrew, Holland,
Oue of the party discovered that this was
the exact spot. The crowd then ertered
the front gate and drove or walked
to a closely-covered thicket in rear of
the farmer’s house fronting on the lake.
This was said to be U, S, property. A
hands with several of his friends in the
solitary  private from Uncle Sam’s
army was on the ground It was
now high noon, Faolljames shook
crowd, and the question was at once asked
him where Gilmore was,

I have been on the ground since 4 this
morping,” said Fulljames, “and I have
not set an eye on him.” A murmur of
disgust went up on all sides. The most
diligent. enquiry could mnot disclose
the whereabouts of - Gilmore. Many
of his friends alleged that he
had mnot been given the  proper
location of the ground. However, as he
has not been yet seen, it is hard to say
whether this is ~correct or not; but the
general impression was that he ignomini-
ously showed the white feather. Full-
james looked pale and excited. Heshouted
out at the top of his voice that he was
gomg to claim the stakes, and called on

oe Kllemonge, an old Toronto man, to
pltch the ring. A twenty-four foot ring
was at once staked out, Fulljames di-
vested himself of his outer clothing,
jumped into the ring weariog red stock-
ings and white psnts, naked from
the waist up, Outside of a per-
ceptible nervousness, he looked the
pink of condition, His muscles were hard
and highly trained. He weighed exactly
131 ibs. The only reward the crowd got
for their hazardous journey was a sight of
of Fulljames in his tighting costume. The
word was passed round anxiously for Gil-
more. No one had seen or heard of him
that morning.£Joe Popp, who was to have
acted as his second and who accompanied
the party, positively denied all knowledge
of his whereabouts. He said that he was
morally certain that Gilmore would be on
hand when the party reached the ground,
and in the most earnest manner protested
that he was unable to accountfor Gil-
more’s non-appearance. In fact he was
almost moved to tears, and said that he
had betted $25 the night before that the
fight wonld positively take place.

'All this time the crowd around the ring
kept swelling. When the stakes were
fiaaily driven there was in addition to the
75 of the Toronto party at least
250 others. Fulljames was accom-
panied by 50 sports from Buffalo
and half a dozen from New York.
All told there must have been 300 around
the ring loudly clamoring for some sort of
an exhibition. Paul Pattilo was of the
party and jumped into the ring and
shouted out that he could lick either of
the principals there and then. As Pattilo
is considered quite a pugilist there is prob-
ably more truth than poetry in his asser-
tion, The worst disappointed of the whole
party seemed to be the countrymen who
were picked up along the road.. They
were positively wild when the fight did
not come off, although they were not dead
certain whether they were going to
a mill, a foot race or a circus.

A most searching enquiry aroand
Youngstowr, old Niagara town, Suspen-
gion bridge, St. Catharines, etc., failed to
disclose the whereabouts of Gilmore, som«
of the psr? even going so far as to assert
that he had never left the city of Toronto
and never intended to take any part in the
fight. No one could be ferreted out who
had even seen him or heard of him around
any of these places. The last that the
World saw of Gilmore was on Tuezday
night last at 10 o’clock. He had
just arrived from his training quarters at
Peterboro, and it was subsequently alleged
that he had left for Niagara by the 10.45
train, - No oune appears to have seen him
after this hour, When the party reached
Youngstown 'there was a council of war
held, and many of them avowed that they
would not return by the steamer Armenia,
alleging with all the superstitions of the
sporting fraternity that the boat would go
down. Twoconveyances carrying six each
were engaged, and the most affluent of the
party were driven to St.!Catharines, twelve
miles distant, where the 4 60 express for
Toronto was caught. On this train were
also Fulljames and Ellemonge, his second,
and half & dozen of his friends. They had
driven from Youngstown to Suspension
Bridge in time to catch. this train. Full-
james was very talkative on the train trip.
He said that he had been waiting for Gil-
morxe for years, and at the very time that
he expected to meet him for certain, Harry
had turned out a skunk and exhibited
the white feather. “I was dead
eurnest,” added Fulljames, “and I
jiotended pesitively to fight it out to the
end.” As he wassurrounded principally by
his admirers and friends, these statements
were taken for gospel truth.

