A Bine Beck on Samos* Affairs.
London, March 20.—A blue book on 

Samoan affairs was issued to-day. It con­
tains 356 despatches, the dates ranging 
from April 29, 1888, to Feb. 28, 1889. The 
despatches show that England has been 
throughout in cordial accord with America 
and that she declined to accede to Ger­
many's request for assistance and co-opera­
tion in the restoring of order in Samoa 
until she had learned the American 
Government’s views on the subject.
