On a small table were speci-
mens of the clay as taken. from the moun-
tain near Campbellfard, Ont., and in a box
is shown the clay after being ground pre-
paratory to being placedsin the moulds, The
crude material contains a larze percentagey
of iron, and to this fact is attributable the
stable and rich coloring which is so
characteristic of, the work turned
out-by this firm. The exhibit of manu-
factured goods consists largely of ter-
minals, finals, window beads and pressed
brick. The window beads are the same as
have been put into the new Dominion Bank
building, Spadina and College-avenuef. The
pressed bricks of this firm are now specified
by leading architects and weigh some two
pounds heavier than the ordinary common
brick. The firm only began the manufac-
ture of terra cdtta last year and this is the
firss occasion op which it has been exhibited
bere. All that shown is taken
from stock. A  feature of the
terra cotta goods turned out by this com-
pany is that it will never fade by exposure to
the weather, the coloring being natural, The
product of this factory has already earned a
wide reputation. Montreal has aiready this
year taken some 600 pressed bricks and orders
have been booked for more. Besides this
large orders have been filled for string
courser.

The Wonderful Record of the Canadian
: Pacific Mail Service.

LoNDON, Sept. 9.—Londoners this morning
have an urnusuel theme for conversation.
It is the wonderful Canadian Pacific mail
record, and everyone is talking about this
great event. The City of New York, with
the mails from the far east on
board, arrived at Queenstown yester-
day. This morning the mails were
delivered at the Loundon postoffice, thus
completing the journey between ¥Yokohama
and London in lessthan 21 days. This record
beats all previous efforts and leaves the post-
office guide badly in the lur¢h. That -official
time table gives the China and Japan mails
31 days via Vancouver and 43 days via the
Suez Canal. The fact that the C.P.R. have
done the distance in less thaw half the time
required for the Suez Canal route is much
commented on, and it is needless to say that
the comparison is calculated to raise the
Canadian route very much in favor among
business.men, not to speak of the postofiice
and military authorities.

TRADE WITH BRIZAIN,

The Anglo-Canadian Trade During Aug-
ust Was Fairly Good.

LonpoN, Sept. 9.—The Anglo-Canadian
trade for the month of August was fairly
good. The exports to Canada last’ month
were £536,258, a decrease of 19 per cent.as
compared with the same month last  year
For the eight months from January, 1891,
¥ihe exports were £3,441,053, an increase of
13¢ per cent. over the same period in 1890.
"The imports from Canada during the month
of August were £1,700,000, a decrease of
5,18 per cent. over the same period of last
year, During the eight months from Jan.,
1891, the imports amounted to £3,000,314, an
increase of 1 per cent. over the same period
in 1890. For the month of August this year
the lumber imports from Canada decreased
£350,000 compared with Auguat,lBQO.

OysTER Bay, N.Y., Sept. 9.—Locomotive
No. 118 of the Long Island R.R. exploded at
Oyster Bay station yesterdiy just as it was
about to pull out. Engineer Donaldson, Fire-
man Deckerman and Brakeman Maloney
were killed.