A story was freely circulated around
Niagars town during the afternoon that
Gilmore had been given the double crose.
It was positively asserted by one of his
backers and warmest friends that he had
gone to another point altogether,
and was probably  waiting there
at 4 p.m. This gentleman would not ad-
mit otherwise than that Gilmore had been
imposed upon as to the Jocation of the
fighting grounds. As an off-set to this it
was positively stated by some of the
managers of the excursion that both men
were shown the grounds at least on two
occasions. The chagrin of the party when
it was learned that no fight was to come
off can better be imagined than described.
The Toronto men had paid $5 a piece to
cross the lake in the Armenia, and were
very lavish with their funds on the
way over. It was gegerally understood
that if the fight did not actnally take place
their fare of 35 would be refunded. This,
however, is not at all likely to be done.
There was the wildest kind of kicking in
the Toronto camp, and it was asserted
¢hat the whole thing was a job, that the
men never intended to meet, and that the
alleged fight was gotten up simply for the
benefit of the principals and their friends.
As some six or seven hundred dollars
worth of tickets were sold, many not being
used, there may be considerable founda-
ticn for this statement.

The main topic in the city last night
was the fight fizzle, There wasa genuine
Jdisgust expressed on all hands. It was
ireely asserted that Gilmore was a rank
coward and afraid to face'the mugic. There

\- positively - no police intexference.
When the city officers were assured that it
would take piace outside of Ontario they
Jost all interest in the fizzle.

no way determines the merits of the two

men. ‘I do not,” he says, ‘‘mean to say
that the steamer Tonki had much to do
with it. Beach, who was trained to per-
fection, was undoubtedly the best man

that day. But Hanlan was not himself
and you will undoubtedly say so after.
reading thé accounts of the race. I amy
satisfied that Hanlan is the faster man.”

The betting on the next race, Mr. Howe

thinks, will be about even, but he recom-

mends everybody to put their money on
the Canadian, From a copy of the Sydney

Herald, which accompanies the letter, the

following extracts are clipped. Tha$

paper devotes a whole page to an account
of the race, summarising the matter as
follows :

Intown at night the race formed the one
topic_of thought and conversation. Sportsmen
and that section of colonial youth that affects
spert, gathered about e International hotel,
filled ail the rooms and flowed over upon the
pavement, blockin% the whole street from
wall to wall so effectually that only by much
labor, patience and ingenuity could one or two
cabs force a wax through, There wag not
much talk; the first desire seemed to to
shake hands with Beach, the second to
his health, The fact of the world’s champion-
ship won back once more was t00 great to be
comprehended until a proper condition of ex-
altation had been attained, and in that condi-
tion speech became so wild and incoherent as
only to be comprehensible to the exalted
b otherhood. Hence it would be waste o
time to record any of the words that fell from
the windows of the hotel, and were swallow:
so eagerly by the crowd below. Every loser
had a theory, and singularly enough some few
who, without any particular interest, sim;
watched events, and éudged them, were nof
satisfied all through. Every man in the city of
course regretted the foul. It was one of the
most lamentable incidents connec
aquatic sports in Sydney. It ouj ht notto have
been. There was half a mile of water to puil
in, and chivalrous if not simply honest intent
should have kept the men far enough asunder.
But it is no use whatever clinging to the
notion of the sugerhuma,n character of Han-
lan's rowing, and still persisting that the foul
lost the race, Had the difference which many
men assumed really existed, he could easily
enough have recovered the half-dozen lengths
stolen from him, and in the two miles’l pull
which remained have gained enough to have
gone past the post an easy winner. Nor does
it appear likely that there can be much truth
in the rumors which have been seét afloat as
to too easy training. The bare facts point to
the very rational conclusion held by Beach
and his party, that superior native stren
wedded to natural skill and prepared by long
and careful and patient training, have bro t
about the inevitable result. If there are other
theories, in which are mixed unpleasant im-
putations, it is foolish to broach them without
proof, and ungenerous to give them publiocity.
here is one easy way out of discontent
which Hanlan has never declined to a beaten
opponent, and which, should he demand it,
Beach will doubtless. in a reasonable time, be
perfectly willing to t to him—it is another
match. We shall, inall grobablllty. see an-
other mateh ; and should Saturday’s result be
repeated, may safely conclude that the spell is
broken, and that the notions of mysterious in-
fluences and magic powers may put away
as idle superstitions that strive vainly to ac-
count for very simple facts. Beach has mas-
tered the science of sculling, and we may
reasonably hope will be the first of a race of
scullers to keep the laurel which Trickett won
and lost, and which he himself has rewon;
and let us hope that Australia will not lose
possession of it for yeais and generations to
ocome.

Beach’s record, hitherto unpublished in

America, is given as below :

William Beach, sculling champion of the
world, was born in London, of which city his
forbears on both sifes had been residents for
some generations, about the year 1854. 1850
he was brought by his parents to Australia to
the Illawarra district of New South Wales,
where he grew, was educated, settled, mar-
ried, and still resides. As a youth he learned
his father's trade, and never, so far as we can
learn, worked in other capacity until he de-
veloped the marvellous capacity for sculling,
which has now placed him in unique
sition as champion of the world. He first be-
gan to row on the Illawarra lake, but nos with
any particular success. His first triumph was
the winning of a handicap skiff race in Wool-
loomooloo bay for a £25 prize presented by
Mr. Deeble. Following 11]1)15, he was beaten
at the Pyrmont regatta in 1881 by H. Pearce ;
beaten at the national regatta in 1852 b Neil
MeDonald, but subsequently he beat cDon-
ald on Parramatta river for £30 a side. Fol-
lowing this he beat Chas. and Chas.
Reynolds, each for £100 a side.
in outri with
for the ancis
he was not su or
luck in his next effort on the Clarenee river,
but triumph came, when, in December,
1882 he pulled Tom Clifford ever the ehampion
course for £200 a side, and beat him easily.
Rowing in the national regatta of 1883 he
shared bad luck with others—his outrigger
broke under him, Then came & challenge
from Edward Trickett, who had finished be-
hind Beach for' the 'Francis Puneh trophy.
They rowed fer £10) a side on thé* Paramatta
river and Trickett won by two lengths in good
time. Two races, however, followed in
both of which Beach was victorious. The two
men met again in the match for Mr. Hunt's
trophy, and which Beach won easily enough,
but in November of the szme year, meeting
the ex-champion, when himself in bad condi-
tion he was euiiy beaten. Still again they
met at the national regatta and, © to a
foul the race was ordered to be ulled over
again, and on this occasion Trickett won.
This made a neoeuitg for one more match,
which Beach won, and with it the champion-
ship of Australia. Folle
gotiationsfor the contest on the Nepean,which
to his pecuniary loss but abiding credit Beach
declined. Then, following Laycock’s defeat
came the arrangements for Saturday’s match,
which has resulted in such unexpected suc-
cess.,

The Diaconate and the Laity—The Church
Temperance Society—The People and
the Church.

The subject for yesterday morning’s ses-
sion of the congress was the need of a
wider use of the diaconate and of lay help
injthe church.

A POLITICALMANAGER M URDERED

At Lacrosse, Wis.—His Assassin Lynched.
' Lacrossg, Wis., Oct. 16.—F. A. Burton, !
president of the Blaine-Logan club, was
shot dead this evening by » character
known -as “Scotty” while the republican
procession was forming. The maurderer
was arrested and hurried off to jail,
followed by hundreds of men in uni-

form carrying torches and shouting,
““Lynch him.” The chief of po-
lice. and posse barricaded the jail
doors and prevented violence. The
murderer, it is said, advanced from the
crowd to within a few feet of his victim
and fired the first bullet into his back.
Burton fell to the pavement and Scotty
emptied his revolver, firing six shots into
Burton’s body and head. He then threw
the revolver at his victim and gave him &
kick, All this was done in a moment be-
fore anyone could realize what had hap-
E:ned. The motive of the murder is un-
own, ' Burton was managing the cam-
nign in this section. A mob of the Blaine-
gan torch-bearers and citizens surround-
ed the jail and demanded the possession of
Scotty. This was refused. The mob then
procured cold chisels, forced open the
doors, put a rope round his neck, and
lynched him at 10.45 p.m.
The officers were unable to stay the
mob, who refused to listen to argument.
From 9 to 10 the courthouse square pre-
sented a scene which beggared description.
The mob increased in numbers until the
entire space on three sides of the jail was
one dense mass of humanity demanding
that the murderer should be hung. The
torches of the men flared above the gea of
heads, and white plumes moved resolutely
about she square. The best citizens were
present and watched the fearful scene with
blanched faces, but with no expression of

sympathy.

A Chicago Pork Packing Scandal,

pool pork house of John T. Davies & Co.

On Oct. 3 Davies ar
rived on his annual inspection trip and
was handed an unsigned letter in what ap-
peared to be young Atkinson’s hand writ
ing, confeesing he was a defaulter to the
extent of over $100,000, and that the
money was lost in speculation. The fol-
lowing day Davies declared a dissolution
of the branch firm and began an investiga-
tion, which thus far shows a shortage of
$200,000 in young Atkiuson’s account.

The new Montreal liberal journal calls
upon the recently appointed lieutenant-
governor to give the Ross government their
choice between better administration and

sresignation. In other words the Times
wants Mr. Masson to repeat Mr. Letellier’s
coup d'etat, The advice is not likely to be
accepted even if Mr. Masson’s party sym-
pathies did not stanain the way. The pun-
ishment which the British government al-

_ lowed the dominion government to visit on
Letellier's head will keep all other gover-
nors from attempting to exercise the power
they were supposed to have under the con-
federation act of forcing an appeal to the
people.

But we call the Times' attention
to . another aspeet of this matter.
With the best intentions Mr. Letellier
made a huge tactical blunder when he
dismissed the De Boucherville govern-
ment., Mr, Joly was able to maintain
himself in power for a few months and put
the finances and public works of the pro-
vince in shape, but this was nosooner done
than he was driven out, and the last state
of Quebec has been worse than the first.
All that can be done for any self-governing
people is to leave them alone. If they will
keep in power corrupt politicians who al-
low their friends to plunder the treasury
they must be left to bear the burdens im
posed by their own folly. Those who sow
the wind sooner or later reap the whirl-
wind.

More important still is the rank toryism

" of the Times’ appeal, which ought not to
be endorsed by the Quebec liberals. Let
us have no whining in this country. If
the ministry in office are doing wrong show
them up, The facts can be got at through
the agency of legislative machinery. Let
them be enforced aud if the people choose
to go on cherishing a brood of vampires,
they must be left to their idols. No heroic
remedy applied by a lientenant-governor
can save them,

Business and Polities.

The suspension of a large wholesale
house, with_pretty large liabilities, is on
the face of it & commercial event. Gener-
ally it is regarded as being ‘“‘only this and
nothing more ;” but exceptions to the gen
eral rule will turn up sometimes. And it
looks as if we had one of these exceptions,
and probably a very important one, to deal
with at this time, Messrs. Campbell &
Son, so common report says, have been
compelled to suspend, chiefly because Mr.
G. W. Ross, Ontario’s minister of educa-
tion, refused to carry out an agreement re-
specting the authorization of school books,
which had been entered into by his prede-
cessor, Mr, Crooks. Depending upon that
agreement the firm incurred a heavy
expenditure, the  expected profits
frem which have vanished into
thin air at a wave of the wand
held by the magician who sits in the
normal school building. The whole fabric
of an expected gigantic business for many
years to ccome, with at least reasonable
profits attached, has disappeared like a
vision of the Arabian nights, The deed
has been done by Mr. Ross, of course with
the approval of Mr. Mowat and the rest of
his colleagues. It is eomething quite out
of the ordinary course of business; it is
dore by a government, not by a bank or
byBanother commercial house, And it has
about it the complexion of politics quite as
much as of business, looking only at the
relations between the suspended firm and
the local government,

But the event in question may lead to
others, of a far more pronounced political

" character. The elder Campbell, we be-
lisve, started in business as the agent of
the Nelson publishing firm in Edinburg,
and has been substancially the agent of
that firm ever since, to a greater or lesser
extent. It was really Mr. Nelson who
who was to have advanced the sinews of
war, and to have found the means for
carrying out the big Oatario proyincial
contract, had it been proceeded with.
Well, the contract i¥ no! to be proceeded
with; it is in fact knocked on the head
altogether, And thereby hangs a tale—of
probabilities, as good perhaps as any that
we get from the weather office,

Some time ago Mr. Nelson found him-
self, through circumstances over which he
had only a limited control, the unfortunate
possessor of a large ‘‘block™ of Torento
Globe ehares, This semi-compulsory in-
vestment of his has never been a paying
one, and we dare say he would have been
glad of a fair chance to realise on it any
time these two or three years past. It
was rumored lately that he either had sold
or was about to sell out his Globe stock to
Mr. Duncan Mclotyre and Mr. Donald A,
Smith, both of whom are heavily inter-
ested in the Canadian Pacific railway. The
circumstance that Mr, McIntyre sailed for

lutely revived the rumor, afd it

Time will shortly tell; but it will be the
general impression that, if Mr. McIntyre
is really desirous of buying out Mr. Nel-
gon’s share of the Globe, he could scarcely
have arrived in the old country at a more
opportune time. And thus, what appears
on the face of it as a business event mere-
ly, may yet lead directly to important po-
litical comsequences, In these probable
consequences Mr. Blake, Mr. Mowat and
the reform party may feel constderably in-
terested.

The Church Congress on Social Questions.

*“Great men have been amongus:” Rt.
Rev. Bishops, Very Rev.' Deans, Ven,
Archdeacons, ¢t hoc genus omne. They
have discussed publicly some of the most
vital questions of the day : the church and
modern thought; religious instruction in
public schools ; the observance of the Sab-
bath; the temperance cause. How have
they done it? Unquestionably one-sidedly.
“The cloth” was apparent in every detail,
both of matter and manner. - The most
spicy speech savored strongly of the pul-
pit ; argument gave place to exhortation ;
depth of thought to shallowness; dull
common-places outweighed sound common
sense ; and ‘“‘the church” was the be-all
and endeall of every discourse. If the
members had confined themselves strictly
to church matters, no one could
have complained; but they volun-
teered to exprees their opinions on sub-
jects (subjects inwhich certainly the church
takes a deep interest, but) which are most
intimately connected with the common
good. Upon its treatment of modern
thought we have already commented. In
this subject what we are arguing for was
not so visible as it was in other topics, as
for example in that of temperance and re-
ligion in public schools. To judge from
their remarks, morality and temperance
emanated from the church of England
alone; unless their doctrines were taught,
the growth of the country would grow up
degenerate, and temperate habits were
coeval with their society. No ome ocould
have been present at their meetings, no
one, that is, unconnected with their own
body, who did not perceive keenly that
ecclesiasticism was the leaven that
permeated every part of their pro-
ceedings. This is to be regretted.
When a large and influential body in the
state meets to discuss state questions the
public expect to be enlightened, not ex-
horted; expect to hear the questions dis-
cussed from the broadest standpoint of
which that body is capable, not from the
narrowest.

A ludicrous incident apt to set men
thinking occurred at the church congress
yesterday morning. In the discussion of
the need of & wider use of the diaconate
and of lay help in the church, the clergy,
without exceptior, argued on behalf of the
former, and the laity on behalf of the lat-
ter. Had they properly understood the
benefit of a thorough interaction of the
two, we should have expected the clergy to
be calling out for more lay help, and the
laity for distincter clerical guidance.

The mt:-
passed a resolution of sympathy with th
troops in Tonquin, expressing gratitude for
the service rendered to France. Fspecisl
mention was made of Generals DeLisle and
Negrier and Admirals Courbet and Lespe.

Froude’s Latest.
Loxvox, @ct. 16.—The last volume of
Froude’s life of Carlyle has been issued.

Froude defends the revelation of the inner
life of Carlyle made therein, and says re-
ticence upon the subject would have im-
plied that there was somethinﬁ to hide:
“Taking Carlyle ‘altogether there never
was a man whose conduct throughout life
could better bear the fiercest light.” The
memories show that Carlyle was offered a
baronetcy by Beaconsfield, but he declined
the favor. f

The Peace of Furope.

Prsta, Oct. 16.—In the Hungarian
shamber the prime minister expressed sat-
isfaction and joy at the present status of
the Austro German allianve. - The alli-
ance, he declared, meant the preservation
of friendly relations with. neighboring-gov-
ernments, especially Russia, and insured
the unity of Germany and Austria against
external dangers.
